The Diocesan Synod yesterday again
affirmed its adherence to the principle
of denominational education on mo-
tion of the Rev. H. J. Read. Mr. Read
moved ““that this Synod affirms its
adherence to the principle of denomi-
national education for the public ele-
mentary schools of Newfoundland, and
deprecates 'any attempt to alter the
present modus  vivendi in regard to
the same; and that a copy of this re-
solution be forwarded to the Govern*
ment.”

The resolution was carried. without |
division and by a practically unani-
mous vote. From our connection with
educational affairs in Newfoundland
for over twenty years, we have found
that the denominational system works
well as a whole, and in our opinion it
would be a pity to disturb it. There
are however departments where in-
adeﬁuate provision is made under the
system.

: grants as might be deemed necessary
for professional training on a purely
veluntary basis, letting each denomi-
“nation detemnine for itself where it
would unite for this purpose or not,
and leaving the general education,
matters of residence and general con-
trol ‘of teachers in training to their
own denominations.

Prof. Petrie’s
Discovery.

(Professor Petrie, in the Times,’
don.)

Professor Flinders Petrie has re-
cently found in an Egyptian pyramid
one of the greatest hoards of Egyp-
tian jewellery that has survived.

A quarter of a century, ‘ago he
found the entrance to - the pyramid
but recently he returned to it with
the students and resources of the
British School, of Archaeology in
Egypt ,and found the splendid jewels
of an Egyptian princess who, perhaps,
has lain in her long sleep over 5,000
yvears.<

A Splendid Pyramid.

At the mouth of the Fayum, about
sixty miles south of Cairo, stands the
high, dark mass of the brick pyra-
mid of Senusert IL, built about 3,400
B.C. The older custom of building
pyramids of solid stone had given
place in the 12th dynasty to the short
method of building the bulk of black
brick, and then ccvering it with a
casing of large blocKs of fine white
limestone. <

This pyramid is ' better. preserved
than any other. in its . surounding
works, owing to having been largely
cut into a mass of rock. The rock

ent rock work has also caused sand
and rubbish to accumulate, so that
the worked faces were buried, in
some parts as much as 15
depth.

Jtural details. In order to make cer-
tain of finding all ancient entrances
and structures, the whole surface far
outside the pyramid has been- com-
pletely bared, the rock scraped and
brushed .and every fissure and crack
examined; no site in Egypt has been
so thoroughly searched.

The pyramid | casing was founded
in a deep cutting in the rock, where a
few blocks of it still' remain. The
sides probably varied two - or three
inches; the length was 350 feet.

The Royal Tombs.

Around the enclosure wall were the
tombs of the Royal Family, of which
fourteen have been ‘found. One.of the
most remarkable is a great tunnel
descending by steps to 50 feet deep;
after giving access to one tomb, it

Discovery of the Treasure,

ally filling up by dust and rain
storms, On desecnding.about 20 feet,
the burial chamber of a princess was
found, containing a granite carcopha-
gus; this had been attacked, a hole

! broken in the lid, and everithing ab-

stracted. - So far, nothing unusual
appeared, and our workman was told
to clear the hard mud-out of a small
recess, about 3 feet wide and 3 feet
deep in the side wall of the passage.
This recess had stood open for many
vears, gradually filled with = mud
washed down and caked hard—noth-
ing could look less promising,

A Wonderful Five Days,

After a few cuts of the pick the
man found some  tubular peads of
gold.

How Did They Escape?

The extraordinary conditions of
this discovery Seem quite inexplic-
able, The tomb had been attacked;
the long and heavy work of shifting
the massive granite lid of the carca-
phagus, and breaking it away had
vet all the gold was
left within arm’s reach, in the re-
coss of the passage, uninjured. The
crown would have been bent in some
part if it had been dragged out of the
narrew opening of the sarcophagus,
but it showed no signs of rough hand-
ling. The whole treasure seems -to
have been stacked in the recess at
the time of the burial, and to have re-
mained there, gradually .dropping
apart as the wooden caskets decayed
in course of years, Wwith repeated
flooding of storm water and mud
slowly washed in, down the pit. Had
it been seen or sugpected by those
who so vigorously attacked the carco-
phagus it'is impossible that they
shounld have left it. No chanee visit-
ors in later years ever ransacked the
pit; as it stood open, or. they would
soon have found the treasure.

Missing the Obvious.

- How such things should have ‘es-
caped destruction under these condi-
tions is an entire mystery. ' It can-
not be that the whole was deliberate-
ly buried in mud to ‘hide it from
plunderers, as then the parts would

have been in exact relation to eath
other, On the contrary, - everything

showed a long, gradual decay and
droppjng apart, during which the
wood and the threads were rotted by
the wet, before they bedded in- the
mud filling.

King Breaks
Precedent.

For First Time England’s Royal Pair
Recognizes Arehbishop's Wife,

When the King and Queen recent:
ly dined at Lambeth Place with the
Archbishop of Canterbury ' -and
Mrs. Randall Dayidson, his wile,
they defied a’ pﬁ%&&e*t& " the
Church of England which could
almost be compared to Henry the
Eight’s famous deﬁance of - the
dictates of Rome:

For never before has an English
sovereign acknowledged, by ‘the ac-
ceptance of hospitality at the hands
of the wife of the Archdiseop of Can-
terbury, that this venerable dign-
nitary possessed a wife. In_the eyes
of royalty he has hitherto been
officially a bachelor.

It started way back in the days
of Queen Elizabeth. who became
furious that her - .Archbishop of
Canterbury took unte himself a wife
without her consent. He aunounced
it to her personally and upon his
bended knees, but she: pretended
not to know. wbat he. was talking
about and ever afterwards kept up
this farce of treating himasa
bachelor.

From that day to this the British
sovereighs have declined to know
officially in the etiquette of the
court that the Archbishop of Can-
rerbury was married. It was too
lulierous to be anything but an anti-
quated curiosity in custom. but it
has casused heartache to many pious
and estimable ladies throughout
the centuries.

The Archbishop of Canterbury is
the' most =~ important’ ‘personage
in the kingdom after the sovereign
and the heir to the throne, and both

Like the Irishman who said that
his rope had only one end becaise
the other had been cut away, Mr.
Jehn Burns, when he spoke recently
of “throwing out”a lifeline” in Parlia-
ment, provided a very. amusing illus-
tration of the art of making a state-
ment -which contradicts ‘itself.
