THE RUSSIAN QUESTION.
PARIS, Jan. 20.

The situation in Russia was taken
up by the Supreme Council of the
Peace Conference at its session to-'
day. John Moulens, the French Am-
bassador to Russia, was present at
the meeting and addressed it on the
Russian question. This announce-
ment was made in the official state-
ment given out regarding the pro-
ceedings of - the plenipotentiaries.
The next meeting of the Council will
be held to-morrow at 10.30 o’clock.

WILLIANS I’ENAL RESPONSIBIL-
ITY. ;
PARIS, Jan. 20.

Some points in the report in which
Premier Clemenceau referred to yes-
terday when he said he had consulted
two eminent jurists on the penal res-
ponsibility of the former German
Emperor, were made public to-day.
The report was drawn by Ferdinand
Larnaude, Dean of the Paris Law
Faculty, and Dr. A. G. Lelapradelle,
Professor of Rights of Nations in the
same Faculty. The object of the
inquiry was to investigate from a
purely judical point of view, if the
crimes committed by the German Gov- |
ernment and  Army involved the
penal responsibility of the tormeri
German Emperor, what tribunal
should judge him, and whether his'
extradiction could be demanded. The’
authors of the report give a long
argument against the bringing of the
former Emperor before a tribunal of
common law, because his will com-
manded, but his hand did not exercise. '
They say that he was not the principal
offender and that therefore he should
only be punished as an accomplice.
An international tribunal consequent-
ly must be found. They consider the
Hague Arbitration Court, founded nt'
the 1895 conference, incompetent to
try the Emperor, as the court was
meant for cases where no penalty is
to be applied. They argue that an
entirely new jurisdiction =must be
created which should be the first
instrument of a league of nations,
and in which should appear exclusive-
ly the states which fought Germany.
The two French jurists prove that
the extradiction of the former Ger-
man ruler connot be requested, as he

is not a political refugee. The report
says: “It is anti-judical to assimilate
war with conspiracy. Crimes of war
are crimes of public law and inter-
national law, and 'mot  politicatl
crimes.” The authors of the report

The =ves cf the worid will for a
long period be direc focussed on
the unique assembly‘iathered around
the famous horse-shoe. table at the
Palace of Versailles, Where momen-
tous discussions affecting the entire
world will take place, and out of
which may be developed internation-
al legislation having for its sole ob-
ject the good of mankind in general.
A great deal of impatience, both in
Europe and America, had been shown
because of the delay in getting down
to work, and probably, now that there
is no longer any occasion for resgnt-
ment over this, the secret conclaves
may be seized upon as 2 subject for
disapproval and controversy. It will
be singular indeed if there are mnot
many things in connection with this
Congress which will be freely criti-
siced. One advantaga the delegates
to Versailles have enjoyed, and that
is that they have had plenty of time
in which to become acquainted with
each other, this enabling them to
form an opinion as to the manner of
their associates, and what national
views each one represents. And
there is not the shadow of a doubt
that each one has been sizing up the
other, and diplomatically endeavour-
ing to discover weak points. Perhaps
a great deal of the work of the Con-
ference has already been done at
the informal meetings of the various
representatives. At any rate the out-
lines of the plans for the future
government of the nations interested
have been drawn up and -agreed to,
the final ratification of the Confer-
ence proper being only mneeded to
make them effective.

The primary purpose of the Peace
Conference will be to dictate the
terms of peace, agreed to by it, to
Germany. In the preparation of
these terms, it is understood that
neither the past or present rulers of
that country will have any part. ‘When
the conditions are ready they will- be
presented to the recognized leaders
of whatever German administration
hold the Government, who will have
no alternative but acceptance. The
armistice was mnot a ‘dictatlon of
terms for final peace. It merely
made known to the enemy certain
conditions, upon which a suspension
of hostilities would take place, if
accepted, which conditions might be
considered as the preliminaries of the
terms which were to be subsequently
approved of by the Allies’ in Council.

After the terms which are to be en-
forced and imposed upon Germany
have Jeen approved, and submitted to
the German people, through their re-
pPesentatives, other matters will

tions, incorporated with which will be

The Evangelists.

