July a Fiery Month.

Fire losses in the United States and
Canada during .the month . of July
reached the unusually heavy total of
$33,355,750. . This is some $8,00,000 in-
crease over the 1920 record for July,
and $13,000,000 in excess of July, 1919.
The July figures this year, as shown
by the compilation from the daily re-
ports of The Journal of Commerce, in-
dicate an_exéeptionally high burning
ration for this season of the year.
The fire losses of the first. seven
months of the current year reach a
total of $198,282,050, the highest in the
history of the country of any year,
not including those having large
_general conflagrations.

The fite losses of the country and
the general business stagnation appear
to go hand in hand, as with the de-
crease in business activity and defla-
tion in values the fire.-losses have
shown a tendency to mount month by
month. The economic waste by the
obliteration by fire of $33,000,000 in
property values is a serious one. It
constitutes a depletion of the nation’s
wealth which fire insurance distributes
but cannot replace.

The fire underwriters are -more «Or
less discouraged by the present trend
of losses, as they had hoped that the
deflation of war prices would result in
areduction of the fire losses.Moral haz-
ard loses are, lowerer,constantly in evi-
dence and materially add to the total
loss record. This condition is more seri-
ous tothe fire underwriters than nor-
mally because this year they are facing
the steady reduction in their premium
volume, and it is doubtful in many of
the companies can show an underwrit-
ing profit unless the situation mater-
iolly improves before the end of the
year.—Montreal Chronicle.

Swims Acress
St. Lawrence.

Miss Frances C. Caisley, swimming
instructor of the Y.W.C.A. at Quebec,
successfully accomplished the feat of
swimming across the St. Lawrence
River, on August 9, between Levis,
and Quebec, before thousands of peo-
ple, who looked on from the cliffs of
Quebec and Levis, as well as from

the river side. The young lady has
the honor of being the first to attempt
the cross-river swim, which was about
one mile, but which had to be fought
all the way, owing to a very power-
ful current. The crossing was made
in 361 minutes.

Technically ‘the matter appears to
be one of business havingto do with
the individual transaction. The quota-
tion in American funds would un-
doubtedly be lower in dollars than
one in Canadian funds and probably
established for the purpose of com-
peting with American manufacturers
more particilarly in cases where raw

_materials are imported from that

country by Canadian makers.

As to the effeet upon Canadian trade
relations within the Empire, however,
it would seem to be another matter.
The impression which has been gain-
ed in the cases brouglit to the atten-
tion of THE FINANCIAL POST is that
the quotation in American funds is
given to provide an additional profit
by taking advantage of the fact that
United States dollars can be increas-
ed when changed into Canadian dol-
lars. The point immediately come
up: Why buy in Canada under such
conditions?

It would seem to be much better
business for Canadian manufacturers
and other exporters to state their
prices in terms of Canadian dollars
—even though tthe figure may be
some higher—and thus. encourage
inter-Empire trade, establish Canada
as a world trade unit and remove any
impression that: our banking system
is controlled from New York.

More 'important, even, perhaps, is
the point that Canadian manufacturers
seeking export trade should look to
the benefits of good-will in the es-
tablishment . aof permanent connections
rather -than small advantages  that
might accrue-in the present period of
unsettled trade conditions. Satisfied
customers whose confidence has been
won on the basis of service are the
chief factor in the upbuilding of the
successful foreign trade of any coun-
try.

Rarer Than Diamonds.

“A gem so rare that a diamond
seems common in comparison,” is a
statement tht sounds almost unbe-
lieveable, yet there is such a substance
and it is “rose ebony.”

Only about fifty pieces of “rose
ebony” are in existence to-day, and,
as its compositon is limited to such an
extent that it is doubtful if there will
ever be more than a few hundred
pieces at most.

Mrs. Sarah Sewell Jones, of Seattle,
holds the secret of the exquisite gem—
a jet black substance, nearly as hard
as a diamond. yet composed of a
material of which rose petals. are the
base.

Mrs. Jones from childhood has been
deeply interested in sculpture, and she
early developed remarkable talent.

The idea of using rose petals as the
basis for a substance with which to
work appealed to her as soon as she
conceived it. What a wonderful thing
it would be, she thought, if she could
preserve the beauty of the gardemer’s
fairest flower so that it would live for
centuries instead of merely a few days.

Numerous mechanical obstacles con-
fronted her in working out the for-
mula, but she finally found how her
object could be attained. N

Using seveqral other ingredients—
the character of which, of course, she
keeps secret—she works the rose
petals into a plastic composition which
she moulds to suit her fancy. Then the
piece is put away to harden. Every
day Mrs. Jones goes over the mould,
working on it so that it will retain its
original lines throughout the harden-
ing process. ' !

