Minister of Great Britain, Hon. Stan- 
ley Baldwin, hae received meeeegee 
from the Prime Hlnlatera of all the 

. British Overseas Dominions urging 
direct settlement of Britain’s rela­
tions with Germany. While the teat 
of Hon W. I* M. King’s assurances 
has not at the time of writing been 
made known, it is quite certain that 

. tt was representative of the mere in­
fluential order of sentiment in this 
country. Canadians, as a whole, are 
opposed to the British Empire’s sit­
ting back as the passive spectator of 
French aggression and telly,—es­
pecially since that folly involves the 
sacrifice of the interests of the na­
tions who fought side by side with 
France. to conquer Germany. Prem­
ier Poincare has candidly and cyn­
ically admitted that he cares not one 
lota for the interests of any other 
nation but France, and that if they do 
not like French policy they can lump 
It. It was in an entirely different 
tone that as President of France, he 
wrote his famous appeal for British 
assistance to King George in July, 
1914. And it is on record that his 
tone toward Germany was extremly 
polite at that period, an evidence of 
statesmanlike qualities. Poincare is 
evidently the type of public leader 
who is most valiant when the opposi­
tion is weak; and if the assurances 
of the Dominion executives have no 
other value they will at least give 
him an intimation of the world-view 
of France’s policy.

The world-view is pretty well con­
solidated, but in the Overseas Do­
minion it is not based on any love 
of Germany, but rather on a general 
hatred of war. To Canada policies 
which make for war and for the per­
petuation of those conditions which 
for half a century have made Europe 
an armed camp, seem stupid and in­
tolerable. The soldiers of the Domin­
ion were sent overseas with the in­
spiration of the belief that they were 
fighting to end war. That belief con­
soled countless thousands of bereav­
ed parents. Now the people of the 
Dominions feel that if they were not 
hoaxed by France they were certain­
ly hoaxed (Innocently no doubt) by 
the friends of France. They discern 
In the policies of France every qual­
ity of Prussianism that in thousands 
of sermons, speeches and editorial 
articles they were taught to detest. 
They have no use for any policy or 
any statesman whose courses do not 
run toward peace. Moreover Cana­
dians, Australians, New Zealanders 
and South Africans are not fools. 
They know the Germans well—better 
perhaps than they know the French 
—and they have not the remotest be­
lief that France can ever hope to hold 
the German people in permanent sub­
jection. Hence the conviction that 
every step that is taken with that 
end In view, is merely storing up the 
vials of wrath,—the seed of future

Among the interesting documents 
of antiquity which have been discov­
ered in recent years Is a will made by 
an Egyptian named Dak.

This will was executed in 2648 B. 
C, antedating by more than a thou­
sand years the time of King Tut 
Ankh-Amen. The will was written 
on papyrus and was unearthed at 
Kahnn, Egypt, by Dr. Flinders Petrie. 
It is now a part of the archaeological 
collection of the museum attached to 
London University.

When the will was found, it was 
folded vertcally and sealed with the 
Impression of a scarab, which typified 
the resurrection of the soul after 
death.

, In his will Uah provided for the 
disposition of his property, named a 
guardian tor his boy, provided a home 
for his wife end stipulated where he 
and hie wife should be burled. The 
will. Is remarkable for the clear and 
deflalte way In which it expresses the 
wishes of its maker.

Translation of the WHI of Uah.
1, Ùah, am giving a title to pro­

perty to my wife Sheftu, the woman 
of Geeab who is called Teta, the 
daughter of Sat Sepdu, of all things 
given to me by my brother Ankh-ren. 
She shall give It to any she d«M 
of her children she bears ipe.

I am giving to her the Eastern 
slaves, 4 persons, that my brother 
Ankh-ren gwxe me. She shall give 
them to whomsoever she will of her 
children.

As to my tomb, let me be burled In 
it with my wife alone.

Moreover as to the house built for 
me by my brother Ankh-ren, my wife 
shall dwell therein without allowing 
her to put forth on the ground by 
any person.

It is the deputy Gebu who shall act 
as guardian of my son.
