Water is a non.conductor
and in heating it it expands, and the
colder particles fall to the bottom. The
lecturer then deseribed the phenomena
*.of the north-east and north-west trade
winds at the Equator, and showed how
their aerial currents were produced by
the occasion of moisture from the earth- l
&c. Theatmosphere, even in the clear,
est days, coutains a certain quantity of {
moisture in & gaseous condition, which
imparts the blue color to the sky The
warmer the atmosphere, the more rapid
is evaporation. Inthe equatoral regions
16 feet of water are lifted up annually,the
air ascends charged with moisture, form-
ing clowds, but the bulk of it passes into
the trade winds. 1t is estimated that the
average rain fall amounts to five feet
over the globe—all of which has been
lifted up from the earth’s surface, prin-
cipally in the tropical regions. The
lecturer concluded by showing how dew
was formed. Dr. Wells, a London physi-
cian, made some experiments, and found
that dew was more abundant after a hot
day, and on a clear night, and that the
Jover the temperature the more dew
there was. If clouds passed over the
sky, the thermometer rose, the surface of
the earth is heated, and ]ittle dew was
formed. Dew, then, was caused by the
air coming in contact with somesubstance
colder than itself. During a cloudy
night the raysof heat from the earth
don’t pass on to the regions of space, but
are reflected and absorbed. On a bright
night the air cools more rapidly, and the
air charged with moisture is condensed.

THE LILY OF THE STRATH.

In this ignorance of the true state of mat-
