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Another Afnerican View of Reciprocity

The Iron Age, of New York, has, as an
organ of United States wanufacturers,
something to say on that terrible Reci-
progity Treaty which, according to Tory-
dom, is to ruin Canada. This is what it
said in its issue of Thursday last :

« Bither the Canadiaus are very short-
sigited people, or the clamour they are
making against reciprocity with the
Uuited States is all for cifect. At a
meeting of the Monireal Bourd of Trade,
a few days ago, s good many gentlemen
who are either very mueh deceived or
very anxious ‘o deceive the people of this
country, tried very hard to 1aake it ap-
pear tha’ if tho proposed Treaty were
ratified we should get the oyster and
thoy the shells. We are willing to credit
thewn with honesty in professions, but to
do &0 it is necessary. to assnme that they
are very stupid. Whatcier they may
think about it, reciprocity is nothing more
or less than a scheme, devised in the
interests of the Dominion of Canada, to
promote the manujacturing interests of that
country at the expense of the Unrited
States. We should gain no material ad-
vantage from the abolition of the duties
now 1imposed upon our wmanufactures
sent into Canada, for the same ad-
vantage would be extended to England,
our only formidable competitor in the
market. With the same privilege ex-
tended to Canadian manufacturers,
Canada would be thefbest place in the
world in which to manufacture for the
American market, and both native and
Joreign capital would seek investment in
those industries which, on this side of the
line, are fost dependent upon protection.
It is idle to say that weshould ve benefit
ted by reciprocity at the expeuse of
Canada. Such is not the fact, whatever
may be the opinion of Canadian rmanu-
facturers on the subject.”
