Port Arthur, north, with Kaiping and 
northeast through Takushan with Foug- 
■wangeheng.

A landing at this moment would 
make it difficult for General Kuropat- 
kin to concentrate a formidable force 
against General Kuroki’s, whose for­
ward movement is not yet reached. Fur­
thermore, once the Japanese are across 
the railroad, Port Arthur will be as good 
as besieged. A member of the general 
staff says that General Kirropatkin is 
well aware of these conditions. Even 
if the Japanese should succeed in cut­
ting the railroad, Port Arthur is 
ready to depend on its own resources.

Despatches from Tokio telling of cele­
brations over the sealing of Port Arthur,
It is stated, are premature, official ad- 
viees establishing -beyond question that 
the attempt of Vice-Admiral Togo. May 
3, to seal the fort failed.

The absence Of press despatches tell­
ing of the fight on the Yalu is parti­
ally explained by the heavy mortality 
among the correspondents. Three of the 
Novoeti’e correspondents are missing, 
and it is believed they were killed, while 
the Russ lost one of its correspondents. 
The other journals are wiring to ascer­
tain if their representatives are alive.

SPECIAL CABLE TO THE LONDOV 
TIMES AND VICTORIA COLONIST.
Tokio, May 6.—Great surprise is ex­

pressed throughout Japan at the failure 
of the Russians to oppose the crossing 
of the Japanese at Sukuchin, where the 
right bank of the Yalu commands the 
left bank, and also at the failure to at­
tempt to check the advance of the 
Twelfth division through the hilly dis­
trict between the Ai and Yalu river- 
It is also openly asserted by the Japa­
nese officers that despite the optimistic 
accounts from the Russian sources the 
•Russians did not make a stout defence 
of their entrenchments at the river. It 
appears that the efficiency of the Cos­
sacks has been greatly impaired by 
their dividing into small patroliug par­
ties of from thirty to forty troops. 
These small detachments had been in­
structed to oppose the Twelfth division 
which was extended over a four mile 
front. The Cossacks .were taken in 
the rear by the Guards division, which 
crossed opposite Wiju, and after occu­
pying Kiuleugcheng attacked the enemv 
on their front. It is believed that thé 
Russian casualties were much greater 
than has as vet appeared.

The Yalu river at Wiju is 7,000 me­
ters wide aud is divided into three 
streams. Of these the central stream 
alone required bridging, the others be­
ing forded waist deep. The Husan and 
Yulchasau hills command Kiuleugchen - 
and the south bank of the Yalu. The, 
Makau and Yushukau hills command 
the south bank of the Yalu below Hu­
san and Homutang commands four 
roads which converge there. The Yalu 
runs in a single stream at Sukuchin. 
winch is thirteen miles above Wiju. \t 
the beginning of hostilities the position 
of the Russians was as follows:

Batteries were placed in the heights! 
commanding, the Yalu and its tribu­
taries with cavalry patrols at short in­
tervals for miles along the right bank. 
Strong forces of infantry aud artillery 
were at Antnng, Kiuliencheng, Maku 
and Ushnkan. A regiment of mounted 
infantry with artillery were at Husan 
and Yulchasau with outposts at Cheun- 
songdo and opposite Sukuchin, while 
there was au entrneched rallying point 
at Homutaug.

On April 27th the Japanese Guard di­
vision drove the Russians from Husan 
by a continuous rifle fire delivered from 
Ixulido. Next day the second division 
crossed to Cheunsongdo aud drove the 
Russians out, their advance being cov­
ered 'by a rapid artillery fire from field gnus.

The Twelfth division built a bridge 
across the river opposite Sukuchin in 
the face of a combined artillery and 
infantry fire. At the same time the 
Guards were building a bridge to Hu­
san. The naval division was then 
presesd into service and with the aid 
of their gnns aud several batteries of 
siege artillery the entire Russian posi­
tion was shelled. In this way the Rus­
sian artillery was silenced.

AU ready for the general ad­
vance the .(Twelfth; division crossed the 
Ai river and stormed the Russian -nosi- 
tiou on the right bank, carrying 
the point of the bayonet and 
sweeping around to the northwest of 
Jvmlieucheug. At the same time the 
Guards division crossed from Husan 
and advanced direct on Kiuliencheng. 
lhe second -division followed the Guards 
and moved south along the Yalu to­
ward Antnng. The Russians holding 
the latter town were attacked with 
vigor and seeing their line of communi- 
■eations endangered retreated on Homu- 

toward which point the defeated , 
Russians were already retreating from 
the other points. The Russians made 
their final stand here, but .being at­
tacked on three sides their position be- 
Vanï!Liu°-t;enable and they were finally 
routed by a dashing bayonet charge.

