The 7th Fusiliers arrived af Winnipeg
yesterday morning and in the evening took
the train for Qu’Appelle. ;

The Governor-General’s Body Guard,
armed with Winchesters, left Winnipeg
yesterday morning under orders from Gen
Middleton to push forward in his wake.

The Midland battalion under Col. Wil-
lisms has arrived at’Swift Current and

one into camp with the 35th battalion (the
Simocos Foresters), under Col. Tyrwhitt, to
await orders. It is expected that they
will be instructed to push on after Col.
Otter to-day.
Col. Otter’s column has crossed the ferry
' at the South Saskatchewan, and has com-
menced the maroh acroes the prairie to
Rattleford, which it is hoped will be
reached by Saturday week, the distance
being abont 160 miles. All the men are
reported well and marching in excellent
form, -

Major Boulton’s mounted infantry over-
took Gen, Middleton on Wednesday night,
the Grenadiers with a nine-pound gun
being then twelve miles behind. Major

. Boulton's corps and C infantry will make a
dash for Clark’s crossing to secure the
ferry. The remainder of the column
marched to within eight miles of the cross
ing yesterday and camped for the night.

Major-General Strange’s force at Calgary
comprizes the 65th Montreal, 315 strong,
150 scouts under Capt. Stewart, 250 men
of Col. Osborne Smith’s 'light infantry, 60
scouts and 50 mounted police under
Inspector Steele, making a total of 825,

Gen. Middleton's command encamped
on Wednesday night at Vermilion lake,
and 32 miles from Clarke’s cross-
ing. Yesterday 24 miles were mafrched,
snd today the command antici-
pated making the crossing ' if - all
goes well. Clarke’s crossing is on the
south branch of the Saskatchewan, 45
miles from Carlton, and 24 or 25 from
Batoche’s crossing, the rebel headquarters.
The country is open and the river banks
devoid of wood. The river bank is 250

BarrrLeErorD, April 16.—The situation
here is unchanged. Terrible fear is ex-
pressed by the weaker portion of an imme.
diate attack by Indians. - Constant reports
of depredations in the vicinity come to
hand and it is felt certain that their
success in their frequent marauding expe-
ditions will at length embolden the red
savages to try an attack upon the barracks,
‘ff it is made in force there is little appre-

hension that ¢he attack can be repulsed,
that is if the members are not
overwhelming, but what is most feared
is some sneaking method, such as one of
the fiends creeping inside the stockade and
setting fire to our main shelter, Then the
confusion and the slaughter would be terri-
ble. Irom the fact, however, that the
telegraph is allowed to remain standing the
inhabitants are disposed to consider the
situation not so hopeless as might appear.
When all ns of nication were
cut off there was much more despondency
than there is now. Prayers are offered up
for succor three or four times a day, -

Scouts have been sent out to scour the
country with instructions to venture as far
as poseible with the hope of falling in with
the force under Col. Otter that is on the
way to our relief, - Fear, however, is felt
that the colonel’s' command is not strong
enough and may be overpowered before
getting here.

Small bands of Indians continue to prowl
around and drive off cattle, burn and
plunder farmhouses,

It is stated that some of Bi[ Bear’s bapd
have been seen near here, which is thought
to signify that the whole country has been
devasrated between Fort Pitt and Victoria,
a distance of 129 miles, and that they have
returned here for more fuel to satisfy their
voracious appetites, Another discouraging
report is that the Indians have
returned from Poundmaker’s reserve,
which may mean an attack before it is
poesible for any relief to arrive., One thing
is sure, our defenders will fight to the
lsst, and if defeated, it will only be after
a sanguinary contest,

The earthworks around the fort have
been completed.

