defendants would he able to prove that many 
of the breaches of covenant assigned 
statement of claim were peter committed by 
the defendants, and shea to*roe «hereof 
committed with the leave and license of the 
trustees of the University." Mr. Biggar pro- 
coeds to sjiecify particulars in support of this 
assertion. He alleges that most, if not all, of 
tile gates and fences were removed with the 
permission of the University authorities, and 
that no streets have been opened into the 
avenue since the date of the city’s agreement. 
“As to the other alleged breaches of Covenant 
complained of, namely : (1) The opening of 
a gate on the , eon III side of Youge-stieet 
avenue, forming a aille entrance to a saloon 
or tavern ; (2) tile placing of telephone and 
electric light piles ou said avenue ; am I (3) 
the opening of a laue from Grenville-atrwt 
into the said avenue, I am inetructed and 
believe that the same were all promptly re­
paired as soon as attention was called to 
them, and long before the plain iffs’ last 

herein. It does not appear that the 
facts aforesaid were stated in the affidavits 
filed on the said motion for judgment, and I 
believe they were not made known to the 
court upon said application.” The affidavit 
gives in detail the improvements and their 
coet since January, 1869, the total being $275,- 
000 expended by the city. Mr. Biggar shows 
that the tonna proiwaed by the Uutvervity 
authorities to purchase outright the Yonge 
and Queen-street avenues mud the aP|irowch 
from Bloor-straet, and the proposed lease of 
twenty-fire acres of park at 2* per cent, would 
involve a capital expenditure of $661,600 
Such an expenditure is impossible under the 
existing law, so that the terms of the proposed 
renewal are practically impossible.

immigration. The meetinr was called, on 
request, by the Mayor, but owing to hie hav­
ing to preside at tlie Council meeting last 
night he was unable to attend, and Mr. A. 
McCormick wa* unanimously voted to the 
chair. Senator Mcltines of British|Uolumhia, 
Prof. Gold win Smith arid many leading tradm 
unionists and knight* of labor in the city 
occupied seats on the platform.

During the evening the speakers made con­
stant reference to The World’s rejx>rt of the 
Kerroou delivered by Rev, Dr. Wild on Sun­
day evening, and to its information concern­
ing Italian, pauper and criminal immigrant»

Tlie chairman in a few wofrds stated the ob­
ject of the meeting, and called on Prof. Smith, 
who said that Canada was now in a position 
in which she was able to do without assisted 
immigration. The sheds should be used for 
shelter when necessary, arid experienced of­
ficials kept to guide and Assist emigrants to 
obtain work, hut lieyond that, with the proba­
ble exception of Manitoba, no sid should be 
given by this country to forward immigration. 
If societies organized in the Old Country to

Montreal, Jade 4.—Ttie annual meeting of 
the Bank of Montreal was held to-day. There 
was a large attendance of shareholders. Sir 
Donald Smith presided and moved the adop­
tion of tbe repost.

On April 30 there was a balance in round 
numbers ot $600,000 and the profits lost year 
were 81,284,900, making a total of $1,89(^000. 
After deducting two dividends qf 5 per cefit 
there remains a balance of $600,000 or $85,000 
more titan last year, the profits last year 
bring 12f per cent, and the profits this year 
10# per cent, or a difference*of 2 per cent.

During past year the harvest Was partially a 
failure m Ontario and affected the profits of 
this as well as other banks. There were also 
failures of two batiks in Canada, one a very 
disastrous one. Again, althpugh not associated 
politically with our neighbors over tbe line, a 
presidential year is always » disastrous one for 
business, which affects this coùtitry also in » 
marked degree, arid as the cfofi of ântuBin 
wheat is not well repotted of the Director's 
felt that thl»y were adting in the best^ interest 
of the Shareholders tb give ‘ohly a dividend of 
5 i>er cent, making 10 per cent for the whole 
year.

The directors are prit without hope for the 
future if we have gôo4, crops and from the 
Northwest we hear good accounts.

’ terior was soon in flames The church was m 
oiflid limestone, with a sheet iron roof, whici 
held the fire in splendidly, and had then 
lieen anything like a sufficient water suppl] 
the builaing would have been saved. As i! 
was this beautiful structure, valued at ovei 
$150,000, was totally destroyed, together wit! 
oti er church property in the vicinity estimatec 
at 8100,000 more.

The fire swept along, totally beyond con 
trol, and soon caught the convent, a qaartei 
of a mile distant, totally destroying it.

It pi difficult to get at the number of housi 
burnt, but a moderate calculation puts it i 
290, which is more likely to be under tha 
over-estimaced. Fully 1500 people are hom< 
less, most of whom ore )xx>r.

The lpss will exceed 8500,000, on whic 
there is little insurunce except 880,000 on tli 
church, $4000 on the convene and 86000 on til 
City HalL

Thé church was beautifully finished tnsid 
and contained many fine pictures, none < 
which were saved. Not only were the con 
tents of the church totally destroyed, but als 
a considerable quanity of furniture which ha 

v been removed from buildings on tire or in dan 
tfer and placed there for safety.
