Boulanger Gives Notice of a Proposal tor
Constitutional Revision.

Paris, June 4. —General Boulanger took his
first step in Parliament to-day for the recision
of the constitution. He gave notice that he
would submit a proposal for a revision of the
constitution, and would demand urgency
therefor. He read & nreamble stating that the
elections, which had produced so many mani
fostations in his favor, conspelled him to eall
attention to the sufferinus ot the country and
to the intense crisis which threatens to become
verv serious.

A Meeting of Citizens Wants - No  More
Government Immigrants,

St. Andrew’s Hall was crowded 1ait night
by an slmost exclusively working class aud-
ience, all of whown displayed the deepest in-
terest 11 the subject of pauper and eriminal
immigration. . The meetine was called, on
request, by the Mayor, but owing to his hav-
ing to preside at the Council meeting last
night be was unable to attend, and Mr. A.
McCormick was unanimously - voted to the
chair. Senator McIunes of BritishjColambia,
Prof. Goldwin Sniith and many leadine trades
unionists and kmights of labor in the city
occupied seats on the plattorm.

During the evening the speakers made con-
stant reference to The World’s report of the
sermon delivered by Rev. Dr. Wild on Sun-
day evening, and to its information concern-
ing Itulian, pauper and criminal immmigrauts

The chainman in & few words stated shie ob-
ject of the meeting, and called on Prof. Smith,
who said that Canada was_now in a pesition
in which she was able to do without assisted
immigration. The sheds should be used for
shelter when necessary, and experienced of-
ficials kept to guide and assivt emigrants to
obtain work, but beyond that, with the proba-
ble exception of Manitoba, no’ mid should be
given by this country to furward inmmigration.
If societies organized in the Old -Country to
send people here, these people should nos be
allowed to sail until the Agent General in
London or some other quilfied official bad,
after the most careful enquiry, satisfied him-
self of their suitability. ;

The wind was Licw
ing from vhie northwest and the &re fairly fle
along the streets running north and east, anc
within fifteen minutes forty or fifty tenemen
were in flames,

The fire brigatle was practically useless, th
small mains being wholly inadeguate to sup
vly the numerous streawms la.d on, and ghe fir
merely langhed at the sickly squirts whicl
trickled on it, some of which scarcely wen
twenty feet beyond the nozzle.

The wind blew directly towards the mag
nificent Roman Catholic Church, the larges
edifice 1n the archiepiscopal divcese of Ottawd
except the Basilica at Ottawa, and the i
terior was soon in flames. . The church was o
&olid limestone, with a sheet iron roof, whic
lield the fire in splendidly, and had therd
been anything like a sufficient water suppl
the building would have been saved., Asi
was this beautiful structure, valued at ove
§150,000, was totally destroyed, towether witl
oti er church property in the vicinity estimated
at $100,000 more.

The fire swept along, totally beyond con
trol, and acon caught the convent, a quarte
of a mile distant, totally destroymne it.

By this time the Conqueror engine h
arrived from Ottawa and had two good
streams on the college, which was saved, and
the Eddy and Union steamer had sever:
streains on Eddy’s piling grounds south of tb
fire, the lumber pilesin which were mostl
saved, only the fl:nee and a few piles bein
destroyed.

With the exception of the church, presby
tery and convent almost all the buildings we
of wood and burut like so much paper uid
the inpetus of the fierce gale which prevaile
throughout the two hodrs the fire lasted, unt!
it fairly burnt itself out.

It s difficult to get at the number of housq
burnt, but a moderate calculation puts it
250, which. is more likely to be under t
over-estimaced. Fully 1500 people are homd
Jess, most of whein are poor.
