Supez Canal. Two reasons are advanced for
it. * The first is the excessive amount of dues
annually levied on the merchant shipping of
Great Britain by the Suez Canal Company
and theother the alleged danger threatened by
the proposed .admission of steamers carry-
ing petroleum in bulk.

The success of the Suez Canal bas been
great, and its revenue earning power i8 in-
creasing. To state the dividends paid by the
company is, however, rather difficult, be-
cause the revepue is divided, part paying
the interest and amortisation of the bonds,
then another part paying b per cent. on the
shares, and then the balance being usually
divided into two parts—one giving an ex-
cess or supplementary dividend to the share-
fiolders and = the other part going to the
Egyptian Government, the tounders and
others. The excess dividend, which is con-
sidered the best test of the prosperity of the
canal, was before the agreement with the
English shipowners about 63 fiancs. In
1886 it fell to 50 francs, but since then it has

_risen year by year until in 1800, the last

year of which we have any record, it was a
fraction over 67 francs. Large as the earn-
ing power of the canal is there doesnot
seem to be maoy outside the North of Eng-
jand Shipowners’ Association who see the
necessity of & competitive waterway.
