AN URGENT APPEAL FOR A PROMPT
SESSION OF CONGRESS,

The Action of the Indla Government
Causes a Fall in Silver—The Washiong-
ton Cabinet Finds Itself Powerless—
Purchases of Silver to Be Continued
Till Congress Meets in September,

|, WasmixeTox, June 27.—Two hours were
" ponsumed by the Cabinet to-day in discussing
'"the silver question and other matters de-
manding attention. Although the discus-
gion, it is said, took 'a wide range it was
necessarily brought back to one important
and unmanageable point that the exectitive
had no power in the premises, Congress
alone being able'to deal with the measures
for relief. ;i
It was plain to the Cabinet that the
monthly purchase ot silver must be con-

tinued or else Congress must be convened
in special session immediately. As the
President had decided to call Congress to-
gether early in September to deal with the

. financial sitnation and manifested no inten-
tion of changing his purpose, the project of
an earlier session of ‘Congress was dropped.
So far as the continuance of the purchase
"'of silver bullion under the Sherman law
was concerned, it was pointed out that

. little more than two months remained be-
fore Congress would convene in extra ses-
sion, and that during the intervening time

. the silver to be purchased would be only
9,000,000 ounces, a comparatively small
amount in view of the previous purchases,
That the best way tofieal with the question

was to await the course of events for two,

months was generally agreed to.
General Demand For an Xarly Session.
One effect of the action of the
Government of India ‘has béen to re-
new the demand for an early session
of Congress, and this view.of the
situation was presented to Secretary Car-
lisle this morning by many of his con-
gressional callers and by numerous tele-
grams from all sections of the country. Be-
fore going to the Cabinet Secretary Carlisle
received a cablegram from London aunounc-
ing a further declive in the prico of silver
to 35 pence. At this price a silver dollar is
worth 5583 cents,

127,000,000 Ounces In the Treasury.
Information obtained from the Tressury
Department shows that the world’s product
of silver auring the last fiscal vear was 152,-
000,000 ounces, of which the United States
purchased 54,000,000 ounces outside of the
silver used in the-arts, which ir estimated at
about 7,000,000 cunces. The consnmption by
India was 45,000,000 ounces, which was
coined. This makes the Unitec States and
India combined use 106,000,000 ounces of
silver purchased last year, leaving 46,000,000
ounces of silver for use in the arts of the

other countries of the world.

The bighest price ever- attained by silver
in the United States was at the time of the
o of the Bland  Silver—bill, February
98, 1878, when the price was $1.22 per ounce.
The silver dollar was then worth 93 cents,
At no period since then has the silver dollar
been worth so much. When the Sherman act
went into effect August, 1590, there was a
spurtin the piice of silver, and it went up
to:§1.21 per oupce.

During the last calendar year the Indian
Government coined 40,000,000 ounces. Since
the passage of the Bland and Sherman acts
the United States has coined 426,000,000 dol-
lars of silver, Of the amount of silver pur-
chased under the Sherman act, )
ounces remain uncoined in the vaults of the
treasury.

PARIS, .une 27.—The Hon. E. J. Phelps
of counsel for the United States resumed to-
day his closing argument before the Behrin
Sea tribunal of arbitration. He examin
the assertion made by British connsel that
the seals from the Pribyloff Islands intermix
with those from the Commander Islands.
He traced upon the wap and commented
upon the ri tive migratory routes, as
printed in the United States argument. He
contended that the testimony of the British
Commissioner’s sealers and furriers was-far
from proving that intermingling of the herds
occurs; on the comtrary, he beld, the evi-
dence was conclusive that the berds did not
mix with each other.

The American Case is Weak,

Orrawa, June 27.—C. H. Mackintosh,
M.P.,, who has returned from a visit to
Paris, says that the feeling in Paris is that
the United States Behring Sea case is weak.
Hesays: *‘Mr. Christopher Robinson of
Toronto distinguished himself in a marvel-
ously concise and logical speech, while the
work performed by Mr. Tupper, -Minister
of Marine, as well as that of Dr. Dawson,
has given great satisfaction to Sir Charles
Russell and Sir Richard Webster.

