
Davis on the morning of his arrest were 
sworn to by that officer. The prisoner 
elated that he bought the horse “Collie’’ 
and the cutter from two men at Scholes’ 
hotel on Thursday night, Dec. 14. Witness 
was positive that it was Thursday night 
Macwherrell said because he (Detective 
Davis) was under the impression then that 
the murder had been committed on Friday. 
MacWherrell also stated to the detective 
that he never had owned or worn a fur cap 
in hie life.

The fact that no trace of where the horse 
was stabled on Thursday night, Dec. 14, 
came out on Detective Davis’ cross-exami­
nation. He also testified that he had been 
unable to find the Persian lamb cap 
or any of the articles missing from the 
Williams place among MacWherrell’s 
effects.

Andrew Secor corroborated Detective 
Davie with reference to MacWhemdl, stat­
ing that he bouglit the horse Thursday 
night at Scholes’ Hotel.

Then the crown proceeded to show that 
MacWherrell could not have purchased the 
rig at Scholes’ Hotel either on Thursday or 
Friday night. William Clough, manager 
of the hotel, swore that MacWherrell was 
not in the barroom of the hotel either night, 
although he was in the barroom the week 
previous. John Cowley, who kissed ilie 
book with a smack which resounded 
throughout the court room, swore that he 
was in Scholes’ Hotel on the night of Dec. 
10. MacWlierrell was not there, nor was 
there any horse deal.

Detective Greer's evidence established 
an admission made by MacWherrcll that 
he went along the' Lake Shore and Middle- 
roads on Dec. 14.

A Motion for Walker's Discharge.
This closed the case for the Crown.
Before entering upon the case for the 

defence Barrister McKay applied for the 
discharge of Walker on thy ground that 
there was no evidence to connect him with 
the murder, either as principal or accessory 
before the fact, although there might be 
evidence to connect him with the possession 
of the rig and the pistol and pocketbook.

His Lordship ruled that there was suffi­
cient evidence to go to the jury.

The first witness called for the defence 
was Superintendent Gunn of the Toronto 
Railway Company, by whom it was intend­
ed to prove that cars were running to 
Scholes’ hotel on the night of Friday, Dec. 
lfi, when prisoner alleges he went to 
Scholes’ and bought the horse and cutter. 
Mr, Gunn stated that he personally did not 
know as to the care, but bad with him the 
reporta of the road master in that respect. 
Mr. Osier objected to the report 
being put in, as it was not eridenee, 
and this branch of the case was left in 
abeyance until to-morrow morning, when 
Roadmaster Alfred Aldridge will be put in 
the box.

The fallen telephone wire was then in­
troduced. Ross Goldthorpe swore that 
when he visited the Williams farm on Sun­
day, Dec. 17, there was a telephone wire 
down across the gateway leading to the 
place. He noticed a cutter track which 
led from the William» place and turned to- 
wards Toronto. He examined the fallen 
wire and found upon it an abrasion, but he 
couldn’t say whether the abrasion was at 
the point of the cutter track or not. It was 
sought by this witness also to prove that if 
the murder had been committed Thursday 
night the stock in the stable would have 
shown greater signs of hunger and thirst 
than they did when they were fed on Sun­
day. It was proven, however, that both 
horses and cattle ihad eaten everything 
within reach in their mangers, and His 
Lordship pointed out that it would be 
a difficult thing to form an idea of 
the actual length of time the animals had 
been without food or the stage of starva­
tion they had reached when it was admitted 
all around that they had been without food 
since Friday night at all events.

To support the theory that the murder 
was committed on Friday night Mrs. 
Henry Osborn, who resides nearly opposite 
the YVilliams farm, 200 or 300 yards dis­
tant, was called and testified that she 
thought she saw a light in the barn on Fri­
day night. The effect of this evidence was 
nullified by the admissions of Mrs. Osborn 
that she had told Detective Greer, Mrs. 
McKay and others that it might have been 
Thursday night. Khe also admitted in the 

box that she was not positive ns to 
was Thursday or Friday night.

To establish by inference that the money 
bag of old man Williams which was found 
in the box in his bedroom Monday morning 
was not there the previous night 
Aaron Gummerson was called and 
testified that he and William Moody 
looked in the box Sunday night and wit- 
ness did not see the money bag there then. 
He could not i einember, however, whether it 
was a lamp or lantern Mr. Moody carried 
when the two went to look into the box.

