Last Year’s Work in Toronto Harbor.

The report of the Public Works De-
partment for the past year was pre-
sented to Parliament to-day. Speaking
oi the works at Toronto harbor, it says
that during the fiscal years 1893-94,
eight cribs were sunk on the west side
of the channel, making 4 total of 54
cribs in position. 1105 lineal feet of
superstructure were constructed, mak-
ing a total of 3760 lineal feet completed.

3,812 cubic yards of stone were de-
pcsited in cribs and 270 cubic yards of
large stone delivered for a’talus around
the counterforts of the east pier. 905
lineal feet of superstructure were
planked, making a total of 3560 lineal
feet of work covered. Six cribs were
partially formed at the close of the
year. 144,355 cubic yards of sand were
removed, making a- total of 652,623 cu-
bic yards.

THOMAS JOHNSON ENDS RIS LIFE
AT THE NEALON BOUSK,

Took the Pofson im Whisky, Then Asked
For Laudanum—The Man Apparently-
Not a Stranger in Toronto, But His
Friends Unknown—An Inquest To-Day-

Thomas Johnspn, an Englishman ap-
parently of about 35 years of age, com~
mitted - suicide ' pt the Nealon House,
King-street east, a{ 1 o’clock this morn-
ing, by taking strychnine.

Johneon, who' is & stranger in the city,
became & guest at the Nealon House on
Monday iast, but failed to register. He
was introduced to Mr. ©Congppr, the
proprietor, by one of his bogrders, Henry,
C. Callahan, a clothing salesman.

Last evening Mr. O’'Connor was called
to Johnson’s room, when the latter com+
plained of severe pains, and stated that
he was in the hahit of taking laudanum
when  suffering from such at-
thcks. A small quantity of ° the
opiate was procured, and, a reqquest for
more was refused, Mr. O’Connor becom-
ing alarmed,’ summoned Dr. Wallace,who
sent for Dr. Nesbitt im cousultation.

Johnson confessed to the doctors that

he had taken half a teaspoonful of
strychnine in whisky, . andd the phial
which had contained the poison, to-
gether with the flask of liquor, was
found in his room. Johnson died in se-
vere agony at 1 o'clock this morning.

Coroner Aikin was summoned and af-
ter hearing the circumstances, decided
to lay the case before Crown Attorney,
Dewart this morning, as to the advisa-
bility of holding an-inquest.

From numerous letters in the dead
man’s clothing, among-which was a re-
ceipt for $3 from the News Company, it
is presumed thdt Johdston belonged to
Toronto. ,

Johnson, as seen lying on his bed at
the hotel, appearsd fully six feet in
height, was well built, probably, weigh-
ing about 170 pounds.. He had sandy
hair, wore a heavy mustache of the
sqame color. He svas slightly bald, He

was respectably clothed in a darksuit.

Johnson claimed to have been a report-
er on The World, but {s unknown at this
office. !

POISONING WAS SUSPEGTED.

Rev. Wm. Torrance's Sudden Death at
Paisley—An Inquest Held, but No Post-
mortem—A Verdict ef Apopiexy.
Paisley, Ont., May 81.—Coroner Patter-
son of Port Elgin opened an inguest here
to-night on Rev. William Torrance,whose
sudden death Wednesday has aroused

suspicions that he was poisoned.

Evidence was given that deceased had
formerly. taken morphia. to ease sciatic
pains, but latterly had taken atropine
for the same purpose. The réverend
gentleman officiated at a funefal the
afternoon of his death, and on returning
called at the drug store of Mr. D. Bain
and partook of a draught of efferves-
cent citrate of magnesia flav-
ored with pineapple. Eight
hours later he died in great
ageny, with symptoms of poisoning, such
as vomiting, purging and paralysis.

Drs. Black and Kalbfleisch attended
him. The fornter swore he first thought
Mr. Torrance’s illness was due to a
mistake in the draught given, and the
patient miade a remark to the same ef-
fect. The Doctor said the symptoms
would indicate - poisoning, but it wus
possible that same may have been caused
by a drink of ice-water when the body
was overheated. His impression was
that death was due to belladonna or
its alkaloids.

Dr. Kalbfleisch swore he thought death
was due to apoplexy, together with rup-
ture of a blood vessel in the head. He
saw no symptoms of poisoning.

Alex. Kalbfleisch, drug clerk, told of
giving the citrate draught. No poisong
were kept near the pineapple flavoring
used. i :

Jesge Monkman, another drug clerk,
was present whenr Mr, Torrance died,
and heard him say, “I am ruined, this
is my last. I am afraid. the dose 1
got at the drug store wasy poison, Or
poison in it.”” Deceased. fréquently re-
marked that drugs would finish him some

'l?ho jury returned a werdict of death
from apoplexy. Considerable comment i
made upon the coroner holding an inquest
without a post mortem examination hav-
ing been made.

