Class I, Horses, numbered a good 
many fine animals, and was very cre­
ditable to the Province in general.

The cattle display was large and 
good-—in some departments remark­
ably so. The Durhams were there in 
force, Mr. C. F. Eaton, of Cornwallis, 
had a herd of fourteen on exhibition, 
and Mr. J. B. Fraser, of Shubenacadie» 
a herd of seven—the latter herd was 
headed by a handsome bull called 
Snowball, taking his name from his 
almost pure white color. This bull 
took first prize. Other animals of this 
breed were shown, making altogether 
a very tine exhibit. In Ayrshires our 
County comes to the front in Col. W.
E. Starratt’s tine herd, for which he got 
first prize. A number of his animals 
took first-class single prizes, the others, 
second. One heifer in the Col’s, herd 
was pronounced by the judges the 
finest ever known at our Provincial 
Exhibitions. Mr. C. P. Blanchard, of 
Truro, took second prize for herd. One 
of his cows was simply a beauty, though 
she is not quite equal in milking qual­
ity to the best cow in the Col’s, herd.
Mr. McCurdy," of Onslow, comes next 
in this class.

The Jerseys were a good exhibit, and 
are a handsome lot of animals. Only a 
few Devons were shown. The grade 
cattle were tine collections and a credit 
to the exhibitors.

Class 6—Boots and Vegetable*.

The long-talked of exhibition week 
has come and gone, and the committee 
have cause for congratulation in the 
fact that the exhibition has been a 
splendid success. Anyone with a re­
flective mind strolling through the 
Exhibition building, and noticing the 
magnificent display of fruits, roots, ve­
getables and grain, must have felt 
that our very litrle Province contains 
within itself the elements of a great 
future.

The Exhibition opened at 2, p. m., 
and on that day was but fairly attend 
ed ; but on Wednesday, the day of the 
formal opening, nearly 7,000 single 
tickets were sold at the gate.

General Sir P. L. McDougall and lady, 
accompanied by Col. Laurie and lady, 
Rev. Dr. Hill, and two or three of their 
friends arrived on the Wednesday 
morning train from Halifax, and were 
received by the committee at the sta 
tion, and conducted to the grounds. 
Col. Laurie, Chairman of the Board of 
Agriculture, made the following excel 
lent speech, after first being introduc­
ed to the assemblage: —
Mr. Chairman, your Excellencies, Ladies and 

Gentlemen,—
Understanding that we arc to be address­

ed by their Excellencies the General and 
the Admiral I should have confined my­
self to the simple discharge of my duty as 
President of the Central Board of Àgri 
culture and contented myself with formal­
ly receiving over the Provincial Exhibition 
of 1880 from the local committee, and as 
formally handing it over to the chief of 
the Executive, the Queen’s representative, 
in order that he might in due course de­
clare it open. Butas successful farming 
in Nova Scotia is with me no mere hobby, 
but an article of faith, I shall venture to 
detain you while 1 briefly touch upon 
those subjects which, whatever may be 
the views entertained with reference to
them, are to us farmers undeniably of 
great moment, and I will offer a word of 
caution and a word of encouragement. It 
is so established a practice to let the sweet 
follow the solids that I naturally take the 
less agreeable subject first, leaving the 
more palatable with which to conclude.

Ever since the cattle trade from this 
continent to Europe was developed, we in 
Nova Scotia have been urged on all sides 
to throw ourselves into this trade and share 
in its profits, but this advice is tendered 
on the assumption that there is a profit in 
it, and it is on this point that I offer a 
word of caution. My own opinion has 
always been that this trade originally 
opened up as a means of getting rid of 
surplus stock at a time when the prevail­
ing commercial depression had compelled 
retrenchment, and so reduced the demand 
on this side the water. This commenced, 
roy fellow farmers will readily understand 

