Asa -portsmm% guide it is invaluable, and
who but Roberts, who has whipped i)rlcti-
eally ‘every trout and salmon stream, and
shot in every game cover in the province,
eould compile such concise and important
information. The Dominion Atlantic Rail-
way Co.’s ““The Land of Evangeline and
she gateways thither,” and the Yarmouth
Sseamship Company’s ¢ Beautiful Nova Sco
tia,” of which mention has previously been
made, are wonderful factors in the prosper-
ity of the province. Their value cannot be
mrnderestimated, as through their influence
thousands of tourists are attracted hither,
and thousands of foreign dollars drop into
the laps of those who eit idly by and let the
transportation companies do all the work.
Of course they are working in their own in-
terests, but they reap but a small proportion
of the reward of their efforts. Their tourist
liverature does not partake of the nature of
boom sheets; they paint a fair picture and
one that will not lose interest at first glauce.
It would be to the interest of the people of
the province, and particularly of our valley,
to bestir themselves; wake up to the fact
that there is money to be made out of a very
general improvement of streets, farms and
dwellings. Our summer visitors tell the
story of the beauty of our valley and the
thrifc of its people and their words carry
weight and induce others to go where they
have been and the story will be continued
ad infinitum.

~—The tariff, as brought down by the fi-
mance minister in April, has been subjected
$o many changes. 1n the original, the tarifi
showed a change of aboat one quarter of the
items on the datiable list that existed prior
to the new government taking office. One
hundred and nineteen changes were made,
and now forty-seven of these one hundred
and nineteen changes have been reconsidered
and amended. In six cases ad valorem du-
sies have been changed to specific; the heavy
daty on tobacco will be changed after July
from an excise to a customs duty; on mining
machinery a duty has been imposed on arti-
eles which can be manufactured in Canada;
the book duty has been changed from a
straight 20 per cent, into 20 per ceat. for
unbound books and 10 per cent for others,
a small list for use in mechanical arts and in
she spplication of art to industry is made
free; the duty on steel for tool making bas
been reduced from 15 to 5 per cent., and
spring steel and other material used for the
manufacture of carriages has been made free;
the woollen schedule has also been changed
and various other minor changes have been
made.

—Will the United States interfere and be
a prominent factor in the solution of the
Cuban difficulty, is one of the great questions
of the day. The Senate has recently ceclared
in favor of recognizing Cuba’s independence
bat President McKinley’s recognition has
been witheld, although there is every reason
10 believe that he is deep in the consideration
of this weighty matter. Spain hasnow been
trying to subdue Cuba for two years and
her efforts have demonstrated her inability
o0 accomplish her purpose; the insurrection
shows no eigns of waning. It is probable
that the United States at this stage of affairs
will interfere. American property and com-
mercial interests bave suffered to an enor-
mous extent during the war and sufficient
eanse has been given to warrant that country
in demanding a heavy indemnity from Spain.
The most likely solution of the difficulty is
that Spain will withdraw her troops from
she island for a monetary consideration from
the Cubans and the withdrawal of American
elaims.
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—There’s a crank in Boston who proposes
elosing up the straits of Belleisle, at a cost
of nine millions of dollars, and thereby do
away with the north-east wind that is so
prevalent in New England and in the mari-
time provinces. It is possible, even prob-
able, that such a dam would effect a consid-
erable change in the climate, by turning
aside the icy current from Baffin’s Bay that
flows through this narrow passage, but the
theory is never likely to be carried into
practice. The north-east winds are not un-
bearable, and they bu’, make the sammer
that follows the more acceptable. The peo-
ple of New England and eastern Canada
would probably resent any effort to make
their climate a whit more tropical than it
now is. Eight months of warm weather and
four of cold seems about the proportion ne-
cessary for the existence of a hardy, active
people and we hope Mr. Hammond’s project

will never be carried into execution.

~—There’'s a story in circulation that is
causing considersble dismay in the ranks of
the temperance advocates. It is, briefly,
that the question of direct taxation is to be
harnessed with that of prohibition in the
plebiscite soun to be taken. Whether the
story is a canard or whether it really has a
foundation is yet to be learned. A large
portion of the Canadian press is treating it
seriously, and it is indeed a subject for ser-
ious treatment, if true, as it will certainly
have a disastrous effect on the main issue.
It can safely be denied that direct taxation
will be a consequence of prohibition; some
aew adjustment of the tariff could reasonably
be expected to meet the loss entailed by the
outlawing of the liquor traffic.

