ed and cared for in Nova Scotia
that they have good crops every
year with very little variation. It
has been reasoned that if the clim-
ate of Nova Scotia is so favorable
to apples as to allow this to happen
in a number of individual orchards,
there is no reason why it should
not happen over the Valley as a
whole, and instead of having a
large crop, we could as easily have
a succession of good crops
very little variation.
