. ‘ERADICATE THE BATI —

A Disease Breeder and Carrier ‘That
Serves No Good Purpose.

Rats are dangerous. They bave no
legitimate business, nor cgn they serve
any good purpose in an ecommuuity.
Sanitarians are well agreed that rats
are a serious menace to health. They
are so filthy in their habits as tenauts
of the sewers and as feeders on every-

thing dirty and diseased that it is no |
wonder they are carriers of disease, ‘

parasites and plague infection,

That rats are afllicted with gpany dis-
eases more than bubgnic plague is con-
firmed by Dr. Rupert Blue, surgeon
general of the United States publie
health service, who, speaking on- this
point} says: “Otber infections of the
rat are trematodes, or thukes; cestodes,
or tapeworms; nematodes, or round
worms; protozoa, insects and vegetable
microbes.” Of the rats examined in
Sapn [Irancisco 34 per cent were in-
fested with tapeworms.

Plague is primarily a disease of the
rat. It is commnunicated from the
plague stricken rat to other rats and
from rats to man by means of tleas, as
the principal agent, yet it has been
de*ermined many times that bandling
a rat that has been dead of plague only
a few hours gives the infe¢tion aimost
instantly. Two small boys while ptay-
ing in an unosed cellar found the body
of a dead rat. The corpse was buried
with upusual funeral honors. In forty-
eight bours hoth were ill witb bubonic
plague. A Imlorer finding a sick rat
on the wharf picked it up with the
naked.band und threw it into the bay.
He was seized three days later with
plague. Bul the flea Is the chief in-
oculator. Fleas abandon a rat dead
of plague aud go in search of living
beings who stili have warm blood cir-

they inoculate into him the living virus
which starts the discase.

Since plague is a disease due o rats
and rat fi.as and not to fiith or dirty
habits, there’s only one thing to do to
avoid plague, eradicate the rats. This

equipment were enlarged and
strengthened. A new magazine was
built by General Brock, in 1811, and
geveral old guns found among the
ruins of the old fort Rouille, aban-
doned by the French in 1759, were
erected on wooden trucks and put
into use. :

At Gibraltar Point, that point of
the island which approaches the
mainland, a blockhouse was built in
order to provide double defences for
the harbor. The land formation of
the island was somewhat different
in those days from what it is now,
and this blockhouse stood near the
gite of the present waterworks crib,
now in open = water immediately
north of the ferry docks at Hanlan's
Point. It was but one story in
height, and some twenty-five feet
square, constructed of pine logs,
dovetailed at the corners, with the
interstices filled in with mortar. The
only Apecial ‘defences provided for
thisAfort consisted of a twenty-four
pound. gun operated on a swivel
track which was mounted on the roof.

Another blockhouse was erected at
the eastern end of .the bay immedi-
ately south of the first Parliament
buildings, for the purpose of keeping
guard over the “carrying place,” as
the portage. over the peninsula from
the lake into the bay, was called,

There was no eastern gap in the

early days, and it was not until 1854
