REPORT

OF THE BOARD OF HOME MISSIONS OF THE PRESBYTERIAN
CIIURCH OF NOVA SCOTIA, 1859-60.

The Board of Home Missions would
express their gratitude to the Great
preserver of all, that they, are spared to
present another Annual Report of their
operations, though it must be with re-
gret that these operations have been,
from circumstances to which we shall
presently advert, so limited. Under
the usual heads we shall now proceed
to give a summary of what has heen
done in the Home Mission field during
the past year, and shall then make such
remarks a8 the facts suggest.

I. LABOURERS,

At the date of the last Report there
were the names of seven probationers
on the roll. Of these, however, Mr.
McGilvray was unable from the state of
his health to receive appointments, and
has continued so through the year,
though there is now a fair prospect of
his heing uble to resume his labours.—
And the Rev. Daniel McCurdy with-
drew from the Home Mission field and
also from our church, leaving the Board
to enter upon the labours ot the jear
with five labourers under their control.
Of these, however, in a very few wecks
two were removed from the field, the

Rev. Thomas Downie by his settlement
in Antigonish, and Mr. William Keir,
who from the state of his health felt it
his duty in the meantime to relinquish
the active dutics of the ministry. The .
Board were thus left with only three
probationers to divide among four Prex-
byteries. To these, however, have since
been added by licensure Mr. Jacob Mc-
Lellan, and by the demission of bix
charge, the Rev. James Byers, making
five in actual employment; but Mr.
Robert Laird having accepted a cal)
from Princetown {as been withdrawn
from the control of the Board, leaving
fuur at present on the roll as actually
employed, which we may remaik hue
been the average {for the whale year.—
It is hoped also that John D. McGilvray
may from this time forward be able ©.
accept appointments.

At the date of our last Report there
were the following vancancies: Inth-
Presbytery of P, E. Island, Princetowt..
Richmond Bay and Western St. Peter«:
in the Presbytery of Pictou, Mabou,
Antigonish, River John ; in the Presby-
tery of Truro, Economy and Old Barn-.

SUPPLY OF VACANCIES.
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Since that date there bave been added,
Tatamagouche, by the demission of the
Rev. Jumes Byers, and Barrington,
Clyde River, &c., which have been or-
ganized as a separate minister'al charge,
and Parrsborough by the demission of
the Rev. J. McG. McKay. Besides
these the congregation of Maitland and
Noel has bren receiving supply in con-
sequence of the age and infirmity of
thleir present pastor, so that twelve
congregations have received rupply for
sharter or longer periods. Of these,
however, three, viz., Economy, Prince-
town, and Antigorish hare, during the
year, been successtul in obtaining set-
tled pastors, leaving still as last year,
nine congregations requiring supply of
preaching, fur which as already intim-
ated, there me only four probationers
at our disposal. The Board are happy
to remark that -such is the improved
financial arrangements of these congre-
gations, that, with the exception of one
or two, they pay the probationers in
full, a remarkable contrast to what has
heen i some former years, when large
congregations were content to have
thieir supply paid out of the Home Mis-
sion fund, or what umuunted to the
same thing, tahave the money borrowed
and not repaid. The only exceptions
this year were Clyde River, and lor the
»supply of Port Hood, in common with
Mahou congregution, both of which
deserve aid as weak congregations, aud
in both of which the ficld is strictly
missionary grcund.
MISSION STATIONS.

With the regulurly organized vacant
congregations thus so numerous and
the supply so inadequate, it mey be
supposed that the mission stations have,
during the past- year, received but a
small share of attention. The deficien-
ey has heen partly supplied by the
labours of members of Presbytery. The
stations of Acadia Mines and Folly
Mourtain, in the Preshytery of Truro,
have thus been supplied by members of
that Presbytery, aud the Rev, James
Allan has at great labour and incon-
venience supglied Charlottetown in the
evenings, after preachingat home gene-
rally in two places. This service he
has pesformec for several mouths, even
during the severest weather. These
and the other stations, Wallace River,
Sheet Harlour, Rawdon ond Baddeck
have also reeeived some supply from
the Probationers, We may add tbat
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the people at  Westchester Moun-
tain have been for sume titze snpplied.
every third Subbath, by Mr, }(uberc
Grant, according to their vwn applica-
tion to the Preshytery of Trure, It
must be at once seen, however, that all
the supply that can thus be given is
eutirely inadequate, nay mere, it is use-
less to concenl that these stations not
only cannot grow, but must decay and
die, unuer such a system. With preach-
ing only for four or five Sabbaths in
the year, how can it be expected that
they can ever increase in numbers or
in strength,  Of ouly one of these do
we feel it necessary to remmark, viz.,
Charlottetown.  From the repurts pre-
sented the Buard are happy to under-
stand that the pruspects are most fav-
ourable.  Should the Union take place,
and should the adherents of the two
bodies in Charlottetown unite us one
congregation, the united church will
have to congratulate itseif on having a
place of worship which will be a credit
to them, and an eficient congregation.
Should however they maintain their
separate existence, though both would
be feeble for some time, yet we are hap-
py to find that the prospects of increase
are most encouraging,
SUPPLEMENTING STIPENDS.

