What coufusion, whbat bad
logio we have here! First of all, what
is the historical and moral valuo of the
. Bible? Is it & mossagoe from God ? has
it any binding force whatever? Accord-
icg to the preacher the Bible differs
only in degree from Shakespeare’s
Macbeth for example. Now Shake-
spoare's Msobeth conveys a very im-.
pressive moral lesson. But that drama
bas no binding forco whatever. The
reader fools himself under no moral
obligation o carry out the lesson,
becauss Shakespeate has written that
play. It is one thing to convey moral
. lessons, it is quite anocther thing to im-
pose these lossons as solomn duties.

Infallibility is
not intended to do away with individual
offort but not to guide ths: individual
offort eo that it will not be wasted in
the mazes of orror.  Infallibility is to
the seokor afior fruth what the compass
is to the mariner. The needle of the
compass points infallibly to the Pole,
giving him a secure point by which to
regnlate his couzse, but it~ does not
do away with individus! cffort. The
Apostles in the Council of Jerusalom
declared that they wero under the pro-
tootion of the Holy Spirit, but this did
not prevent them from discussing very
thoroughly the quostions decided on in
this Council. Infallibility keops individ-
ual and collective offos$’in the path of
the truth, but does not do away with
such effort any more thab s clear light
doos away with the necessity of using
one's eyes. Here will I stop for the
prosent ¢ Higber Criticsm” may be
taken by instalmeuts and_my readers
have quite cnough for one dose.

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THE BERTILLON SYRTEM OF LE-
TECTION

Mr. Laloucliere, in the corrent wsae
of London Truth, discusses at lemsth
the Dreyfus caso from the handwrlt
12z point of view., and gives for the
Iivst time a brlet and elear descrip:
tlon of M. Bertillon'® cvidenco. The
English papera n ageee that M. Ber
tillon largely, f not  matuly. in-
fluenced the decislon of the Court-
martial of 1881, and the baity hows
1old us that the Court martind vl 189y
are prepared o condemn  Droytus
againon 1t alone. Yet, they agreed
in deecriblng it ax insane, unintelily
ible, and Iudigrous noasonse  Mi. La-
bouchere ¢ wd got by any means take
this viow : an! thy following ~Mtracts
[rom his long article wiil B sead with
interest :—

A person reading tho reports of the
evidence that appear in the English
papers can form uo idea of it as a
whole. The English correspondents at
Rennes were ajready deeply pledged
to tbe dootrine of Dryfus’ Innocence
belore the trial commenced Thelr ox-
tracts from the cvidence are tainted
with thds foregone conciusion, and in
tholr comments they assume that all
who are witnesses against Dreyfus are
elther knaves oc fools, wllst all who
are for him aro entitled to ue same
credit as inspired Evangelists. On
theso comments articles are fre-
quently written In tho same sense.
I shall not express an oplulon ns to
the main fssuo that I8 being tried
until the trial I over. But I take
a good deal of interest in tho question
ol hawdwriting, having always been
of opinion that thc evidence of ox-
perts is of histle value 1 have, there-
fore, read witl' gpecial attention that
of M. Bertillun: for, whateier may
be gald of it, there can be no question
that it 18 basaed stpon more selentific
data than the loose twaddle of the
ordinary expert. It is recefved, I be-
liove, by the English uewspaper cor-
responlents and by the French Dry-
s newspapers with contempt and
incredulity. M. Bertillon was for
long the Secretary of the Prefect of
Police. He insented. a system of
1dentifytng criminals once consleted by
minute measurements of all parts of
their bodles and the reglstration of
these measurchients. His system has
heen adopted in French prisons, and
ho is now; at the head of the measure-
ment stalf. As e s agalust Dreyfus,
pis evidence 18 turned into ridicule.
But ridicule from men as little able to
understand his evidence as a ring-
talled baboon could understand the
preclsion of tho equinoxes. does not
digpose of ft.
