Among the misconceptions of the mind,
one of the chief is that the greatest results
depend upon the magnitude of the antece-
dents, Could our eoyes be opened as God
opened tho eyes ¢f Illisha's servant, that he
might see the chariots and horsemen of fire—
the symbol of His protecting care—we could
seo the working out of the purposes of the
All-Father; and that which would excite our
greatest admiration would be that those
things, considered by us the greatest, are
performing their part in the great scheme,
only by the smaller ones fulfilling theirs.

MURRAY.--Tho mewenger of death has again vivited
the chuielh in Sumumerside, 1. I3, Island, and removed
from it Elder Richavd Murray, of Linkletter Road. Ilor
rome time he had been failing in health, and on the 22nd
of August, he was called from the things of earth to the
things ~bove, at the age of 79.  Elder Murray was born
in Miramichi, N. P, August 6th, 1819, When he was
«ix years of ago, the great Miramichi-firo occurred (Oct.
7th, 1825), Hiz mother saved his, as well as her own,
life by remaining all vight in the Miramichi River while
tho firo was redncing the town to ashes, MHis boyhood
days wero spent in Miramichi. In 1840 ho camoto P, 1.
Idand landing at Now London, July tst. In 1843, he
married Klizabeth, daughter oi the late George Jeffroy,
of Linkletter Road, (who survives hin) and settled down
there where he lived till the close of bis life.  About, the
close of the year 1844, Rev. Aldex. MeDonald (Baptist)
cameo to that section and held some meetings, Bro,
Murray attended them and beeamo interested. Mo signi.
fied his intentions of uniting with the people of God,
On being asked to give *‘A Cliristian experionce” ho raid
hie could not give such, for e wad not & Christianin o
Scriptural sense, not having oboyed tho commands of
the gospel, Ifo was accepted without giving ‘ an ex-
perience.” In April 1845 he, with his wife was im-
mersed at Schurman’s Shore, Lot 17, From that timo
he beeame an earncst Christian, a careful student of
Cod’s word, rojectiug all human creeds, finding no
warranty for them in the inspired volume. A small
church was organized a% Schurinan’s Shore on the New
"Testament plan and he was appointed deacon, 'This
littlo band soon found that Summerside was a more
central place to meet for worship. A Flall was rented
for that purpose. The church was Huilt and on Sept.
13th, 1838, it was set in order, Bro. Murray was again
chosen deacon, which office ho filled with “acceptance,
walking humblg before God, exemplifying the teachings
of Christ by a blameless life,  On Lord's day morning,
May 24th, 1875, he was chosen ay elder, which position
he held to the end of life. He was faithful in the dis-
charge of his duties, “Apt to teach,” an able expoundor
of God's word, * always ready to give an answor to every
man that asked him « reason of his hope with meckness
and fear.” When the messenger of death came he was
ready to depart to be with Christ. .\ short time bofore
his deceaso, he 8aid to the writer, *“I am not afraid to
die, * L know whom I have belioved, and am peranaded
that heis abla to keep that which Lhave committed unto
him." *I know that my Redeomer liveth,” L know that
he will place a crown of righteousness upon my head.”
‘Thero were no doubts in his mind as regards the future,
He loved to talk about the gluritied state beyond thia
vale of teavs.

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EDITORIAL,

ONCE DARKNESS, NOW LIGHT,

For yo were onco darkness, Lut now are ye light in the
Lord; walk as children of light, Eph, +, 8.

The apostlo fu-cibly contrasts the past
state of the liphesiang with the present.
They bad once been darkness, but were now
hght. 1lle does not say that they had once
been in darkness and were zow in light, but
that they had been darkness itself, but wer.
now iight in the Lord. To be in darkness ia
an injury to one’s sclf, but to be darkness is
an injury to others. So also is it a benefit
to a man’s self to be in hght, but to be in
light 18 a blessing to others.

