END OF OEURCH YEAR.

HE close of November brings us to St.
Andrew's Day, and the end of the
Christian year.

His name is mentioned only a few times
in the Gospels and but once in the Acts. But
almost every time it is ir connection with some
deed of helpfulness. It vas Andrew who brought
Simon Peter to the Saviour. It was Andrew
who led forward the .littie lad with the five bar-
ley loaves and two fishes which fed the multi-
tude on the Sea of Galilee. It was Andrew
whom Philip consulted when the Greeks came
with their request, " Sir, we would set je-
sus."

Thank God, there are many Andrews now in
His Church-quiet, unobtrusive, modest, will-
ing to lend a helping hand wherever needed.
Such as lie are the men and women who are
ready to take the troublesome class in Sunday-
school, or supply the place of the absent teach-
er, to work in the sewing school, to visit the
sick, in short, to leA wherever help is needed.
Their names are not often mentioned perhaps,
but the clergyman knows and values them, and
when they go to their well-earned rest in Para-
dise people say, " How much we miss" Andrew
or Dorcas, as the case may be, and their Lord
doubtless meets them with a " well done, good
and faithful servant, enter thou into the joy of
thy Lord."

Once more the Christian year has gone its
rounds, and the beau'iful festival of Ail Saints
closes the circle like a precious clasp closing a
jewelled girdleè Once more our beloved Church
lias brought before us one by one the great
evehts of our Lord's life, from the cradle to the
cross-from the Advent so long foretold by pro-
phets and saints of old to His precious death,
His mighty resurrection and glorieus ascension
and the gift of the Holy Ghost. Once more we
have had rehearsed in our ears the wonderful
works which Jesus did, and much of His still
more wonderful teaching.

Are we the better or the worse for these
things ? We must needs be one or the other.
We are not now wlerc the last Ail Saints' Day
left us. We are either better or worse. On the
course we have entered there is no such thing
as standing still. Have we grown in grace ?
Are we more true, more self-sacrificing, more
earnest for the spread of our Lord's Kingdom
at home and abroad ? Or are we more careless,
more conformed to the world, more ready to
makepursuits of what should be amusements,
while religious duties are less regarded, more
easily set aside ? -These are questions which it
behooves every Chçistian to ask. " Watch,
therefore, lest coming suddenlv He find you
sIeeping."-Parishi Visitor, N Y.

FRoM AN ADDRESS BY THE LORD BIsHOP OF

RipoN.

In addressing a meeting of the Church Mis-

sionary Society, the Bishop of Ripon, in an elo-

quent address, said that he wanted ta point out

that in looking back over the history of the
world, and in looking at it, as we had of late

ycars been led ta do, in what might be called
the more scientific way than we imagined our

forefathers were iont to do, ire were disposed
to test things by their powers of lasting, or their

powers of survival. It was certainly very rc-
markable that in the race and conflict of various

religions, Christianity had spread in the way it
had done, and proved its adaptability ta ail the

varying needs of ail the various races of mai-
kind. It had been argued by one writer that if

ire were to take that sinp!e truth of the sur-
vival of the fittest and apply it ta sonie of the

maxims of the Gospel strange and unexpected
results would be reached. For instance, it was

said there was no maxim so unlikely to survive
as the maxim which lay at the very heart of

Christianity, that we should by love serve ane

another. At the time il received utterance,
either at the lips of our Lord when lie spoke of

the dutyofloving ourneighbour as ourselves, or
as uttered in lie various forns by His followers
after, no maxim was less likely ta make its way.
anong the men of tbat day. The whole spirit
and attitude of the world was in antagonism to it.

