Bhe zaw her study-
ing haman nature in all 1ts leaser gualitfes as
well &g In its prominent charaoteristios, and
msking, for every need and avery want, an
appropriste and ealatary provislon. While
she saw her propose the precept to her child-
reD, sho also saw her hold out alluremexts to
entica them to its fulfilment. Bhe saw the
churoh stoop to the most simple inven.
tions in order to atiraot, and the
most loving blamdishments In  order
to conolllate and to please., Ploiures, musio,
lmages, coremoniee, vestments, lights, ornes
ments were but 80 many means she edopted
to addrsss the gcul through the chanuels of
the sences; she spread them, like so many
nets, to captare the hearts of men, All this
she understood o be the result of a holy
polloy, ‘The cruclfix was to her, not an ob-
Jject of ndoration, tut a ploas emblem by
whioh tho Church Intended o captivats her
senses, and thus win her love.

By hia lordship’s letters which appeared in
the Daily Telsgraph of Nov. 27 and 30, 1880
headmits he was Informed by the Board of
Works towards the end of January that he
was to pay only one per cent onthe £5,000
dralnage loan sanctioned for him or Dec. 27;
be ,ndmits! that every tenant, before® com-
mmencing work, wad required to sign a prinked
agreement, binding himself to pay, ag a per.
petual rent-increase, five per cent upon the
sams pald to biro, and that these agreemente,
forty-slght, wera signed sebsequent to
the end of January, 1880, In fact, the
matter atands thus—that whether the money
advanoad to the tenants was money borrowed
from the Stato at 5 per cent., but repayable,
prinoipal and {nterest, at £6 108 per cent in
twenty-two years, or whether i was money
borrowed at 1 per oént per annum Interest, to
begln after two years, and repsyable, prinolpal
and interest, at £3 83 6d per cent Ia thirty-
five years—In each oase the tenant was oalled
upon to psy a3 & perpetual sddition to his
rent £5 per annum for each £100 borrowad.

If, therefore, in November, 1879, tho Mar-

quis wrote that the temants should pay a
perpetusl rent lncranne of 5 per cent per an.
num on the dralnage loans ; If, subgaquent to
ths date when be Enew, wzen hiz ageat and
when his tenants knew, that the rate charged
by the Board of Works on the locan was ro.
daced to ons per cont, he still continued to
moke the tenants algn, or allowed the tenants
to slgn, agreements to pay the perpstual lo.
crenge of 5 per cent; and if, up to November,
1880, notwithstanding that the Injustloe of
these agreements was (ln the langusge of
the correspondent ofted) an Agousation
more londly urged than any of the others
the Marqals's agent admitted he had recelved
po inmstructlons to vary the torme of these
sgreements, I do not think the Maryuis can
wonder 1f his tenants should belleve hls
igtentton was to Inelst strlotly on those
terms being onrrled out, and o realizs the
Iarge rate of profit which I shall presently
mention out of the money borrowed by them
(rom the State on exoceptionally low terma.

He mays: -
‘.Bome of Mr, Rusgell’s informants appear to
have laid siress uwpon the fact that xo
engagement was piven to the tensats to
the eftect that the rent-charge paysble by them
shonld terminste with that payable by the
landlozl, Upon this point I wlll only observe
that it is imposeible to determine bsforohaad
the length of time during which the land wiil
be benefited by drainege, snd that ss the
rent-chargs payable by me or my suocegsors
will not terminate until A D 1917, the amount
of rent which, when that time comes, will be
payable by the tenants, and which must de-
pend upon the then clroumstances ot their
holdings, 18 goarcely a matter for present con-
sideration.”

The inference from this passage wounld
seem to be that Lord Lansdowne coneiders
that the State advances money at a low rate

4 for drainage purposes In order to benefit tho

landlord ; that the tenant is to construct the
draluns, recelving from the landlord a sum in
payment of the entire or portion of the cost
of them—which sum the landlord borrows
from the State, repayable by terminsble in-
aialmonti—which instalments the tenant pays
‘to the landlord, and that then, when the in-
gtalmeats to the Btate have oceased, the im.
provemenis effccted by the dralnsge (ths
entire cost of which the tenant has thusex
hypothesi pald,) are or may be made to an in-
areased rent in the shape of a perpetual na-
nulty in the name of interest! Can it be pos.
slble that bis Iordship desires to malniain
this proposition ?

