Quesec, April 19,
The mortal remains of the dead Car

‘ dipal, which bai lain in etate in the

Archiepievopal Palace from the time of
his death on the evening of the 12th, un-
til sbout & p.m. yeaterday, were v_ieWed
by thousands of people irrespective of
creed or class or race. The mortuary
chamber in his kminence’s private
chapel presented & sombre and awe-in-
wpiting #pectacle. As symbolic of his
Candinal's rank, it was draped in red, the
dais being of rich Cardinal silk with
gold-twist fringe, and at the angles eight
gollen acorns were suspended. To each
of the valences of the canopy were
afied exouisite streamers bearing ap-
propriate inecriptions for the mournful
gecasion, ~uch as * He trusted inthe
lopd "+ He has been cherished by God,
god beloved by his people;” ¢ The law

of the lord was in his heart;”
and an immense number of others
wroncut in Latin poraseology, The

eeiline of the dais, fretted with gold,
ad his Eminence's escutcheon and coat
of-arms, and these were repeated on the
central part of the floor, set in a rich
crown uf palmis.  The shield was painted
in oila on & yellow and gold ground, and
lowirds tie siddes of the apartment
stretened xirips of red blazoned draper
jes. Ar.uud the mortuary hall ran a
lambregnin worked in gold and crowned
with a pilt garland.

Tae mural draperies boresuperb bands
sod banners, on which were inscribed
prayers for the deceased, and Scriptural
yiotations reealling thesacred character
and virtues of the dead Prince of the
Church. Upon an ornamental table at
the foot of the bed rested the Mimsanl,,
and the red hat of the Cardinalate was
placed on n ailver salver. On either
vide of the boay. placed at the bead, on
the right, stands the Crneifix. and on the
left & statue'of the Blessed Virgin. In
silver ¢ilt chandeliers six large wax
candles, painted with the Arma of His
Eminence, were kept constantly aglow.
On each side of the bed the Cardinal's
arms, on fonr square bannerets of black
velvet, were displayed, and the same
peid up by four little boya in their turn,
The pastnral Croes at bis feet was placed
fronting the bed. The bndy was clothed
In the Archiepiscopal robes with mitre,
rng and pallium, as worn by an Arch-
bishep when he celebrates Grand Ponti-
fieal High Mass, and the Crozier was in
ilsappropeiate place, A portiere in the
left lateral drapery admitted to the
Ssactuary, which was draped in black
ad purple. On the Altar drapery was
te inseription in Latin: ‘I truly am
Ibine excecding great reward.’ On the
%alls of the ante-chapel was a vast num-
ber of red pancls bearing a profusion of
gold lett ered Tatin inscriptions relating
Wthe chief even_s in the life and works
ofthe eminent decensed.

From an hour or two after the an-
ncunciment of the Cardinael's death
until he was laid in the tonb messages
of condolence rom bolh sides of the
Atlantic came pouring into the Palace.
The Pope seat expression of profound
sorrow for the Cardinal's demise, and
wished blesrsings to his successor and
hl.a clergy. Cardinal Ricbsard, of Paris,
wired ‘Condonlences, pricres.” Cardinal
Vaughan, of Weatminater, cabled ‘Sin-
cere sympathy ; best wishies.! Mensagen
of tender naiure came from His Excel-
lercy the Governor General; (rom
Archbishops Walsh, Toronto; O'Brien,
Halifax ; Bruchesi, Montreal ; and irom
the Roman Cardinals ; {}om Marcello,
Rome; Archbishop Langerin; Bishops
Blais, of Rimouaki; Macdounnell, of
Alexandriz; Labrecque, Chicoutimi:
Very Rev. Rector Turgenn, Jenuits’
College, Montreal; Rev Father Filia-
treault, SJ., Montreal; Fire Colomb-
an, Superior of the Franciscans, Mont-
real. Hin Excellency Mgr. Martinelli,
Papal delegate,wired regrets at inability
to attend the funeral. Frompt con-
dolences came also from thie Bishops of
Sherbrooke, Pembroke, Chatham, Toree
Rivers, St. Hyacinthe; Archbishop
Feeban, Chicago, and from M. Hano
taux, French Minister of Foreign
Affairs. Lieutenant Governor Jstte and
his wife and daugbter called personally
at the Palace to clier condolence and
sympathies. But it is nearly imponsible
to record nil the sympatbetic mesnages
of sorrow that havearrived at the Arch-
iepiscopal residence mince Wed-esday
lust, His Eminence Canlinal Gibhons,
wio was elevated at the saime time as
the lamented deceased, and who made
the cutward and return voyages with
bim, telegraphed his deep sorrow
and intention of sassisating at the burizl,
On bis way His Emioence hinlted at St
Patrick's, in Montreal. where he
preached on Sunday to an immense con-
gregation of delighted Irishi Catholics.
He left the city on Monday foreroon
and reached Quebec aliout 2 n.m.