If we were to put last night's ad-
dress into one sentence we would do
so by simply saying: Depth of
thought and exultation of soul; but in
justice to all congerned we will ex-
tend our notes.

The subject was Joy, and it was
based upon the words of the Redeem-
er in that most sublime conversation
with His apostles during the last year
of His ministry. The words are writ-
ten in the Gospel of St. John, and are
found in the fifteenth, sixteenth and
seventeenth chapters where “the fnl-
ness of joy” is spokKen of, and spoken
of as being “perfect.” John’s Gospel
is allowed by 21l scholars to be the
most sublime of the four written by
the different’ Evangelists.” This is
not to be wondered at, for before John
began to write it he called a fast for
two days, and thus by self-denial and
prayer he approached his work, and it
reveals more of the Divinity of Our
Lord than any of the other Gospels.

The joy of which the Saviour spoke
was his gift to His followers and was
intended for them through all the
ages. It was not meant to exempt
them from earthly trials, nor from
the infirmities of the flesh, but rather
to cheer them, and to comfort them,
and to sustain them in their conflict
with these things, The Saviour’s sor-
rows were great. His cup was bitter
and He knew what it was to shed
tears of sympathy as well as tears of
agony. But though He was spoken
of as ”"A Man of Sorrows,” and al-
though artists have portrayed His
face as such=and He really was
such, there was at the same time a
serenity in His life and a peace in
His presence which was higher than
this world.

This was the joy He spoke of. Men
may not understand T cannot
do so unless they are satis to pay
the price, and surrender their lives to
His service. The empty plaudits of
pleasure do not give real joy to the
heart. Many of the devoteés of so-
ciety and fashion are sick at heart,
and they are tired of the vain shadows
after which they have been blindly
grasping. They seek for joy, but they
geek. it from the wrong source. The
soul cannot find its solace in the
world. The verdict of all who have
tried it is the same, and like Solomon
of old they are unanimous in saying:
»Vanity of vanities, all is vanity.”

But there is a joy that outshines
all these things; and it is the heritage
of the servants of God to possess it.
Whatever their church may be, or
whatever their station in life may be,
they have in this joy a foretaste of
those higher joys which will be the
final reward of those who love His
appearing.

The speaker used many more words
than these, but these may be taken as
containing the essentials of her ad-
dress, and it may, perhaps, convey to
busy people a faint idea of the whole
discourse which, as we have already
stated was depth of thought and exul-
tation of soul.

To compare the beautiful “senti-
ments of the address with the small,
mean lives that some of us live, and
with the hollow mockery. of the mis-
erable gamble for dollars, and with
the pettishness of the day, and with
the lamentable display of selfishness
that one meets in daily life, is to see-
that some invisible power has de-
feated mankind, and that men are
grovelling in the mire when they
should be basking in the sunshine.

In duty to th ecity pastors we wish

Rev. J. Brinton continued his series
of lectures in the Synod Hall last
night, taking as his subject, “The Re-
sults of the Scandinayian Conquest.”
The attendance was fairly large. Mr.
Ll. Colley occupied the chair. The
chairman, in his opening words point-
ed out the opportunity given in these
lectures- to gain a good knowledge of
the church and her work. Rev. Mr.
Brinton started his lecture by re-
ferring briefly to the lectures already
given. He spoke of the Anglo Sax-
ons, and then coming to the Scandi-
navians, told of the coming 'of the
Danes, their heathenism, their blind
destruction of churches, and then
their conversion, and here he paid a
tribute to the never-to-be-forgotten
work of Alfred the Great, who beside
being a great king, was a great
churchman, and welded his kingdom
together on Christian lines. More-
over, he briefly spoke of the navy and
mercantile marine as being founded
by Alfred. Then came the Normans
with their French ideas, and infiuen-
ces, and although as the speaker said
the Anglo-Saxon déid not become sub-
ject to the Normans, nor England be-
come a Norman province, rather did

The prisoners at his particular camp
(Holzminden) got away earlier than
those from others, I understand, by
threats to the Camp Commandant of
burning the place down, etc. The
journey to the frontier (100 miles)
took the train 24 hours to perform.
There seems to be no lack »f fresh
air, however, as most of the carriages’
windows were broken. In spite of
these inconveniences, Lieut. Grace
gseems very cheery.