At the end of three weeks the gem
fs hard as flint—and then Mrs. Jones
puts on the finishing touches with her
chisel.

The carving is unlike anything else
in the world. In some imexplicable
manner it seems to retain all the
fresh beauty of the rose, to which is
added the artistry of the maker.

copious doses, producing symp-
toms of disaffection and develop-
ing deeds of violence. Desperate
diseases such as these require
desperate remedies, and in
quelling the disorders which
have broken out, the military
and eivil authorities cannot af-
ford to permit sentiments of the
heart to overcome the dictates
of the head. Amongst people of
low caste and semi-savage, leni-
ency is often regarded as fear,
and though it is distasteful to
preach the gospel of the sword,
bullet and bayonet, these are
really the apostles of right, as
well as of might, comprehended
by Orientals of the Mopla type.
The Indian Mutiny of 1857-8 was
precipitated by a triviality from
a Western point of view, but one
of serious moment to the Sepoy
troops who made the initial out-
break at Barrackpur on March
29, 1857. The immediate oc-
casion was the adoption of greas-
ed cartridges, and the serving
out of this ammuniton to the
Indian troops, who were obliged
to bite the ends of the cartridges
before loading them into their
rifles. The fat with which they
were greased being unclean to
the Sepoys, causing their caste
to become degraded by contact
with it, this pretext was seized
upon and the mutiny became
general. History relates all the
phases of this bloody outbreak
with its outrages and massacres
of the whites, ended only by
Havelock’s relief of Lucknow in
September 1857, and the arrival
of Campbell at Cawnpore in Nov-

ember of the same year.

The Moplas or Mapillas are a
low caste people of the Calicut
district of the Malabar Coast,
which is the maritime territory
of South West 'Madras, India,
and stretches for one hundred
and forty five miles along the
coast, extending inland to the
Western Ghats, and including
the town of Cochin. The chief
exports are rice, coffee, pepper
and coconuts. The territory has
an area of 5800 square 'miles
with a population (1911) of
three millions, Calicut, the Cap-
ital, is a seafort, and was -the
first place in India visited by
Europeans. Covilhao | landed
there in 1486 and Vasco di Gama
in 1498. It ea

Being of Arabic descent they na-
turally inherit the fanaticism in
religious matters of their Arab-
ian forbears, and they are true
followers of the prophet and as
ready to die as to live for their
religion,’ as is always your real
fatalist. Recognizing the Caliph-
ate of the Sultans of Turkey
who have assumed the title of
Caliph, successor or representa-
tive, since 1517, the Moplas hail
and revere him as the civil and
religious head of the whole of
Islam. The propaganda being
spread by Indian Nationalist
agitators is well sown in the
Malabar district, and the fiery
oratory used by political dem-
agogues of the wrongs done the
Caliphate by the trehty of Sevres
(signed with Turkey) is readily
accepted as gospel truth by the
low caste Moplas. That the per-
nicious doctrines being preached
are having their effect has been
shown by the recent uprising,
which can only be quelled by the
use of force, if they are not to
grow into greater proportion and
spread throughout all sections of
Mohammedanism in India.

OPERATIONS HAMPERED BY SALT
SHORTAGE. :

According to reports brought by
8. 8. Sebastopol, Capt. Barbour, which
arrived yesterday from the north-
ward, fieh is fairly plantifal on Lab-
rador and good catches are being
made., Fishing operations have, how-
ever, been hampered by the sait short-
age, and great dissatisfaction is feilt
by the fishermén over the way the
salt situation was handled. At Grady,
McRae’s had a quantity on hand but
were unable to help the other settle-
ments, as they had only sufficient for
the use of those in that section. Be-
tween Iron Bound Islands and Holton
there has been an exceptionally good
fishery and most of the “floaters” are
now ready for home, and when favor-
able winds offer large numbers will
be coming south. Others are not so
well fished, but if salt could be pro-
cured they would have no difficulty
in loading. From Turnavik to Mako-
vik, and at Indian Tickle and Smokey,
the catch was not up to the mark.
On the whole, however, the voyage
will be an average one. At Grady and
the Wolf Islands some crews did very
well, and there was a good sign of
fish at these places when the steamer
was coming south. At St. Anthony
the men had taken their traps out
of the water some time ago, but on
Priday and Saturday the fish again
struck in and traps are again getting
large hauls.

Convicted by Old: Coins.

A casual reader of the Wall Street

Journal, who does not appear to be a
subscriber, asks indignantly what evi-
dence there is that the Sinn Fein sup-
ported Germany during the war and
gave, as Admiral Sims says, effective
aid to the submarines in their attack
upon Allied lives and property.

The question would not be worth
answering, says the Journal, except
that there is one evidence for con-
viction . which financial readers will
instantly recognize as conclusive.