According to the Daily Telegraph’s 
Tokio correspondent, today’s Jiji Shimpo 
says : “Our fleet has not returned to 
its rendezvous, and ia still engaged in 
the execution of a pre-arranged pro­
gramme. There is reason to believe that 
the Japanese intend landing their second 
army at New Chwang upon the success­
ful bottling up of Port Arthur.”

The Daily Mail’s Paris correspondent 
nears that Russia has cancelled its 
contracts for a supply of coal en route 
to the Far East, which were made with 
a view to the despatch of the Baltic fleet.

The Berlin correspondent of the Daily 
Mail asserts that the Russian military 
anthorities are in a state of most ex­
treme anxiety regarding the chances of 
saving the baggage of Hie Yalu army.

From Oar Own CurresDomlent. + (From Sunday’s Badly.)Ottawa, May 7.—The department of 
fisheries has issued the following 
dations £0vanning fish -traps in the 
waters of British Columbia :

Every applicant for a liceuse to use 
trap net, purse seine or drag seine in 
the waters of British Columbia shall be 
a British subject, and a resident of 
-Canada, and shall furnish satisfactory 
evidence to the department or marine 
and fisheries of his bona fide intention 
to use the privilege for which he 
plies. ’

An application for a license shall be 
accompanied by a marked check for the 
amount of the required fee. Not more 
than one trap net, purse seiue or' drag 
seine liceuse shall be granted one ap­
plicant. Not more than four trap net, 
nor purse seine, nor drag net licenses 
shall be .granted each company, firm or 
person for each cannery or curing es­
tablishment operated by such person, 
firm or cannery.

No liceuse shall be transferable ex­
cept by the sanction of the minister of 
fisheries. All applications for licenses 
must be made out on the first of June 
of each year.

The export of salmon for the purpose 
of canning or manufacturing fresh sal- 

captured in trap nets in the waters 
of British Columbia is prohibited. Con­
travention of this prohibition shall en­
tail cancellation of the license held iby 
the parties found guilty of exporting 
fresh salmon for canning or any process 
of manufacture.

IMr. A. L. Beiyea conducted the prose 
cution assisted by Mr. W. C. Moresby 

On resuming after lunch the prisoner* 
were called. Before «the interpreter was 
sworn, Mr. W. J. Taylor, K. C., fo 
defence, objected to him, saying tie wad 
biased and accused him of being one on 
the parties concerned in the spiriting 
away of one of the most‘important witi 
nesses of the defence.

■His Lordship overruled the objection, 
saying that the interpreter was an offi­
cer of the court.

The interpreter was then sworn andl 
having read the charge to the prisoners 
they pleaded “not guilty.”

Mr. Taylor again made an objection 
to some of the witnesses, saying that! 
he had had no opportunity to examine 
them at the preliminary hearing in the 
police court. He said, that some of 
them had expressed opinions on the 
case out < t court aud he objected to 
them.

Mr. A. L Beiyea, who prosecuted for 
the crown, said -he was in much the 
same case as iMr. Taylor, as two of the 
witnesses named by him had also been 
spirited away and were not to be found. 

Mr. Taylor read authorities to sustain 
. his contention that an adjournment 
necessary to get the facts from the 
crown witnesses.

Mr. Beiyea explained that Y'ien Grt 
and Due Gim could not be found, but 
that he proposed to call Di Bo, Gee Sam 
.ami Lo Yueu. The latter had 
[been located, but was expected.

Mr. Taylor suggested an adjournment 
until Monday next.

Mr. Beiyea objected to an adjourn­
ment. saying that if Mr. Taylor had not 
Lo linen’s statement, neither had he. 
He did not think it safe to adjourn on 
account of the nature of the case.

■ His Lordship ruled that the trial 
should go on.

The petit jury list was then called 
and it was found that three were dead, 
two absent without leave, two over age 
aud two absent from the country.

Mr. Taylor therefore made applica­
tion that as there was not a full list of 
forty-eight jurors to choose from, there 
was no panel. He claimed that under 
the rule there was no array present.

1 His Lordship told Mr. Taylor that if 
he had auy objection to raise he must 
submit it in writing aud it would be 
considered; this Avas accordiuly doiu.

Mr. Beiyea pointed out that the re­
vised statutes declared that the petit 
jury list must not be less than twenty- 
four nor more than forty-eight, and as 
there were forty-one present, he claimed 
Mr. Taylor’s objection was not well 
taken.

His Lordship overruled Mr. Taylor’s 
objection.