Harry Nashe’s house; nine miles north,
was burned yesterday. Other fires were
seen laet night in different directions, Two
Indians seen by a halfbreed woman were

Komaroff to the ezar’s request for a further
explanation of the reasons which induced
him to attack the Afghans. The British
ambassador at St. Petersburg had tele-
graphed that it was unlikely Russia would
receive Gen, Komaroff’s reply for seme
days, ’

Mr. Gladatone, answering interrogatories
in.the house of commons this afternoon,
said the government had no reason what-
ever to believe that any such demand had
been established as that reported® of Rus-
sia’s demand for Penjdeh,

Mr. Bourke, conservative, agked whether
the Russian. ambassador had suggested as
part of the terms of the Anglo-Russian
understanding that Pendijeh be annexed
to Russia,

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A Regular Army for Candda,

We are not in favor of a standing army
for Csnada but we think it would be
wise policy on the part of the government
to maintain a regiment of at least 1000
men in the Northwest for some time to-
come, Perhaps even that number would
have to be increased. What shape the
organization should take we are not able
%0 say definitely, but the force should be
somewhat of the nature of the moun-
ted police or of mounted infantry.
That is the kind of soldier which
has been found to be the most ser-
viceable in the Western states and. terri-
ritories. The mounted police are unable to
eover the country up in our Northwest and
its strength will have also to be increased.
Many of the men mow up there as volun-
teers would be willing to enlist for & couple
of years in a regular regiment, and having
been schodled in the present campaign,
they would undoubtedly be the pest men
for the work., Many of the officers could
be got. to take commissions for regular
service, Once the rebellion is guieted and
a force of regulars left in the country fo
maintain order, the great bulk of the
volunteers now there could he withdrawn.
£ this is not done the volnnteer regiments
now in the field will not see the end of
their service twelve months hence. The
thing has got to be faced, and it may as
well be dealt with now as at a future
period.  We think parliament will be fully
justified in voting the money for the organ-
isation of such a regiment, )

Riel snd the Indians,

Tt is significant of future tronble when
Archbishop Tache declares that he cannot
excuse Louis Riel for inciting the Indians
to rise, No one can doubt the venerable
prelate’s sympathy with the halfbreeds or
his intimate acquaintance with the Indian
character., The Indians are savages whose
whole nature is changed by war, and the
man who, to serve a temporary and local
purpose, has invoked their aid must be
held strictly to account for the murder and
pillage that have taken place.

Had Riél contented himself with a blood-
lesp uprising to assert the. rights of the
halfbreeds he. would . probably have had
with him the majority of the white settlers,
and the majority of the people of Canada
everywhere, as against Dewdney and .his
gang of land sharks and plunderers. Had
the affair at Duck lake been the
only inst of bloodshed, even that
might have .been aventually condoneg
especially if it could be shown that Crozier
was the first to attack, But the massacre
of the settlers, priests and Indian agent at
Frog Lake ‘puts a new fabe on the whole
situation. Riel, who is not ignorant of the
Indian character, knew that he was making
such occurrences not merely possible but
probable and almost certain, by his mere
uprising. If, in addition to this in-
direct responsibility it can be shown
that he has ~@ither personally
by messenger incited Big Bear and
other Indians to rebel the domin@d
government will ofer him' an amnpesty at
their peril, and no amnesty wiil save him
from popular fury, ‘Any man who shoots
him at sight will be hailed as a messenger
of jdstiop. ~

The Rifle Question.

Editor World : I notice anarticle in The
World of April 13, The Rifle Question,
Will you permit me to correct a few errors
the writer has made regarding the respec-
tive merits of repeating rifles, . In the
first place, the Bullard repeater, which he
recommends as better than any other, is
not at all fit for military purposes, It is
only intended for a sporting rifle, and is
much more complicated than the Win-
chester.