WasHINGTON, June 27. —Surgeon-General
Wyman of the Marine Hospital service, re-
ferring to the outlook for cholera in the
United States and Canada during the pre-
sent summer, said:

““We have an even chance of escaping the
cholera altogether this year. Should it
arrive i$ will certainly not become epidemic.
Its non-appearance thus far proves that no
germs have lived over the winter in this
country, as it was feared might happen.
The prospect now is much better than I ex-
pected it would be at this time. However,
it should not be forgotten that the disease
did not reach the United ‘States last year
until August. There is plenty of time for
trouble vet.”

THE PONTEFRACT ELECTION.
Mr, W, T, Nussey, Liberal, Wins by Thirty-
Two Votes.

LoxpoN, June 27.—The by-election -in
Pontefract yesterday resultéd in the victory
of T. Willans Nussev, Liberal, who received
1191 votes, over Eiliott Lees, Conservative,
who received 1159 votes,

The vacancy was left by the unseating of
‘Harold Jaumes Rockitt, Liberal, for securing
his election on Feb, 13, 1803, by bribery. At
the last general election Rowland, Winn,
Conservative, was elected, but afew months
afterwards was raised to the peerage.

The constituency is very close, as is shown
by the fact that Mr. Nussey’s majority was
but 32. In the Februarv bye-election Mr.
Reckitt’s majority way 63, and in the last
geveral election Mr. Winn’s majority was 40.

The Counservatives made beroic efforts to
win the constituency, as a Liberal defeat
would have been regarded as avidence of a
reaction of feeling against the, Home Rule
bill,

N0 MORE SUNDAY CODPES.

ONE BENEFICIAL EFFECT OF THE
RUNNING OF THE CARS.

The Tw;nty;rour Hired Carriages ﬂo"/'
Engaged in Conveying Clergymen to
and kro Could pe;biupnmoﬂ With—
Women Pray for the ‘“Ruin of The
World and the Defeat of the Devil.”

One of the beneficial effects of the run-
ning of Sunday street cars would be the
saving of the employment of cabs to drive
ministers to the Central Prison, the Mercer
Reformatory, the Industrial Home and
other Government institutions. At present
10 or 12 cabs with drivers are engaged
every Sabbath for' this purpose, With the
running of Sunday cars the ministers: will
be enabled to reach their destination by
means of an electric car, the horses will be
enabled to take a needed rest on Sun-
day, and instead of 12 men be-
ing engaged for as many cabs
that number of motormen will carry not
only the clergymen but thousands of citizens
to High Park and other breathing places.
The expense of conveyance of the ministers
at present is met out of the ministerial
fund, to which the Government contributes.
In addition to the ‘dozen cabs engaged to
convey the ministers to the,(Government
institutions, fully as many mdre are utiliz-
ed every Sunday to convey_ ministers en-
gaged to preach anniversary or special ser-
mons in churches other than those of which
they are the pastors. The establishment
of Sunday cars. would enable these Supplies
to be filled without the engaging of cabs,
horses and drivers. L

EIGHTY-SIX LADIES PROTEST.
Prayers That The World May b8 Ruin-
ed afid the Devil Defented.

There were exactly 86 ladies present in
Association Hall at the meeting called for
the purpose of protesting against Sunday
street cars.

1t was a very devout gathering and withal
very elderly.

Many prayers were offered for those who,
from want of thought, allowed their names
to be attache.d to The World’s patition.

One lady prayed tbat the papers who are
advocating the running of the cars may be
overthrown and ruined,

A lameutable want of knowledge of the
subject was shown when one lady, who bad
beeun reading The Mail, said that there were
only 1400 signatures to the petition.

Very little work was done, the primary
cause of calling the meeting being totally
overlooked and devotional exercises iu-
dulged in.