The Medical Testimony.
The medical testimony did not prove as 

important as had been expected. Dr. 
l’owell, professor of medical jurisprudence 
at Trinity College, described what 
was generally considered a proper 
post-mortem examination, the defence 
bolding that inasmuch as the spinal 
column of old man Williams was not ex­
amined there was a possibility that death 
might have been caused by something 
other than the blows upon the head. Dr. 
Powell said he thought it essential that, the 
spinal column being a vital organ, it 
should he opened in all post-mortems.

In view of the fact that the spinal 
column had not been examined It was pos­
sible that Williams had died from a 
broken neck, and the wounds inflicted 
after death. But, the Docior added, 
he didn’t think it was probable. 
Then the doctor explained to the jury 
muscular relaxation, rigor mortis and de­
composition. When he got through His 
Lordship remarked: “Adding all that up, I 
suppose rigor mortis is what an American 

ntryman would call stiffening of the 
body?" [1-aughter. ]

Continuing, the doctor admitted that in 
uncertain temperatures rigor mortis, would 
last longer, and if thete was no fire in the 
Williams house mortification might hare 
been delayed for three or six days. It was 
perfectly possible, judging from the post 
mortem results of Drs. Heggie and .Sutton, 
that death could have occurred either Thurs- 
day or Friday, or even Wednesday. It'was 
impossible to draw a safe conclusion as to 
when the murder was committed based on 
the conditions as described by the physi­
cians.

Speaking of the probability that the man 
who committed the murder of Williams 
would have blood on his clothing the wit­
ness said it was possible, but improbable, 
that the man would not have stains on his 
clothing. That, however, was inference, 
and it had occurred again and again, line 
fact in regard to this was worth a good 
many theories, and the fact existed.

18,000 Men to Be Added te the Standing 

Army—A New Ineome Tax Schedule— 
Welsh Disestablishment to Be Passed 
This Session—Herbert Gladstone fie- 

EleoSed Without Opposition.

Loxdox, March 10.— In the House ot 
Commons Mr. Robert William Hanbury, 
Conservative member for Preston, question­
ed the Government concerning the alleged 
theft of drawings of the machinery of Yar­
row’s new torpedo destroyer, the Havoek.

Mr. John C. Macdona, Conservative 
member for Southwark, asked the Govern­
ment if the United States had replied to the 
communications of the Foreign Office 
through Sir Julian Paunoefote, British Am­
bassador at Washington, in regard to 
mutual action for the removal of dereliots 
from the Atlantic Ocean. 1 

Sir Kdward Grey, Parliamentary Secre­
tary to the Foreign Office, said a reply had 
been received from Washington on Jan. 25 
to the effect that the United States Gov­
ernment had no particular plan for remov­
ing derelicts, but that the American war­
ships destroyed them whenever they found 
them. The communication added that the 
United States was prepared to confer with 
the maritime powers at any time with a 
view of dealing with the subject by con­
certed action.

~ The Question of Armament,

Sir Edward Grey, in answer to a question 
by Sir James Carmichael (Liberal), said the 
Government would gladly consider any 
practical proposal looking to an inter­
national entente limiting armaments. He 
feared, however, that in the meantime it 

Id be useless to initiate such reform by 
modification of the army estimates.

Sir Charles Dilke moved that the Govern­
ment give assurance that the military esti­
mate» would be framed to meet the require­
ments of possible war on sea and land under 
the advice of officer» of each arm of the ser­
vice who were qualified to command their 
respective departments. Mr. Dilke argued 
that the condition of the army was especial­
ly bad. Its affairs, he declared, 
were conducted with a singular lack of 
business system and by methods such as no 
public company would tolerate nor any 
private firm adopt. This slate of things 
was certain to Involve them in disaster in 
event of a great war.

,.
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A National Defence Department.
Lord Randolph Churchill suggested the 

formation of a national defence department. 
The best results, lie believed, could never 
be attained while the opinions of military 
leaders were communicated through one 
Minister, and he a civilian who was often 
unable to appreciate the advice given.

Right Hon. Campbell-Bannerman, Secre­
tary of State for YVar, opposed the sugges­
tion of Lord Randolph Churchill. The 
present co-operative system between the 
officials of the naval and military depart­
ments he believed to be perfect.