Mrs. La Framboise, the Accused Murderess.

Ottawa, May 30.—Fatigued and dis-
tressed, Mrs. John LaFramboise,the ac-
cused in the Baskatong murder case,
arrived in Hull last evening, and with
an infant in her arms was placed in
jail to await her trial at the Assizes in
July. She bears traces on her face,
and head of the drunken bawl in which
she and her husband were on the day
Miss Jones was ‘murdered. Her eyes
are both blackened by blows she re-
ceived from her husband.

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THE ELEGTR OF SOPHOCLES.

Another Porformance of Greek Tragedy
Meets With Success—Tho Picturesque -
Dances and Pretiy Musie.

The interest in Greek dramal, which last
year’s performance of the “ Antigone ” of
S&glmcle: in the onriginal aroused, proved
sufficient to induce Mr. H. N. Shaw, B.A,,
to this year try a similar experiment,
and last night the “Electra” of the
noblest of Greek dramatists was produced.
This latter performance was in English,
and drew a good and fashionable audi-
ence at the Grand.

“ Electra ”” is perbaps without the dra-
matic movemént of “ Antigone,” but there
were special reasoms why it should have
been chosen. The latter work, requiring
the efforts of men thronghout, was well
adapted for performance by University
students, but, as this year's performance
was under the auspices of the Conserva-
tory School of Elccution, mest’ cf the
pupils of which are ladies, a work which
would give them opportunities was ne-
cessary, “ Electra,” with its choruses of
Argive maidens' and priestesses and Ar-
temis, filled the bill. Then, as it is the
most Iyrical of Greek tragedies, it also
afforded special opportunities to the in-
stitution.

The story of “ Electra ” has been made
known in these columns. It is that of
the daughter of the murdered King. of

went about like

in the. sable garb,

and finally; like the Danish Prince, en-

compassed the death of her father’ds mur-

derers. The death was\ brought about

through the agency of her brothen Ores-

tes, for the Greek tradition allowed wo-

men no aspiration to important action.

There are no Joels and Judithe in Greek
legend.

The Gireek drama id something which
no one nowadays can wholly grasp—
that is in the sense sharing the enthus-
iasm of the playgoers for whom it was
written.: It was bound up with the re-
ligious rites of the people in a peculiar
way. And all their faith was a mere
metaphysical conception, which began
and ended with a variety of poetical
obsexvances and symbolic forms, It was
inevitable, therefore, that the drama in
which these symbols play so large a
part /should be thoroughly' conventional.
Conyentional and formal “Electra” is,
but/ in a thoroughly picturesque manner.

Both in its formalism and in its pic-
turesquenesp last night’s production was
notable, All the modern resources of the
stage director had been used to develop
it on' both lines. Costuming and scen-
ery were ri®h; the incidental musi¢ com-
posed by Signor D’Auria proved to be
pretty and suggestive and treated ac-
cording to the ancient oriental modes
of composition. The danceq de-
signed to suggest the action of
the play, were properly symbolic
and properly picturesque. The modern
system of Delsartean expressiom was used
to the utmost degree. At every import-
ant juncture there were the sinuous
movements of sixteen Argive maidena to
express physically the train of aetion.
Miss Kate Langdon Root was an’ ex-
quisitely graceful leader of the dances.

Miss Mary E. Mathews, as Eleetra,
carried the burden of the drama itself on
her sholders,and¥acted in an earnest mag-
netic fashion and in the great sceme of
the piece was the most eifective. From
our modern point of view this episode, in
which Electra listens without to the cries
of theyqueen as she'is being murdered, is
the one striking scene of the drama. Mr,
Shaw as Orestes was passionate and ex-
pressive, Mr. William. Thorold, as
Salthybue, was strong and sincere and
distinguished himself in his account of
the chariot race. The other roles were
in competent hands. Miss Ethel Tyner,
Miss BerthaSargent,Madame D’Auria and
Miss H. Ethel”Shepherd were among
those who added to the strength of the
ensemble. The performance was preceded
by a pretty Tendering of the last act of
“The Merchant of Venice.”

The Plant, Etc., of the Company Exceeds
the Paid-Up Capital By Nearly a Mil-
fion Dellars, and Consumers Claim
That the Compaay is Not Living Up To
Ets Charter.