when I say that a cash market offers 
great temptations, and as a fat ox is a very 
expensive animal to keep, the feeder na­
turally sells him at maturity for the best 
price he can get, and I doubt much whe­
ther the owner could readily figure out the 
total cost of manufacturing the beef, and 
is this the point I wish our farmers to 
examine closely. Gan they make the beef 
tor the price at which they sell it? I feel 
satisfied that when our good friends advise 
tis to go into cattle raising and cattle ship­
ment it is done with the idea that we shall 
become wealthier and more independent 
thereby. I do not doubt that, by the 
exercises of great care and great judge­
ment, beef can be made at a profit, but I 
have very grave doubts whether our farm­
ers in Nova Scotia have, as a general 
thing, devised such a diet, have establish­
ed such a system of feeding, as will enable 
them to breed and feed cattle which, when 
matured and fed for the English market, 
can be sold at $4 to $5 per 100 lbs , and 
leave any profit for the producer. Starting
then, from this text, I would urge upon 
all to give very serious consideration to 
this question of cheapening the cost of 
feeding cattle. Unquestionably much of 
the financial success of farming depends 
on the farmer’s capability to keep his farm 
well stocked, and dispose of.his matured 
animals, at any rate, at costof production ; 
aad free as I am to admit that we have 
amongst us some farmers who show great 
capacity in their profession, I regret that I 
must give expression to the opinion that 
the vast majority of the cattle brought ofl 
the farms cost far more than the owners 
obtain when they turn them into cash.

■ am however satisfied that, taking our 
year through, we have the seasons and the 
land which will enable 
agricultural products as cheap and as good 
ns in any part of the continent. We are 
not bound to adhere to the methods follow­
ed by the settlers of one hundred years 
since, but by experimenting in new breeds 
and new crops we can assimilate what is 
suitable in the methods of other regions 
nnd so establish a system of agriculture 
applicable to this Province, and as I pro­
mised a word of encouragement before 
closing, I would refer to the generally ex­
pressed opinion that Nova Scotia is not a 
wheat producing country, and reply that 
our reports from all over the Province 
show that the wheat crop is generally 
moat satisfactory, the yield being reported 
large on the breadth sown and the quality 
good. We find spring wheat sown, in a 
not too favorable spring, giving us a re­
turn of 30 bushels to the acre, a yield that 
I do not think is reached, or any rate 
exceeded pn the continent, and in regard 
to quality I must fall back on my own 
testimony'. Having but lately returned 
from Montreal, I had an opportunity of 
seeing the wheat exhibited by the Pro­
vincial Government of Manitoba, oar great 
North-West granary, and I do not hesitate 
to say that in length of ear and in size of 
the cleaned grain onr Nova Scotia wheat 
exhibited at the 1879 and 1880 Exhibitions 
was more than equal, it was superior.

I am well persuaded that we have an 
climatic obstacle to the growth of wheat; 
and with the increased cultivation of the 
liner cereals and the consequent prelimi­
nary drilled grain crops for fertilizing and 
cleansing the land. We have the greatest 
promise of prosperity to the farmer in the 
cash returns attained for his wheat or bar­
ley, and in the root crop and refuse of the 
grain being fed to his cattle, which will at 
any rate maintain the productiveness of 
his farm.

Apologizing for the length at which I 
have treated this subject, whose import­
ance, however, all will recognize, I now in 
due form desire to hand over this Pro­
vincial Exhibition, of 1880. to you Sir, to 
ask that you will declare it open.

Gen. McDougall followed in a speech, 
admirably worded and to the point, 
giving the Kentville people great cre­
dit for the enterprise they had shown, 
in carrying through the tdsk, that gave

Some 20 varieties of plums were 
shown, but the season is past for an A1 
display. Pears were a splendid col­
lection, and many varieties were ex­
hibited. One plate of peaches, with a 
tine degree of development and delici 
ous appearance, together with a tempt­
ing display of grapes, many rows of 
quinces, and a tine lot of crab apples, 
made up a show of fruit that was most 
gratifying to a patriotic heart. This 
was all flanked by rows, layers, and 
piles of monster cabbages, turnips, 
beets, mangels, pumpkins and squash­
es» Baskets of “ murphies” were sitting 
around, that deserved to be spoken of 
not in bulk, but individually, as each 
one of some varieties looked large 
enough for a meal for a moderate sized 
family.