~—Canada is generally spoken of asa great
agricultural country, and the credit is pro-
perly given, but there are other sources of
mataral wealth that Should be mentioned
in connecticn with the fertility of the soil.
The value of Canadian fisheries for 1896 was
considerably over §20,000,000—of this Nova
Scotia furnished over a third—and for 1897
the mineral output will undoubtedly eclipse
all previous records. Our forests, too, are
being drawn on heavily this year, and the
cut will be much larger than for any previons
year. In noothercountry in the world, per-
haps, exists today such a diversity of nat-
ural wealth, and Canadians are justly prond
of their land.

The chairman of the executive committee
suggested that the public meeting of ‘the
evening be held in Oddfellow’s Hall, as the
Academy Hall would not accommodate the
audience. A motion was passed to this ef-

fect.

The regular preliminary business having
been disposed of the programme was en
up. The first was a paper prepared and
rendered by Miss Carrie Westhaver on
** The Influence of the Home and the Section
on the Work of the School.” The writer set
forth many important points which, judging
from the remarks that followed, voiced the
sentiment of the teachers on this subject.
1t is not necessary to attempt to outline this
paper, as a motion was passed to the effect
that the writer be asked to allow the paper
to be published in the different local papers,
that it may be examined more carefully.

After a short discussion of this paper,
Principal J. A. Benoit entertained the Insti-
tute by one on Humane Education. The
writer classified education under four gener-
al heads—instructive, disciplinary, physical
and religious—and noted that all were of no
effect without humane education. He next
noticed how it could be attained. The sub-
jects on our ** Course of Study ” contributing
most to Humane Education were then con-
sidered under two heads; (1) those which
foster a love for the beautiful, as, drawing,
etc.; (2) those which prepare man for direct
living, as, agriculture, etc. No brief synop-
sis of this paper could do justice to it, as it
could be appreciated only by being heard.
At the close commendable remarks were
made by Principal MoVicar, Schaffner,
Woodman, and Shields, and a motion was
passed asking the writer to allow the paper
to be published in the local papers.

It was thought best that the remainder of
the morning session be devoted to the dis-
cussion of practical questions presented by
the teachers.

The passing of the * Question Box” re-
sulted in the gathering of an abundance of
questions which were ably discussed by var-
ious teachers.

Meeting then adjourned to meet at 2 p. m.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

Meeting called to order by president at

2p. m.
The programme continued by Mr. N. W.
Hogg, of Digby Academy, teaching an illus-
trative lesson to a class of his pupils on in-
sects. Those studied were the June Beetle
and the Lady Bug. They were carefully ex-
amined under the direction of the teacher,
and their history and their life studied.
The lesson was exceedingly interesting, Mr.
Hogg showing not only his superior ability
as a teacher, but his thorough acquaintance
with his subject.

At its close, Mr. McKay, superintendent
of Educution, who had come in during the
lesson, was called upon for a few remarks.
He expressed the pleasure it afforded him to
be present again at & meeting of the Insti-
tute. He had been deeply interested in the
lesson. Thought the grand point was toget
the pupil himself to observe. He recom-
mended the making of such nature lessons
an amusement. Soon the pupils would be
led to see and to observe what is around
them.

Prof. Smith, of the Provincial School of
Agriculture, was the next speaker, He ad-
mired the bravery of any person who would
undertake such a lesson before the body of
teachers. He also strongly advised letting
pupils make the observations themselves.
Again, nothing helps to impress the form of
any animal or plant as much as drawing.
He thought it best always to combine a
drawing lesson with a science lesson.

The next was a paper by Miss Bertha
Rice on * Kindergartea work,” in which its
benefits were demonstrated, and showing the
Kindergarten to be the connecting link be-
tween the home and the school. It would
be useless to attempt a synopsis of this val-
uable paper. It called - forth commenda-
ble remarks at its close from several mem-
bers of the Institute, Professor Smith be-
lieved that the sooner Kindergarten methods
were applied in the common school the bet-
ter, and that in Kindergarten work the
child gets education and not information.
Principal McVicar spoke of the way of over-
coming difficulties in crowded primary de-
partments by introducing Kindergarten
work.

Miss O. A. Smith, of the Normal achool at
Truro, who had been invited to attend the
Institute and to give the teacherssome hints
on drawing, was then called upon for her
lesson. It is needless tosay that Miss Smith
was at home on her subject, and she showed
how many of the difficulties that teachers
had experienced in teaching this snbject
might easily be overcome. At the close of
her lesson, Miss Smith favored the Institute
with a few drawings on the blackboard which
called forth expressions of admiration from
many.

Meeting then adjourned to meet at 8 p. m.

EVENING SESSION.

The public educdtional meeting was, ac-
cording to previous announcement, held in
Oddfellow’s Hall. The meeting was duly
called to order at 8 p. m., and opened with
a song by the pupils of Digby Academy under
the able leadership of Miss Bessie McNeill.