During the past year the congrega-
tions recepving aid in this furmn have
been Harvey and Annapolis and Bridge-
town. The former has reccived the
sum of £20 being the amount Jue for
two years. The latter has received the
full sum of £50 it havieg been duly
certified that the congregution had
paid the full sum of £100 required of
it. We are happy to observe that the
congregation has during tl.e past year
made gratifying progress. The people
of Annapolis have completed, with the
aid of friendsin other par.s of the church,
a neat and convenient place of worship,
and the people of Bridgetown are act-
ively engaged in measures for erecting
one in that place. According t¢ the
injunction of synod the Board have
agreed to offer the sapplement of £25
to the cougregation of Clyde River and
-Barrington, on their raising the sum of
£100.  But as no minister has yet been
scttled there, this has not been deman-
ded. An agreement was also made on
application of the Presbytery of Truro
for the supplementing of the congre-
gation of the Parcsborough, and a grant
oiade to it of £12 10s., afterwards in.
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creased to £25, but the pastor having
felt it his duty to resign his charge,
no further grant is required for the
presont.¥

FUNDS,

In one way the Buard are happv to
say that the funds at their disposal,
have been more than sufficient 10 meot
all demands upon them and that there
is now in the Treasurers hands the sum
ot £. But locking at the caase of
this state of things—that it arices vot
from any increase of liberality on the

art of the church, but from the simple
act that our probationers have heen so
few and that the stations have received
so small a supply of preaching, the
surplus instead of being matter of con-
gratulation, is a cause of pain und lam-
entation.

REMARXS.

The siate of things as thus elicited
calls for serions eonsideration on the
part of all who love the prosperity of
Zion. On the ove hand it is matter for
congratulation, that the deficiency of
Jahourers arises from no actual diminu-
tion of the ministry of our church.—
The number of the members of this
synod never was as large asat the
present moment, Though we have had
some of the futhers removed, yes death
has not beea visiling us iy, uny remark-
sble manner, we have not suffered in-
deed in this way to the same extent as
other bodies; and the young and the
vigorous labourers have all been spared.
20 thatnever at any tiwme did our church
exhibit sv large a number of active and
devoted men serving God in the minis-
try of bis Son, and yet as it appears,
never were our vacaucies more numer-
ous, nor the calls for additional minis-
terial service more urget, It is grat-
ifying to think that the cause is to Le
found entirely in the demaund for in-
creased labours on thase fields already
cultivated, and in the opening up of
new fields for cccupation. In the former
instances we find that in most cases it
wmay be held as an evidence of iner-ased

roligious vitality, that there is auch a.

demsnd.  When a congregation which
imagined itself unable to take wiore
than the halt of a minister’s time, will

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now not be content with loss than his
whole time, and show thomselves ready
to givo the whole sum requisite for a
minister’s support and wore pavetually
than they forwerly did the half, {(and
of instances of this kind the church
everywhere affords exmuples), wo may
believe that in these calls for labors,
there ave indications that the Great
Head of the chureh hag beenin the
midst of us, blessing us with lus pres-
ence, rcndering us moure fruitful in his
service. The second cause of viis de~
ficiency is equally gratifying, viz: the
new fields at home and abroad that
have called for eur services, God has
been setting before us open dvore—The
ery £or help has reached us fiom mauy
quarters.—Ile is presenting Lefore us
fields while unto the havvest, and say-
ing to us, “Cast yein the sickle and
reap.”’

But gratifying as it is thus to reflect
upon the causes which have led to the
increased calls upon us, it is saddening
to thiok of the imperfect means at our
disposal to mest these demands,  Dur-
ing the past year we somctimes had not
at the rate of yre probutioner for cach
Presbytery, and this while more than
one of the Presbyteries had three vacan-
cies beside mission stations. Any of
the three Presbyteries, and perhaps gleo
the fourth could have given full em-
ployment to all the preachers at ofir
disposal for sume muunths of the yeur.
In this state of things, with demands
coming from all the Presbyteries, and
exch representing thie peculiar condi-
tion of stutions under their ow: charge,
we need nef say, that to the Board it
has often been almost sickening t cons
template tue inadequate means ut their
Cisposal to meet such demands.