When “the Word was made flesh and
dwelt among us,” He so united humanity
that ¢“no man liveth to himself.” No man
can pass through this world without the
influence and help of others, and no man
lives but either to aid or hinder others,
“‘For to this end Christ died and lived again
that He might be Lord both of the dead and
living” To Him all must answer for the
influence they exert on others. Jesus first
asks the lost one, ‘“‘Where art thou?” and
2s soon as He finds and saves him, He asks
him ““Where is thy brother?” The mur-
derer replies, “I know not; am I mybrother’s
keeper?” But the child of God is anxious
for his brother’s salvation, and tells him of
the Saviour that he, too, may be saved.

These Ephesians bhad once been on the
road to ruin. Living in idolatry and sin,
they had influenced their children and others
to pursue the same course. DBut Jesus in
His great love had found thew and drawn
them unto himself. They were now hght in
the Lord. [lis spirit had borne witness with
their spint that they were children of God,
Taeirs was & blessed change from darkness
to light and from the power of Satan unto
God. Being in fellowship with Him who is
the true light, they were children of light,
and Paul’s great anxiety was for them to
walk as children of light. While he rejoiced
greatly in their salvation and in their hope
of future glory, he pled with them to so wulk
that their wnileence in leading others to
Christ might be still greater than it had been
in leading them astray. In shis letter he
makes this walk exceedingly plain. What
can be plainer than the following instruc-
tions: “Wherefore putting away lying, Jet
every man speak truth with his ueighbor;
for we are members one of another. Let
him that stole steal no more, but rather let
him labor, working with his bands the thing
which is goud, that he might have to give to
him that needeth. ILet no corrupt commu-
nication proceed out of your mouth, but that
which 18 good Lo the use of edifying, that it

" may minister graco unto the hearers. Lt
all bitterness and wruth and anger and 2lamor
and evil speaking be put away from you with
all malice. Ard be ye kind one to-another,

tender hearted, forgiving one another, oven
as God has for Christ’s sake forgiven yon.”—
Eph., 4th Ch,

All those instruetions christians can under-
stand, and by God’s help can practico. What
a beautiful description ta given of Christian
couversation, It is good to edify saints, to
build them up in their most holy faith, and
also to minister grace to the hearers. (iod
has promised to show his salvation to the
man that ordereth his conversation aright;
and here it isdescribed as the chunnel thiough
which salvation flows to the uunconverted
When Christians meot, if anxious to do right
and watchiul, haw easy it is to avoid corrupt
communication and speak with grace, oven
when not speaking of grace. David calls his
tongue his glory and determines to use it for
(God. It is the helm of a man’s character,
and with it he steers either in the narrow
path or on the road that leadeth to destruc-
tion; and by its influencoe ho is either dark-
ness or light to others. The Christian is in
constant need of divine aid, and Jesus ha8
promised it in this way: ‘“ If ye abide in me
and my word abide in you ye shall ask what
ye will and it shall be done unto you.”
Abiding 1n Christ, we have God’s promise of
everything wo ask of him, and he gives us
power to shine ng lights in the world.

Many a man can look back to the time
when he was in darkaess and irouble about
hig state, and how eagerly he sought the
company of Christians to hear them talk of
Jesus and his love, and of bigsad disappoint-
ment when their conversation ran on other
matters. But when he did meet a man who
told him of the Saviour, how very anxious
he was to save and how plain he made the
plan of salvation. ‘T'hat man he can never
forget. His form and appearance is ever
before him. The very place on which they
met is to him Dke the gate of heaven, and
among the greatest joys of the future will be
the meeting of ths spiritual parent and
child in the celestial abode. Let Christians
remember that in tiae multitudes around
them travelling to eternity there may be
many halting between darkness and light
who are watching their deportment, especially
their conversation, and while they are deter-
mining in the Lord’s strength that their
sacrifice will be the fruit of their lips giving
thanks to his name, let them in the same
strength order their conversation so that it
may be good to the use of edifying and min-
ister grace to the hearers.