The world was at tiat age as much given over, or
be ventured to think more given over, te the

spirit of selfishness and hardness than it lad

been since. Rome, according ta the ideas of

many people-and he was not quoting that with

reference ta Pagan Rome, or fron the standpoint
of Christianity, or of its art and culture-
" Rome," said one, " lias never been anything
more than anzor read backwards." The whole

idea of Rome was hostile ta love, and while Rome
governed the world it was unlikely that that

maxim of Christ would prevail. But we had
lived ta see it prevail not only in the minds and

hearts of Christian men, but accepted by those

who did not accept Christianity, and who were

quite willing ta base their code of conduct upoi
what they were pleased ta call altruism, which
was nothing more than the Latin form of ex-

pressing belief that Christ was right when He
said we were to serve one another. If love was
viewed from the standpoint of evolution, it would
be said, here is a thing which is unfit ta survive,
but which by marvellous circumstances had sur-
vived. If that was accepted as a scientific fact,
we must come ta the conclusion that because it

was fit ta survive, and though it did not look fit

to survive, yet it had something in which the

world thought it ought ta recognise, and it had

the power which enabled it to live on through
the change of changing centuries. They knew
why that principle had the power of surviving.
They fondly believed lhat the rea.on it survived

was because love was at the root of the uni-
verse, and our Lord declared not merely a prin-
ciple of religion, as it might be judged, but a

principle of eternity, when He said that " God

so loved the world." That love was the root of

aill the conception and orderings of the universe

at the hands of Him whose name was Love.

the bands preeminently of Christians nations.
Dr. Livingstone pointed out that it was of the
greatest moment that the Christian missionary
could now go out, aud could address the va-
rious audiences of different lands from the
standpoint of the highest cultivation which now
belonged ta Christian people. From Dr. Liv-
ingstone's point of view the missionary would
have Gecn at a greater disadvantage if he lhad
belonged ta a barbarous race, or if lie iad been
a Chinaman it would have been difficult for
him ta argue lis religion in the presence of those
ivhmo bad lthe culture and civilisation of the pre-
sent day in Europe. Here wras one of the
mîeasureless advantages of the combination of
Christian creed and civilisation. There were
some people Who were content ta say that the
fittest would ahvays survive, and it nighît le ai-
lowed, therefore, that cverything which was fit
would survive, and itnight be left ta the slow
evolution of circumstances, and that if Citns-
tianity was the fittest religion, Christianity, no
doubt, would survive. We sometimes cheated
ourselvesby phrases. In dealing with material
things, lie granted that it nust be expected lit
the fittest would survive ; bût in dealing with
the organisation whicih ire called men and wo-
men, when we renembered that their fitness or
otherwise depended ipon their possession of
the qualities which were within their power ta
possess, then the question of evolution was not
ta be treated as if it irere a amere figure ait a
black-board, but it iras ta be treated the way in
which ail the best and noblest evolutions of the
civilised world had laken place : they were not
due to causes outside the powver of co-operation
of human cnergy ; they did not evolve of thema-
selves, but they evolved because of te domin-
ating energy of the people who determined-that
they should succeed. And thus with the cvolu-
tion of civilisation ; we were cheating ourselves
by phrases if we iniaginîed that it meant the evo-
lut,on of a certain machine which went on and
nobody could help what resuilted. Evolution
was only a word for process, and the process in
that case, as in the case o culture, and progress,
and civilisation, was a process largely in human
hands. One part in the evolutiaut of civilisa-
tion in Europe was that one day the men of Ma-
rathon stood confronting the hordes of Persia,
and lie encrgy they displaycd was one of the
factors ofvictory. Ve talked of the evolution
of the drama from the rudest forms, in which it
was mere gesture and dancing, up to the most
elaborate spectacle whiclh might be seen in
London. It was evolution, but it was evolution
which was due ta intelligence, ta energy, and ta
devotion and thought. They would betray
themselves if they imagined that any of the ad-
vantages of the world could be carried on if
they sat down and folded their hands. It was
not thus that victories were wvon, and it was not
thus that civilisation advanced. God had or-
dered that the faith of Christ was ta be spread
abroad, and it was because men had the spirit
which said " We love not aur lives to the death"
that the evolution of Christianity had taken
place. If then aphorism underlying Christian-
ity was " By love serve one another," behind it
was wisdom which was greater than aphorism ;
it iras the love of God that constrained them.
There was a wonderful energy which was not of