From tho statement of facts defalled by
the Msarquisof Launsdowne 1o reference to the
dralnage loane, one thing 13 abundantly
proved, vie,, the total inabllity of the tenants
to resiat the landlord’s terms, no matter how
unroasonable or exhorbitant these may bo, 1t
lsl in this point I desire specially to empha.
siza,

His lordship kas shown us that the office
prooured forty.eight tenants fo slgn a contract
to pey him a perpetual amnulty of £5 for
each £100 borrowed by him from the Btato
on & ferminable annuity of £3 8s, 6d. for
thirty-five years. If that contract were kept
strictly it would amount to this, that for a
terminable annuity payable by his lordship,
the present oapital vaine of whioh I8 £100,
he would have obtalned from his tenant s per-
petual annulty, the present oapltal value of
which, at the same rate of Interest,is £485,

The Marquis now says he does not Insist
upon the carrylng out of tals contract; but
that he was nbie to ineist on the tenants en-
tering Into 1t 18 a olear proof of their help-
leseness,

From hls lordship's letters, he would seem
to convey that the terms on which he usually
lent out to his tenants the moneys horrowed
by him from the Board ot Works are just, if
not generous. Without hesitation I glve him
credit for bellsving that on these terms he
was reaping no profit from the luans, but the
figures nppear to me to polnt go clearly in the
opposlie dlrsction that I bave submitted
them to an actuary, who has verlfied the etart-
ling results which I now glve.

The usnal terms ¢n which the Baoard ot
Works advanoed the dreinsge money to land-
lords wore £3 103, per cent Interest, aad n
sinking fund of £3, payable darlng (weaty
yeara. In other words, for £100 tho land-
Iord pald an annauity of £6 10, which extic-
gu!shed principal and Interest in twenty-two
years. The preeent oapital value of this an-

Let us
nasume his fourth propositior, viz., the con-
tracts of Fabruary, as modified by hia letters
to the Daily Telegrapk, to be that the tenants
are to pay o perpetual anncity of £3 83 64,
to commence at the explration 0!.three years
from the date of the advance.

. From these figures it i3 plain that, after
making the most liberal dednctions and al-

pregent, acoording to the firat terme, £14,300 ;

This disposes of the first polnt on
which Loxd Lansdowne challenged my ecrlif-
olsm.

When one flads such views as I have set
forth  entertalned by men of the position.

At the exyme tlme it Is only
proper to add, I have, even sinca Lord
Lansdowne’s lotter appeared, received ample
evidence that the fmpression exlsts that not
only was the prohlbition given, but that it
was effoctually enforced In soveral lnstancss
by the fact of the tenants’ kilns bel-g dexol-
ished by Mr. Trench’s orders. Bat, accepting
thls otetement of Liord Lansdowne nure-
servedly, } must polnt out that his letter
1saves wholly unanswered the ssrlous part of
the tenants’ complaints as to the lime. Evea

Lotd Lanedowne says he recognizes the
cages t0 whioh my figures refer, but he deniea
the acouracy of these figures, It would have
been more convenient 1f he bad polnted out
what the Inaccuracles were, The points in
difference might have been cleared up. My
information may, of courss, have been wrong
In some particulars, I should most readily
admit any etrors which Hive orept into my
latters. I challenge oriticlam and correctlon.
I should Injure the canse I deslre to promote
1f 1 advanced facts which can be disputed. 1
cannot pretend to have been acourato in all
details. I think I have eo far shewn that I
have spared no palns to be accurate,

Liord Lansdowne, referring to the case in
which the tenaut helped me to pregent an
opproximate balanoe sheet, seemed to think
thas he had disposed of that illustratlon by
pointing out that, on the tenanl's sbowlng,
he would have lest on his farming lxst
year if ha were rent free.  Does Lord Lane-
downe think that surpriskeg or improbabls ?
I do not, I think in reosnt years the cases
are many Io whieh, after the sapport of his
family, tho tenant would not only have no
balanco left to pay rent, but wounld be out of
pocket. I am sure there are many stch cases
ln South Kerty of late. I am nof gare there
havs not nlso been many such cases in
England,