His Worship Hon, M¢. Parent. throngh
Mcr. Chouinarld, City Clerk, conveyed to
His Girace Archbishnp Begin the regreta
of the citizens of taebec, ss z whole,
without diatinction of nationali ¥ or
creed, The Consuls of the {fureign nutions,
in the city, otlered united condolence,
and under the presidevey of Hon. Judge
Routhier, St. Jean Baptiste Suciety did
the same. At sll the services In Si,
Patrick's on Snuday last the Very Lav,
Rector Rossbach and the Redemptorist
Fathers testitied to their own clerical
and personal griefl in losing a kind and
generous episcopal head, as well as o
tender spiritunl fatber and friend. The
very mention of the deceased’s name
bronght up grateful feelings in the
hearts of the Irish congregation at large,
for many of them still live who remem-
ber, as all of their descendants know of,
the great services the late Cardinal gave
the poor desolate and plague-stricken
immigrants who were perishing on the
qnarantine station at Grosse lele, in the
awlul year of '47. This circumstance
was in the minds of the lev Father
Tlector Rossbach, Fathers Maloney,
Woods, Bonis and Guiherlet, when they
made feeling references to the noble
dead Cardinal, at all the Masses and at
Solemn \escers in the evenicg., How
St. Patrick’s various sccielies testilied
their devotion ia noted on another page.

Shortly after 3 o’ciock p.m. the sad
funeral cortvge left the TPalace, and im-
mediately the church bells, including
those of the Apglican Cathedral, gave
out their mournful requiem sounds,
which echoed again and agsin, proclaim-
ing on both shores, of the St. Lawrence
that all that was mortal of a good and
greatl Prince of the Catholic Church was
being conveyed to its last resting place
in the tomb. The route lay through
Port Dauphin, Du Forl, Rondede-
Chaines, S:. Louls, Du Parloir, Donacona,
des Jardines and Buade streets, to the
Basilica.

This, in brief, was the order of the pro-
cession: A detachment of the munici-

the Spealker of the Senate ; Chief Justice
of the Supreme Cohurt; same of the
Courts of Law and Equity ; Members of
the Privy Council ; Military Staff; mem-
bers of the Senate ; Speaker of the House
of Commons; Judges of the different
Courts ; members of ‘the Hcuse of Com-
mions ; members of the Bxecutive Coun-
cil ; Speakers of the Legislative Council
and Asembly ; members of the Legis-
lative Assembly ; members of the Privy
Council not in the Cabinet; Rector and
Professors of Laval University,; the Bar;
the notaries; the Physicians; the Consule;
the. Mayor and Councillors of the City of

posing ceremony, was well responded to,
and the aggregate of the processionisia
and onlovkers was of such proportions
As only the absequies of & ’rince of the
Church and a nation's most eminent
citizen could draw into the streeta.

In making my rounds of the rcute an
hour or two belore the cortdge started. [
was struck by the mourning decoralions
of the Post Offlice, which had over its
nmeln entrance the escutcheons of the
dead Cardinal and immense siringers of
black and purple clotbs stretching from
the roof down to the lower walls.

The up-town oflices of the Canadian
[Pacitic Railway showed & well-arranged
prolusion of mourning emblems, as Jid
also the cltice premises of the Girand
Trank Railway, Mr. D. Morgan’s busineas
establishment, the Chatean Frontenae,
the Court House, Judge larue’s, Mr. L
Taschereau’s, the ottice of Mr. H, M.

P, Pelletier's the Uranline Convent rbere,
by special leave of \Archhishop Begin,
the cloistered uuns locked froin their
windows &t the mortal remaine of their
eminent protector and father on the way
to the grave}, the Clardendon Hotel,
the Quebec Hotel, the thuebee Bank, the
business establishments of Mr. P.J Cot 5,
Mensra.

sSince the Cardinal’s death the flags on
the public buildings, which had bieen
poised at halfmast  were yestenlay
heavily deaped in mourning, The City
Hall was artistically ornamented with
varions chaste desirns in mongning. and
the (f:wer beds in the grounds were en-
closed and envered with tokens of monrn.
ing. The inscriptions on the wallsspoke
in various tongnes, sil breathing tender-
est regards for the niermnory and worth of
the great departed. One read, *“liver
faithirul to hin God, to his Chnrely and to
bis people.”  Another:  © The city
mourns the loss of o beloved shepherd,
the country of & most distingaieded
gon.”