He, asks me to thank you for a
package of cigarettes receatly receiv-
ed. The shertage of “smokes” out
there was terrible, he reports, as the
only cigarettes obtainable (Hun manu-
facture) were unsmokable and of
quite unknown origin in make up, to-
bacco apparently being conspicnous
Ly its absence. He also nsks we to
'say that he hopes to write shortly.

CARE FOR YOUR NAILS.

There is possibly no detail of the
toliet which responds more quickly to
care and attention with the least ex-
penditure of time and money than the
nails.

Beautifully kept nails are an evi-
dence of innate refinement and a care-
ful personal toilet. It matters not
how exquisite the countour of the
hand, or how fair the skin, when the
nails display evidence of neglect.

The trimming of the nails has much
to do toward the unsightly shaping
often seen, and is sometimes the
cause of the disfiguring white spots.
The nail should be trimmed into a
long oval, extending a trifle beyond
the line of flesh in order to protect
the finger tips. ‘

‘When the nails are inclined to be-
come brittle, soak them for several
minutes in warmed almond oil, push-
ing back the cuticle so the oil may
penerate to the root and so nourish
it.

It is sometimes necessary to use a
rouge . for the nails, if the blood is
pale. Be careful how it is applied, as
just a mite will go a long way. Ruddy
nails, that is, with an artificial hue
are considered vulgar.

Whben both hands have been com-
pleted. cover each nail with powder
and use the buffer, quickly polishing
the surfaces, covering each rough-
1y, especially at the base of the nail.
Then wash the hands thoroughly,
using a nail brush with soap.

‘.London, Jan. 8.—Dodging German
submarines in the Mediterranean,
trying to save sinking warships in
the north Atlantic, and fighting off
victorious U-boat attacks while car-
rying American troops are some of
the achievements credited to the
White Star liner Olympic during her
adventurous career of the wartime.
These are only incidents >f her ex-
perience, because, on account of her
great passenger capacity, she was
steadily and faithfully keeping to the
task of transporting men ani ma-
terial for the armies in Europe.

First it was Chinese coolies for
road building, then farmer boys from
Canada to replace the losses of Vimy
|Ridge, and finally many thousands

But, I think, it is possi-
ble for this not to be Education at all.
Then, what is it? I suppose this' would
be a very good definition of the sub-
ject (though others ‘may differ from
me): “Education is the trafning ef
the child to be Socially-Efficient.” I
think there is a whole lot contained
in this double word ‘Socially-Effici-
ent.’ In the first place, before a child
can hope to be helpful to his neighbor
bhe must learn how to best help him-
self, hence oné reason:why: the ‘child
should go to school. The teacher’s
work is to bring the child up so as
when he leaves school, he may become
a blessing to the community of which
he is a member. If this were done in
every school in the Dominion, then
our country would grow educational-
ly as the plant grows under right
treatment. Ah! what a blessing it
would be for us all if our schools were
made the ‘second homes’ of the child-
ren. But how common it is to see a
schoolroom with no attractions what-
ever on its walls, nothing perhaps
save a few out-of-date maps. If the
school is meant to be the second
home of the children, and . if- the
teacher is meant to be the guardian of
the little ones committed to his care,
then why in the name of all that's
right, are not all our public schools
fitted out as near to the way an at-
tractive home is fitted out, as possi-
ble? Why? well, as far as I am able
to judge, we as a people don't demand
that they should be. We've been sat-
isfied to let our schools—a large per-
centage of them—be houses where
Reading, Writing and Arithmetic are
emphasized more than is the training
of the child to be Socially-Efficient in
his community. It's no rare thing to
come across a young girl of . thirteen
or fourteen, who stands well  in her
class, but who knows very little or
nothing about that important subject:
“Domestic Science” I think this -a
shame, a shame that our girls, every-
one of them, are not instructed a
great—deal more in the science . of
“housekeeping” and a little less, if
necessary, in French, Higher Mathe-
matics or Formal Grammar.