When France paid the German in-
demnity of the war of 1871, one bil-
lion dollars, she paid it for the most
part in English sovereigns. All the
gold so paid was sent to Germany,
where it was stored in the tower at
Spandau, openly and professedly as &
nuclens for the ‘cOnduct of future
‘wars. ;

These English sovereigns represent-
ed practically all of the English coin-
age of gold in the year 1871, and were
so dated. No doubt some went into
circulation, but it is obvious that in a
period of nearly fifty years they would
automaticiklly have become abradeéd
and would have passed out of circu-
lation many years before the opening
of the great war.

It is not an added insult to Ireland
to say that the HEnglish newspapers
are not largely read in the fishing
villages of the west and southwest
coasts of Ireland. But there were

west of Ireland suddenly developed an
astonishing circulation of Eaglish
sovereigns—a coin seldom seen there
—and these were all of the absolute-
ly new ecoinage of the date of 1871.

Regatta the best yet. Mr. P. Brown
made some very timely suggestions as
regards the starting of races, etc., and
the placing of buoys at the bottom of
the pond. He was supported by Messrs.
W. J. Higgins, F. Nangle, C. J. Ellis
and P. F. Collins and the matter will
be attended to at next year’s meeting
and the defects of the past year
remedied. The medals won by the Cold
Storage Labcurers who won first place
in the Nellie R., were presented to the
crew by President Hiscock, who com-
plimented them upon their splendid
showing. Silver medals were also pre-
sented to the Daily News crew who
won second place in the Press Race.
Before the close Vice President Hig-
gins took occasion on behalf of the
Committee to extend congratulations
to President Hiscock for his splendid
services to the Committee during the
past 45 years.

World’s Most Ancient
Court of Justice.

The most ancient court of justice in
the world is situated in the far East
End of London, England. It is en-
shrined in an old and dingy brick
building in a rather squalid corner,
which bears the high-sounding name
of St. James's Place.

In this obscure, out-of-the-way cor-
ner of London is a Court ich was
hoary with age before King Alfred
was cradled. It has wandered over
the face of the earth for long centur-
ies, and it has had, and still has, its
home in many strange lands far re-
moved from the land of its birth. But
to-day you can see it exactly as it was
more than three thousand years ago,
when Jethro, father-in-law of Moses,
counselled him to “‘choose able men
out of Israel and make them heads
over the people—rulers of thousands,
rulers of hundreds, rulers of fifties
and rulers of tens.”

These “rulers’” were the judges who
presided over the first Courts long

ed over Babylon, precisely as Dr.
Hertz, Chief Rabbi of the Jews, and
his two assessors conduct the 20th
century Court in St. James's Place in
East Londen.

As is seemly to so venerable an in-
stitution this -Court, which is known
as Beth Din (the House of Judgment)
is very sedate and dignified. It has
none of the ceremonial of our own
Courts of Justice, none of the pomp
and splendor of Assise.

In a large room on the first floor’
of the Court House you will find per-
haps a hundred or more Jews of both
sexes and all ages assembled, awaiting
their turn to present their cases be--
fore the tribunal; and meanwhile dis-
cussing their grievances in 4 babel of
tongues, ranging from Yiddish to the’

Covers the Whole Field.

And what is the jurisdiction of this
‘ltnnge and really wonderful Court?
It covers the whole fleld of wrong-
doing, except crime. It adjudicates
on-debt and breach of promise, as-
sault and libel. - It decides disputes
between husband and wife, parent and
child, employer and servant. It lays
down the law in problems of religion
or ritual or diet. 5

Unlike our own courts of law it has |
no power to enforce its decisions. The
litigants who come before it, however,
must first sign an undertaking to

faith in its wisdom and justice that,
with very rare exceptions, its judge
ments are accepted as final.

And that this faith is by no means
confined to Jews is proved by the fact
that many cases that would otherwise
come before East End magistrates are
sent for adjudication to the Beth Din,
with the certainty that justice will be
done. In fact, many of the cases thus
remitted could not be properly ‘tried
in an English court, for the reason
that the parties to them can only
speak strange tongues, of which the
police court interpreters are as ignor-
ant as the magistrates themselves.

Among other interesting functions
of Beth Din is the granting of licenses
tn Jewish butchers, empowering them
to kill animals for food. This is a task
which demands both knowledge and
skill, for the animals must be killed
as painlessly as possible, and the ar-
terial blood must be drawn off very
quickly. These condititins call for
much study and practice before the
would-be butcher can qualify for his
license,

When he thinks he has sufficiently
mastered the anatomy of the animals
and has acquired the necessary dex-
terity, he appears before the Court to
prove his qualifications. Part of his
test is to sharpen a slaughterer’s knife
so perfectly that the trained hand of
an expert cannot detect the faintest
flaw in its edge. This successfully
done, he is sent out of the room; and,
on being recalled, the knife is handed
to him after being touched with a pen-
knife in two or three places on the
edge during his abserice. And, to pass
this test, he must point out precisely
where the penknife has been in the
slightest contact with the edge.