Mr. J. H. West was chosen foreman. 
Mr. Beiyea opened the case for the 

crown and addressing the jury outlined 
the facts of the alleged murder, which, 
he said, occurred during the early hours 
of the morning of January 31st last.

IMr. Thomas Hooper, architect, wa*s 
the first witness. Witness testified that 
he had prepared plans, produced, of the 
Chinese theatre ground aud second 
floors. Also an elevation showing the 
front of the stage and the balcony 
over. The plans • were drawn to scale 
from measurements made by witness 
himself.

Constable Carson was then called and 
testified that there were two ways of 
getting to the Chinese theatre, one from 
Fisguard and the other from Cormo­
rant street. The main entrance is from 
Cormorant. The only approaches are 
from alleyways from each street, the 
•building being right in the centre of the 
block bounded by Government street on 
the east, Store street on the west, Cor­
morant street on the south and Pls- 
guard street on the north. The main 

trance on the southeast corner of 
^eatre. Another from the north 

side.. The second floor is reached by a 
stairway at the rear of the stage. The 
baicony is thirteen feet fodr inches 
from the stage. The opening, on to the 
balcony is six feet wide. Witness was 
called to the theatre on the 31st of Jan­
uary last at 1:10 a. m. He found a 
Chinaman on the stage almost immedi­
ately under the balcony Hë was lyiu" 
on the stage floor, a ta e between him 
and the rear wall and chair about a 
foot from his head. Witness picked him 
up and placed him on a chair. He then 
called Dr. Robertson aud waited for the 
doctor on Cormorant. He returned with 
the doctor and found the injured man 
had meanwhile been taken upstairs to 
his room. Witness entered the room and 
noticed a leg was broken off the table, 
a lot of dishes broken and the room 
generally in a rough state. The China­
man was in bed. Witness took him to 
the Jubilee hospital. Witness did not 
remember seeing either of the accused 
there. The size of the room behind the 
balcony is about 6x8. This room is 'be­
tween the balcony aud the room the 
Chinaman was >in.

Witness left the injured man at the 
hospital at about 3 o’clock.

Cross-examined by Mr. Taylor wit­
ness said lie went to the theatre with 
a Chinaman. Another came to the po- 
hce. station, but stayed outside.

the theatre. Another from the north 
side.. The second floor is reached by a 
stairway at the rear of the stage. The 
balcony is thirteen feet fodr inches 
from the stage. The opening, on to the 
balcony is six feet wide. Witness was 
called to the theatre on the 31st of Jan- 
nary last at 1:10 a. m. He found a 
Chinaman on the stage almost immedi- 

, ately under the balcony He was lying 
on the stage floor, a table -between him 
and the rear wall and a chair about a 
foot from his head. Witness picked him 
up qnd placed him on a chair. He then 
called Dr. Robertson and waited for the 
doctor on Cormorant. He returned with 
the doctor and found the injured man 
had meanwhile been taken upstairs to 
his roonp. Witness entered the room and 
noticed a leg was broken off the table, 
a lot of dishes broken and the room 
generally iç a rough state. The China­
man was in bed. Witness took him to 
the Jubilee hospital. Witness did not 
remember seeing either of the accused 
there. The size of the room behind the 
balcony is about 6x8. This room is be­
tween the balcony and the room the 
Chinaman was an.

'Witness left the injured man at the 
hospital at about 3 o’clock.

Cross-examined by Mr. Taylor wit- 
ness said he went to the theatre with 
a Chinaman. Another came to the po­
lice station, but stayed outside.

The tablé referred to on the floor of 
the stage was a heavy, clumsy wood 
table. The injured man was talking iu 
Chinese when witness arrived to some 
other Chinamen. Apparently no effort 
had been made by any of these to lift 
the injured ipau up.

I heldi Colonel 
Moravsky’s battery in reserve and order­
ed the 12th Regiment, the third bat­
tery and the quick-firing guns to re­
tire under cover of the 11th Regiment. 
My chief of staff led the rear guard to 
its position.

‘"At 1 o’clock the Japanese approach­
ed so close to the position held by the 
llth Regiment that the third battery 
could not pass along under the cross 
fire, and, taking up a position a short 
distance from the Japanese, remained 
there until thé end of the fight, losing 
its commander, Lieut.-Oolonei Moravsky.
A company with quick-firing guns was 
brought up from the rear guard, and 
the officer, thus foreseeing the difficult 
situation of Moravsky’s battery, took up 
the position on his own initiative. He 
lost half of his men and all his horses, 
and -attempted to remove his guns by 
hand to the shelter of the hills under 
the Japanese cross fire. The quick-firing 
.pieces discharged 35,000 bullets.

“The 12th- Regiment cut its way 
through and saved its colors.