It is operated mainly by cogs and cog-
wheels, which necessitates the use of num-
erous small parts and spri which are
liable to get out of order. The Marlin (a
sporting rifle only) is also complicated, and
although not so bad as the Bullard in
this respect, it is inferior ;to the Win-
chester,

Another drawback to this rifle is, when
the ocartridge is in position for entering the
barrel it is held firmly at an angle to the
bore of the rifle and cannot enter the
barrel with as much freedom as in the
Winchester. The manufacturers of both
the Bullard and Marlin rifles do not even
offer for sale a military rifle (musket or
carbine) which is proof enough that they
do not consider them suitable for military
purposes, They ought to kmow more
about the worth of their own riffes than
the writer of the article in question, There
are probably fifty Winchester rifles in use
to one of any other make, and there #rs,"
it is evident, fewer accidents with it than
with any other sporting repeater in general

nse,

The rifles best adapted to military use is
the Hotchkies, (manufactured by’ the
Winchester Repeating Arms Co.), recom-
mended by the U. 8, Ordnance board some
years ago, it has since had many improve-
ments and is now unquestionably without
a rival as a military arm, The bolt system
by which it is operated is.the sirongest
action yet invented. The motion is similar
to th&t of the Remington magazine rifle
which is being used in the Soudan with
such destructive effect.

‘It fires six cartridges and the magasine
may be shut off and held in reeerve-while
the rifle may be ased as a singlo lqader—
and when used even in this way is much
more convenient and quicker operated
than the Snider. It can also be locked so
that it cannot be fired or opened thereby
insuring against accidents or premature
explosions, It can be used with éither an
angular or sabre bayonet, the length of
the barrel is 28 inches, number of shots 6, |
weight 9 pounds, and calibre 45, \uinﬁ a |
cartridge containing 70 grains of powder
and 405 of lead, which is noted for its’
very flat trajectory.

1t is a most simple and solid repeating
gun, capable of doing good service under
the most disadvantageouns circumstances,

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AFEDERAL TAW WANTED

SEVERAY REAS ONS'ROR A DOMINION
BANKRUPTCY ACT.

e

Henry W. Darling, President of the Board
of Trade, lssues An®.her Memrandum
on the Subjeci-Mr. Abbott’s Act Com-
mended.

Henry W. Darling, president of the
Tor board of trade, yesterday issued
anothet lengthy memorandum on ‘‘reasons
for legislation on the subject of insolvency.”
The document isaddressed to the members
of the dominion legislature, in parliament
assembled. Mr. Darling's views on this
subject are.pretty well knmown. to the
business men of Toronto, He has persist-
ently kept the matter before the board of

trade and has issued several circulars
thereon, Among other things Mr, Darling

saye:

Y‘l‘hst this is a difficult subject to deal
with successfully is readily admitted, but
it is far from impossible. The bankrupte
act of Scotland has been in existence, wit!
but very slight amendment, since 1839,
and is working satisfactorily to-day, its

rovisions being fearlessly entorced, so that
Emkmptcy there is attended with that
loss of prestige which has the effect of
deterring men from assuming obligations
they have not a reasonable prospect of
evertaking, snd nerving them to take all
necessary precautions to avoid-failure with
its attendant disgrace and disability. What
is the present state of the law in ada ?
It is diverse in all the provinces, There is
no method in any the proyinces by
which the estate of an insolvent debtor, or
a fraudulent debtor, can be summarily
attached and equitably distributed among
his creditors—pro rata—although it is
generally admitted that where a debtor is
upable to pay his debts in full his assets
should be at the disposal and under the
control of his oreditors to satisfy their
claims as far as possible, A debtor may
sell out his entire estate, &ut the proceeds,
either cash or bills, or both, in pocket,
#nd defy his creditors to recover from him,

““The local legislatures of the various
provinoes are powerless to deal effectuall
with such » #fate of matters. Efforts will
be made mpo doubt, and are now being
made, both in Ontario and Quebec, to
lessen the évils existing, but legislation on
the subject of b-nkrnm is within the
jurisdiction of the fed legislature ex-
clusively, and until they assume the exer-

dcise of their .functions, the estates -of
debtors aye liable constantly to be
swallowed up in & contestation involving
appeals to the privy council to determine
whore the powers of the local legislatures
in dealing with civil rights ends, and where
the dominion power begins.