Committees were appointed to confer with
the Sabbath Ouservance Association in te-
gard to disseminating Sabbatarian literature
in all parts of the city. A lady was selected
from each ward to a convener
of a committee for *‘the hindering of the
running of Sunday cars.” The committee
meet next Thursday afternoon in the
Y.M.C.A. Hall.

The mdeting came toa close with a prayer
that the :City Coancil may stand firm and
resist “‘the insidious advance of the devil.”

How Sunday Cars Answer in Philadelphia,

Etor World: Iseebyacopy of your
paper of June 24 that The World is again
agitating for Sunday street cars, and that

althoughsome eight or tenthousand citizens
are asking for them there’are a large num-

‘ber who oppose this project on the grounds

that it would tend to depreciate the moral
tone of the city, encourage the idea of Sun-
day amusements, facilitate Sunday drink-
ing, and decrease church attendance. It
seems to me ‘that those who oppose
Sunday cars are exceedingly selfish in their
views and narrow-minded in their argu-
ments, 4 ¥ :

Here in Philadei, 1ia, the Quaker City as
it is called, and probably the most quiet
and puritanical city .on -the continent, the
cable cars and the horse cars run all day
Sunday, and especially during the warm
weather are looked upon as a great boon.
The livery stables are.not patronized to any
great extent on Sunday, but the cars are
taken advantage of by ‘every class of citi-
zen. Miunisters who exchange pulpits are
not driven to their regpective places in
hacks or coupes; they simply board a car,
drop in a nickel and travel with the great
crowds of church-goers. The street car traffic
on Sunday is equal to that of any other day
in the week, and under no circumstances
would the citizens do without the *‘nickel
route.” Yesterday I made a trip over some
half dozen lines, both cable and horse car,
and found the cvars nearly all crowded with
people who were either going to or feturn-
ing from a church service, as was evidenced
by the prayer books and Bibles in hand.
Many of the citizens live in one end of the
city, while their favorite ministers preach
in the other end, so thatit would be
impossible for them to attend ser-
vices during the warm weather with-
out the cars. The -parks and the
cemeteries are every Sunday the favorite
resort of thousands upon thousands of peo-
ple who cannot afford the luxury of a hack,
and who would be obliged to swelter and
sicken at home if there were no street cars,
There is a special staff of workmeu for Sun-
day work, so that no one loses his rest-and
many a poor man is helped to honest laber.

The argument that Sunday cars would
tend to increase Sunday dissipation is sim-
ply rubbish. The saloons and every
licensed bar in the city close down at
12 o'clock on Saturday night and re-
main closed until Sunday midnight.
Any person detected selling Jiguor on Sun-
day 18 peremptorily deprived of his-license,
and as the license in the first’ place costs
$1000 the risk is considered too great to
run. Hence, although the cars run all Sun-
day, it is absolutely impossible to secure a
driok of liguor at' any licensed hotel. Of
course, there are unlicensed dives here as
in Toronto, but the penalty for a first of-
fence rung up as high as' $1000, besides ag
term of a year in prison. If the same sys-
tem were tried in Toronto Sunday drink:
ing  would be unknowun, and the York
and Centre-street gangs wonld have
to seek fresh pastares if they were
not in jail. I think the corporation: acted
wisely in having decided in tavoraf the
trolley over the storage cars. In Phila-
delphia many of the streets are blocked by
excavators, poles, wires, etc. They are
preparing to start the trolley and abandon
the costly and poorly-working cable -lines.

Keep up the agitation, Mr. Editor, and
secure for all classes of Toronto’s citizens a
real boon that they will appreciate fully
when it is an accomplished fact. If a proxy
vote can be utilized you can use the
property qualification of :

The principal event was the speech of Mr.
Fraok Turner, who explained he had bsen
called in to confer with the originator of
the Hurontario Canal idea the late Mr.
Capreol. Mr. Capreol had estimated the
cost as $40,000,000, but with the modern
developments in the apparatus of civil en-
gineering and construction the cost would be
reduced 50 per cent. As to the commercial
value of it, it might be said that Mr.
Capreol based his calculations on the wheat
and agricuitural products of 1870. 8ince
then the vast wheat producing country of
the Northwesé hasbeen’ opened up, and the
growth of its export trade was beyond the
limits of imagination. It was a direct sav-
ing of 400 miles between Chicago and all the
Northwestern cities and tbe East.