Sir Charles Dilke then withdrew hie 
motion. /

Increase of the Army Reeerve,

Campbell-Bannerman, Secretary of 
State for War, made a general statement is 
to the army policy of the Government. He 
maintained th»t it weg.-bwii Loÿata one
army organization for toe United Kingdom, 
the colonies and India. At home the Gov­
ernment should maintain a force of two 
atmy corps with a total numerical strength 
of 80,000. These two corps would 
render impossible any plan of in- 
va sion. The regiments at home should be 
interchangeable with those drafted abroad. 
The proposal to increase the navy was no 
excuse for a reduction of the army. The 
estimates for 1804-95, he said, were £13,- 
080,000, or 41278,100 more than last year. 
The increase was due partly to the better 
treatment of the men. The reserve, which 
was at present 80,340 strong, would be in­
creased by 12,000 men within the next two 
years.

PRACTICALLY MB DEFENCE.
The Crown’s Case Not Shaken 

In the Slightest.

A VERDICT EXPECTED TO-NIGHT.

The Important Part the "Crop'* 
Plays In the Evidence.

Frovsn Conclusively That MneWherrell 

Broke Use Stock Prior to the Murder 

end Hail the Knob le Ble Poeeeeelou 
the Day Before the Commission of the 

Crime — The Crown Claims That * 

Portion of a Driving Whip Found on 
She Williams’ Fre|ml#ee Wae Made to 
PH the Knob by the Prisoner end 
feed by Blm to Stylke Down the Old 

Men.

HAMPTON. March 
16.—The William» 
murder trial, which 
for nearly a week 
has engaged the at­
tention of the Feel 
Assize Court, is 
nearing lte end, 
and the probability 
ii that the case will 
be given to the jury 

about 7 o'clock p.m. to-morrow, and the 
verdict returned in time for publication in 
The Snnday World.

Should the jury not hiring its verdict 
until Sunday morning Judge Ferguson has 
power under the new Criminel Code to ac­
cept it when presented. Hereto­
fore, under She law, the taking 
of a verdict on Sunday would render 
it invalid. The crown concluded its esse at

nil

noon to-day, and the defence ha» but three 
witnesses to call, who will occupy but an 
hour’s time. Then there is but the address­
es of couneel end the judge’s charge. An 
effort will be made to finish the case to­
morrow in order not to keep the jury lock­
ed up over Sunday.

The evidence for the defence wae submit­
ted to the jury to-day, and wae of the weak' 
est possible character. Not a withess was 
brought forth whose testimony weakened 
in the elightoet degree the complete chain 
of circumstantial evidence presented by the 
crown. The defence was exactly on the 
line foreshadowed in The World yesterday. 
Medical testimony wae introduced with a 
view of showing that owing to the fact that 
Dr». Sutton and Heggie, who conducted 
the post-mortem, did not examine the 
spinal column, the murdered couple 
might have died from a broken neck 
hr spinal disease and received the wounds 
to the head immediately afterwards. But 
the intended effect of this testimony wae 
destroyed when both witnesses admitted 
that the probability was that the old couple 
idled from the wound» ofi the bead. The 
defence laid great etreas on the claim that a 
fallen telephone wire, which Hoes Goldthorpe 
•aw on Sunday, Dec. 17, and which it wa« 
contended contained eigns that the outgo­
ing cutter from the William» piece had 
passed over it, wae not down on Thursday, 
but was down on Friday. It attempted to 
prove this fact, but failed to do eo. In ad­
dition Goldthorpe swore that the abrasions 
which he saw were not, eo fqr a» he knew, 
on those portions of the wire which lay 
across the tracks made by-the cutter. The 
attempt to establish that electric cars were 
running to Scholes’ hotel on Friday night, 
Dec. 15, when MacWlierrell claims he rode 
out on one to Scholes' hotel le'led through 
a technicality, but this ma; be satisfac­
torily established to-/iay.

A number of witnesses were summoned 
to testify as to the blood-stained 
condition of the table aud ceiling in the 
vicinity of the dead body of William» and 
it was sought to show tlist the murderer’s 
garments must have been blood-stained. 
The surgeons summoned 
testified, however, that, aa a matter of fact, 
many similar caaes had occurred where no 
blood bespattered the man inflicting the 
blows. They further admitted that even 
if there were bloodstain» on the clothing of 
the murderer they would have been so 
obliterated as to be invisible in the event of 
the murderer wearing the clothing in a 
rainstorm such as that of Friday, Dec. 15. 
S'o attempt was made or will be made to 
how that MacWherrcll did not visit the 

-’"iliam»' place shortly after 5 o’clock on 
tne evening of the murder.