Alter a great deal of prelimimary skir-
mishing, the long-pending action against
the Consumers’ Gas Company has come
to a’ hearing, raising the question how
the surplus profits of the company are
to be dealt with and what rights gas
consumers in the city have to a reduc-
tion in the price of gas. The plaintiiis
are the Toronto Type Foundry Co., Ltd.,
and J. T. Johnstom, who is their gen-
eral manager and their largest stock<
holder, Two principal questions are
raised, ome being whether the plain-
tiffs, or any citizens, can have the ques-
tions against the gas company, either
for themselves or on behalf of gas con-
sumers generally, and the gther whether
premiums obtained by the company on
the sale of mew stock can be appro-
priated py the company in providing new
plant, buildings, ete., or must be added
to the “rest or reserve fund.” All the
facts being admitted, the parties start-
ed them in a gpeeial case after the action
had once been partly heard. Mr. John
Macgregor is the plaintiffs’ solicitor,and
in the same interest the City Councilk
firgt imstructed Mr. W. R. Meredith,
Q.L.; To look after the rights of the citi-
zens, and on his aceession to the bench
Mr, Christopher Robimson, Q.C., has been
retained to aid the plaintifiis, while Mr.
8. H. Blake, Q.C., Mr. D’Alton MeCarthy,
QC., and Mr. Miller, Q.C., appear for the
g48 company.

To Reduce the Price of Gas.

Mr Macgregor read the special case,

and in answer to Mr. Justice Ferguson

compel the gas company to reduce the
priea of gas, and that if their funds were
dealt with in the way required by the
statutes the price of gas would be re-
duced from $1.05 to 76 cents per 1000
The gas company Wwas incorporated in
1849, and is prohibited from paying
dividends of more than 10 per cent. The
quality of the gas to be supplied is not
fixed in any of the acts. The original
eapital was $125,000. Prior to 1886 the
capital had been increased to $1,000,-
000, and in that year the capital was
doubled, s i
ifow the Capital Was Increased.

The following extract from the com-
pany’s 89th annual report explains the
circumstances under which the capital
was. incredsed and the position which
was then assumed by the City Council
on behali of the citizens at large.

6. Application was made to the Legis-
lature, at its ladt session, for powerlito
increase the capital dtock of the com-
papy to $2,000,000, the new stock to be
aBotted te the stockholders, as has been
vsizl, pro rata ag par. Thix last pro-
vision was.most strenuously opposed by
the City of Toronto, represented by the
Mayar and by other members of the Legid-
lative Committee of the City-Council
principally the ground that it would
be a bonus to the. stockholders, which,
it was claimed, wag not contemplated
when the company obtained its charter.
After many protracted discussions, at
which the representatives of the Com-
pany strongly advocated and supported
the right of the company to such an
allotment, it was finally considered pru-
dent, rather than to withdraw the bill,
to-consent to a compromise, and at the
same tjme settle for ever the
vexed gpestion of the company’s right
to accumulate a reserve fund, and by
so doing pursue a conciliatory course
with the city, between whom and the
company the directors consjder the most
harmonious relationships should always
exist. A bill, drawn out in accordance
with the terms agreed upon, was ulti-
mately passpd by the DLegislature, a
copy whereof has been mailed to all
theé stockholders.

At a special meeting of the stockhold-
ers, held on May 26 lapt, the action
of the directors in consenting to this
amendment was unanimously approved
of as the best arrangement which, un-
der the circumstances, could possibly
have bheen made. "

The Reserve Fand. ¥

The company has by the statutes to
create a reserve fund, and when this fund
amounts to one-half of the company’s ca-
pital the price of gas is to be reduced.
Gas consumers generally are therefore in-
terested in seeing this fund grow and
that proper additioms to it are ma.de.
The company is interested in keeping
down the reserve fund. In 1886 the value
of gas stock was $180, equal to a ‘pre-
mium of 80 per cent. Of the million of
new stock then authorized $700,000 has
since been sold and premiums received of
$588,624.71. The company applied’ this
amount in the purchase of land, new
plant, the erection of buildings, etcs,
claiming that, as things were then bopm-
ing in the city, they were entitled to
make provision for prospective new busi-
ness. The plaintiffs contend the pre-
miums should have gome to the reserve
fund. On Oct. 1, 1898, ‘“the  reserve
fund ” stood in the company’s books at
$742,75818. From September, 1887, to
October, 1893, a period of six years, the
value of the company’s plant had been
increased from. $1,145,548.80 to $2,292,-
465.18, and there Was a further $94,500
of other plant not in use.

Plant vs. Capital.

.In 1893 the paid-up capital of the com-
pany was $1,600,000, and the value of
its works, plant and trade material was
$2,576,860.71, so that the value of the
plant, ete., exceeded the psid-up capital

no less than $976,360.71.
UX¥esterday the plaintiffs’ case was pre-
sented by Mr. Christopher Robinson and
Mr. Macgregor, and at the adjournment
Mr. McCarthy was addressing the court
on the part of the company.