The display of plants, flowers and cut 
blooms, though neither as large or as 
complete, as a matter of course, as the 
Halifax exhibit, was tine. Some of the 
potted flowers were very much admired.

There is one noticeable point 
about our exhibitions, and that is the 
great benefit they are evidently work­
ing ; noticeable from the fact of the 
steady increase, both in quantity and 
quality of exhibits in all classes. The 
friendly rivalry that is brought about 
between the different sections of the

ranche,’ and that he meant everybody 
to know it too. Poultry raising does 
not seem to bo a universal hobby with 
the people of this Province judging by 
the number of exhibits, but almost 
without exception the fowls shown were 
individually tine specimens.

In grain we were glad to see such a 
good quantity of as tine a quality of 
wheat as could be produced anywhere ; 
all other departments under this head 
were well sustained. Mr. G. L. Lydiard 
of Berwick, who is steadily gaining in 
favor as a seedsman, exhibited samples 
of his seeds in a number of neatly put 
up and arranged bottles. He is deserv 
ing of patronage, from the fact that it 
is a home industry, and that his seeds 
are reliable.

Mats and quilts were hung like ban­
ners around the gallery railings, and 
many were tastefully executed and de­
signed. The other exhibits, coming 
under this same class, were in some de­
partments full and good, and in others, 
no articles were shown at all.

In agricultural implements, plenty of 
plows, mowing machines, harrows, 
horse-rakes and other farm machinery 
were shown ; but with one or two ex­
ceptions were manufactured in the 
Upper Provinces. Isaac Morse, of Nic 
taux, took second prize for a machine 
for heading in apples, worked on the 
lever principle, and an invention, hail­
ing from Bear River, attracted consi 
derable attention. It is an ingenious 
arrangement to do away with the 
bother and expense of greasing wag­
gon axles. It is done simply by means 
of small rollers inside of the hub, and 
if it only proves to be durable, the pa­
tentees, Dunn & Jones, have a fortune 
ahead,

In dairy products, in butter, Anna 
polis County claims first prize, in the 
face of stern competition, as the en. 
tries were good and plentiful, 
is no reason why we should not take 
first prize in cheese of factory make, if 
our manufacturers would only best ir 
themselves ; but only fifth was taken. 
In the^ home-made article a better 
record was made, as first prize was 
awarded to Mr. Armstrong, of Middle- 
ton.

The Mineral Resources of Nova Scotia.

New York Economist, Sept. 17t/i.]
We are somewhat astonished at the 

great interest being manifested in the 
mineral resources of Nova Scotia by 
leading capitalists in this sity. Some 
time since, Wells, Fargo & (jo. are re 
ported as having purchased a mine in 
the vicinity of Halifax for $00,000. We 
hear of a company in this city who 
have purchased a gold mine for about 
the same amount. Two or three pe­
troleum companies control large areas 
in the vicinity or Ainslie Lake and Be- 
deque. One of these companies is al­
ready organized, with one of our most 
energetic and active public men at its 
head. The other will have for its head 
an ex-mayor of a suberban city, and 
the third, in a more embryo state, may 
have at its head the president of one of 
our leading horse-railroad companies. 
In covnection with one of the oil com 
panies is a silver mine^ controlled by 
the parties in the first named above 
companies. We have seen samples of 
native copper from Digby County*, and 
as is well known, silver has been dis- 
covered on the hanks of the trout- 
renowned Tusket River, so well known 
to many of the deaciples of Isaac Wal­
ton, in this city. Yarmouth County 
has also two mining companies estab 
lished within its borders, where active 
work is going on daily. We have late­
ly made arrangements with the Pro- 
vinco to keep our readers ou courant 
with the progress and development of 
the mineral resources of ancient Aca­
die, whose geological formations have 
always been such a source of interest 
to the student.