The president, Mr. L. S. Morse, M. A., in
a few well chosen remarks, expressed the
pleasure it afforded the Institute to greet
such a large audience of the people of Digby,
and briefly spoke of the history of the In-
stitute since its organization at Lawrence-
town in 1880. The speakers of the evening
were Dr. McKay, Prof. Smith, Principals
McVicar and Schaffoer, and Revs, Phillips,
Harley, Johnson and Thomas. The address
of Dr. McKay was listened to with the

reatest attention. He expressed himselfas

ing greatly pleased to be present at a
meeting of this kind. Hisobject was to find
out difficulties of teachers. The authorities
were striving to take steps they would not
have to retrace. It required time to bring
about the necessary reform. His address
was practical and well calculated to inspire
an educational spirit in those present, and
to encourage and strengthen the teachers in
their work.

The other speakers mentioned made ap-
propriate addiesses which were interspersed
with pleasing selections of music rendered
by the pupils of the Academy under the
leadership of Miss McNeill.

Votes of thanks were tendered to the
speakers for the able and instructive man-
ner in which they had entertained the meet-
ing, to the people of Digby for the courteous
manner in which they had received the In-
stitute, and to the teachers and the children
who had prepared and rendered the excel-
lent music for the evening. The meeting,
which closed by all uniting in singing the
National Anthem, was one of the most en-
thusiastic ever held by the Institute.

FRIDAY MORNING SESSION.

Our Country Roads.

Mr. J. B. Armstrong, of Teeswater, Oat.,
publishes some pertinent remarke on country
road making. He says:

“J claim that good roads, whether rail or
country, will do as much to lift a nation into
prosperity and happiness as any other work
to which she could direct herenergies. Good
roads are “a thing of beauty and a joy for-
ever.” They are not only desirable to im-
prove the appearance of our farms and the
country in general, and to give pleasure and
enjoyment to the traveling community, but
also & necessity to enhance the value of our
property, to lessen the cost of marketing our
products and thus increase our profits. Ev-
ery Canadian who has visited Great Britain
is highly delighted with the excellent con-
dition in which he found the highways there;
it is remarkable toa Canadian’s eye because
of the large amount of rainfall. On the other
band our Q}d Country cousits on arrival here,
are som@what disgusted with the Queen’s
highway on this side of the deep. The prin-
cipal reason for this is that we do our road-
making by statute labor. As statute labor is
here to stay, for some time to come at least,
let us by all means in our power try to im-
prove it.

In appointing men for path-masters they
should, if possible, be only such as have a
knowledge of road making; and when that
class of men are found they sheuld be re-ap-
pointed from year to year. This will not
only be helpful to make better roads, but will
ulso have a tendency to create a more uniform
road. In some districts good roads have no
doubt been built and maintained under the
present system, but in a vast number of cases
have too often been undone by a change of
pathmasters. One of the defects in the pres-
ent system is the want of uniformity of con-
struction. This could in a great measure be
remedied by making the ‘“ beats " larger over
which path-masters have charge. Councils
should enact rules for path-masters’ guidance
and assistance, as they are unable or unwill-
ing to say to their nearest neighbors (which
in itself is demoralizing) how diuch gravel
should be drawn in one load. Then farmers
with a team of colts or lame horses for an ex-
cuse would not be permitted to trot off with
a quarter of a yard of material, sometimesin
a box without any end boards, to be scattered
along the road, very litile reaching the place
intended for improvement. The men that
are generallyappointed pathmasters are those
who have the least namber of daye roadwork
to perform; but while this may or may not
be right, councils should make it imperative
on path-masters to perform their full amount
of roadwork.

Path masters after being appointed should
lay plans for the improvement of the road
over which they have charge, and should ab-
stain as much as possible from undoing what
their predecessors have done. In ordering
out the men, care should be taken not to have
too many men for the number of teams, or
or too many teams for the number of men, as
it frequently happens that valuable time is
lost in that. If graveling is being done, a
sufficient number of men should be on the
road to spread the material which should
not be less than eight feet in width. These
men should come provided not only with a
shovel but aleo with a garden rauke and a
stone hammer, as these are quite necessary
tools for good road making. Path-masters
should bear in mind that they are the repre-
sentatives of the Queen, and having been
thus honored should strive to have the road
as presentable as possible when she appears
on the scene.

Farmers and others while working for Her
Majesty should abstain from celebrating her
birthday on that occasion. but perform their
work faithfully, ever windful of the fact that
it is they themcelves that are profiting by
having a good rvid. They should not make
the roadeide the dumping place for all rub-
bish of the farm, but should clean up and
level opposite their.own property.