But an additional cirenostance which
renders our condition the more distres-
sing is the small number now in attend-
ance upon the Theologicad Hall. Dur-
ing the last three or four years the
riumbe. in attendance lLus sometimes
beea as low as five, and last year there
wero only rine belonging to cur own
¢hurch, of whom only one will camplete
his course this season, &8 that if all who
are now at the Hall were licensed and
proved successful, there would nout be
more than enough tv supply all the
places in the church now demanding

ministerigl service. Such a state of
tbiu% call for serious consideration.—
The Board may be pormitted tv suggest
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the enquiry whether there is not ground
to fear, that as a church wé have been
deficient in supplication for the Spirit
of God, to descend upon the young men
who have been receiving a classical
education, that they might be disposed
to devote themselves to the work of the
ministry. The church has made great
sacrifices to provide the means of such
& mental traming, ae would ander the
divine blessing qualify them for use-
fuluess in the Lord’s vineyard on earth.
For longer or shorter periods a large
number have come forwsrd to avail
themselves of the advantages thus af-
forded, but yet a large number, and of
these some even of thuse who professed
an intention and desire to study for the
ministry have turned aside to other
employments, and but a small propor-
tion are found entering the Divinity
Hall. Is there not room for examina-
tion here? Have we been trosting to
our Educational machinery, and over-
looking the pecessity of the Spirit of
God to descend upon the hearts of our
young men to incline them not to con-
fer with flesh and blood, but to induce
them them to respond to these repeated
aud urgent calls, saying, Here am I,
send me? Is it that the spirit of piety
is not sufficiently deep and fervent
among the young men of our church

« that there are not more to choose the
ministry as the sphere in which to
hononr God? Whatcver be the cause
we need not say that the voice of God’s
Providenco is loudly saying to us,
“Pray ye therefore the Lord of the
Harvest, that he would send forth la-
bourers into his harvest.”

Iu connection with this subject we
may remark that there is every reason
to believe, that God bas been during
the past two years visiting many por-
tions of the church with & gracious out-
pouring of his Spirit. Thers may not
have been the excitement that there
has been'in other places, apdeamong
other parties, but in a large proportion
of our congregations, we believe it will
be found, that He who said, “I will be
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a8 the dew unto Yarnel,” has been si-
lently and yet effectuaily working
among our people, calling men from
darkness to Tight, and increasing the
zeal and prayerfulness of his people.—
Now in the past experience of the
church, it has always been found, that
such gracious visitations of the Spirit
have been specially marked by young
men of hopeful piety devoting them-
selves to the work of the ministry, and
frequently revivals of religion have
borpe their most blessed fruit in colle-
ges and other institutions of learning.—
Our hope is that it will be 80 with us,
and that ere long the fruits of the Fra-
cious working of Guds Spirit will be
seen in many coming forward to the
work of the gurd in the ministry of the
word. For this let our earnest prayers
ascend to the Lord of the Harvest.

It may be observed that among the
churches in the United States, a day is
now set apart regularly every year for
prayer for colleges, and that since this
has been adopted, such blessed fruits
have followed as affords fresh ovidence
of the faithfulness of him who has com-
manded us saying, “ask, and ye shall
recoive.”” When we consider the im-
portant influence, that our educated
youth will exert hereafter in society,
even when they do not devote them-
selves to the work of the ministry, and
especially how much under God the
future prosperity of the church depends
upon tl‘l)em, is there not a call upon us
to make them the subject of our special
supplications. “Ye that make menti¢n
of the Lerd keep not silence and give
him no rest until” be fulfil his promise.
«] will give you pastors and teachers
after my own heart, who will feed you
with knowledge and understanding.”—
“Feed thy people with thy rod, the
flock of thine heritage, which dwell
solitarily in the wood in the midet of
Carmel, let them feed in Gilead and
Bashan as in the days of old.”

avail themselves of this opportunity to
advance their own interests, This will
not long continue to be so.)

Nowe take and divide
the whole amount of passage money
amongst the members of our Church
and 1t will not amount to ninepence
each.

Do not there-
fore consider the sending forth of addi-
tional missionaries a8 a great and good
object, but an object beyond your pow-
er.

LETTER FROM MR. MATHESON.

Erumanga, January 30tk, 1860.

Rev. axp Dear Sir,—IIaving stated
in one of my former letters that probab-
ly we should remain upon Aneiteum
until the end .of the hurricane season,
you will, no doubt, be somewhat sur-
prised when you see the quarter from
whence this letter has been written.—
This, howaver, being considered the
Madeira of Western Polynesia, I have
resolved upon testing its restorative in-
fluence during the unhealthy season,
anl of the benefit already derived may
be considered as a pledge for the fature.
Erumanga may doubtless be reckoned
the healthiest island in the New He-
brides group.