Not, we trust, in
sin nor 1n ssmply pleasure. Iafeis too short
for 1ts hours to be squandered.

Original Confribmtions,
THE SUNDAY SCHOOL,

AGNES M WILLIAMS,

Somo fow months ngo the editor of a cor-
tain well-known journal treated his readers
to an cditorial on ““The Decay of the Sunday
S¢ vol,” but T'm sure that ero this the poor
man has been mado to realize the folly of his
opinions, for from various sources have come
stirring defences and unmistakable proof, in
the forns of slatistics, that the power and
ifluenco of the Sunday School is not on
the wane,

While his criticisms may be to a cortain
ex‘ent descrved, yet we feel that the good
results of the work are sufficiently solf-ovi-
‘lent to sustain our faith in the organization,
It seems 1mpossible not to recognize that it
is one of the most important departments of
the church. A successful and well organized
school is one of the surest indications that
the church is becoming more and more alive
to the glorious possibilities awaiting develop-
ment in the young hearts and minds in the
primary and intermediate grades of our
schools.

Indeed, I do not think I am speaking too
strongly whon I say that the success of the
church deponds, to a very great extent, upon
the Bible Schools of to-day, for from its
classes the church will receive its most
earnest and effective members,

Early impressions are the most lasting,
and we are all willing to admit the necessity
of early spiritual training and its importance
in character building,

Now, although the purpose of the Sunday
School is not to supplant, or in any way
lessen the necessity for home training in
religions matters (which unfortunately seems
to be the impression entertained by some
parents), yet the systematic outline of Bible
study adupted by our most progressive schools
18 such, that, added to the somewhat uncon-
sciously 1mparted truths the children so
readily assimilate in their every day life,
causes them to become more or less familiar
with the Bible. With this familiarity, to
even the most careless and indifferent scholar,
there will come visions of a nobler and more
ideal life, a deepening consciousness of the
true meaning of Christianity ; while the
habit of direct reference to God’s word,
rather than the unquestioning acceptance of
the opinions of men, wmll also be acquired.

Although the Sunday School is more adap-
ted to the needs and intelligence of children,
it should not be allowed to supplant the
regular church service, which, judging from
the absence of the Sunday School children
from most of our church scrvices, scems to
bo the case. We must always remember

that it is a mneans to an end and not the end
itself. It is one of the easiest and most
natural entrances to the church, for in the
ideal Sunday School, and, I trust, in many
that are perhaps far from being 1deal, the
supreme object 13 to convert each and every
scholar to Christ, and to help give them an
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intelligent iden of their duties and privileges
as Christians, When we, who ave tenc hers
learn fally to realizo this, and prayeriully and
earnestly do our part, we cannot doubt as to
the results,

With the Sunday School lies the power of
bringing about & more general interest in
misgions, Gradually the mistakon impres-
sions, regarding missions and wmissionary
socioties are disappearing, and it cannot be
denied that the Sunday School has been vue
of the mightiest factors in accomplishing
this. Not only along missionary lines do wo
find unmistakablo evidence of the broadening
influence of the Sunday School, but in every
line of work, and at every opportunity to
advanco tho interests of Christ’s kingdom,
the young people of the Sunday School are
ready to do their part.

In its aims and scope it is so distinctively
a young people’s ingitution, and yet in how
many schools the classes in the more ad-
vanced grades are those in which the average
attendance is lowest. This should not be so,
and the causes which produce such results
should be carefully studied and earnest cfforts
made to bring about conditions from which
will grow a school that shall be spiritually
and numerically sérong.