men, because it was a power which was'of God
I-limseif, constraining with the force of His own
love ail the energy of hunIanity, and making'out
of those men of Galilee those Apostles baptized
with the Holy Ghost and with fire who were the
pioneers of Christianity, and, therefore, the
founders of modern civilsation. 'ITherefore,
however much "'e night read our Bibles and be-
lieve it was truc that the knowledge of God
would cover the earth as the waters cover the
sea, yet that did not exonerate us fron being
among those wbo shared the energy, care, and
thought in that vork ; and thouîgh a benedic-
tion had bcen handed down froin the past, the
human and the Divine werc related, and it was
oniy whcn there iras movement in the heart of
man of the power which wvas not his own, be-
cause it was of God, would he move forward
and take bis share, and play his part in that
great work ta which God by Christ had called
himi.

THE PRIESTLY ATTIRE,

The Bishop carnestly desires the ciergy of the
diocese iii ll their ministrations, parochial or
extra-parochial, in missions, at funerals, nar-
riages, and baptisms, at services in privaLte bouses,
at cemeteries or on public occasioniS-in short,
whenever they, exercise in public or in private
their priestly oficc-to wvear withiout fail their
priestly vestnients. JIn no other ivay can iwe so
fully, openly, and p'ersistcntly indicate before
those not accustomed to our ways our priesdy
claims, Our apostolic position, and our recogni-
tion of the Church's rule and law. 'l'he few gath-
ered at mission services naturally resent the
omission of these distinctive features of our min-
isterial dress. They feel that thcy are not re-
garded as of suficient account te warrant the use
of the priestly vestients, never left aside as they
well know i the parish Churcb or before the
larger congregations. They are quick to notice
this lack of due consideration, and they are re-
pelled froin the Church aind often made inimtical
to it by this thoughtless disregard of their cx-
pectations and their wisies. We vin nion1e hy
this concealment cf our wrel-knoîwn practices.
As little can wc beguile men ta the Church by
hiding our distinctive principles and teachings
as hope te introduce the Church into communi-
ties by ministering in Our every-day attire, as the
members of the religious bodies around us do.
We deceive no ane. Ve only handicap ourown
efforts to do men good. Tic moral effect of ou r
official garb is ot itsclf a help rather than a hind-
rance to our success. Ve at least show te those
to whom we are striving ta bring the Churcl
thatwe are both honest and open in our efforts
to reach theni. It is not mnerely to cover tbe
changeful fashions of the vorld that ire use sur-
plice and cassock, stole and cap. It is because
we would claim by our very attire whenever en-
gaged in priestly ministration that we are priests
of the Church of God.-owa Churchman.

S-r.STEPHEN'S.-St. Stephen's church was
crowded Sunday evening 8th Nov. on the oc-
casion of the annual harvest thanksgiving ser-
vices. The altar and the transept were taste-
fully decorated with cut flowers and potted
plants. The service was read by Ven. Arch-
deacon Evans, the rector, and the sermon-was
preached by Very Rev. Dean Carmichael, who
took for his text the words : "The Lord of
the harvest," St. Matthew, ix., 38. 'lie
prosperity of this and all countries depend-
ed, lie said, upon the harvest, and, in fact,
all wealth was simply an accumulation of
many harvests. It came froin the harvest of the
earth and the sea. He then briefly showed how,
ifa fccd-failing period should arrive, all the money
in thc world weuld flot: be worth ene bag, cf
flour. This gave rise to the questions, whence
came the harvest, what caused the rotation of
the seasons, who formed the grand laws of na-
ture, which work together for the good of ian ?
He traced these all to God, and said that that
meeting and the national one on Thursday were
an acknowledgement of the guiding hand of God.
He then proceeded to show that we should thank
God for other blessings. Life should have its
harvest, just as the fields, and he pressed upon
his hearers the necessity of seeing tiat their lire
ias yielding a good harvest.