In roference to the comparlson of actual
rent with Qriffith’a or Government valuatlon,
I desire to make some obgervations of gem-
eral applicstion. From what 1 have gald In
previous letters, it 16 clear that Griffith's val-
uation 18 no neceasary test of what a fslr rent
should be. It may either be too low a figure
for a fafr rent, or it may be, as I pointed out,
though not g0 frequontly oo high for a fair
rent,

But thers is one cther matter to be conslder
od, which has a disturbing influence upon the
valuation a9 a rent test. It 18 this: FPraoll-
cally no alteration has been made since 1852
{n Griffith’s valuation except in the oase of
new noumses or bulldinge. In that case
there i1s » pew wvaluatlon, In ofher
words, tho old  valuation 18 In-
oremsed by the amount which the “valus-
tor thinks right to put on the entire holding
In respeot of suoh new bulidings. It ie clear
that overy such additlon bringa the valuation
oloser to the aciual rent.

In all cases, therefore, in which the tenant
hos bullt new bulldings the valuation iaal:
tered and ralged; but I need hardly point
out. that nlthough thereby the Gov-
emnmont valuation 12 prought close to.the
figare of the rent, it doss not follow
that the latter may not be an exoessive xent.
That 18'to say, the addition: to. the valuation.
hastaken ' plsce by rxonson ef the Improve..

It would therefore, follow that in all oases
in which the landlords have—as Lord Lans-
downe has preperly done—tried to Improve
the oharaoter of their tenants’ dwelllngs, that
tlon will bs less than where no such
Improvements have been effected, al-
though from the considexstions I
have presented abave, it 18 obvlous that the
latier may be the less highly rented, the
former the more highly rented holdings.

1 hops I have treated Lord Lansdowne's
feiters with the conalderation they deserve. I
hava meant te do 20. 1 now leave them;
bat I feel justified In asklog the at-
tontton of those who have followed thils
correspondence to the story ef that last reut-
increase of 25 per cent all round on the
Iveragh tenante, which I have told ;and I
would ask thsw to say, does Lord Lansdowne
really meet 1t ?

coples of the Herald would wipe out the profit
upou ity coples told. Uader such condl.
tions it 18 only by large profits that the buil.
ness can be made profitable at all, ard thoso
engoged In 1t exerclgs an undeniable right ln
organizing to combat, by legltimate methods
any modification of the relatlon belween
themselvss and the newspapers that are to
thelr disadvantage. They have resolved tfo
gell the paper at three cents, and therehy
gtand between the Herald and aby advantags
{ts owner expected to derlve from the reduo
tion, James Gordon Benneti, on the other
hand, issues an edlct that his paper must be
gold for two cemnts by £he mewsderlers, but
he evidently forgets that when he gells
his paper to theze # middlemen” ho loses all
contiol over it. No wholesalo dealer has
any right to diotate to the retall dealer at
what rate he shall sell thy goods. It wonld
seem thatthe apparent enterprise of My, Ben.
nstt 18 nothing but a oloak for selfishness and
greed. He bears but a slight proportion of
the lose from the reguot!on of one cent, and
throws the greater part of it on the little
news boys and girls. The Herald has set
selde $100,000 to fight the newedealers, 1t
has gone into the buslness of peddiing out
papers on 1ta own account, and 18 resolved to
try conclusiona with the dealers and equelok
them if possible, It Is now engaged in ez-
tablishing rival news stands all over the clty,
so that a hard working and poorly paid class
of pzople will bo driven from their only field
of labor.

THE POLICE FORCE IN ENGLAND
AND IRELAND, .

I'Hu organisation of the Irish police as
compared with the Englich force affords a
striking illustration of the vastly different
gpirit whioch guides and moves the governing
departments 1n both countrfes, In London, a
fow weeka ago, the Baperintendent ol the
police held s meeting to oconsider whe-
ther it was not desirable to provide the con.
stables on night duty with arms, for their
own proteoction.as well ag for the protection of
the lives and propertiesof the citizens. The
teault of the deliberationa was that the Lon-
don police should not be allowed €o oarry re-
volvers. But in Ireland the pollos are armed
like soldiers, even in the smallest and quietsst
villages, An Irlsh policeman, in town or
country, must never go abroad without re..
volver, ammunltlon and bayonet. Now, to.
an impartial observer, 1t must appear that an
armed pollce 18 more required In the great
metropolis of KEngland, with its four
mililons of a population, than in remote
snd thinly pepuiated dlatrlots of Ireland,