In the Basilica itself the drapings of
monrning were chielly in bhlaek and
purple, interspersed by strips of yellow
over Lbe wsanrtnary.  The nunterons
Latin inecriptions revealed the prinei-
pal events and sacerdotal virtues in the
lite of the late Cardinal, and were ex-
pressed in vivid andlitting rentences. |
noticed one in particuiar, beeanse it ap
peals Lo the feelings of every man and
woman of Irish blood and race. The
Historic ligures, 1517, were set upon it,
and this alsp written, “Grealer lave hath
no man than this that he give his life
for bis friends.” This is the epitime of
the chapter in the deceased Cardinal’s
lite that tells of his heroic olfer of his
rervices, and, if need be, of his very life,
to help in the salvation and rescune of
the plague stricken [rish emigrants who
were dying by the score in the fever
sheds at Grosse Inle in the fatal year
above mentioned. The printings and
pictnres of the Stationsof the Cross were
covered in mable drapery. The pulpit
and organ gallery bad their trappings
of woe, and the venerable temple was
made to bespeak intense sorrow for the
loss of its venerable chief, A special
throne was erected for Cardinal Gibbons,
just facing the empty one of his dead
brother prince. In it were placed the
arma of His Eminence, consisting of the
Madonna and Child, on & green ground,
a color surely typical of his national
uligin,

It were well to may & word in detail as
to the bcdies that made up the solemn
lunecal procession: In the leader came
about 50 policemen under Deputy Chief
Walsh, Sergt. Burke being in command
of the Provincial force. Then came the
band of the Garde Champlain, followed
by the members of that body, and after
them a host of pupils of the Brothers’
Schools ; next, the pupils of the Qubec
Seminary; then the Verger, the Croes
and the Acolytes in front of the Clergy,

- who, at & rough gness, numbered between

four and five hundred. The great Church
dignitaries were His Eminence Cardinal
Gibbons; Baltimore ; Archbishops Begin,
Quebec; Langevin, St. Bonilace: Du-
hamel, Ottawa; O Brien, Halifax; Bru-
chesi, Montreal; Archbishop Walsh,
Toronto, waa represented by Rev. Father
Ryan, Rector of St. Michaels. i
The Rt. Rev. Bishops in the procession
were Mgrs.

tained were most aati-factory.

At the first meeting your direclors
elected T bias Butler to the ¢flice of
President. and William Snow to that of
vice President. They also appointed the
following committee: Grounds Com-
mittee, William Snow; Purchasing
Committee, Bd. Quinn, L. O'Connell and
W. P.Lubnny,

During last year anarrangement had
been entered into with the Vietoria band
myndicate to hold popular concerts at
the grounds on Sunday afternoons, the
Associalion assuming no financial re-
sponsibility whatever in conpeclion
with the project. The undertaking
proved unsuccess(ul, and then vour
directors leased the grcunds to the Mont
real Baseball Club on a percentage hasis,
with the zesult that the sum of $261 75
was reelized.

In this connection your direc' ors have
alwo to say that an understanding was
reached some monthe ag with the Mont.
real Baseball Club for cccupation of the
grounds during tite approaching season,
aud A lease for six months, commencing
May Ist, 1898, has been signed at a
rental of $700 for the term. Thia your
directors contider a very timely arrange-
ment, as, 1o addition to obtaininga tix
ed income, it will be the means ol popu-

" . larizing the grounds as & centre of ath

letic gamen,

Your direclors have made aspecial
efforts to secure & more satiafactory car
service to the grounds, and, althcugh

_ the Montrenl Street Railway hrs at in
tervals shown a disposition to provide
therequired accommoedation, much bet-
ter facilities are necessary, especially
in connection with special events, Some
ateps should be taken at once to over
come the difliculty by inducing the
Montreal Street Ruailway to actin the
matter without further delay.

* Ope of the principal features of the
meeting was the admittance of the Point
St Charles, Westmount, and Quebec
Football Clubs and the refusal of the ap-
plication of the Bhamrock Atletic Asso-
ciation. Why this was done is best
known to the four members who v..ted
sgainst the application, for certainly an
association like the Shamrocks should
have at least equal facilities for putting
a team on the feld, ay Westmount, Point
St. Charles, or Quebec. However, Dr.
Jack, and Mesars. Savage, Polf and
Moison voted not to admit the S A.A.A.,
and, as a four fifth vote was required, the
Shamrocks will have to wait another
year before chasingthe pigskin in the
company of the Quebec Rugby Union.
With McGill out of the senior series Lhe
addition of the Shamrocks would have
been a source of strength to the Union,
on account of the athledic rivalry which
always exista between thecity clubs.”

Thus it was that when football was
spoken Jf re an adjunct to the National
Berior Lacrosse League, the new echeme
was given the fullest endorsation and
support. With regard to the coming
season of football, the outlock of your
association is moat favorable, and you
will be able to put & team in the field,
in connection with the Licrorse Leagug,
that will be inferior to none in the Que-
bec ' nion.