How many of our boys are given the
privilege of developing the_ir talents
in a Manual Training School? Until
these things are done, until every
school in the country is equipped with
a kitchen in which the girls may pur-
sue the study of that subject of im-
mense importance to them, “Domestic
Science,” and with a Manual Train-
ing Room for the boys, | until every
school has for its object how each in-
dividual child may learn to help him-
self and his fellow citizens after he
leaves school, I say, until these things
are given more attention and import-
ance by us as a people, we will con-
tinue to have no good, solid, fixed
system of Education. Thank God,
things are beginning even now to take
a firmer stand. Both the Normal and
Summer Schools are proving —bless-
ings to our Dominion, and some of
our people are beginning to realize
that what was alright a hundred years
ago, in the Educational line, is not as
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EARLY CABLES.

PARIS, Jan. 20.

With Vittorio Orlando, the Italian
premier, the only absentee, the Sup-
reme Council of the Peace Conference
re-assembled at 10.30 o'clock this
morning. Premier Orlando had ar-
rived here from Rome, however, and
was expected to attend thyCouncll‘
gession later in the day. " Arthur J.
Balfour, the British Foreign Secret-
ary, was accompanied to the meeting
by Lord Robert Cecil. Baron Nobuaki
Makino, chief of the Japanese m’ssion,
attended the Council for the first
time, representing ' Japan, together
with Baron Matsuif, the Ambassador
to France. Lord Robert Cecil ramain-
ed at the foreign office where the
meeting was held for only a few
minutes and did not enter ‘the Council
chamber where the session to-day was
an executive one. It is understood
that an official communication will be
isgued at the close. of the meeting at
which it was expected that the Ex-
change of information, between the
governments on the sitmation in
Russia forecasted in one of last wek’s
communiques will take placs. The
Council comprised ten members, two
from each of the five great powers.

CONSIDERING LEAGUE OF NA-
TIONS SCHEME.

PARIS, Jan. 20.

(By the A.P.)—As the Peace Con-
ference resumed - sittings to-day,-
marked progress was being made in
the business of comparing various
plans for the formation of a League
of Nations and harmonizing them in-
to a unity of ideas which can be tak-
én up as a concrete proposition.
Much headway in this direction was
made last night at the Conference at
the Murat residence, which was at-
tended by President Wilson, Lord Ce-
cil, the British representative charg-
ed with working out a plan for a
League of Nations, Leon Bourgeois,
the French proponent of a plan for
such ‘an organization,
Jan Christian Smuts, who has formu-
lated ‘a plan for a league. Prelimin-
ary conversations over the.structure
of the League! of Nations are strictly
speaking, still in the state of being
discussed in meeting of the Supreme
Council and are not technmically be-
fore the Peace Conference as a
whole, but the fact that the Congress
has advanced this question to the
foremost place in its programme is
taken to indicate that such progress
is being made in-the Supreme Coun-
cil as to warrant the expectation that
a definite and somewhat detailed pro-
gramme will be soon evolved, This
progremme, it is believed, will pre-
sent the common thought of the
leaders of Great Britain, France and
the United States and therefore may
furnish a starting point from which
all the peace delegates may partici-
pate in the work. With discussions
now past the point where it seems
to be agreed there shall be no super-
sovereignty, nor a common police
force, and that the question of whe~
ther a nation shall contribute force
in carrying out the decisions of the
League will be left to the decision of
each nation individually in each in~
stance, The general plan being most
talked of embodies an enlargement of
the principles contained in the trea-
ties negotiated by William  Jennings
Bryan, former Secretary of State for
the United States. These provide for
a delay of a year before declaring
war and investigations by a special
commission of all disputes and that
no declaration of war shall be made
thereafter without giving certain no-
tice. Such a plan, current discussion
in Paris brings out, is intended by
those who favor it to virtually ges-
tablish a concert of power among the
principal nations for a preservation
of world peace. This would be ex-
tended to what would be virtually a
guardianship of the smaller nations,
applying to them the principles which
gowv! participation in the League by
their greater sisters. This plan it is
apparently proposed to  internation-
alise the guardianship of small na-
tions with the idea that there shall
be no domination over ,them by one
nation, economically or financially.
Aside from the attention being paid
to the Russian situation the society
of nations is now in an-advantageous
position- and M development may
be expected.