Marriage Licenses, Also.

Anothere of its functions is to grant
licenses for marriages to be perform-
ed at one of the hundred or more syna-
gogues in the British Isles; and before
this is done the Court must have be-
fore it the fullest information as to
the parties to the marriage—their past
records, their names, ages, particulars
of their families; in the case of miners,
whether they have the permission of
parents or guardians, etc.

But perhaps the most useful of all
the Court’s offices is that of “guide,
philosopher and friend” to the hyn-
dreds who come to it for advice in the
'many difficulties of life—from the
widow who is left penniless and does
not know how to proviide for herself
and her children, and the wife whose
husband has deserted her, to the poor
emigrant who finds himself unable
to earn a living in England and wishes
to be sent back to his own people.

Of this venerable Court, of which the
world hears and knows practically
nothing, it may truly be said that it
has a record of usefulness and abso-
 lute integrity which probably no other
Court in the world can claim.

U.S. Presidents
a Frugal Lot.

Most of the Presidents of the United
States since Hayes have accumulated
money enough or means of earning
enough to permit them to live cqm-
fortably after leaving the White
House.

Hayes is said to have saved $44,000
a,year during his term as President.
At the rate he had at the end of his
term some $176,000 which, invested at
5 per cent, would give him an annual
income of $8,000.

Garfield was in office only five
montks before he died, but his suc-
cessors,  Arthur, is believed to have
saved $50,000 during his three and a
half years in office. Cleveland was
a poor man when he went into the
‘White House, but he retired to private
life with a comfortable estate, due
largely to wise investment of his sav-
ings. Harrison is said to have spent
half of his salary. ° :

Mc Kinley went to the White House
in debt, but during his five and a half
years in the presidency he paid his
debts and saved enough more to pro-
wvide adequately, for Mrs, McKinley
after his death.

. Roosevelt saved money while he
‘was in the White House. He receiv-
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conference. He is evidently much
better off than the college professor
at Princetown, who, twenty years ago,
applied for a Carnegie pemsion. Mr.
Wilson had a small fortune, but no
such amount as the ex-President has
to-day. 3

Associates of the ex-President es-
timate that he saved $50,000 a year
for eight years. Here is $400,000
which, added to the income from his
books, an income greatly accelerated
by his increased prominence, should
enable him to live well during the
rest of his life.

President Harding has manifested a
tendency toward personal economy
during his first few months in the
White House, which indicates that he,
too, will save something out of his
monthly check for $6,250.

Best Dressed People
in the World.

The best dressed-;_»eople in the
world are to be found neither in Eng-
land, France or the United States, but
in the Argentine Republic, according
to Sir Woodman Burbridge.

Those who have never been there
imagine, he writes, that South Am-
erica is inhabited by human birds ‘of
paradise. The fact is that there nev-
er was such a land of quiet colors,
of blues and blacks and greys. Even
in the pampas (prairies), among the
descendants of the original Indian
population, one comes upon little that
is picturesque. A peon (laborer) on
a hacienda (ranch) may give a week’s
wages for a bright handkerchief of
silk to knot around his throat on
holidays, but at. other times he will
wear any old clothes that come his
way.

As for the gaucho, the cowboy of
the wilds, he will buy at the nearest
store a whole roll of coarse cloth tkbat
‘wears like iron and from it his wife
will make shirts for him, garments
for herself, dresses and suits for their
children. ¢

But, of cours, peons and cowboys
are as little representative of Argen-
tina and its taste in dress as a coster-
monger in his “pearlies” is represen-
tative of England’s.

The Argentine is now a country
where more than half of the popula-
tion dwell in towns, the chief city,
Buenos Aires, being the size of Man-
chester and Liverpool put together.
And this multitude of townsfolk, by
origin mainly Spaniards and Italians,
dresses in the fashion of the rest of
the civilized world—only better.

Save for white duck suits and light
colored pyjamas in which to lounge
during the day, their clothes are like
ours, if superior im style and decor-
um,

No Argentine woman, for example,
would dream of appearing in mixed
company clad in a bathing dress, such
as one sees in France or the United
States or, for that matter, at our Can-
adian watering places.

The men must wear swimming suits
with half sleeves and trunks over the
knees and they may not appear in
knitted costumes where there is mix-
ed bathing.

They regard in the same spirit any
extravagance of pattern or color, and
here the national custom abets their
natural reticence, long spells of full
mourning being decreed even for third
cousins.

Invariably the fash-
ions of Buenos Aires are six months
ahead of Paris. I admit that Canad-