“Inter-provincial commerce must always
labor under great disadvantages and
restrictions, while the rights and remedies
of creditors are subject to such a diversity
and complexity of law, So in like manner
must the fair name and credit of the
déminion suffer in foreign markets, while
the law remains in its present unsatisfac
Sory condition. It is asserted that an
fusolvency law will have the effect of
encouraging overtrading and speculative
ventures in the great distributing centres,
Montreal and Toronto, This is not at-
tempted to be proved in any way. Over-
trading and speculative ventures will take

lace periodically whether bankruptey
rnw- are in force or not. The extent to
which they may be stimulated through the
egistence of even an imperfect bankruptey
law, badly administered, and the evils
resulting therefrom are not to be compared
with the increasing evils, consequent upon
the absence of a proper bankruptey act
proper'y administered.

¢ In-the bill reported by the committee
of ‘he hovse of commons, presided over by
Hon. J. J. C. Abbot, are to be found rem-
edies for many of the existirg evils herein
pointed out. It provides, in all parta of
the dominion alike, for the attachment of
an insolvent debtor’s estate—for its control
by the creditors—for the proper ranking of
tlaims and its equitable distribution—for
the control of the trustee—for his proper
remuneration—for the security for the
safety of the estate while in the hands of
the trustee—for its sale and realization, so
#s to bring the highest price, and -s0 as to
create the least competition to the honest, 4
competent and legitimate trader—for the
petting aside of fraudulent conveyances and
preferences made in contemplaticn of bank-
ruptcy—for the punishment of the fraud-
ulent debtor—for the diecharge, under cer
tain conditions, of the hcmest debtor, so
that he may be in a position to earn a
livelihood for himself and his family, It
does not provide for the reinstating
of the debtor in his estate hy
means of a deed of composition and
discharge, under which serious abuses
gréw up under former acts, When an
estate goe§ into insolvency now, the assets
must he sold, independently altogether of
the discharge of the insolvent, so that the
du%c; and discredit attendant upon
insolVency are greatly increased thereby,
and the discharge of the insolvent is
separated from the question of the disposal
of ‘his assets. = It does not ‘provide for the
relesse of the insolvent fr m liability to a
farmer who may haveso. { 1im his produce
on- credit, but especially retains to the
farmer all his rights againss the debtor on
account of such a debt.

““Wherefore it is earnestly to be desired
that the bill reported by the special com
mittee of the house of commons will be
enacted and madelaw at the present session
of parliament,”

Prof. Richardson of Connecticut thengave
& discourseon ““The Natureand Uses of Alco-
hol,” Temperance orators said that alcohol
and .looholf:bevmgea were not & food, but
he argued that they were, and quoted from
French and German professors to sustain
this stand. Prohibition propagandists had
said'that the medioal fraternity were in
favor of total prohibition, but he could
gainsay that assertion, 'The medical body
stood aloof on the matter, Most of
its best chemists and physiologiste
maintained that alcohol had a life-sustain-
ing principle when not taken in large
quantities. Alcohol was a heat producing
sgent, and heat was a motive power., Tea
and coffee had intoxicating properties, but
no legislation was brought to bear upon
the use of these. In countries where light
wines and beer were used nervous debility
was not rampant,

G. M. Evans thought light wines could
be consumed without détriment to either
health or wealth. He was opposed to leg-
islation on the liquor question. More per-
manent good could: be obtained by moral
suasion,

Gordon Mowat contended that prohibi-
tionists thought that intemperance was
the greatest evil that prevaded the country,
but the speaker thought that theré were
others just as bad, He would like to see
wine and beer supplant alcoholic liquors.
1t was a physiological fact that certain in-
dividuale requiged stimulants, and others
did not, He felt for those that did, and
wae in favor of giviog them light wines
and ales. Prohibition would ruin our
native wine industry, and ruin a legalized
business,