Speakiug of the mechanical questions of
thescheme he showed that it was quite
feasible by instancing the canal system of
France, much more extensive then most
people are aware of, where large ships are
raised 100 feet in five minutes. N:ar Liver—
pool there is a canal where ships of 400 tons’
burden are lifted 57 feet every day.

AMr. Turner, with Mr, Kivas Tully, C.E.,
and the late David Roberts, sr., had mads a
report before a special committee of the
Ontario Legislature in 1879 in which it was
said-that it would require 16 locks. A New
York Engineer said that to-day it coyld be
constructed with four locks.

| HOW THE VICPORIA WAS LOST,

4 DETAILED ACCOUNT OF THE
FRIGHTFUL CALAMITY.

Death Took the Sailors In Three Awful
Forms—A Whirlpool In the Warship’s
‘Wake Where Whirring Blades Strewed
the Sen With Rloody Corpses — Many
Acts of Herolsm.

NeEw YoRrx, J ume 27.—The Evening World
publishes an extra this evening, in which was
the féllowing special cable despatch from Tri-
poli, Syria. -

 About 8 o’clock last Thursday afternoon the
English fleet came in sight of Elmina, the port
and town of Tripoli. It was coming from the
northeast and making directly for the har-
bor. Thefive big ironclads—Victoria, Cam-
perdown, Edinburgh, Nile and Sanspereil—
wers drawn up ‘in full front. The Victoria
was in the centre,the Camperdown was on her
left and the Edinburgh on her right.

: The Signal Given,

When they were within five miles from
shore Vice-Admiral Sir George Tryon sig-
naled to turn and form a double line, This
meant that the Victporia and Camperdown
were to _go ahead a little and describe a
turn—the Victoria turning to the left and
the Camperdown turning to the right—then
they would advance side by side in the direc-
tion from which they had come, and others
would swing ifuto double colpymn order and
advance two and two behind leaders,

Dangerous Manceuvering,

‘When the order was given the distance
between the ships was less than two cables
length. The execution of the order was easy
enough for ships farther away from the
centre, but extremely difficult for the Vie-
toria and the Camperdown, who, in tarning
their bows, would pass within a few fathoms
of each other, even if the movement was
executed with the greatest precision. This
movement is rarely made and is chiefly for
the pnrposte of training Ghr ship com-
manders to move expeditiously away
from shoaling « waters. Whether
cause Admiral Markham of the Camper-
down could mot believe this move-
ment was to be tried when the ships were so
close ther or because he thought Admiral
T'ryon miscalculated the distance, he
did not set about executing Admiral on's
order, but signaled that he did not under-
stand it. The Victoria and the other vessels
bad not hesitated. The Victoria began to
turn at once, as she still held to the signal
The Camperdown mno longer hesitated, but
also began to turn. The brief delay, how-
ever, had been fatal. The Victoria had
nearly turned, and the Camperdown swing-
ing around bore down upon her.,

Tryon Saw the Blow Was Inevitable,

Both were quick to act. Admiral Tryon
swung the Victoria so as to receive at the
smallest angle the blow which both officers
sawewas inevitable, and Admiral Markham
did the same for the Camperdown, besides
reversing herscrews, The 12-foot ram of the
Camperdown struck the hull of the Victoria
just in front of the armored bulkhzad and.

sinking ship.

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Sunday Cars Are Coming.

The Court of Appeal has decided that the
running of stfeet cars on Sunday at Niagara
Falls i withir{ the law, The samelaw applies
to Toronta. Btreet cars run every | Sunday
in different parts of Ontario, and #lié, com-
panies operating these cars are not molsted.
They are safe from molestation, ; their
right to operate the cars having beeg, ded
by the higbest tribunal in the province.