The Evidence.
When the court opened this morning the

as to the remark, “There’» an old woman 
killed and they say 1 killed her," made by 
MacWherrcll to the Stapleford children 
when he return-id to the house on Dec. 21. 
The contention is that MacWlierrell could 
not have known that he was accused of the 
murder, as the tact was not publicly made 
known until Dec. 25. The defence estab­
lished the fact that just prior to making 
the remark MacWlierrell had read an ac- 
count of the murder in a newspaper, in 
which it was stated that “a young English- 
man in a peajacket,” who went along the 
Lake Shore-road the day of the murder, 
waa suspected. This, the defence claim», 
satisfactorily explains his remark, for the 
reason that, as a matter of fact, he was the 
“young Englishman.”

Canada’s Condition Uneqaalled.

Ho took issue with the leader of the Op­
position with regard to the prosperity ot 
the country, and claimed that, the condition 
of the country wae unequalled in this con­
tinent. The prosperity of this country 
was admitted by everybody but the leader 
of the Opposition, who had no hope for the 
country except in a change of administra­
tion, If that could only be effected the 
leader of the Opposition would at once 
find that the country waa very prosper­
ous, and that every farmer would be able to 
bave chicken for dinner on Sunday, 
[Laughter.] As to the late period at which 
the session had been called, he pointed out 
that, although it was a little later than be 
wiebed, it wae unavoidable. There wae no 
unwritten law about meeting in January, 
ae Mr. Laurier had etated, and ae a matter 
ot fact in the last 12 year» the House had 
met six times later than February.

The Hud get Nest Wednesday.
The real buaineaa of the session counted 

from the Budget Speech. The Finance 
Minister expected to deliver the Budget 
Speech next Wednesday, which would bo 
earlier than It had been delivered seven 
times in the last 12 year».

Tariff Reform aud Tariff Meetings.
Sir John Thompson, in continuing his 

remark» after reeese, pointed out that last 
seeeion the Government had promised to 
consider a revision of the tariff aud bring 
down a bill thia session, and ho pointed out 
bow ridiculous it would have been to pre­
pare such a bill without paying any atten­
tion to what was being done in the way of 
tariff reform in Washington. With regard 
to the charge of the Tariff Committee meet­
ings being held in private, he pointed out 
that it was not usual for deputations to Gov­
ernments to wish their interviewe publiehed, 
and aaid that some year» ago when a deputa­
tion of manufacturer» waited on a Minister of 
Finance (Cartwright), he had told them to 
go to the father of all evil. That interview 
wae not published in the prees, but ite re­
sult was announced by the Minis’ter him­
self.

Increeee of Trade With the State», 
With regard to the increase of trade he 

was surprised that the leader of the Opposi­
tion should find fault with the increase of 
trade with Ihe United States. He criticized 
the statement of Mr. Laurier that the de­
pression in the United State» was due to 
protection, and said that the tariff proposed 
by the United States wae three etoriee 
higher than any we had ever had. There 
wae noone in the United State» whooppoeed 
protection. The struggle which had been go­
ing on in that country wae between the ex­
treme protectionists and those who believed 
in a lower tariff, but one which was still 
much higher than any we had ever thought
of.

As to the Behring Sea arbitration he 
claimed that there wae much cause for con­
gratulation in the peaceful settlement of 
the quealion, especially the question of 
rights. The main contention after all of 
the United State» waa that pelagic sealing 
should be stopped. On this they had been 
declared wrong. He was not surprised to 
find the leader of the Opposition 
supporting the case of the United 
States as opposed to that of Canada, for he 
had heard the same thing on the floor of the 
House before. [Applause.] He dwelt at 
some length on the argumente in the case 
and fully answered Ihe contentions raised 
by the leader of the Opposition. Ae to the 
fatal destruction of the sealing fleet, he 
pointed out that when the announcement of 
the award,wae made the «eaters, in a mo­
ment of annoyance, had advertised their 
vessels for sale and had heard of an appeal 
to the Imperial Parliament for compensa­
tion, but that feeling had disappeared ae the 
regulation» became better known, and to­
night there was a larger sailing 
fleet following its legitimate avocation 
than ever known before. He ridiculed the 
attack on the Government on account of it» 
policy not being announced with respeot to 
the French Treaty within 24 hours after 
the House met. The Government had a 
policy and would announce it at the proper 
time. In conclusion he thanked the House 
for the manner in which he had been per­
mitted to go to Paris last session to attend 
to the high duties which had been entrust­
ed to him.