CHRISTIANITY ON ITS TRIAL.

b, We refer our readers to a letter of Mr.
Goldwin Smith’'s on the question of Sun-
day observance. Mr. Smith may well
say ‘that Christianity is to-day on its
trial. Why do we find so many men
in Toronto habitual nop-church goéers?
Why s the church kept busy devising
schemes for inducing the young men to
attend the services ? Simply because the
church is retrograde and refuses to keep
abreast of the times. What an absurd-

subjected to the laws of a pastoral peo-
ple who lived 4000 years ago! As Mr.
Smith points out we are under no more
obligation to keep the Jewish Sabbath
than we are to keep the Feast of Taber-
nacles or the Feast of Trumpets. Next
Sunday may be as hot and sultry as
yesterday was. It will be a day when
people will have the opportunity to re-
sist the terrible bodily strain to which
the weather gubjects us all, but the
church in its ignoramece and superstition
refuses to let the people take advantage
of that opportunity. Next Sunday may
be 110 degrees in the shade, yet  the
church Wwill make us all swelter like
doge chained up im our back yards. Es-
pecially will the poor workingman feel
the permicious effects of the church’s
stubborn and misguided oppositian . to

Yes, we believe with Prof. Smith that
our so-called Chnistianity is on its trial
in Toronto. Below is Prof. Smith’s let-
.ter tol the press :

Sir,—Several members of the Golf Club
are reported ms having been brought up
before the magistrate for breaking the
law respecting the observance of the
Lord’s Day by playing golf on Sunday.
Had they. been taking a dull walk, rid-
ing on horseback, or driving in a car-
riage, without any religious thoughts in
their minds ; talking and smoking, per-
baps talking seandal im their club; read-
ing French novels, or writing letters on
worldly subjects, they would not have
been offending against the law. The only
thing« apparently which the law con~
demne is n game; the only thing which
it secures is gloom. Even children must
not play on Sunday, and they are -apt
accordingly to dread the day. This Sun-
day question is of the highest import-
ance and we qught to be able to discuss
it without acrimony or imputations of
wrong motives to either side, For my
part I most heartily acknowledge the
good intentions of those who desire to up-
hold the present system, and the correct-
ness of their practical conclusions sup-
posing their premises to be sound, If there
is a divine command forbiddi amuse-
ments, in themselves harmless, €0. be “en-
joyed on a Sunday, we shall all admit
that we omght to obey it? If there is
not a divine command, we are all free;
and, if we are free,- we must respect
each other’s freedom. It is a mis-
take, I venture to submit, to assume
that the plea for a free Sunday is
merely a plea for licemse. It is a plea
for mental and moral health.  An or-
dinary man‘ cannot do without a cer-
tain amount of pleasure. The character
of an ordinary man to whom pleasure
was denied would become melancholy,
morose and liable to moral aberration.
The only question is whether the pleasure ]
shali be healthy, as that of golf or any
other out-of-door game is, or unkealthy,
ag are some of those modes of killing time
to which a strict Sunday law condemns
ordinary men. Hardly anybody, it
may be presumed, how maintains that
we are divinely commanded to keep the
Jewish Sabbath. Nobody except a Jew
does in fact keep or pretend to keep
it. The reasons given for the institu-
tion in the Fourth Commandment show
plainly that it was intended for a prjmi-
tive people. We are under no more
obligation to keep the Jewish Sabbath
than we are to keep the Feast of Taber-
nacles or the Feast of Trumpets. On
thé words of St. Paul in Colossians ii.,”
16, Dean Alford,-than whom there is no
better or more orthodox authority, says
that “if the ordinance of the Sabbath,
in any form, had been of lasting obljga-
tion on the Christian Church, it would
have been quite impossible for the apostle
to have spoken thus.” The absence of
other references to the Sabbath in the
Epistles has been noted as evidence of
its disuse. If the Dean's remark is
true .and the Sabbath is no longer obli-
gatory, why should we allow its shadow
any more than that of any other abro-
gated institution to darken our life ?
Our ascetic Sunday is of Puritan origin,
and the Puritan’s was an Old Testa-
ment religion. He was, besides, ani-
mated by a desire of opposing what he
thought & Scriptural ordinance to the
unseriptural festivals and fasts of
the Roman calendar. Bishop Morton,
one of . the hest representatives
of Christianity in the reign
of James I, and a decided Protestant,
the question being referred to him by
the kipg, decided that nothing must beJ

refuse to sign such an agreement tthe
Council could refuse to award the con-
tract o them and forfeit ths double de-
posits that are now in hand.\ The city
would thus-he the gainers and need not
proceed with the investment of the money
provided under the byllaw,
_ I find many property owners under the
impression that it is obligatory upon
the city to first acquire the plant of
the present company—as was done with
the late street railway—but this is not
the cage. Their property would still
remain in their hands and wiil be sub-
jeet to taxes as ‘before. They will
naturally seek to make up what they
bave lost in the street lighting by ex-
tending their business to house light-
ing, and so we will get relief from the
monopoly of the gas company at our
residences, who in turn will seek to
supply gas for fuel purposes.