Rust Proof Iron.

Mr. George Bower has invented, and his 
son has improved, a process for coating 
iron with an indestructible surface of mag* 
netic oxide, which is said not to be open 
to the objections to the Bari IT process.

Thu process, which is not secret, con­
sists in heating the articles to be coated 
in a closed chamber by means of carbonic 
oxide, heated air being made to enter the 
chamber for the double purpose of burning 
the gas and for combining with the iron. 
The excess of air, after burning the carbon­
ic oxide gas, combines with the iron, form­
ing first the magnetic oxide, and then the 
hydrated sesquioxide, or common iron 
rust. By shutting off the supply of air 
until only enough is admitted to burn the 
carbonic oxide, the rust is converted into 
the magnetic oxide. The process is re* 
peated until the film is sufficiently thick 
for the purpose of protection. When com­
plete the film has a beautiful French gray 
tint.

The London Times states that the appli­
cation of this iuvcntiou has been under­
taken on a large scale, the chamber where 
the oxidization is now carried on being 
large enough to contain about a ton of 
miscellaneous articles. The value of the 
invention, and of the method of applying 
it, is no longer a matter of doubt, the sev­
erest tests having been made of the iron 
coated. The earliest experiments only 
produced a film that would peel from the 
metal ; but by the now method a coating 
is made which is inseparable from the me­
tal. Inasmuch as the cost of oxidizatiou 
is less than that of a coat of paint, it has 
become evident that the next generation, 
at least, may be happy with cheap and in­
destructible iron.—Scientific American.

Points or A Working: Horse.

There are some points essential in 
horses for any purpose, such as good 
large hocks and knees, flat legs with 
large sinews, open jaws and full nos­
trils, but for heavy draught 
these are points always considered of 
the highest importance. An authority 
celebrated for his knowledge of tine 
points, says of the head : 4 It should be 
known that the volume of brain con­
tained in it determines the courage 
and other mental qualities of the horse. 
Now, as size is power, so without a 
wide forehead, which part makes the 
faculties known as courage, tractibility, 
good temper, etc. A large and potent 
nostril is indispenisble for horses in­
tended for fast work, and should be 
desired even in the draught horse, for 
in drawing heavy loads on a hot day 
his breathing may be rendered almost 
as laborious as that ot the long-distance 
racer. So also with the jaw; if there 
is not ample width between the two 
sides for the development and play of 
the larynx and windpipe, the wind is 
sure to be affected, and, in addition 
the head cannot be too nicely bent 
the neck. The eye is to be examined 
with a twofold purpose—first, as an 
index of the temper, the nature of 
which is marked by the expression of 
this organ ; and second, in reference to 
its present state of soundness and the 
probability of its continuing health. 
A full and clear eye, with a soft, 
gazelle-like expression, is scarcely 
ever associated with a bad temper, and 
will most frequently continue sound, if 
the management of the horse to which 
it belongs is proper in itself. The ear 
should be of medium size, not too 
small, nor should it be looped, though 
many good looped eared horses have 
been known, and some very superior 
breeds like that of the celebrated Mel­
bourne, are notorious for this defect, if 
such it may be called in this particular 
family/

— Fairly rapid progress is being 
made in the construction of the railway 
running up to the northern entrance 
of the St. Gothard Tunnel, which, as an 
example of bold and skilful engineer 
ing, will well stand comparison with 
even the St. Gothard Tunnel itself. 
The Axemburg Tunnel, 1,100 metres 
long, has been lately completed, and it 
is hoped that before the end of the 
present month all the remaining tun­
nels on the Brunnen Fluellen section 
of the line will be successfully pierced.