There exists a great difference of opinion
among the people as to the proper width of

the road bed, but I consider it better to be
safe than sorry. I would suggest, therefore,

that it be wide enough for any person driv-
ing a spirited horse to safely encounter a
traction engine or even an ordinary bicycle,
not saying anything of the electric railways
that we hear so much talk about. Municipal
councils should inaugarate a system of tile
draining to obviate the necessity of carrying
off the water by deep ditches, which are not
only dangerous but unsightly; and just here
I may say that while crowning is necessary
still it should not be overdone, and I con-
sider that a rise of one foot® on a thirty-foot
roadway is quite sufficient.

Another benefit undoubtedly is the use of
wide tires, as they have a tendency to roll
the road rather than cut into it. In conclu-
sion I wish to emphasize the fact that good
roads are admitted by all to be a boon to
mankind, and therefore our motto should be
—*%To ever try and improve our country
roads.”

Cheap Poultry Houses.

The best and most successful plan of man-
agement to make fowls pay is to scatter them
over & large range in field and orchards. For
this purpose cheap, convenient and comfort
able houses are best. Build fowl houses 16
feet long. 8 feet wide, 74 front, facing south,
and 44 back, boarded upright and battened,
with a shed roof and shingled, Sills are 2
by 4 inch plank, halved together at corners.
Plates are of same size, rafters 2 by 2. Lay
the sills on sleepers, on these lay a tight floor,
which cover with dry earth 4 to 10 inches
deep, removing and renewing twice a year.
This keeps fowls warm, dry and healthy.
Place an entrance door neur one end on the
front, and at least two windows. Divide in
two across the middle. Fix ventilators at
the highest point in each end, sheeted to ex-
clude storm and wind. Erect roosts 20 inches
high, for 20 fowls, with a movable nest or
two, and boxes partly filled with dust and
ashes and you are ready for business. Forty
large fowls can be thus accommodated. Since
the house is double, you are in shape to run
two breeding houses.—Farm and Home.

A Wheelmen’s Signal Code.

Bioyclers who indulge in club *runs,” or
who travel in small parties along country
roads, where the members of the party may
at times be widely separated, will be inter-
ested in an idea which a bright wheelman
has introduced in the bicycle clubs of Franoce,
and of which the Philadelphia Record speaks
as follows:

In France the whistle is much preferred
to the bell as a means of alarm, and for clab
“ runs,” or use when more than t{wo oyclists
go touring. This wheelman has established
a perfeot code of signals, in which he uses
short and long sounds on his whistle. Some
of these signals are as follows:

Ordinary alarm, three short notes: - — -

Halt, one long-drawn note; ——

‘“Come ahead ” or * Follow me,” two long
notes: ——— —

* Where are you!" or ** We are here,”
three half long notes: — — —

““ Turn to the right,” one long-drawn note,
one short:

“Turn to the left,” one long-drawn note,

A Hint to Mothers.

Once a frail minister who thought the pro-
gressive wheels of the world’s work would
stop if he took a vacation slept and dreamed
a dream.

Water Beneficial in Typhoid Fever.

The Bacteriological Review commends the
practice of water drinking in typhoid fever,
the importance of subjecting the tissnes to
an internal bath having, it appears, been
brought prominently to the notice of the
profession by M. Debove, of Paris, believed
by some to have been the first to systematize
such a mode of treatment. The practice of
that eminent physician consists, in fact, al-
most exclusively of water drinking, his re-
quirement being that the patient take from
five to six quarts of water daily, this amount-
ing to some eight ounces every hour. If the
patient subsists chiefly upon a diet of thin
gruel, froit juices or skimmed milk, the
amount of liquid thus taken is to be sub-
tracted from the quantity of water. The
important thing is to get into the system,
and out of it, a sufficient amount of water to
prevent the lation of pt. and
toxins within the boly. Copious water
drinking does not weaken the heart, but en-
courages its action by maintaining the volume
of blood; it also adds to the action of the
liver, the kidneys and the skin, and, by pro-
moting evaporation from the skin, it lowers
the temperature.

—An impression that  children’s diseases’
are better had and done with is entirely at
variance with the observation and judgment
of the medical profession. The sequence of
diseases which the physicians so often sees
in children, as the result of one of the con-
tagious diseases needlessly contracted, is a
lesson he cannot ignore. One disease makes
a child less able to battle successfully with
another which may be contracted before he
is rid of the first. Wise parents ward off the
contagioys diseases as long aspossible. Even
measles frequently prove fatal in the young
infant, while in other cases its evil effects are
lasting throughout childhood.