Though the subject of health is one
to which I have never been particularly
fond of adverting, still, as you have
doubtiess had your own seasons of
anxious thought and concern respecting
the state of my health, I am happy to
say that upon that subject I can write
mech more .avourably than some have
already written, or even tnan I could
have felt perfeclly justified in doing
some three or four months previously.
This you are aware is the most unheal-
1hy season of the year, and though I
could never boast of being a very strong
person, still, at present my symptoms
are all much more favourable and seem
to indicate a more permanent restoration
to strength ; yet what may be the ulti-
mate jssue ig known only to God, and
for it we would wait in faith and ia
prayer, kuowing that God reigneth, We
w.ould in this recognize Uis hand and
rejoice in the assurance that all these
dispensations of his providence shall be
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overruled for good ; and though wo are
not where we would be or perhaps as
actively engaged as we could desire,
yet if we aro where God would have us
and thero doing what we ean, we would
endeavour to acquiesce in his will, and
while doirg 80 we would indulge the
fond hope that by you all we are held
in remembrance befure God, and that
in answer t» your pravers I may yet
be enabled to do something more in the
vineyard of our Redeemer. If so, none
of us ahall ever have reason to charge
God foolishly for having partly laid me
aside from the performance of duty.—
Little do we know what we most re-
quire or what is best adapted for our
‘spiritual growth in grace, until tanght

experience in the school of affliction.
Had you r any other ‘person foreseen
all the changing scenes and trials
thronzh whic, in the providence of
God, 1 have passed during the past six
months, and had you ther enquired
whether or no I should feel disposed to
submit, and to bear all with patient re-
gignation, [ should certainly have an-
swered that question without very much
hesitution, and would, as you may na-
turally suppose, earnestly desire that
from them one and all I might find
exemption. But as God’s ways are
higher than our ways and his thoughts
higher than our thoughts, his ways and
dealings in time past, thouih dark and
mysterious, have been such as could
have been ordered by none but by a
God of unerring wisdom—by a God who

. cotrects his erving children, not in an-

.

gor but in love and tender compassion
—by a God who, when he smites with
the one hand is able and willing to
bear up, to comfort, and to support with
the other. Therefore, instead of enter-
taining hard thoughts of God~-instead
of saying that we would that the past
had been otherwise, we would consider
it as the happiest, as the most precious
period of my life—a perind composed of
one unbroken series of divine mercies,
comforts and consolations—one in which
the richest mercies of God’s grace wore
made to shine torth most illustriously,,-
even in the bitterest hour of trial anid
distress—one in which ths sympathix-
ing . Friend (who does indeed stick
closer than any earthly frierid) was an
ever-pre<ent help, imparting at all timea
a sufficiency of every needed grace—
and a period of all others rich in the
cultivation of sweet intercourse snd
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communion with God. Though [ have
not been allowed to remain at ny post
and there be as actively engaged us we
could de ire, in that respeet clouds and
darkness have been round about us:
but as the Lord of hosts has Leen and is
still with us, and as the God of Jacob
has Leen and is still our refuge,—as
the darkness is now beginning to pass
awny, and as to the eye of humanity
the bright side of the cloud .is being
again turned towards us, we could say
in reference to the past, the Lord bath
done all things well,—and we would at
the same time call -uron our soul and
all that is within us, to bless God’s
holy name.

We are waiting very anxivusly for
tidings " from Tana. The last reports
were very unfavourable. The poor
Tanese are rtill deadly opposed to the
Gospel. Ifypossible, matters are at pre-
sent much worse upon that island than
they have ever been since the recom-
mencement of ti.e mission, and if the
door which has been partly opened is
not again entirely closed it will be
owing to nothing short of sume wonder-
fally “divine interposition. When will
the time to favour this dark isle come?
This isle once and again reported as
waiting for God’s law. Mr. Paton still
continues at his post, though he does
8o at the peril of hig life. The natives
have recently destroyed and stolen much
of his property. Ile dare not offer any
resistance in the way of preserving his
property, as some of the natives would
immediately fall apon him and hold
him prisoner, while others carry on the
work of plunder'to any extent that they
may feel disposed. The Aneiteumese
teachers (falsely so called), are how-
ever allowed to remain unmolested, and
probably‘will 50 long as they continue
as hitherto, to conform to all the heath-
en customs and practices (idol worship
and catinibalism excepted.) The Rara-
tongatk teacher-who was stationed upun
the Island of Aneiteum is here at pre-
sent, having leen obliged to leave
Anieua owing to ill health, his remain-
jng upon this is island is still uncertain
~—he will probably go to Aneiteum by
first opportunity and receive iustruc-
tions as regards his future lucation.

You are probably aware that the
Aneiteum brethren have at length seen
the necessity of again applying to East-
ern Polynesia for a reiuforcement of
native agescy. They succeeded in
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securing the services of two on the last
voyage of the “John Williams,” one of
whom was stationed on Fotuna and the
other on Anieua.