Perhaps one reason why we fail often-times
to keep tho majority of our boys and girls in
the Sunday School after they have reached
that anomalous age, the transition period
between childhood and young manhood and
womanhood, is that we have in the past
failed to study their requirewments and tem-
peraments as carefully as we ought; the
general atmosphere of the school may have
been sleepy, and we who are teachers may
have shirked our duty, or may never have
realized our responsibility sufficiently to seek
the best methods and most effective words in
order to retain themr interest and make the
lessons appeal to each member of the class,

To obtain better results it might bhe well
to imitate the methods of our public schools
to a certain extent. Their systems are con-
stantly undergoing reconstruction and im-
provement, whereas the systems (if anything
go erratic can be called systems) prevailing
in altogether too many Sunday Schools, are
still very primitive. 'Time does not permit
me to particularize in this respect, still I
cannot but think that one way in which it
would be well to imitate our school boards.is
by providing some means by which those who
are teachers may become more thoronghly
equipped for the work, as for instance, by
means of well organized normal classes and
teacher’s meotings, or in some other way.
While we believe most sincerely in the ms-
sion of the Sunday School, and give it all
honor for the success achieved, yet we can-
not but feel that therc is still a very great
need of improvenient in our present methods
of work, if the organization is to achieve
better and more telling results. TIn order
taat we may accomplish thislet us seek to
awaken a deeper interest in the work among
the young people of the congregation.

When we can bring all the members of the
school to feel their personal reeponsibility,
that upon the faithful performance of their
duty depends the success of the school, we
shall have accomplished this.

The work to be done varies greatly, and =
discussion of ways and means is beyond my
ability, but the importance of it is so great
that I would arge that the church do all in
its power to encourage the young people
in this work,

Ten new missionaries will sail to heathen
lands in September, three to China, three to
India, two to Japan, and two to Turkey.

WORK OF THE YOUNG PEOPLL IN
THE CHURCH,

LESTER MELLISH.

In the economy of God there is no place
for an idle man or woman. When our first
parents wero created they were given a work
to do. Not only was there a work to do,
but ono was given as a help meet to the other
in the porformance of this work. Thus the
first society was formed, and 01 this basis has
it been perpotuated. Adown tho yoars organ-
izations have been formed of active men and
women for mutual assistence in seccuring
some great end. On this samo prineiple has
the Church of Christ been established. It
was instituted that, by the co-operative work
of its members, humanity might be blessed,
ihat man might assist in lifting up his
brother man, and that the name of Christ
should bo honored among us, hig servants,
on tho earth. .

The Church of Christ to-day is, and should
be, a live institution. Its character depends
altogether on the character of its individual
membera. In 4 large measure the oversight
and cuare rest on the shoulders of a fow old
and faithful followers—persons in whose
hands her destinies are safe.

The question arises, When they shall have
entered into their rest, on whom will this
good work fall 7 Our only hope is, I believe,
in the young members. As in our early
agsociations iu life, we form character, so in
church activity, that which we will be in
later life is fashioned by earlier training.
Ag we are all differently constituted, having
different capecities for work, there is a work
for which each is better fitted than the other.
One may havo the gift of speech, let him
use it to the honor of God; another may
have the spirit of fervent prayer, let him
pray ; again one may have much of the
spirit of Christ in his heart and yet lack the
power of easy expression, he may exercise a
mightier influence by his example than he
could by word ; another may have the social
faculties more highly doveloped, he must
not remain inactive ; one may have financial
and exccutive ability, his powers are needed
in the church to-day as' well as in any other
organization. Young man or woman, you
may not be able to spaak to edification, or
sing or pray, yet you might speak a word of
wolcome to some stranger, you could give a
hearty handshake te a friend, you can give
some cheer even by your bright presence,
you may lighton some burden by a kind act ;
all these things are but a few of what might
be done by our young people. By finding
what we are able to do, by snch a distri-

bution as to suit our capacity, by directing
our energies along mdividual lines, we pro-
vide against a conflict of work and any mis-
directed effort.

Theso powers for work, these talents are
given us to uso and develop. As the arm
without exercise will wither and decay, as
tho eyo on whose pupil no light shines loses
its brightness, so the powers that are given
us, if unused, if never called into activity,
will become enfecbled and soon we will fai)

to recognize that any such over were ours
But on the othor hand, when the arm be-*
comes stiengthoned by use, and the muscles
and sinews hardened, the greater amount of
work is ono ablo to perform. What is true
in our physical organism in this respect, is
pre-eminently true in our intellectual and
moral consfitution. Having a capuacity for
work, by using it our capacity will be in-
creased, we will bo able to do more work.