..he offertory was a generous one. l'le sing-
ing was appropriate and well rendered, and the
service as a whole was hearty and im keeping
with the occasion.

S-r. GEOREs-Dean Carmichl brought be-
fore his class on Sunday 8th inst., the days of
creation mentioned in Gen. i. He showed the
varied scriptural uses of the word " day," and
how' in the account of creation in Genesis it was
used in two senses, i.e., as covering a distinct
period, and as covering the whole history of
creation (Gen. ii., 4). He also dealt with the
scriptural uses of the words "night and morn-
inîg," and finally claimed that the three words
may have been used as descriptive of advancing
periods of creation, with defined beginnings and
endings to them.-periods of progression making
Lowards the ultimate object of the great divine
minîd. Creation as a divine act was, no doubt,
carried on under the mechanical action ofdivine
laws, law being the agent of the Creator im all
the acts of His creation. 'lue Dean then entered
nto the subject of historical geology as bearing

on the question of creation, and claimed that the
accordance was sufiiciently striking to strengthen
lue faith of the Christian im the Mosaic record.
lhe broad fact that geology divided the history

of the carth into periods was in itself a w'onderfuîl
confirmation, and the testiiony of the periods
hiemselves was equally so. The nebular theory
was fairly confirmatory of the Mosaic description
f the first day. The discovery of vast carboni-

Eerous effects and of magnetic iron in the oldest
:iown rocks (Laurentian) demands an equally
'ast vegetation on the early earth, thus bearing
ut the Mosaic statement in connection with the
bird day that vegetation was characteristic of the
arliest land. The fifth day of Genesis described
lie creation of vigorous animal life on earth, in
ea, in air, creeping forms, flying foris, great sea
nonsters, etc., and this day seems fairly covered
eologically by the Paleozoic and Mesozoic
ies ; and the sixth day of Genesis, which de-
cribes the appearance of modern foris of ani-
nals and man, secems covered by the Neozoic
me of gecology. - Whilst one would naturally
irink in the present state of knowledge, from
peaking with imperious dogmatism on the re-
oncilement of the two records-each in the lec-
urer's mind aklie divine,-yet no unprejudiced
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personi could fairly deny that, in broad charac-
tristics, the agreement was singularly startling ;
so startling as ta lead ta one of two conclusions,
cither that the originator of the creative schene
written by Moses must have been correctly in-
formed as ta the great characteristics of advanc-
ing creation fron chaos to man, or that he was a
giant of primitive genius and a historical geolo-
gist of no mean power. The Dean closed by
reminding his class that geology was a progres-
sive science ; that unknown wonders might any
day be disclosed by the blow of a hamner, and
that, realizing this, the Christian student miglht
well thank God for all that geology lias disclosed,
and airait with faithful confidence the patient
investigation of those known and responsible
workers ta whon the world owed no smnall debt
of gratitude.

ExECUTIVE COMumETT.-Tlhe regular nCeti ng
of the Executive committee of the Synod of the
Diocese of Montreal wvas held in the Synod hall
on Tuesday afternoon, 10 Nov. There were
present : His Lordship the Bisliop, presiding ;
Canon Enpson, secretary, and the Revs. Dean
Carmîichml, Bencroft, Evans, Nye, Naylor, Lind-
say, Mussen, Saunders, Dixon, Cunninghan,
Tucker, Norton, Renaud, Lockhart, and Messrs,
Garth, Bethune, L. H. Davidson, Chipnan,
Robinson, Jolinson,Wood, Drake, E. R. Smith, T.
Davidson and WVhite. After confirmation of the
minutes the treasurer's report was presented. It
shewed that sinice 188 then had been a continual
overdrawing in Mission Fund account, the surplus
of over $4000 in that year having been tuned into
a probable deficit at the end of the current year
in May. This had niot occurred, the Treasurer
statec, owing ta any great falling off in the receipts,
but in increased expenditure of late years, of
whiich the treasurer gave instances amongst others
the payients ta theological students now amount-
ing to ncarly $rooo. This drew fron tic trea-
surer the warning that grants could not b ini-
creased ; indecd, they would require to be re-
duced. le further said, that for a yCar or two
no revenue could be counted on fromî the Shel-
ton bequest, as the property still hîeld required al
good deal of moncy ta carry it.