WANTING A CANADIAN FOR GOVER.
NOR-GENERAL.,

The Uzdergraduates' Literary Soclaty of
the McGill Univereity held & mecting on lagt
Fridoy ovening, at which alarge number of
members wers In attendance, and to which
the attexntion of cur young Canadians may
be direoted with ncvantage. The subject of
the princlpal debate of the evening was one
in which the whole communrlty will eooner
or iater have to taks &sn active interest,
It Involved tho question of the Ohlsf
Magistrecy of the Dominiorn, and asked
whether a Canadizn should have beenm ap.
polnted to succeed ,Lord Lovne as Govsruor
General, The diecussion which was provok-
el during tho debate was animated, olear anad
to the polnt.

They plainly de-
monstrated thet Canadlansof ability couild ba
found to fitl the position of Chlef Maglstrate,
and that thoogh they might be chesen from
tho ronks of actlve poilticlane, thelr Impar-
tiality could be as surely counted on as that
of the many judges In our difierent ccurte., It
was aleo cftectively pointed out that sll thig
talk about Brltish Governor-Generals rexder~
ing Oanada lmmense services and making
the country known was largely bosh and ex-
aggeration, The speakers on the negative
side contended, on the other hand, that ihe
bond of umion between Epgland and her
colony wounld be greatly etrengthened by the
pregence of ¢ English noblemen” here, and
that imported Governor-Generals would exer-
cise the functions of the office more acoepta-
bly to Oanadians than ome of themselves,
When both sldes had stated thelr case the
arguments were,weighed by the listeners, who
comprise many of the brightest and most
l1iberally educated of the rising generation of
QCanadians ; and the contention that the poai-
tion of Governor-General should be filled Ly
a Oanadlap, was endorged and approved of by
the large majority of the undergraduates.
This is but ancther Ind{cation of national fee!-
1og, which is constuntly growing and which
must eventunlly lead io the realization of

IMPORTING INFORMERE.

Scveral Men in the Employ of the Depart-
ment of the Interlor at OGttawa Sur-
pected of Being Fmported Irish In-
formers.

©On Baturday last the cable gave out the re.
port that XIrieh informers were belog imported
to Canada by the home authoritles to watch
malters in this ceaniry, and {hat they were
suppiled with sitoations under the Cansdian
Government on thelrarrival, Cable rspotis
are genorally to bo taken cum grano salés, but
thi®one, it seems, {3 trus. Toere 13 no reason
why the report should be incorrect. The
Capadian  climate seems to agree with
the dirty tribe, and many of our own
manufaoiure have lived, prosperad, aud have
not been altogether unsuzcceasful In coverlog
up thelr tracks. It i3 well Enown thatthe
Goverpment at Oftawa is belng dally sep-
plied with sectet information from our 6wn
clty. A& well kncwn Montrenl detective told
the writer that there was a man in this clty
who bad been and was stlil dolug this kird
of business. Tho detective sald he knew this
to be a fact from acimal experience, re-
ports, withont sny foundation whatever, hav-
ing been sent to Oltawa and sfterwards sen!
to him to look sfter. Somo oi fhere reports
wore absurd, and he was surprised that the
anthorlties could ba gulled so easlly by state-
ments invented for no other reason than for
the price they would bring to the inventor.
That the Canadian Governwent employed in-
formers in the past goes without saylng, and
that thoy at prezent employ them ia now also
regarded as a fact. The man who can invent
the most plaunsible lfes earns the most hire,
Put the Government not only employ thelr
own Informers, but take impo:tsd ones and
give them positlons to obilge the Homse
authoritles. A careful investigation into the
report given ont by the cable, revenls the fact
that within the last two or tbree months a
number of men, apparently immigrants, have
obtained employment in the Dopartment of
the 1nterior at Oitaws. The fact that these
strangers, without politioal fsftaaucs In this
coantry, wero able to get positions witheat
pasaing an examination, while Oanadians
with good claims upon the party in power
have, after qualifyleg themseiver, been re~
fusad, looke, to eay the very least, scmewhat
aueplictons,

Another suspiclous circnmstiance i, that it
has been remarked that two ot these impor-
tationa have been heard to use very vehoment
deuunciations of cverything Eoglish, and
otherwise piay the exiled pstriot. We had

Lowoon, Ost. 15-—There are reporta at
Rome that many private documents referring
to the papacy have dlsappeared from the
Vatican. It 1 feared that the Itallan govern-
ment may take under It protection thosze
tresngures of the Holy Bee which have bsen
oollected with the people’s money. To theas
treasures belong libraries contalning more
than 180,000 codlces and 100,000 manusctipis
among them fifty-six gospels iz the Ortontal
tonguer, written on scrolls. .