The Shamrock Hockey Club sbows a
deficit again this year. It must be re-
membered, bowever, that # large portion
of this deiirit is associated with pre
vious yeata and the amount expended
in connection with the American trip;
this, together with the expenditure ;or
new unifcrms and other equipment o!
the team, when deducted, will show
that the actual work of this section has
been self sustainicg. ‘There ia every
reason to hope in the pear future that
the Hockey Club will redeem itself in re
gard to the financial losses suilered in
the past; there is one phase of the ex-
penditure, and that ia the cost of rink
accommadation  which should be re
duced. There is no remson, in the opin
fon of vour directors, why the cham-
pivnship matches shonld not be played
in open rionks,aud on Saturday alter
noons, Were this change in the rules
made, the rescurcea of the hockey sec-
tion would be greatly increased,

During the year your directors suc-
ceeded in having all the deeds aigned in
connection with the sales of land on St.
Lawrence street and Shamrock avenne.
It bas been n wearving work to carry out
this undertaking.

Ycur directors have had many propo
sals nnder consideration in connection
wilh the consolidation of the debt, In
their opinion it is necessary to create a
substantial fund to provide for its gra
dual payment, and tosecurea low rate
of interest in the interval. Such a propo
sal has been received. It provides for
an insurance fund, the outlay in connec
tion with which, tegether with the inter
«at on the debt, would cnly reach & sum
of $150 of additional expenditure, while
the lipnidation of the debt would be ac
complished in twenty years.

The tinancial obligations of the asso-
ciation may secin ouerous just now, but
when it is considered that the assets for
the purposes of the organization areof a
niost aubstantial character, and so situ-
aled an Lo justly warrant the expectaion
that & large natural increase in valne will
take place in future, there shculd, in the
opinion of your directors, be no cause for
anxiety ; on the contrary, an increase of
enthusiaam for energetic work is in order
to reduce the burthen. The future suc-
cess of the organizalion depends upen
observance of the strictest economy;
upon the practieal application of the
eame business principles in dealing with

prisee, and upon an unswerving spirit of
loyalty of its members.

The associntion should embrace with-
in ita ranks every young Irish Canadian
in Montreal. While your directors hava
in some measure endeavored to take
preliminary action in the matter, it in
their opinion that & monster gathering
of young Irishmen shouid be held at the
grounds during the coming summer, as
well as o convention of young nien’s
socielies, in vrder to awaken a jusl
neasure of enthusiaam (o extend the
acope of the agsociation.

Your directors have striven fo in.
augurate & system of centralization in
the management of the aflairs of the
association and atliliated clubs, which,
if faithfully adhered to by subsequent
executives, will be productive of great
reaults, The principle of munagement
applied to the sen’or Shamrocks and the
hockey club should be extended, so as
to include the Young Shamiock Club as
well gy any other section which may
come into existence.

affairs, be would be unable to continne
in office after the expiration of the year,
Your directors accepted the resignation
of Mr. McDonnell. and appointed as his
succeesor, Mr. Willlam P, Lunny, an
executive officer of the orgenization of
many years’ atanding.

Your directors were requested to send
delegates to a convention of Irjsh Catho-
lic organizations, convened by the
A.Q H, in conpection with the celebra.
tion of the Centenary of '98, and the fol-
lowing direciors were appointed :—
Tobias Butler, William Staflord, W. P,
Lunny, Ed. Quinn and R S, Kelly.

CANADA AND WAR,

Trades ‘Fhat Wil Sulter If Hostillties
Break Ouat.

[3t,Jnhp Globe. ]

So interwoven are the commercial in-
Lereats of the United States and Canada,
especially the Maritime Provinces, and
more particularly St.John, that what
aflects the trade of one countty must
naturally be felt in the other. There
seems to be a feeling prevalent here
among a number of people that if the
United States went to war with Spain it
wounld be beneficial tothe port of St.
John in the way of trade. Thin view
seems to be bagsed upon the assumption
that United States exports and imports
wonld pass through our port.

But those who take time to give the
matter a litile thought canpot help but
see that injury would be the result. Our
whole coasting trade weuld be paralyzed
and the great majority of the craft now
used in conveying lumber would be
forced into‘idleness. Last year we ship-
ped to American ports lumber, including
piling. laths, shingles, etc., valued at
$1,150,706, and to carry the lumberin
the vicinity eight bundred trips were
made. Besides this trade a great many
of the schooners brought back coal,
flour, etc,, which added to their earning
capacity. No matter whether a block-
ade was in force or not the Inmber trade

would be at a standstill, for in war times |

no building operations of any conase-

| quence would be entered upon; hence,
.thera-would be no demand for lumber,
- . The traneportation of Canadian flour

for the Maritime Provinces via Boston
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would come to an end, and slthough
such goods can be brought by rail the
cost would be greater when competition
is withdrawn. :

Tradein ooal is aaid not to be a breach
of neutrality, but it is subject to seizure
on the high seas, hence it would not pay
our schooners to take even the risk of
engaging in the hard coal busiueaes if it
became remunerative to donso. Coal by
rail would make it come very high to
the consumer. The larger schooners, tos,
that engage in the West India and small
South American ports would also find
their trade very much curtailed inthe
event of war. .