Now, suppose the Toronto Railway Com-
pany should run their cars next Sunday.
What then would bappen? Would the
courts interfere and stop the cars runping in
Toronto when they allow them to run else-
where? We think the watter has only to be
put in that light to show that, as far as the
law of the land is concerned, the railway
company would not be interfered with for
carrying on their business on Sunday. We
fail to see how the employes of the company
could be proceeded . against for desecration
of the Sabbath, ' It seems clear to us that the
criminal courts would not and could not in-
terfere with the running of street carson
Sunday. If the cars were to run next Sun-
day we fail to see what agency could stop
them.

It, may be said the railway com-
pany has agreed with the+ city not
to operate the system on Sunday until a
favorable vote of the citizens has been
taken. The only party then that would have
a handle at all to proceed against the com-
pany would be the City Council. And even
if the council should appeal to the coarts we
fail to see what arguments it could advance
to move the courts into granting an injunc-
tion restraining the railway company from

running jts cars on Sunday. It is very
doubtful whether the undertaking of the
company not to run cars on Sunday has any
legal "eifect whatever., At most the city
could sue the railway company for violation
of an agreement, and when the city came to
prove damages it would have & pretty diffi-
cult task ahead of it,

If we are right in our contention that the
City Council is the only body that could in-
voke the Jaw were the company to run cars on
Sunday, then it becomes an interesting ques-
tion to anticipate what action the council
would take. To decide on going tolaw would
necessitate a majority vote of the council
Such a vote could not be obtained, as a majo-
rity of the aldermen are in favor -of Sunday
cars.

Those who favor Sunday cars are sati sfied
a vote of citizens would declare in favor of

the innovation. They are mot opposed to
such a vote, It isthe one thing they wish to
sce done, Bup if the anti-Sunday car agi-
tators throw obstacles in the way and pre-
vent a vote being taken till January then we
say the Railway Company ought to start
their cars and put the onus of stopping them
on the City Council. This would be the best
o &
way out of the difficulty.

The following letter taken from The Em-
pire speaks for itself :

Sir,—lam afraid Mr. W. H. Howland’s letter
will not convince anyone that the vote on Sun-
day street cars should be taken In winter. One
point is very curious. He says that the vote
should be taken in winter because those interest-
ed in opposing it—ministers of the gospel, ete. -
will be away. To the majority this will read
gomewhat in this fashion: * Ministers of the
gospel and others have a long holiday in the sum-
wer, and go to the seaside and other pleasant
places, spending Sundaysas well as week days in
cool comfort. If they are at home when
the Sunday street car question comes up.
they will vote against :workingmen enjoying
on Sunday what they (the ministers) enjoy
for weeks at a stretch.,” If the miuis-
tars, etc., are conscientiously opposed to Sunday
éars, let them do their duty, and stay at home
to vote. The public have very little regard for
the opinions of clergymen or laymen who are
anxious that all questions touching the morality
of Toronto should only come before the public
when they tind it cbnvenient to be home. 'For
my part, Ithink the sumnmer is a good time to
put the question. It wiil be voted on by those
who are supposed to need Sunday street sars,
and it will test t} ncerity of those-whe are so
keen about our ty and our BSabbath.

We brought a listle’ fresh meat with us
from Athabaska Landing and ate the last of
it on Saturday for breakfast. A couple of
hours afterwards we saw a moose walking
along the bank and I put a couple of bullets

TORONTO'S WATER SUPPLY.
- Discassed by m-‘._.l-.‘ J. Cassidy Before the
Provincial Health Officers,