Sir Richard Cartwright followed, speak­
ing for over half an hour, and confining his 
remarks almost entirely to a criticism of the 
Behring Sea clause of the addreee. Sir 
Richard could eee no cause for congratula­
tion» in the settlement, and thought the 
award satisfied nobody. —

journed at 10.25.

THE BUDGET ON WEDNESDAY
DEBATE ON THE ADDRESS WILL 

END ON TUESDAY.

Mr. Laurier Decline» To Admit That 
Canada Ie Prosperous and Arere ThaS 

the Behring Award I» Uneatlefaetory— 
Hr John Thompson Point» Ont the 
Reverse—The Tariff Measure Ready.

Ottawa, March 16.—In the course of 
hie remarks shortly before receee this after- 

Sir John Thompson elated that thenoon
Finance Minister would deliver his Budget 
Speech on Wednesday next, 21st inst., 
which agrees almost exactly with the 
nonneement made In The World nearly two 
weeks ago, that the budget would be de­
livered within ten dey» of the opening of 
Parliament, most probably on the first 
Tuesday after the meeting. The World 
was right, as usual; in the general state­
ment that the budget would be brought 
down early in the session, apd was only 
one day out in the exact date. The debate 
on the addreee wae not marked by any very 
distinctive feature. No amendment was 
moved and it ie not expected that one will 
be moved now, eo that the debate will 
probably terminate on Tuesday.

Move of the Address.
Sir James Grant, who wae greeted 

with applause on rising to move the 
address in reply to the Speech from 
the Throne, peid a graceful compli­
ment to the late Governor-General and also 
to the present occupant 
Her Majesty, he said, always picked out 
the best man to send to Canada, and no ex­
ception had been made in the present in­
stance. He briefly referred to the develop­
ment of nations! sentiment which had 
taken place einoe be wae in the House 20 
year» ago, and attributed this to a large 
tent to the building ol the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, and alluded to the fact that he 
had introduced a bill for the incorporation 
of a Pacific railway on April 22, 1872. 
He approved of the establishment of a fast 
Atlantic service, a» well as au enlargement 
of the Pacific service, and prophesied the 
development of a large trade with Aus­
tralia. Sir Jamee then took up the other 
paragraphs of the speech, dwelling par­
ticularly on the low price of wheat, and in 
this respect he quoted a large quantity ot 
•tatietiee to show that there was great 
promise of development end especially in 
the matter of wheat production. YVith 
regard to the tariff he thought that living 
close to a highly-protected country a» we did 
we conld not avoid adopting a more or leee 
similar tariff, and lie had no doubt that 
when the proposed chengee were made 
public it would be found that, while neces­
sary changes had been made, the principle 
of protection would be adhered to. And 
the interest» of the farmer and the mechanic 
had been protected as well as those of the 
manufacturer. In a brilliant peroration he 
referred to the..great men, Macdonald, 
Cartier, Mackenzie? Dorion and other», 
who had been in the Houee when lie was 
previously a member of it. And while 
eulogizing them and pointing to the great 
work they had accomplished in inaugurat­
ing Confederation, expressed confidence in 
their eucceeeore to carry out and perfect the 
great work they had commenced.

Dr. Laoliappeile followed in French, 
making a brief but effective speech in 
seconding the adoption of the addreee.

Laurier Commence» Fault-Finding, 
Hon. Mr. Laurier wae greeted with great 

applause by the Opposition on rising to 
criticise the Speech from the Throne, He 
made the customary complimentary al­
lusions to the able manner in which the 
mover and seconder of. the addreee had per­
formed their duty. And alio ae usual said 
that they muet have found their task a 
difficult one on account of the very meagre 
bill of fare the Government had provided. 
He then proceeded to find fault with the 
Government for not calling the House to­
gether earlier and «aid it was one of the un­
written laws of Pailiament that the 
Houee should meet in January not 
later than the end. He eairt that
the real reason of the delay waa that the 
Government wae looking to YY’aehington 
and waiting to aee what the legislation 
there would be. instead of adopting a policy 
of it» own. He quoted from Sir John 
Thompson’» speech at the Toronto Board 
of Trade a year ago in proof of hie contention 
that the Government wae depending on 
what took place at Washington, and «aid 
that the excuse made to Parliament lait 
year for not proceeding with the Tariff Re­
vision, that more information wae wanted, 
could not have been correct.