As regards the work upon this island
Mr. Gordon doubtless gives you ull ne-
cessary information, and he 14 the only
person from whom ‘;on can as yet re-
ceive any reliable information as regarda
the progress made by the Gonﬁe I
have seen a sufficiency of the work upon
this island upon which to make a fow
general remarks provided I was a
strong advocate of hap-hazard writinf;,
but it is extremoly difficult, nay utterly
impossible for any person but the resi-
dent missionary upon any of these
islands to give any statements at all
approaching to the truth, at any but
his own station or among his own peo-
ple, whose language he has acquired
and with whos2 habits he has become
familiar ; information derived from any
other source is always, so to speak,
second-handed, derived from natives
upon whose testimouy no implicit de-
pendence can be placed.

Of the fully of any person upon one
island attempting to report anything
respect' ng the state of matters upon

- adother, until he has resided among
them sufficiently long to acquire their
language, we have had one of the
mqst amusing though at the same tim.
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one.of the most ridiculous esamples
imaginable, in a small book which we
found upon Tana, said to have been

rinted in the language of the Tanese.

t i8 not however the dialect spoken by
any of the natives with whom either
Mr. Paton or I have as yot had any
intercourse, probably it may have been
spoken by those converts to Christianit
once reported as living upon that island,
but as that tribe has become entirely,
extinct, and as no trace of such a people
now remains it is diffcult to say what
language they may have spoken. None
of the natives have any recollections of
such a people, and as they have no tra-
ditions among them from which any
information can now be acyuired re-
speoting the existence in furmer times
of u people whe worshipped the living
and true God, that ever they did exist
seems very doubtful. Obh that the time
may soon come when the knowledge of
the Lord may cover the earth as the
waters cover the sea—when the Spiri¢
shall be poured forth from on high,
and when Jesus shall see of the travail
of his soul, and shall be satisfied.

LETTER FROM REV. B, CONSTAN
TINIDES.~

Constantinople, May st, 1860.
My Dear Mg. STEWART,—

About a fortnight ago I called to-
gether the brethren at Demirdesh, to
consider the case of our schools; asid to
make arrangements 1o keep them up, if
possible, during the coming quarter, in
which the rooms will be required by.

the good people who so kindly offered.-

them to us gratis during the past win-
ter. As I have stated in my last, the
people of Demirdesh showed themselves
very likeral in offering us all the help
they could ; for families who have only
two or three rooms were content to live
in their kitchens and let us use their
houses for the promotion of that gos-
pel, the faith of which has long since

cost them far greater discomforts and
obliged them to make far dearer sacri-
ficcs, But now they will require their
rooms. for they must use then in rear-
ing their silk-worms, which are the only
means ot their suppot, and we cannot
possibly have any room at Demirdesh
during the ensuing two or three months.
After deliberating for a long time, with
regret we came to the conclusion that
we should bave to give up the girls’
school for three months. As for the
boys we agreed that their achool should
be.continued, eithcr in the open air or
in"the room wherein we meet for wor-
ship, as the circumstances would per-
mit. Our excellent teacher, Mr, De
Philoxenides, of whom I have made
mention already, had agreed to teach
the boys to the end of May. We tried
to prevail on him to continue asour
teacher, and we gave him all the en—
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couragement possible, hut he could not
be persuaded, for though we promised
him £80 a year, he nssured us that this
was one third of the sum he would re-
ceive if he would undertake the man-
agement ot a silk-factory in Brusa,
where he had been employed during
the last twoor three summers. He
expressed his Jeep regret to give up
the school and the work of Christ, but
a3 be has a family ro provide for he
thought that this was h & first duty.—
Wae could say nothing against his argu-
ments—for we felt tho foree of what be
said—and with o sad heart left him to
take the coursc he thought best for
himself; but as there was no other
teacher meanwhile, we were grieved at
the thought that the boys’ school had
to be given up. We submitted our
hard case to Ilim wlose the great work
is, and after offering hearty thanks for
his goodness hitherto, we parted, trus—
ting that he will still undertake for us,
Soon after the meeting, I received a
letter from our colportuer stating that
my father was dangerously ill, and that
the presence of my sister was indispen-
sable. During the whole winter my
poor father’s health has been very feeble,
and it was a great sacrifice both to him
and to my sister to he separated, but
zeal for the cause of the glorius gospel
prevailed, and he was contentto be
left alone as long as good might he pro-
meted by it. 'We therefore left Demir-
desh on Thursday last, and came here
to attend to him. When we were leav-
ing Demirdesh, several of our people
cameo to bid us farewell. I saw a good-
ly number around me, and I proposed
that we should sing a hymn and offer a
prayer ; it was agreed,—end as we
shook hands with the honest people, I
saw the big tear-drops trickle down
their rough cheeks—I suw old men and
grey-headed women cry like little chil-
ren. It was very affecting.