Now what is the result of all this individual
effort on the part of the yonng people ?
What only can be the result ?° I answer, the
church will bo a living, active, working
church, it will wield & powerful influence in
the community. Young people, ever activo,
will know no inactivity, will set a high
value on time, on life, their lives will incite
others to nobler and better lives, and thus
the cause of Christ will becomo a living,
practical reality. When that condition of
affuirs is gained, then will the church make
her conquests over sin and darkness, and the
time be rapidly ushered in when the glorious
salvation wherowith we have been provided
will be realized in overy heart, and all will
know the Lord, whom to know is life
everlasting.

“How can a person give to the Lord
whose income is not sufficient to meet the
demands of his family ?”

The
second mistake is even more serious than the
first, as it is a practical denial of Jod’s pro-
mises, ruling the hend of Kind Providence
out of our hearts and homes, and a failure to
trust (God in our vocations. The Bible
abounds with the pomises of assurance that
all needed good will be given to those who
walk uprightly, and seck firs¢ the Kingdom
of God and its riguteousness. There has
never been a case where God’s plan of living
has been obeyed that His promises of a sup-
ply has not been fulfiiled. In every case
where we find want and misery we find
God’s plan of success rejected, and plans of
their own substituted in 1ts place.

I belicve the United States have received
manifold in roturn for every dollar spent in
the provinces. I shali rejoice to hear of a
strong evangelist in the field of N, S, N. B,,
and P. E. Island the coming year.

In this southern country circumstances
pertain unknown in the north. The four
months of midsummer here are very spirita-
ally depressing, the greater part of the
churches close up, and the “parson” hies
him to the seaside or the mountains, We
did not follow the popular example this
summer, and have not lost a week day or
Lord’s day service, and in addition to our
regular church work we have done much
preaching and visiting in the camp of the
U. S. Seventh Army Corps stationed here,
L'his has been the most laborious part of our
summer’s work, and recontly this work has
become sumewhat of greator moment, owing
to the very large number of sick ones in the
camp hospitals. I attend the hospitals two
days a week. The Second Division Ilospital,
being nearest, is the one to which I have
been requested to devote my time; it hag at
present seven hundred patients, all sick with
typhoid and typhus fevers, incidental to
climatic changes and camp life. About six
deaths oceur daily m this division. We do
all in our power to encourage, instruct and
otherwise aid the men. We carry writing
material and write letters home for those
who are able to dictate them. To those who
are able to read, as they convalesce, we give
Testaments and other reading matter. There
are about thirty thousand men in this corps,
and about twelve hundred, perhaps, are
the various hospitals. It is a great work,
and though attended with much danger, is

As one of the literature committee I have
been thinking that woe ought to make an
effort to get our churches to scatter more
tracts and small pamphlets in their varions
localities. I am thinking of having the
churches here supply me with such, that, ia
my visiting among the people, I may leave
them something to read.

A great many visitors have been on the
Island this summer, and all who came are
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delighted with the sconery and speak highly
of the place, This reminds me of the fact
that althongh thoro are about sixteon hund-
red inhabitants on the Island, yet there is
not one pince where intoxicating liquors can
bo bought or sold.

Another thing that visitors unotice is our
beautiful school-houses. I think I have not
seen them excelled anywhore outside of the
cities. Deor Island has produced a groat
many good school-teachers, We have somo
teachers here now who do not belong to the
Island, but they are good; so with good
school-houses, good teachers ard brains, the
good work will go on.

Deadh has been vory busy on the Island of
lato, a8 » glance at the number of ‘¢ deaths”
will show, Each timo I-stand beside the
open g-ave I feel as if I want to do more to
persuade men to accept of tho terms of par-
don offered through Jesus Christ.