'l'he Bishop intiimated that lie would issue a
special appeal in connection with aid to missions
in which lie would refer ta this matter. With
regard to the rectory at Coteau du Lac and the
chiurch at Valleyfield, a report on the position
was presented recommending the union of the
two congregations. On the statenient that the
field was already well filled by other Protestant
bodies, the matter was fully discussed, and a
resolution was passed asking the Bishop ta ar-
range to have the services continued in Coteau
and, if possible, carried on at Valleyfield. With
regard to the mission at Bristol a report ias re-
ceived recomending an increase ta thegrant.
'The executive, while concurring in the report,
did niot feel thenselves in a position ta grant the
increase. The mission at Chelsea, being now
occupied by a gentleman in priests' orders, the
grant was restored on the suggestion of the
Bishop.

A grant for Milton, Canaan and Shefford
Mountain Of $3oc was passed, the Bishop having
placed a clergyman, Mr. Tiwamley iii charge of
these missions. The mission of Arundel and
Portland was reported as filled.

The synod ncets in Montreal on the i9 th
January, 1892, the ime of meeting having been
changed from June ta January at the last session.

" Reniember, God inposed it as a law on His

people Israel that when they caie before him te
render thanksgiving in their Festivals, they were
te bring special thank-offerings, ' They shall not
appear before the Lord empty.' 'Thou shalt
keep the Feast of Weeks tinte the Lord thy God,
with a tribute of a free-will offering of thine hand,
and thou shalt give unto the Lord thy God, ac-
cording as the Lord thy God hath blessed thee.'

" These free-wilI offerings, be it remembered,
were in addition te the tithes and offerings that
tlhey were obliged te pay as dues. And can we
think that God vill require less of us Christians
than he did of His people Israel ? We, too,
must surely show the genuineness of our thanks-
givings by the liberality of our thank-offerings.
And not only, or even chielly, on this one day.
If God has abundantly blessed those who dwell
in this country, as He lias undoubtedly donc,
tlis year, He will certainly expect of them a far
larger ieasure of support for the needs of His
Holy Church in this land than they have hitherto
given. Men must not be content te continue in
ines of prosperity the ineasure of offerings that
they fixed in unies of scarcencss. If they 'do-
-te thleir shame-they will incur the awful con-
deniation that the prophet Malachi was com-
iissioned te pronouince uîpon Israel, ' Wil a
man rob God ? Yet ye have robbed ie. But
ye say, W'hereii have we robbed Thee?' ' In
tithes and offermigs ye are cursed with a curse ;
for ye have rolbbed me, even this xvhole nation.'

There cani be lio doubt that the generality of our
people in this country have not yet risen te any-
thing like duo appreciation of their bounden
duty te God in this niatter. He does and will
require at his people's hîands a real and appre-
ciable return of the blessings w'ith vhich He
blesses then-a tent/ is certainly none too much/
to regard as a due-and if they stubbornly re-
fuse to give Hii His dues, anîd think that by
loarding or reinvesting wlat they do not ah-
solutely, need they can heep up riches for then-
selves, He will shew them that He can fulfil His
word and smîite their increase with a curse. Men
are too mach accustaed tae thik that al tlieir
offerings, hoîvevor sinaîl, are froc gifîs that cf
necessity mîust redound te their account in the
sighît of God. It is a far truer view te consider
that we have dues first te be paid, as owing to
God of His riglît (that is a certain proportion of
that wherewith He blesses us), and then over
and above those dues xre nay begin te offer Hini
free-will gifts. Shall we not rather, brethren, try
God's gracions promises, spoken by that sane
prophet, by an open handed liberality. than risk
incurring His curse by niggardness.