HIDING THR ARCEIVES.

To moeet the emergency the clergy are sald
to have been bidipg firet the archives of ex-
traordinary ecclesiastical affafrs ; escond, the
archlvesof the Propaganda ; third, thearchives
of the Izquisliion, and fourth, the archlves of
the Congregation of the Index Expurgatoriuz.
Thess documsants were once kept In the
Palace of the Qaliinal, but were transferred
to the Vatican by o papal smissary, who per-
suaded the commander of the Itallan troops
that the sald documents were slmply bap-
tismal registern, without historicat walue.

DOCUMBNTA WALL GUARDED,

Early last evening Seneca Miller appeared
In the yard and tqld Pkosbe Miller sha must
look out, as there was going fo be an awful
affair, a8 Griffin and his companions meant to
goet square with Anna Beach for telllng Stark
that they stole the cattle, At 8% o'clock some
person threw a dynamlte oariridge through
the window of the room ocoupied by Beach,
In the room at the time ware Mrs, Beach and
baby in the bed, J. A. Beach and B. Graner.

Grauier grasped & double~barrelled gup,
cooked it, and started for the door. Tha care
tridge had landed upon a table near the win-
dow and con the table were a tin pan anda tin
dinner pall.

A PARIS ROOKERY.

Paris, Oot, 8.—The founlest and most
dangerous of the rookerles with whioh old
Paris msed to abound has only just disap-
peared. It was a small court known as the
Cite du Tarr; and, although it practicslly
consisted only of the two houses mumbered
84 apnd 86 Ruc de Meaux, and of ad-
ditions to them, It gave shelter at one
time to0 mno less tham 263 different
families, comprising In all 1,750 pergons. The
landlord was a man named Gand, who, besides
letting lodgings, s0ld wine, meat, grocerles,
milk, frult and haberdashery to his tenants,
and slso kept some kind of order among
them. Thelodgers were without exceptlon
chiftonlers, Every room was occupled by
at least thres familier, each of which provid.
ed 1ts own trues of straw and equatted in ifs
own corngr, and by day as well as by night
dronken orgles of the most frightful kind

used t0 be Indulged In by these
human eavages. M. Gand was of-
ten obliged to iInterfere, and hi#® ap-

pearance, armed with a thick cowhlde, usually
sufficed to quiet the uproar, But one night,
a few years ego, upon endeavoring to quell a
rlot among his tenants, he was attacked by o
goore of half maddened mon and women, who
fell upon him with knives end axes, and did
not deelst until they had Inflicted elght tersl-
ble wounds upon his body.

The following, frightful “deseription of a
visit to an Egyptian madhouze is taken from
‘& letter by the Calra correspondent of the
EBoyptian Qazeile i~ . ‘ .
.- Grave susploiongd were enlertained by many
that the Government Lunatio Asylum, at Ab-
‘bassesyeh, was & hothed of cholers, and that
the existence of the diseage within it walls
was, being concsaled. No dificully was
made about my helng aimitted to-the place,
Wo were ushered through a deep, diemal
archway into the vecreation ground of the
asylum, where the mad people were

to the Joit ‘beneath am
arcade we entered & dark door-
way, just a8 the last of a herd of idlots had
been driven in betore us., ‘W took ten or
fifteen nirides along a sombre pasasge, and on
reaching the wall mads a quarter turn to the
right and ateod faolng a long, lofty corridor,
lighted only by a few small windows nesar the
ceiling, secured' by 1irom bars. Al
along thls corridor, at the base of the wall
on the left hand, the lunatica sat squatted on
their haunches in A long and almost inter-
minable row. To sll appsarance they
were a qulet, incffansive, mliserable looking
lot of oreatures, Hterslly clothed in gack-
cloth, Thelr only gurment consisted of a
conrse sackcloth shirt, descendlng to thelr
Enees, with mn apsrture through which to
pasg the head, and sleever talling half way to
the elbows. They had not o particle
of liner about them. On our right
were the  bedrooma — lofty, epacloums,
sombre apartments -~ entered  through
low doorways. The beGeteads were similar
to those in uge In the native hospitals and
barracke—Iron framea snd planks. The
bedding and bedclothes were filthy 1n the ex.
treme, ard swarming with vermin. Ewoch
room was ¢-owded with beds placed nbout an
arm’s length from each other, The sterch
wag Intolerable, bothk in the apartmonts and
the corridors, No regaxd was even pald to
the most elementary notlons of oleanliness.
AN INSTRUMENT OF TORTURE.