The shipment of hard Kme from the
Southern Etates would be practically
stopped, while the trade that is now
carried on to and from the north side of
Cuba and Porto Rico would come to &
standstill, and even Lthe potalo and lum-
ber trade from Lhe provinces to Havana
would be sbut off The large square-
rigged Cacadian vessels that now find
employment between Lhe gult ports and
the River Piatte would also meet with
& demoralized trade should hostilities
COmmence.

To come right home, however, with
only the ‘war scare’ on, malters arc be
coming eerious. Advices from New York
are to the effect that the lumber market
is very much depresrel. The American
mills, in whose operations so many of
our people depend for their livelihood,
will do no cutting until matters become
settled. This, with an overstocked Eng-
lish market, makes the sitnation here
anytbing but encouraging. The plaster
trade from Hillsboro will share thesame
fate as the lumber industry.

CANADIANS AS SOLDIERS,

The Navy saud Army lllustrated, pub-
Jished in Lendon, England, has some-

thing to ray of Canadians as soldiers.
The following extract is from an article
on * Our Colunial Forces."

“In treating of the forces which exist
for the defence of our colonies, it ap-
pears cnly naturaland fitting that Cana-
da should receive the first attention.
The vast extentof the Dominion—some-
thinglikethree and a hall million square
milee—is in itself a suilicient pretext
for the distinction of priority, and those
who have any acquaintance with the
characteristics of our Canadian brethern
will be prepared to find this dis-
tinction Justitied on other grounds,
and this  without detriment to
the claims which those of other colonies
may have upon our consideration. Cli-
matic intluences must always have their
weight in mculding the temperament
and physical «ualitiea of a pecple; and
where, as in Cana-sa, these tend to de-
velop hardibood and independence of
character, we should naturally expect to
find the material for good soldiers and
loyal subjects. Theeevere winter which
prevails in nmost parts of Canada, and
the long distances which frequently have
to be traversed for some comparatively
trivial purpose, tend to raise the stard-
ard of pbysical endurance, and to pro-
mote a correaponding diadain of petty
difliculties, which loses nothing by being
transmitted from one pgeneration to an
otber, thongh railways and other modern
lnxuries have no doubt n tendency to
discount Lo some extent theae waluable
characteristics, which, however, the Ca.
nadians posaces in a remarkable degree ;
and thoee who saw anything of the mil-
itary contigent which came over last
year coinld not fail to be impressed by
their excellent phbysique and scldierly
berring.

Irishmen in plenty were in Auatralia
when Father Harold Ianded at Sydney
onJanuary 15th, 1800. Hesoon devcted
bimeelf to missionary work among his
poor conntrymen. Terrible was his task,
becausg,_ evil as were the ways of the
suthorities at home, the degraded brutes
wko held irresponsible control over the
convict aettlemient were nearer to the
ok of fiends. Holt gives a perfectly
sppalliog description of the flogging of
apoor fellow named Fitzgerald, in the
curse of which he writes :—The un-
fortunate man had his arms exiended
around a iree, his two wrists tied with
cords, and his breast pressed closely
against the tree, so that flinching
fom the blows was cut of the question,
& it was impossible for him to stir.
Falneer-_old was ordered to put his
bands againat the tree by the hands
of the prisoner, and two men were
ippolnted to tlog, one being the hang-
man fm!p Sydney. They stood on each
uldeofl-uz:gera]d,and I never saw two
threshers in & barn move their flaila
with more regularity than those two
mankillers, unmeved by pity, and rather
fjoylng their horrible employment
t{mn otherwise.

1 npderstand that Mr. Sharkey has
been in the employ of the Harbor Com~
misaioners for over thirty vears,and in
1890 was prcmoted by that honorable
body to the position of Superintendent
of harbor dredging. [o the later part of
'98 he was notified that his engagement
would expire in Janaary, ‘97. In the
month of February, '97, arrangementa
were made for the continnance of their
works ; all of their old oflicials were re-
tained; no ohmﬁen were made, except
in one case, and this one wasin Mr.
Sharkey’s. He was informed 1hat he
would have Lo be content with the cha?e
of one dredge as an ngineer, thus de
priviog him of his rank as superintend-
ent, but his salary was to remain the
same. Before accepting thie degrada-
tion in rank, Mr. Sharkey asked for a
hearing ; this be did not get. He went
to work as engineer, It is rll very well
to say thereis noonein his place. There
is somecne iu his place, perfcrming his
duties as superintendent. It is very e ay
to see the injustice done to Mr. Sharkey.
Why did the Commissioners remove him
from the position of superinterdent and
veplace him by a man who was only
about two years in the service and had
had no previous experience ® Why did
his final diamissal tollow the sinking of
Dredge No.G? Why wasthe sinking of
that dredge, when first reported on, at-
tributed to ao error of judgment on the
part of Mr. Sharkey ? And why, when
MMr. Sharkey asked for an investigation,
was that charge withdrawn without any
1nvestigation being held ?