GUELPR,June 27.—The sighth annual meet-
ing of executive health -oficers of Ontario
opened in the city couucil chamber here this
morping. . Mayor Smith and Dr. Howitt,
Guelph’s health officer, delivered addresses
of welcome, which were replied to by Presi-
dent Willis Chipmavn, Dr. Coventry of
Windsorand Dr. McDonald of Hamilton.
The fpllowing papers were read at the day's
meetifigs: “Diphtheria Epidemics,” by Dr,
C. X, Hodgetts of Toronto; ‘‘Sanitary Con-
ditibns of Factories in Ontario” was read by
RobertBarber, Toronto, inspector of factories;
“Iuspection of Cheese Factories,” by L. E.
Kitcnen, M.D.;” of St. George; “Sanitary
Needs of the Farm® bv D. McCrae, - Guelph;
*“Pure Water on the Farm,” by M. T. Shutt,
chemist of Experimental Farm, Ottawa;
“Toronto's Water Supply,” by J. J. Cassidy,
M.D., chairman ot Provincial Board of
Health, Dr. Cassidy said in brief:

That the present’ water supply of Toronto
is defiled with sewage is acknowledged, that

it is likely to continue so is also true, inas-
“anuch as there is no gocd reason to think that
‘any important improvement will be effected
in the conduit, ov that even if that wonder-
ful efigineering device should be made per-
fecti¥-tight it would remain so, besides sew-
age-tainted waters, according to the direc:
tion of the wind, have been found near the
intake. i 7

Many plans might be devised bi which
the defects could be remedied. or in-
stance a tunnel could be constructed under

“the bay extending from the pnmpins»housa
tbree miles out into Lake Ontario. 1f raw
g::dge were not dumped into the lake near

e source of supply as is done at Chicago,
and more particularly if no raw sewage were
discarged into Toronto Bay and Ashbridge’s
Bay, a Lake Ontario supply obtained in this
way ought to be reasonably good the year
round. %

For present - n and for many decades
to come a six-foof tunnel supplying 72,000,000
gallons of Lake QOuntario water would be
ample. If protected from sewag- pollution
the quality of the water ought to be ex-
cellent. ¢

If for financial or engineering reasons a
tunnel cannot be built filtration of the pre-
sent supply would be an excellent method of
obtaining a water of good quality at a small
outlay,

Theré is yet another plan. The York
Waterworks Company are now prepared to
offer the city of Toronto an abundant supply
of pure water at a rate of more than one-
half less than the cost of the present supply.

The present impure supply costs 7.18 cents
per 1000 galions. The company offers pure
spring water at 3.25 cents per 1000 gallons,

The compeny’s principal location is on the
highlands, about two miles north of the
city limits. This property is on the crest of
a hill, the ground falling away on ali sides,
Beneath the layer of surface clay there is a
bed of water-bearing sand and gravel,: capa-
ble of furnishing an enormous supply.: The

.“tests already made have satisfactorily prov-
ed this point, a tonclusion vindicated by the
fact that there is one well in thedocality
supplying the Town of North Toronto with
250,000 gallons per day. This well is sunk
ouly 10 feet into the gravel. :

Analysis of the water by Prof. Ellis of

Toronto University¥ conclusively sattles the
Yuestion of its purity.
* The company offers to supply to Toronto
4,000,000 gallons in 6 months, - 14,000,000
gallvns in 18 months aud 24,000,000 gallons in
30 months.

The reasons for thus dividing the supply
are: (1) Because the proposed mode of con-
struction made it possible to divide the sup-
ply in this way without very wuch increase
in the cost of construction, and (2) because it
‘was thought the citizens would appreciate an
offer that would mean an almost immediate
partial relief. Four million gallons‘of water
per.day will give the district above College
and Carlton-streets a pure unmixed supply,
as the city is divided from east to west by a
line of valves along the streets named; be-
sides, this amount would increase the fire
pressure all over the city 50 lbs,

The tests, engineering work and plans for
this project were all laid last summer, but
this is the first time the actual plans bhave
been made public. The vemperature of the
water is 45° Fah,

I would recommend therefore that the city
purchase water from the York Waterworks
Co., the water to be connected with the To-
ronto water system by a large main extend-
ing down Yonge-street as far as Bloor-street.
A clause might be introduced into the agree-
ment by which the city could secure thie own-
ership of the rights and privileges now
possessed by the company.

Trade at the Western Cattle Market to-day was
on‘a much better basis than it has been for some
time, owiog to the light offerings chiefly.