He Has Ills Little Jokes.
Next, he dealt with the tariff investi­

gation and charged that while the meet­
ing» with the manufacturers, were secret, 
those with the farmers were open. He 
amused himeelf and his follower», who ap­
plauded him by charting the Hon. Mr. 
Angere for recommending the farmers of 
Manitoba to adopt mixed farming, and 
railed another laugh, in which Mr. Foster 
good naturedly joined, by saying that the 
Minister of Finance had devoted most of 
his eloquence to persuading the farmers 
that the first duty of a Christian farmer 
was to pay his taxes.

Our Increasing Exports of no'Count, 
lie took exception to the claim made by 

the mover and etconder of the address that 
Canada was fairly prosperous, and said that 
no country could he prosperous which had 
a million oi its inhabitants leave it. The 
increased trade theory he pooh-poohed as un­
reliable and claimed that the increase con­
sisted only of coin and bullion, which did 
not constitute trade. Somewhat grudging­
ly he admitted that the exports of farm 
product» to Great Britain had Increased, 
but rather slurred that 
no account.

He Dels No Comfort From Anything.
The Behring Sea award did not please 

him, aa he claimed that it had destroyed 
the Canadian sealing business, and he re­
viewed the work of the arbitrator» to «how 
that the treaty which Sir John Thompson, aa 
First Minister, aeked Parliament to rejoice 
over was the same treaty which Sir John 
Thompson, aa Behring Sea arbitrator, had 
refused to sign. As to, tbs fast Atlantic 
service he got no comfort out of that and 
quoted from his friend, Hon. A. G. Jones, 
late member for Halifax, to show that a 
fast service in the Gulf of 8t. Lawrence 
was impossible. He found fault with tbs 
omissions from the speech. No reference.be 
•aid, was made to ihe Prohibition Commie- 
lion or the French treaty, and he concluded 
a speech of three-quarter» of an hour by 
declaring that the Government wae not 
composed d business men and showed a 
lack of courage in not doing 111 duly.

The Premier Replie»,
Sir John Thompson rose at a qn.rter to 

six and wae still «peaking when the House 
rose for receee. He heartily agreed with 
the Leader of the Opposition in all he aaid 
about the manner in which Ibe mover and 
seconder of the addreee had acquitted them­
selves and paid a special compliment to Sir 
James Grant, whom he welcomed back to the 
House after an absence of 20 veare. He 
agreed with what had been said abont the 
success of Canada at Chicago, and ironi­
cally remarked thal it must have afforded 
much satisfaction to the leader of the Op­
position, although he did not express It, that 
thie success wee mostly d ue to the farmers of

Vital atatlellcs.
The report relating to the registration of 

births, marriages and deaths for 1892 for 
Ontario has been laid before the House. It 
ie estimated that the population has in­
creased, compared with the census of 1891, 
n little over 1.11 per cent.; 4-10 of 1 per 
cent, below the average increase for Rag­
land and Wales. The returns of the 
various cities show a less birth-rate than 
that of the English urban population. The 
returns of the division registrars are said 
to prove an undoubted imperfect registra­
tion of births. The total of births, 
marriages end deaths is less by 
723 then the same total for 1891. 
Marriages increased in ’92 by 293. Deaths 
increased in ’92 by 1562. The decrease of 
births has continued steadily for three 
years, and is supposed to have some general 
cause. The city decrease in births is 840 in 
’92. Illegitimate birth» numbered 523 in 
’92. In 1892 28,964 persons married. The 
rate for the last 10 years has been very uni­
form. It is noted as a matter of interest 
that the increased number of marriages per 
1000 is not associated with a proportionately 
increased death rate. The highest birth 
rate in Ontario was in ’82, when it jwas 
26.2 per 1000. Since then il has 
varied from 
’91 it wae 21.1. One in every 2.8 of per­
sons married in ’92 were Methodists. 1_ m 
every 5.0 were Presbyterians, 1 in 5.5 Epis­
copalian, 1 in 6.8 Roman Catholics, 1 in 
1040.7 Quakers. These percentages have 
scarcely varied daring six years. The num­
ber of death» in ’92 was 23,120 and in 91 
21,558, an increase of half of one per cent, 
per 1000.