The girls’ schoul at Domirdesh exists

no longer, and that of the boys is to be.<

given up in a short timne hence. Every,
heart is discouraged, every soul that
takes an interest in the wurk of Chiist
here is grieved. My own feelings I
dare not—I cannot express, Oh that I
had a spark of aith! that patience and
love wright commence in us that good
work which some of our friends believe
is perfected in us already ! “

The result of our work at Demirdesh

after nine montha’ pationt labor is the
following—:

We roceived altogether from the La-
dies’ Association in Edinbuigh £90 stg.
With this sam we hought some fur-
niture and built some seats for the
schools, bought fuel during the winter,
paid and etill have to pay the teacher
till tho end of May. We commenced
with about 70 children—hoys and girls,
hardly any of whom could read when
they came first to us, and ail of whom
can rend fluently and write pretty well
now. Most ot the older hoys and girls
have been instructéd in the clements of
plain arithmetic, history, geography,
&e. The girls have been taught sever-
al kinds of needle work, especially to
sew; and all, boys and girls, have
heard of Him who came to save, and of
his wonderful love to men, Oft I ox-
amined the boys in Scripture history
and in the life of the Saviour, and there
are several of the younger boys who
will gire a plain answer to almost any
question in these subjects with uner-
ring precision. Upon the whole Iam
raore than satisfied wwith our success in
Lemirdesh, and ag I stand aloof apnd
look on the crumblinz ruins of my work
and of my dashed hopes, u melancholy
feeling of sad delight swells within my
bosom, for I know that something has
been done, and if I am not to seetthe
fruits, long after [ rest beyond my toils
some happier lnhourer may reap what
I have sowed. This much T am sure of
that God's “Word will not retarn to
him void.” .

There is an 61d woman at Demirdesh
who had learned to rcud the Bible, and
as I was passing by her cottaze one
day, I found her learirg » “mn by
heart. I intend to return thither soon,
but without my sister, without my
schools, and wit:t a discouraged people
the:place will look dreary.

I called on the Rev. Mr Thomson the
other day and told him of all these
things, but instead of leaving his house
with a lighter heart, I left with my bur-
den doubled. He very kindly tried to
encourage, and his decided opinion is
that the schools at Demirdesh should be
continued, and that amissionary ehould
at once be sent to Brusa. Owing tothe
misfortunes of his family, he is soon to
return to Scotland. Ilo was a great
support to me, but I must Jose him
also. The weather is getting very
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warm, and I btegin
feeble. -

{ received your kind letter, and was
greatly enceuraged awith your prompt
complinnee with. my.wishes, Oh liow
Lappy would 1 havesbeen were Iable
to sci out at ouceand undertake the
great work I proposed, especially as 1
received cncourazrement from Scotland !
How it delighisme to think of being in
" Nova Scotan onee again!  But alas!
my unhappy eircu:mstances pat it ut-
terly out of s power. In the first
place I am alraicd you are uot ready
enouzh, and seedndly, the techle health
of my lather wisd the stite of things at
Demerdish would not allow of-my ab-
sence. [ intemls{D: V.) next yearto
be present at tho, mesting of the Synod.

I received the enclosed Bill for £133
and I cannot buvreturn my warm grati-
tude to my kind-f#iends in Nova Scotia.
3ore than once you have expressed in
your kind letters that had the Church
thousands of ‘pnunds in its possession,
they would be at my dispos.l. I have
enough proof of this my dear Stewast,
but as you have no siiver and gold offer
what you have—you have earnest pray-
crg, and these we need more than any-
thing else—give .us these. You ask
what would he the adoguate salary for
a male as well as o female {eacher at
Demirdesh. I the first pluce let me
inform yon that the expenses of living
are about the same in Demirdesh and
Brasa as in Constantinople.  There is
certainly a difference in reuts of baild-
ings, but provis.ong are always dearer,
as most of them have to be transported
from Co.:stantinople.  Suthat you wust
not expect much difference in-expenses.
The rezular puy of a respectable school-
teacher might require nbout 50.0r 60,
but this latter could hardly be found
among the Greaks. As to the adequate
expense of a missionary, as far as I
koow, the American Missionaries are
paid from 1590 to 2000 dollars, but you
might ascertain better i vou would
apply to the Biard that sends them out.

I usually take advan-
tage of this pleasant 'time fo ride out
for a couple of hours,'ib "all directions
across the country. -The fields are now
assuming somewhat of. thé bare, with-
2red look which, at home, they wear
during the winter. “Thé sdotid crop,
which was waving greééiveonresix weeks
ago, as, emergivg {rof’ the muuntain
pass, I looked down bpoii thé wwide and
fertile valley, is now gatheréd in; and

everywhere across the country the pro-
cess of thrashing goes on, This is atill
managed in the same primitive way as
among the Jews nearly four thousand
years ago. The sheaves are tossed
down in a circle upon a hard earthen
floor; and three oxen are driven round,
treading out the grain with their feet.
Singularly enough, too, they observe
the old Jewish law in reference to the
oxen: “Thou shalt not muzzle the ox
when he treadeth cut the corn;” and
so these patient animals keep munch-
ing the grain as they trudge their weary
round.