YEAR ENDING JULY 31, 1898,

A glance at the Treasurer’s report for
Children’s Work, in the October CHRISTIAN,
will show the sum raised during the past
year, and prove that tho girls and boys have
not been idle. ‘L'his year we arc asked to

redouble our efforts. Tho girls and boys

who read the Junior Builders know that a
large number of buildings is to be erected in
India and Jamaica this year, and in this
work wo are asked to help. All that we
raise over the amount nceded to pay for the
support of O Mitsu Sawn, in Japan, and
Gulabi and Qerould, in India, goes to help
build homes and chapels for the children and
our workers in the heathon lands, A large
two-story wing has beon added to tho Or-
phanage at Mahoba, aud a school-house with
class-rooms, which will also be used as a
place of worship, has been built at sahoba.
A bungalow for the medical missionaries,
and a home for the nurses who assist them,
are being built at Bilaspur. The long-needed
bungalow is being built at Deoghur. In
Jamaica a mission house in the Oberlin dis-
trict and s chapel at Berea are beiug buils,
and we are asked to help erect a church in
the Oberlin distriet. Tho orection of all
these buildings means added work aud earn-
estness on our part; but we will not be dis-
courrged by the number of calls, but thank
God for anothor opportunity of doing some-
thing for him. We need the blessing which
will come from earnest and faithful endeavor
even more¢ than our missionaries need build-
ings. Below you will read the reports from
the Bands as scot in; also a note from Miss
Elsie Gordon, who has charge of the Orphan-
age at Mehoba, in reference to Gulabi.

My report for the past year does not
materially differ from those of past years
except that in most departments a steady
growth has been parceptible,

The poor scnool in datsugae Cho has in-
creased, so that it was necessary to put in
four more desks, thus making room for cight
additional pupils. If a pupil absents him-
self for any levgth of time his seat is given
to someone else. Since October a tuition
fee has been charged, not a stated amount,
but just what they were able to give.

Wo have jound that this raised the stand-

many days, but is even now being gathiered.

The work among tho mothers of these
children has always been a real pleasure,
T'ne results have not been such as show well
in a veport, but are none the less lasting for
all that. Indeed, the more I see of the home
lifo of these women the more my hesrt goes
out to thom. They believe in the Christ
and are anxious to obey him in baptism, but
are detorred from doing so tiwough fear of
husband, father, brother, son, and last, but
by no means least, the mother-in-law.

Tho Sunday-school in connection with the
day school is usually divided into three
clasges, though sometimes there are s many
present that 1t is necessary to teach them in
one class, tho room being too small to
separate them. )

The Training School for Bible women, as
averything clse, has bad its fluctuations. In
the beginning of tho year there were five in
attendance. In the fall one graduated and
is now doing full Bible work in Akita with
Mrs. Stecvens. One other left to spend the
summer with her people in the southern part
of the empire; ill-health has prevented her
from returning to continue her studies, but
she is doing what she can where she is. Still
another wag ordered by her heathen brother
to stop studying and spend her time in some-
thing profitable. Of the two that remain
one 18 teaching and doing Bible work as well
as studying ; the other is studying the kin-
dergarton system half the day. Right here
let me urge some lady who is a kindergart-
ner, and who feels she can give herself to the
work in Japan, to come over and help us, It
is the work among the children that is
lasting.

The girls in the homo here are all well
and happy and growing in the spiritual hfe.
They passed their examinations creditably.

For two hours every week I have taught
English in the English school in connection
with the mission in order to get my passport.

Sinco the beginning of Dccember have
conducted Miss Oldham’s work as best I
could with my already full hands.

Since writing the above one of the girls in
the home has become a Christian. From the
first time she heard the sweet, old story,
some six months ago, she became interested,
und has studied faithfully every spare mo-
ment she had, asking questions and thinking
over the strange things she heard. T feel
sure this now jewel in our Saviour's crown will
grow brighter and purer as the days of
refining go by. Mary M. Riocm.