"'Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse
that there may he meat in ny liouse, and prove
me now therevith, saith the Lord of Hosts, if J
vili not open you the windows of heaven and

pour you out a blessing that there shall not b
room enough to receive it. . . . And al] nations

shall call you blessed; for ye shall be a delight-
sorme land, saith the Lord of Hosts.'"

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DEOISIONS REGARDING NEWSPAFERS,

i. Any person who takes a paper regularly
fron the Post office, whether directed to his
own namie or another's, or whether he has sub-
scribed or not, is responsible for payment.

2. If a person orders his paper discontinued
he must pay all arrears, or the publisher may
continue to send it until payment is made, and
then collect the whole amount, w/elter te pa-
per is taken fron /he office or not.

3. In suits for subscriptions, the suit may be
instituted in the place wlere the paper is pub-
lished ai though the subscriber may reside hun-
dreds of miles away.

4. The courts have decided that refusing to
take newspapers or periodicals from the Post
office, or removing and leaving thei uncalled
for, isprinafacie evidence of intentional fraud.

"ONE BKPTISM FOH TE REMISSION
0F 81145,"

BY THE REV. J. A. CARR, LL.D.
Sernion Preauhed in Whitechurh on July 12, 1891.

" A re ye ignorant that ail ive who were baptized Into
Christ.Jesus were baptized Into His death? We were
buried therefore with Him through baptism nto death :
that Ihke as Christ was raised fron the dead ihrough
the glory of te Father, so we also miglit walk la uewDesi
or Il fe."-Ro. vi. 3.

OTHING proves more strongly the hold
that Christian truth can get over the

L cheart and understanding of a man than

theso words. They reveal to us how en-
tirely a man can be taken possession of by the

Spirit of Christ. They also teach us the mar-

vellous advance in doctrinalknowledge a believer
is capable of; how his soul can become saturated
and penetrated through and through with the-

ology. I do not here use the word in its scien-

tific sense, but as meaning rather the know-

ledge of God, spiritual insight, the inner illu-

mination of the soul, carrying iwith it an ap-

preciation of the deepest mysteries of the Gospel.
The way to realise the truth of this state-

ment is to compare what we know of Saul of

Tarsus before his conversion and baptism with
what this chapter, for example, reveals of him.

What did Saul sec in Christ-what didi he think

of Him before it pleased God to reveal His Son
in Him? He looked on Christ, as a deceiver,
as an enemy to bis Church. He confesses how

Now, all this is very plain.
'lie apostle writes to these Reman Christans

as to people who had received in their baptism
the priceless heritage of a new life, who had then
entered on a new condition, who had died and
been born again, who had become united with
Christ in His death and in His resurrection, who
had become " dead unto sin, but alive unto God
through Jesus Christ our Lord."

Now observe, again, the New Testament

knows nothing of tivo baptisms ; it only knows
of "one baptism," the bapism which our Lord
instituted when He said to -lis disciples, "Go
ye into all the world and make disciples [or Chris-
dans] of all nations, baptising them into the Dame
of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy
Ghost;" then after that, beginning the great
teaching work, "teaching then to observe all
things whatsoever I have commanded you."