At length we reashed what I can only
desoribe as the chamber of horror—the apart-
ment in which refractory patlents were
mastered and treated. It was s lofiy, epaclous
room, with plenty of light. Here a most
horrlble sight grested usy All round the
wallg, at regular distanoces of aboutb Blx feet,
were sarched cavitles ocommencing at the
ground and extending to @ helght
of about two fecet emix 1nchea. The
extremities of a curved iron bar were
firmly fixed in the masonry on either slde of
cach cavity. The purpose of thia arrange-
ment wag a9 follows:—When a man became
violent he was placed, with his lega bound
and with bis back sgailnst the iron bar, in a
sittlug poature, bls arms belog firmly lashed
to it. The cavity in the wall was sapposed
to prevent him injuring his head by swinging
it backwsrd and forward or by dashimg It
feom gide to slde sgainst the mnsomy. As
we entered this veritable torture ohamber the
first thing that met our gszo was & recum-
bont figure surrounded by three or four et-

ON THE RACK.
‘We dlacovered a machine beariog 8 cloze
resemblance to & welghipg machine on tie
basculs pricciple, only that the bottom part,
that upon which the goods are placed to be
welghed, cxtended soma threeor lour fest
from the back plecs, Thetop of this back
plece was padded to the deptb of about a
foot, the padded part belpg covered with red
Motocco leatker. Oua  this  machine
was geated a patleut, with the back
of his head agalnst the padding and
his legs eatsnded towarde us, The thres or
four attendants by whom he was surrounded
were engaged In binding his arms (o rings
fixed bshind tho back part of the machine.
Tte loft side of this wretohed being's head,
et the helght of the eyer, was coverad with
blood and bis leit eye was almost cloged, all
tke part surrounding it belng much swollen
and inflamed. While the attendants were
engaged Ju tylng him up he was sobbing,
the tears streaminrg down his cheeke, and
he rooked his Lead gently from side
to elde ma If in pain, occasionally glanc-
ing toward us. While we stacd gealng at
the horrible sight he did not attempt to offer
the lerst resletance. O! couree the Injury
which he bad sustalned may have been self-
inflicted, but it is equally likely, I think, that
he bad been knocked down by one of the
keepers. The appearance of this prieon was
filthy In the extreme, The stench was ic-
seferable. The kltocher, which was close at
hand, was & gloomy, dirty cort of place, The
women's quarters wera even woree thun thoee
of the men, They were very orowded, and
thelr generally filthy condition 18 beyond
description. Many of the women were
bysterical, and two of them were naked.

Bergennt Jenke, who was at the
station when word came {hat the woman was
creatlng a dlsturbance, and started for the
goene of the trouble, two blooks distant, He
found the womsn raviog arcurd like a wild
beaet, ewearing that she would  Eab that
man’s heart.” She carrled her hat in her
hand and under the bat she kept coroealed
her revolver. :

Bho wag at that time in Olabber alley, near
Biddle street. Beelug Bergesnt Jenks she
dropped her hat and flourished the revolver
over he: head, still raving and curslng, but
walked off a8 the Bergoant approached. 8ho
orossed Biddio street to a vacant lot, the offi.
cer walking toward her. A crowd gathered,
and geveral persons warned thecffioer toknook
her down before she could shook; but Jenks
remarked, as he followed the woman:—«I
never did hit s womsn and I wont. Bud-
denly the woman whirled, and presenting her
revotver full at the officer, sald: —Take that,’
at the eame time pulllag the trigger. Jenks-
Jjumped forward, and wus go closo that when
the bullet went orashing through bis brafn
he fell forward upon thé woman, his liles
blood gushing out Ip & perfect torrent, glving
the woman s terrible bath, She grabbed him
by the collar and actually held him up
untll she could hit him two brutal blows over