It looks to me, and to a good many
others, that Mr. Sharkey’s removal from
the position of euperintendent was
totslly unwarranted. His ability the
Commiasioners recognize and praise bis
faithiul services. It looks as if the
change ol position was made with a view
of making his removal easy.

There are other ressons that I have
heard of, and for some of which I can
vouch, which plainly show that Mr.
Sharkey has not been fairly dealt with.

Mr. S8harkey is held in esteem by bhis
fellow-citizens, and has at all times
shown himself worthy of that esteem.
He has been a faithful servant of the
Harbor Commission of Montreal, and
the gentlemen who compose that honor-
able bcdy snould see that justice is done
him.

PriLApELPHIA, April 10, 1898,

How quickly changes all around ns,
and how different the very color of the
sunshine according to the inward light
that glows and pales as hope or fear
ministers to it 7 Isthis indeed the aame
land it was when the old year paesed
into the new? And what kind of &
summer do we really look on to from
these first spring days of brightness?
The thought of the seashore is cooling
enongh now for any rise in the ther
mometer, and the hills—the further off
the better—ar2 most inviting to most
women. For women do not like war
when it comes to the  real thing.’ They
can endure war, but they cannot enjoy
it, as some men certainly do. Even

Atlantic City, the ¢ deareet apot on earth’
(in two senses of the word at least)—to
the majority of Philadelphiars, is aghast
at the prospect of & season of empty
cottages. The usual Easter flitting [rom
here there has taken place, and witha
universality that suggests a last. long
farewell for the year, but no oneis pre-
paring to go down for the sammer. So
it is all along the Jersey coast, for there
is rlong chain of amall resorts * within
walking distance,’ a8 _one may sy, the
whole length of it. Most of them have
summer chapels, and the Catholica have
a monopoly of several whole towns or
settlements, notebly Sea Isle City, where
Mies Eleanor C. Donnelly and her sisters
have the coziest and most hospitable of
cottages. It has & little upper balcony
overlooking the ocean where cur own
poet takes ber rest of mind and body in
the fairest hours of dawn and day. And
I must confess to a feeling of attraction
to that little balcony, for 1 cannot but
trace its sheltering peace and its gift of
beauty through many of her lines.

We have saints and we bave
sinners now-a days that must balance
the scales of Justice, alter al], but there
must be some tremendous vaccillations
before they tremble to an exact adjuat-
ment. Compsrative evil makes but a
poor showing at the close of the century.

Does it ever strike anyone of the many
readers of the many books of the day
that the convent storirs—I mean the
stories of convent achools—are showing

up to us an exceedingly ailly type of
schrolgirl,a very mean type, and a
very inferior type us compared with non-
Catholic girls of the same shadowy
character” Formyself, ] do not believe
inthem. XNo such girls were ever visi-
ble to the naked eye, therefore they are
not studiea of the realistic school. They
are utterly and unmistakably disgrace-
ful as studies of any kind, and 1 think
tlie schonlgirls of the day ought to pro-
test againet such libels. I the gitls
have not sense and discernment epough
to reject aiich portrayals, then will the
atoriea do them harm. There will be
just that weight of brain npon which
will work the spirit of emulntion, and
the pranks and tricks—neither amusing,
witty, nor probable--that may disturb
the good Sisters as the result, will canse
no end of trouble. Then, ton, these
books and the favorable criticisms, 30
often given them in false kindneess, are
spreading abroad a pirit that is not
favorable to convent schools—rather.
distinctly unfavorable to these splendid
and earnest institutions. The Sisters
depicted are, of course, the wishy-washy
sainis 80 often allected by thuse who
have little experience in apirituality or
its study. They are ‘amiable fools.’ but
they are not in anything the practical,
cultured, clear headed executives, either
in autbority or * bebind the throne,’ in
convent schocls. All these cenmments—
in which I am of tke same mind with
the speakers-—-have Hoated to me from
many sources, aud there isa turn in the
tide of many distinctly expressed opin

jons. If there should be either new
troubles or a dearth of pupils anvwhere,
righteous punishment should fall uoon
the heades of those writers who *try 10
be funny’ aod to amuse, by lowering
the standard of ‘our young readers)
For the ycung, at least, let us have
jdeals. Rather impossible perfection
than impossible wickedness, especially
the * wickedness > of achoolgirls.