Tha Grand Lodge and exemptions.
Among the questions debated by the 

Grand Provincial Orange Lodge of Wee tern 
Ontario was that of exemptions. For four 
hours the brethren argued the pros and 
coos of the case, and finally they agreed 
that all ecclesiastical projierty should pay 
texts, church buildings alone excepted. It 
eras the opinion of the lodge that the 
present law was taken advantage of by the 
Homan Catholics for the eatabliahment of 
convents and private schools. These letter 
had a little religion engrafted in their con­
stitution so as to enable them to qualify 
under the law. Tha Grand Lodge ie right 
M far a* it goes, but it doesn't go far 
enough. The same line of reasoning which 
makes them decide against convents and 
private schools ought to convince them that 
•van church buildings should not be exempt. 
It is quite possible to imagine that to some 
people the Methodist Church is as objec­
tionable as the Catholic Church is to the 
Grand Lodge. If the Grand Lodge had a 
more extended vision of things it would 
consider how different religious institutions 
effect other individuals as well as how 
Catholic seminaries affect themselves. We 
ere glad, however, to see that tha Orange­
men have begun to discuss the matter. By 
and by they wiil see clearly that the great 
Equal Rights doctrine of one language, one 
school, one law involves municipal aa well 
as national equality. There is no equality 
in exempting salaries of any kind. There 
ie no equality in exempting the Metropoli­
tan Church and its ground» and taxing to 
its fall tbe cottage of the day laborer, who, 
for a reason that affects himeelf only, may 

- . choose to go to no church at all.

E IThe Thin End of Communism.
The exemption of incomes under $700 is 

one that ha* escaped attention during the 
present attempt to make ecclesiastical pro­
perties bear their fair share of the munici­
pal burden. This exemption has no better 
defence than the exemption of churches and 
religious institutions. While the State is 
bound to deal as liberally aa it can with 
workmen and those of limited ealariee, it ie 
not warranted in passing class legislation. 
The $700 exemption provision is the thin 
end of communism. It is a vicious prin­
ciple, liable to form a dangerous precedent.

•-The best way to relieve the wage-earner is 
to tax all property that should legitimately 
bear its share. The saving in taxes that 
will be effected by making ecclesiastical 
properties pay the earns aa other kinds will 
more than compensate for any benefit the 
wage-earner may be deprived of by the aboli­
tion of exemption on $700 of his income. In 
the current number of Tbe Forum Mr. 
David A. Wells has an article on the pro­
posed income tax in the United 
The proposal to exempt salaries under 
$4000 from the income tax involves exactly 
the same principle aa that underlying our 
own salariée’ exemption. The following 
extract from Mr. Well»’ article applies to 
numcipal as well as state government.

, - _ûa writer says:
No man is a freeman whose industry and 

capital are subject to exaction, and from 
which his immediate competitors are en­
tirely exempt. Equality of taxation of all 
persona and* property brought into open 
competition under like circumstance» is 
necessary to produce equality of condition 
for all, in all production and in all the en­
joyments of life, liberty and property. 
And government, whatever name it may 
assume, is a despotism and commits acts of 
flagrant spoliation if it grants exemption or 
exacts a greater or lea» rate of tax from one 
man than from another man on account of 
the one owning or having in hie possession 
more or less of the samo class of property 
which ie euoject to the tax.

If it wore proposed to levy a tax of 2 per 
cent on annual incomes below $4000 in 
amount and exempt all incomes above this 
sum tbe unequal and discriminating charac­
ter of the exemption would be at once ap­
parent; and yet an income tax exempting 
all incomes below $4000 is equally unjust 
and discriminating. In either can the 
exemption cannot be founded or defended 

ly sound principles of free conetitu- 
1 government and is simply a manifes­

tation of tyrannical power under whatever 
form of government it may bo enforced. 
Tbe great republican principle of equality 
before the law and constitutional law itself 
alike preclude any exemption of income de­
rived from like property.