NEWS OF THE -CHURCH.

JUBILEE CELEBRATION.

Mr. Thomas Craigs, elder of the ¢on-
gregation of Harvey, N. B., in connex-
ion with the Presbyterian’ Church of
Nova Scotia, having in the kind Provi-
dence of Guod completed the fiftieth
year of his eldership, the Session of
which lie was a membier commemorated
the event by a Jubilee Meeting, held
on the 26th of June last.™ The day
proved favourabie, the .meeting was
largely attended, and thie occiision inter-
esting. - ’

Mr. Craigs is a native of ‘Northum-
berland, Brgland, and thirty years of
his eldership were sperit there. In his
native land he was much éstéemed. e
sailed for America in May 1841, The
Rev. Thomas Gray, A. M., Pastor of
the Church to which he Lelonged, took
notice of his departure in a sketch of
his life, which Le published .in the
Scottish Christian Herald, from whick
we take the fullowing extract:

“Thomas Craigs, the suhject of the
following notice, was of humble origin,
and literally, through * life’s sequester-
ed vale pursued the noiseless tenor of
his pions way.” He was born in the
year 1770, at the village of Lanton, on
the bauks of the river Glen, within
shout three miles on the one side of the
place where the famous battle of Homil-
don was fought on Hoelyrood Day ; and
about an equal distance on the other,
from the scene of the still more cele-
brated and faral field of Flodden, * * *

Having been b rn and brought up a
Preshyterian, though living in aland
of mitred heads, where religion is con-

-

nected with much of the pomp and cir-
cumstance of the present world, Thos.
Craigs warmly admired the simple, but
apostolic, and impressive forms to which
he had been inured.” Sv uniformly
exemplary was his conduct, that ahout
the year 1810, he was chosen an elder
of the Scottish Church in Wouler,
which he had attended from his infancy,
and was ordained to that office by the
late Rev. James M.tchell, then mizister
of that bedy of Christians. IHaving
always evinced a taste for sacred music
ke was much about the same timne re-
quested to become precentor (or clerk,
ag that oflice is named in that part of
the country), and his duties in hoth he
continued with great approbation, to
discharge until the time of his departuve
for America.”

On the 26th inst., at the hour appoint-
ed, a Jarge audienco assembled in the
church. The Rev, Samuel Johnston
briefly explained the nature of the meet-
irg, and stated that e had much satis-
faction in  introducing the Rev. Dr.
Brooke of Fredericton, who weuld open
the service of the day by a sermon.—
Dr. Brooke- then entered the pulpit,
atid after praise and prayer, preached
a very aprropriate sermon from Matt.
x. 32, “ Whosoever therefore shall con-
fess me before men, him will I confess
also,” &e.

“Matt. 32. Whosoever, therefore, shall
coufess me beforo.men, him will I confess
alzo,” &e. -

Iu the gospel, privilego and duty are inse-
parably combined. When privileges ure
enjoyed, daties arise from them ; and when

}\
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duaties aro performed in a Christian spirit,
privilegos flow from them.

The text speaks of a duty and a privilege
counected with the right discharge of it; and
these two things demand our consideration.

I. The duty. It is thatof confession.—
Three enquiries will serve to draw forth the
explanation of this duty.

1st. Who is to be confessed? ¢ Ho that
counfesseth me” snys the Saviour. Itis Christ
then that we are to confess in his being, his
person, his offices and relations, in his suffer
ings and plory, in his causo, in his members,
in everytbing that concerus him, as ho is
rovealed to us in the Scriptures. The parti-
oular view in which he i8 to bo confessed
will vary according to circumstances.

2ad. Before whom are we to confess Christ?

. “Heo that confessoth Me before men.” What

mon? Not before godly men only, but
wicked men; not before his friends only but
his enemies ; not before the poor only but
the rich ; not beforc the illiterate only but

before men of science and learning, who-

may pity our weaknoss, and ridicule our
want of understanding. Tn short, before all,
we must be prepared to show that we are
“ net ashamed of the Gospel of Christ.”

3rd. How arc we to .Confess Christ? In
order to dv this thore must be faith; as i is
written, X believed, therefore have Ispoke .
If testimony do not harmonise with our con-
viotions and sentiments it is worse than use-
less; it is hypoorisy and lies. There are
th:doe ways in which this confession is to be

made.