With Christ, therefore, the initial step iwas
baptism, the " one baptisi for the remission of
sins ;" the rest was to follow as the grace of God
vorked in the hearts of those who yielded thei-
selves up to to it. We have no record in the
New Testament of people having been baptised
twice over with Christian baptism; the new birth,
the birth of water and of the Spirit, can only
take place once, as the natural birth can only
take place once. So it is that when we read such
words as these of the apostle we cannot apply
them to any imaginary spiritual baptism in the
Christian experience subsequent to the baptisi
by water and the Holy Ghost.

When the apostle wrote the words, " Are ye
ignorant that all who were baptised into Jesus
Christ were baptized into His death?
We were buried, therefore, with Him
through baptism into death, that like as Christ
was passed from the dead through the glory of
the Father, so we also might walk in newness of
life," he refers to no other baptism than that one
baptism of Scripture and the Creed for the re-
mission of sins, and which was theirs through
" the laver of regeneration and renewing of the
Holy Gbost." As there is but one Lord and
one Faith, su there is but one Baptism.

Any other view than this destroys the reality of
the apostle's words and makes them fictitious.
If he does not refer to this baptism, then we
know not to what baptismn he does refer, because,
as I have said, the Bible only speaks of one
sacrament of the Lord's Supper. No person can

be baptised twice over, once with the baptism of
ivater and the Holy Ghost [and our Lord docs
associate these two, as they arc afterwards asso-
ciated in the Acts of the Apostles], and then

laier in life with a second baptism of the Spirit

It takes two parts to make a perfect sacrament,
the outward and the inward, and where these
two are not present and joined together, no per-
son has reccived the perfect sacran.ent. See

Y the death, on August 28th

of Bishop Caldwell, ther
passed te the ranks of thos
whose communion with .

is visible only ta the eyc of faith, oin
whose work im this life lias been con
spicuous ta the Churcli at large.

Fifty ycars ago lie vas ordaued in
India anti sent te thc Saciety's Mis
sionî of Idaiyangudi, in l'innevelly
and after ro years still in Tinnevelly
he is laid ta rest in the land for which
le bad given lis life.

Even the superficial testimony o
statistics shows a renarkable record
of Bishop Caldwell's nissionary Ja
hours. By the year 1875, when the
Prince of WNales visited Tinnevelly
the Mission ofIdaiyangudi alone con
tained 2,517 native Christians, be
sides 635 candidates for baptisn.

Of the reaity of their conversion,
and the sincerity of their faith, the
natives offered sone evidence by
contributing about. tiro thousand ru-
pees a yoar. It is not every congre
gation of poor people in England who
muake offerings at this rate-soen
£200 froi 2,500, including men,
women, and chldren. To give a truc
comparisoii, the sumî should be mîuil-

tiplied by' cight or ten, nearly ail the
native Christianîs of Tinnevelly re-

ceiving as unskilled labourers about
an eiglith or a tenth of whiat is paitd
for similar work in Englaid.

Ail this was before the famine
which led to hIe great inovemelnt
anong the natives, Who were inpress-
ed by tlie exhibition of Ch ristian
pity, in the relief sent fron England.

lit bare statemuents of this kind
lail ta express ail liat was done.
Christianilt and Christian ag encies
raised the people. ''ie degraded
superstitions of their old devil-w-or-
ship had dragged themn and thcir fore-
fathers doivn for generations ; the
knîowiedge of God raised them l
mind and spirit, it habits and ains.
Education expanded thcir capacities,
and Christian teaching led them by
degreos along the paths of hoînesty
anîd truthîfulness.

It iras il 1877 that Bishop Cald-
well iwas consecrated and tiundertook
(as assistant ta the Bishop of Madras)
the episcopal oversiglt of ail the Sa-
ciety's missions in Tinnevelly and
Raitnad. lu these there are now
32,833 Christians, besides 9,oe4 cate-
chumiens, this large district lu the ex-
trene south of India, vith 5o clergy-
men, being im some respects a kind
of diocese under Lii, thougli remain-
ing in, the Diocese of Madras.

Bishop Caldwell's reputation is
adorned by a departnient of work