It has always been a mystery to me
why the storiea of boarding school life
are written as they are. [ remember
that I longed to go to achool--being any-
thing but & model young person--because
I expected all sorts of bigh jinks there
from the boarding school fiction I had
read. I was disappointed. [n the two
large and fashionable schools that care
under my personal observation I never
met with any girl, from the north, south,
east or west, who was not good rather
than bad. In both schools there was a
bigh senee of honor, there was & spirit
of refinement. there wasa majority whose
approbation was desired by the min-
ority, and who would never have yielded
it to any such ‘carryings on’ as are
(falsely I am sure), credited to the con-
vent pupils. Life at ihe schoole, as I
know thoroughly, would have been ren-
dered impossible to such girls by the
silent, gentle, yet marked avoidance of
such ' madeaps,” XNor havel ever even
henrd of anytbing of a similar nature »t
s good non-Catholic achool. Iam very
sure, therefore,—as Iam convicced the
convent schools are equal to the best in
other reapects, so they must be in order
end dircipline. It isa shame to give
them such a character for silly revolts,
showing the ineflicient rule.

so concisely what I rreant that I ahall
quote him. He says: ‘Great numbers

of -men pass through life with neither
doubt nor, on the other hand, certitude.

Such is the state of mind of multitudes

of good Catholics, perbaps the majority,
wlo live and die in & simple, full and
firm belief in all tbat the Church
teaches—but who have but little in-
tellectual training and as being far re-
moved from discontentment have never
had the temptation to doubt and never
the opportunity to be certain. There
were whole nations in the Middle Ages
thus steeped in the Catholic faith, who
never used its doctrines as matters for
argument or changed the original belief

of their childhood into the more scienti-

fic convictions of philosophy. It would
be paradoxicel in me to deny to such &
neutral atate the highest quality of re-
ligious faith,’ etc.

WAR PREPARATIONS,

President MeKinley's Ultimatom to
Spain.

NEW YoRK, April 200
The excitement in this city since the
annocuncement made in regard to the
aclion of Congress is indeed intense.
Everybody seems to be convinced that
war fs inevitable. DBusiness is at a

standsiill. A localjcurnal, commenting
upon this phase ol the difliculty, aays
that the notion that war will bring buai-
ness prosperity has been chilled by re-
ports coming In {rom all quarters of the
canceilation of orders for goods amd of
the prospective clecsing of mills, The
firsat blow falls upon the producera of
textile goods, hecause pecple can wear
their old clothes longer than they bad
intended to. Iach man and woman be-
gine to economiza, and finds it easier to
economize in clothing than in anything
else that can be clrssed among the necce-
saries of life. It is mosy desirable that
the public mind should be rid of the
crude conception that bluodshed and the
destruction ; of property are good for
trade. We believe that it never pre-
vailed in any other part of the world at
any period of history. It tock its start
here during the civil war. A few specu-
lators, contractora, and gold gamblers
got rich. They kept themaelves in evi-
dence by vulgardisplay. 'They filled Lthe
public eye and gave an impression that
the country was getting rich also. Mean-
while, the laboring classes were either
fighting at wages of thirteen dollars per
month, payable in depreciated currency,
or working for less money, reckoned at
gold value, than they received before.
They were helped by soup kiichens,
more or less, but their groans were
drowned by the roar of battle. When &
national fallacy like the one under con-
sideration talkes root, it can be dislodged
only by experience such as we are begin-
ning to bave. The fair form of pros-
perity which was rising out of the clouds
of the past five years is, we fear, again
sinking beneath them.

The Washington correspondent of the
Herald writes :

The President’s ultimatum to Spein
is a demand for the evacuation of the
island of Cuba. Spainis given until six
o’'clock on Saturday morning, Madrid
time, or about one oclock Saturday
morning, Washington time, within which
to express & willingness to comply with
our demand.

Fully appreciating. that Spain will
spurn the demand, if she does not im-
mediately retaliate by declaring war on
the United States, the President has
made all arrangements to begin active
naval and military operations the mo-
ment the time Iimit expires.

An immediate blockade of Cuban and
Porto Rican ports has been fully deter.
mined upon, and within three days the
flying saquadron and the North Atlantic
aquadron will be on the move. Pending
Spain’s reply, the military forces are
hurrying southward and active ateps are
In progress to quickly mobilize an army
for the occupation of Cuba.

The blockade of Cuban ports is onlya
preliminary move to- what will follow.
Upon the navy devolves the work
of opening up the pathway for the trans-
portation of the military forces which
are to belanded in Cuba for the purpose
of driving Spain from the island, and of
maintaining -peace and order until a
siable government can be eatablished.-

Scientific research bas
not «haken truth, they caonot; truth is
shaolute, Catholic philosopuy is syn-
thetical. ncientific philcsophy is analyt-
ical. The acientista are continually dia-
secling and pulling spart, while the
Catholic Church is bwilding up and
nniting facts angd truths.