(1) Verbally. Thus, martyrs and holy
men of old confessed him; for they need
not hava died on the scafiold or at the atake,
had they only kept silence and hid their
righteousnes in tkeir heart. When Poter
and John were forbidden by the council to
speek any more in the name of Jesus, they
auswered, “ We cannot but speak the things
we have seen and heard.”

(2) We are to confess him practically.—
Confession may be attached to conduct as
woll as to language; yes, actions-are pro-
verbially said to speak louder than words.—
‘We real of those “who profess to know God,
but in their works deny him.” Many liko
Eackiel's hearers, ¢ with their mouth show
muoh love, but their heart goeth after their
covetousness.” We are required to “hold
forth the word of life,”” not only by our ton-
gues but our tempers; not only by our lips
but by our lives.

i 88) Passively: The poet says, not less’
jus

ly than beauntifully. “ They also gerve
who only stand snd wail;” and we may
add, they alzo cenfess who eudurs. Thers
have been times when tc confess Christ ex-
posed & man to be dragged o prison, and to
death, and in the dungeon, on the seaffold,

‘and amid the martyr's fires, Christ was fear-

lessly confessed. We sre met called upon
ROW,. in this sense, to suffer martyrdom for
the Gospel. But persons may be exercised
with affictions who are not called to endure

- patsooution, and it is particularly as suffer:

crs that many are Lord’s witnessos. And it
may bo remurked that the passive gracesure
with moro difficulty exercised than the aer-
ive. The very oxcitement of action holps 1o
sustain, whother in the field of battle or in
tho Christinn warfare. But to sit alone and
keep silonce, to suffor on, woek ufter week,
and month after month unohserved, unloes
by tho eyo of partial friendship, mourning
indeed, but not murmuring, every word.
overy fecling meckly confessing—*T know,
Oh Lord, that Thy judgments aro right, and
tbat Thou in taithfulness hast aflicted me.”
“Let thy laving kinduoess be for my comfor:.
according to Thy word untv Tby sorvant.”—
When I have witnessed such a scone as his.
on turning round from it I have been con-
strained to say within mysclf —“I have often
heard of religion but now I have seen it,"
and huve been ready to invite others to re-
turn with me, excluiming in the language of
the Poet of Night, “ B.hold the awful pic-
ture and admire; nor stop to wondor, imitate
and live.”

He iyicfly sketched his higtory, which
-Le .regarded as consisting ot - séveral
steps: - Kirst youth. .He was early
tauyght the fear of God. He xeferréd to
his feelings; 'when be first.eatered.;the
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communion ‘of the Church. e spoke
of it as » trial. which he overcome by
the word of God._ At the election of
clders, when the lot fell to him, he
could not see his way elearly to accept,
or say that he was fit, until God’s words
to Muoses came into  bis mind, Who
hath mace man’s mouth,” he then felt
that he might go forward in the strength
of Divine Grace.

e referred very touchingly to the
rinl of leaving hisnative land, the home
of his friends, the graves of his fathers.
Around these all his sympathies and
affections were entwined. But “God
bad said to Abram, Get thee out of thy
country, and from thy kindred, and
from thy father’s house.” Ue felt he
must do the same. In the kind provi-
dence of (God he arrived at Harvey;
here he met with kindes friends than
ever he expected, who ghowed him more
respect than ever he deserved. Ile
left home, and his much loved Zion in
Waoler, without knowing what was the
state of w ligion in Ameriea; but on
arriving be was happy to find that even
liere*he was not deprived of the privi-
lege of worshipping God in the Assem-
bly of the Saints. The scttlement was
then new and weak, and was not able
to support a minister more than one
fourth of his time. e witnessed with
great satisfaction the increase of the
Charch. Through difficulty and dark-
ness it had prospered. 'We Lave now a
flourishing congregation, able to give to
a minister a comfortable support.

The nest step which he expected was
{from the stage of time. For this he
was looking and waiting. In the grace
of God through Christ he trusted. In

Though * the fashion of this world
passeth away,” yet earth hath it re™
wards to bestow upon its faithful ser-
vants. In days of yore a crowi was
awarded to the faithiul soldier or the
trinmphant vietor. Jesus Christ, the
King of the Chureh, also hath U's re--
wards and honours to Lestow, even in
this life, upon those who bave long and
faithfully served him. “The hoary
head is a crown of glory, if it Le found
in the way of riglhteousness.” But,
howevor, rich be the rewards of time,
‘however much glory encircle the crown
which is a-wreath of hoary locks, with
a crown of jife in sure prospects, we
need: not regret to let go of ecarth, with
all its rewards and honours. With the
eye-of. faith fixed on the “ King in his
beauty, und on the land that is afar
off,”” we may-say to carth, “let thy gilts
be to thyself and thy rewards to anoth-
er;” “asfor me I will behold thy fase
in righteousness; I shall Le saisfied
when I awske in thy likeness.”