*All that is beautiful and graceful
and peeticin life comes from the Roman
Cathelie Church,” he coutinued. *The
Magna Charts and all the boasted bul-
warks of liberty come from the Loman
Crtiholic Church, I regard tne luyman
as the leader of modern

ments. He is the true gentleman. ane
of the areal aristocrecy and he wiil be
one of the aristocracy of heaven, Hold
high scur Catbolicity, it isthe aristoc
racy of God and the only thing worth
beipg called aristocracy.

The indecision and the uncertainty of
those outside the Catholic Church was
speken of.  Mr. Adame said that if the
old ‘reformers’ were to visit Montreal
now, not one of them would recognizs
in the teachinge of their followera any
of the tenets they taught. Their suc
cessors have mixed up and separated
and there is hardly a trace of the uriginal
left.

“I'he only fixed thinge are the croases
and spires and the truths of the Catholic
Church,’ said Mr. Adams in conciusion.
‘It lifts me off my feet when ! think
that by being known as a Catholic, !

Bind it off, gather the bottom to
4 point, and run a string in the top by

The regulation cooking utensils were
used—copper, with a composition lining.
Mme. Blay is the authority for the atate-
‘ment that excepting solid silver thereis
nothing which preserves the delicate
flavor of & delicate diah like copper. And
it wears—to use an old expressioc—like
iron. It is of this material that the cook-
ing utenails with which Mme. Blay has
done her own private cooking are made,
and nothing ever scorched in them.

1. When any person of Irish birth or
extraction desires to use the prefix O, or
Bac, before his surname, it sball be
lawfel for him to do so, on making
kpown in writing such intention—

(a) in Great Britain, to the Secretary
of State for the Home Department;

{b) in Ireland, to the Chief Secretaty
to the Lord ‘Lieutenant; and'in
either case an acknowledgment
shall be given that the docitment
has been received.

2. Proof that such intention was duly
communicated to the said Secretary of
State, or to the Chief Secretary for Ire-
land, shall be held to satisfy the revising
barristers, registrars, ‘and "sll othera
whomeoever, that* O, or Mac, is a legal
portion of the surname of ‘the person
desiring its use. o
" 3. All ancient statutes prohibiting the
use of Q, or Mec, before Irish surnames
are hereby repenled.

The principsl topic of conversation

here just now is the intervention of tbe
Holy Father in the. Hispano-American
question. I; is generally thought that
the telepraph agencies have: attempted
tn distort the real meaning of the good
offices which tue Pope had in mind, and
which all made for the preservation of
peace. The intention nt His Holiness
was encl: s became the Vicar of Curist,
and whether war comes nt not the world
knows that the Holy Father and the
whole influence of the Cbhurch wasaverse
to bloodzhed. A high authority states
that the intention of the Vatican was
very simple. The Holy Fatber, in
hoping for peace,. appealed to the
Queen Regeul. who replied that such
was her eager desire and that her Gov-
ernment would do all in their power to
effect this end, provided Spanish popular
feeling w re not at the aame time ruf-
flad From the Secretary of State a
telegram was  despatched to Mgr.
Treland, who left Ciccinnati imme-
distely for Washington, requesting
definite Instructions. I feel warranted
in stating that the reply of the
Vatican was r.ot a0 fcrmal ae Mgr. Ire-
iand wonld bave wished. MHe was told
10 keep rather within general lines, not
to go too far, but to nct nevertheless so
as to avert a corflict. Mer. Ireland saw
Prerident MceKinley, and telegraphed
to Rome the result of his interview.
Judgirg by the way in which the
language of the newspapers is comment-
ed upun at the Valican, we must believe
that it is not really a question of
mediation properly an called. Cardinal
Rampol a and Leo, XII[ havenever had
any illu-ion in this matter, but bave a
proper sense of the extent ef the respon-
sibilities which would be involved by
the direct intervention of the Holy Sece.
They know, not only that the United
States would resent interference, but
that such action would reanit in placing
Amériran Catholics in an embarsssing
and difticult position. Telegrams from
several i1lluential Catholica in the
United States warned the Vatican that
the direct interventiovn of the Pope
might injute the pregrees nf Catholicism
in the Union. Thrcughout this atfair
the Holy Sre has had in view bt one
object—namely, to gain time for the
cflizial negotiations, so as to permit a
definitive arrangemsnt to be made.’

The Pope’s interposition is due to the
fact that the Spanish Government, in
soliciting the good cilices of the Powers
in favor of the maintenznee of peace,
addressed & similar application to the
Pope. Up to the present, however, His
Holiness has entirely conlined his
efforts to bringing about an armiastice
between the Spaniards and the Cuban
insurgents,

The “ Dogmatic Teaching of the Cata-
combs” was the title of a lectiure de
livered before the Catholic Trath Society
by Mpgr.
