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PROCEEDINGS
OP THE

MONTREAL GENERAL BELIEF COMMITTEE.

The great Conflagration which devastated the City of Montreal, occurred on the

8th and 9th of July, 1852.

A Public meeting was held on Saturday, the 10th July, pursuant to notice, in

the City Hall, to consider the best means of relieving the sufferers.

The Mayor was in the Chair, and Mr. Penny was requested to act as Secre-

tary.

The Rev. Messire Villeneuve then rose and proposed the following Resolution,

Mr. Sheriff Boston seconding the same :

That in contemplation of the dreadfnl calamity with which our City has been visited, and by which

^ome Ten Thousand, or nearly one-fifth nf its population, has been cast homeless and impoverished upon

the sympathy and humanity of their more fortunate fellow-citizens, it is our primary and paramount

duty, as well as our interest, to adopt prompt and effectual means, first, to relieve the immediate wants

of the sufferers ; and secondly, to aid them in the re-erection of their dwellings, on such plans and

with such materials as may best tend to secure the City from the recurrence of the wide-spread deso-

lation we have now to deplore.

Hon. W. Badgley, M. P. P., moved the second Resolution, seconded by

TancrSde Bouthillier, Esq.

:

That, as one of the most legitimate means, under the circumstances, of performing the public duties

just acknowledged by the adoption of the previous resolution, an appeal should be forthwith made by
the City authorities, to the humanity and liberality of those of our citizens who have escaped the

infliction under which so many of their brethren arc now suffering, as well as to that of the inhabi-

tants of the other Cities of the Province, our fellow-subjects in Great Britain, our Sister Colonies,

and of our neigbboura of the United States, to whose aid, when suffering under similar calamities, the

City of Montreal has, on various occasions, contributed.

Benj. Holmes, Esq., moved the third Resolution, seconded by G. E. Cartier, Esq.,

M. P. P.:

That in the opinion of this meeting, the sad calamity which we have now to deplore, may be traced

directly and immediately to the narrowness of our streets and lanes, both in the City and Suburbs ;

to the general use of so dangerous and combustible a material as wood, in the buUding and roofing of

our houses, and to the absence of a supply of water in any respect commensurate with the extent and

population of the City ; and that in view of these facts, this meeting would earnestly urge upon the City

authorities,the immediate adoption of steps to remedy those evils, bythe most rigorous enfotcement of the



eiisting laws upon the sabject, and the application to the Legiahiture of the Prorince for additfonaf

powers, hj which thej may be enabled to secure the widening of the streets of the Oitj, and the abso-

lute prohibition of the existence of wooden buildings of any description within the city limits ; and that

the City Oonncil be recommended immediately to adopt the moat stringent by-laws to secure the city

and suburbs fh>m a recurrence of a disaster similar to that under which we are now sufferfaig.

Mr. Kinnear moved ffae foarth Resolution, seconded by C. Dunkin, Esq.

:

That in the opinion of this meeting, as it cannot be expected that funds will be obtained from rAua-

tary subscriptions more than will provide means for the relief of the immediate necessities of so rast

a crowd of suflPerers, it is expedient and advisable that no time be lost on the part of the City authoritios,

in putting themselves in communication with the Executive Government of the Province, with a view

of obtaimng from the Legislature the guarantee of the Province for a loan of money adequate to the

emergency, to be advanced to applicants for the re-erection of their dwellings, and under such guaran-

tees for repayment of the amount borrowed, as the legislature in its wisdom, may deem fit to exact

—

the said buildings to be of stone or brick, roofed with tin, iron, slate, or other non-inflammable material.

A. M. Delisle, Esq., moved the fifth Resolution, seconded by T. J. Loranger, Esq.

:

That this meeting is impressed with the opinion that, to the absence of proper amuigemeDts for ao

adequate supply of water is mainly to be attributed the calamity with which the City has been

afflicted,—That therefore it is incumbent upon the Corporation, with a view to obviating a recurrence

of the disaster, to carry out to the fullest extent the provisions ofthe Act authorizing the imposition of a

rate upon every house in the City and Suburbs, into which the water pipes can be introduced; also the

formation of reservoirs and the estaUishment of Hydrants throughout the City ; and if the provisions of

the Act be considered insufficient, to appeal to the Legblature for such amendments io it as will enable

the City Council fully to provide for the com|.letion of the Water Works and the securing therefrom

an adequate return.

Proposed by J. D. Lacroix, Esq., seconded by the Rev. Mr. Jenkins

:

That the following gentleman be requested to act as a Committee, to be caUed the ** Montreal Belief

Committee" (with power to add to their numbers, secure the services of a competent Secretary and

assistants, ke.) whose function it shall be to act with and aid the City Authorities in obtaining contri-

butions for the relief of the sufferers by the late fire, and otherwise to assist the City authorities in

carrying out the principles and objects embodied in the resdutions now adopted—and that the deigy

of all denominations in this city be ex-officio members of this Committee.

Mr. Sheriff Boston then moved, that the Mayor do leave the Chair, and the
Hon. L. H. Lafontaine do take it, which being carried, he moved

:

That the thanks of the meeting ore dne to the Mayor for presiding over the meeting.

He regretted that His Worship the Mayor should have been absent at the
time the fire took place, as he had always found him active in the discharge of
his duties in eases of emergency.

The Resolution having been carried, the meeting then adjouroedi
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City Hall,

18th Julyy 1852.

A meeting of the Relief Committee was held this day at the City Hall.

Benjamin Holmes, Esq., in the Gbair, and M. H. Seymour, Evq., acting as

Secretary.

The Mayor was called upon b^ the Chairman to report what action had been
taken by th« Council in preparmg suggestions for co-operation with this Com-
mittee, whereby, the greatest good might be accomplished for the suflferers.

When his Honor the Mayor reported as follows

:

Gentlemen,—I beg leave to report to you, that at a meeting of the whole
Council in Committee last evening, it was resolved to lose no time in carrying

out with your valuable co-operr'ion the objects expressed in the second of the

series of Resolutions adopted at the Public Meeting, held in this City, on Satur-

day last; and for that purpose, the Council are of opinion that the City

should be divide^l into Districts or Sections, in which collections should be im-
mediately taken up, by Sub-Committees appointed by the Relief Committee
and the Council, unitedly.

The Council are not of opinion that any open and d'rect appeal for assistance

should be made, except to the Citizens of Montreal ; and that the only appeal to

be made to other Cities, should consist of a Public notification, that a Commit-
tee has been appointed to receive foreign contributions ; and titey recommend
the appointment of such a Committee forthwith, the members to be chosen in

equal numbers from the Relief Committee and the Council.

The Council are of opinion also, that there should be appointed a Committee
of Supervision or General Management, to receive and take charge of all funds

that may be collected and contributed ; and that the Committee be composed
of twelve members, six of whom should be taken from the Corporation, and an
eqnal number chosen out of the Relief Committee.
And I beg to add, that in the event of this last suggestion meeting with the

concurrence of the Relief Committee, I am authorized to state that the following

are the members selected by the Council to represent them in the Committee of

Supervision or General Management, viz :

Whereupon it was moved by the Hon. L. H. Lafontaine, so onded by the Rev.

Dr. Bethune

:

That the several suggestions offered by the City Oouncil, be entered in the Begister of the proceedings

of this Committee, with the view to their being fovorably considered in any resolution or proceedings

to be hereafter adopted.

After the passing of this Resolution, various remarks as to the propriety of

seeking donations from abroad were made, the suggestions of the Corporation
being adverse to it.

Rev. Mr. Jenkins thought it unadvisable to support this view of the Council,

inasmuch as we were unable, at the present moment, to estimate the extent of
the loss, and consequently the amount requisite to meet that loss. Therefore it

would be impolitic virtually to decline foreign aid.

In order to show that aid from without would be afforded, whether sought, or

not, the Chairman read extracts from two letters he had this day received from

tbe Hon. John Young, in one of which, he expressed his ffratiflcation to find

upon his return to Quebec that the Executive Government had voted £2,500
towards the immediate relief of the suflferers, and he expressed his opinion that

further aid would he extended, if required.

In the second note, he writes that lie had just returned from a large meeting,
])rincipally of French Canadians, at which all the members of the Executive
Government in Quebec attended, at which the warmest 9}inpathy was expressed,

and subscriptions set on foot ; and that upwards of £1500, had been subscribed

in the room.

It was then moved by the Hon. L. H. Lafontaine, seconded by Mr. Dunkiu :

That a Standing Committee, to be called the " Executive Oummtttee," of the Montreal Relief Com
mittee, be now appointed, and that the said Committee be composed of the six me^b^^rs of the City

Council above named, and of six members to bo chosen bj this General Relief Committee from amongst

its members, which said Executive Committee shall report from time to time to the Relief Committee,

and have power from and out of the General Committee to fill vacancies.

After the passing of this Resolution, the Relief Committee immediately pro-

ceeded to ballot for six of their number to act in conjunction with a like number
chosen by the Corporation, who should compose the Standing Committee, when
the following gentlemen were elected.

That the suggestions of the Council on the subject of dividing the City into Wards, and appointing

Committees for making collections in those Wards, be adopted. . „,

Moved by G. E. Cartier, Esq., seconded by Hon. L. H. Lafontaine

:

That it be an instruction to the Executive Committee, to report to this Committee at its next meet-

iug, the details of tiie system to be adopted for distributing the funds to be placed at its disposal.

Moved by M. H. Seymour, Esq., seconded by the Rev. Mr. Jenkins

:

That Georg« Piatt, Esq., and N. O. Bourbonni6re, Esq., be, aud are hereby appointed joint Secre-

taries to the Montreal Relief Committee.

No other business offering, the meeting was, by motion of Hon. L. H. Lafon-

taine, adjourned, to be convened at the request of any three members.

Retolved—That application be made to the Clergy of the different denominations in this City, to

furnish this Committee at their earliest convenience, all such information as may be in their power

to give, as to the nature and extent of the losses incurred within their respective communions through

the recent fire.

Reiolved—'lha.i tbe several Insurance Companies and Agencies in this City, be solicited to supply

to the Relief Committee a list of the Policies by them insured upon which loss has been sustained by

the recent calamity, showing the amount claimed or likely to be claimed, with the names of the sufferers,

to enable the Committee to arrive at the knowledge of their actual position.

It was then ordered to call a General Meeting of the Relief Committee for

tbe next day at 3 o'clock, P.M., to sobmit to it tne Report, and that a certain

number of copies be printed for distribotion at the meeting.

His Honor the Mayor stated that in conseqoence of bis nomeroos duties it

would be impossible for him to give attention to the minute duties of Treasurer,

and l^egged to move

That a Sub-Treasurer be appointed, xrliose duty it shall be to take ch.'.rge of the remittiyiccs, make
deposits, and otherwise serve the Committee ; and further, that all monies handed in be deposited daily

in the Chartered Banks of this City, and be drawn out only upon the signatme of the Treasurer and of

the Chairmai) of the EzecutiTe Committee.

A meeting of the General Committee took place on the 16th July, at which
Mr. Holmes stated that having taken up and considered Mr. Cartier's Resolu-

tion of the last General Meeting, the Executive Committee had proposed,

and he begged leave now to submit for the approval of the meeting the suggestions

contained in the Report which was then laid before the Meeting.
In obedience to the order of reference made to the Executive Committee, at

the last meeting of the General Relief Committee, reqoiring them to report the

details of a system to be adopted for the disbursement of such funds as should

be placed at the disposal of your Body, the Execotive Committee beg leave to

submit the

FIRST REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

The sufferers by the late fire may be stated to be of three classes ; the first,

comprising those whose means (with or without recourse to such loans as they

may be able, by the offer of adequate security, to effect) are sufficient to enable

them to rebuild, in the manner and of the materials requisite for the foture safety

of the city, the whole or any considerable part of their destroyed buildings ; the

second, those whose remaining means are not adequate to this : and the third,

those who are in want of the necessaries of life. In other words, there is, first,

a class who, whatever their losses, are not reduced to absolute poverty, or dis-

tress, properly so called ; secondly, a class who are ; and thirdly, a class whose

distress amounts to destitution.

The first of these classes, the Executive Committee take it for granted, cannot

be held to have any claim upon the funds at the disposal of your Body. The
Loan Fund, contemplated by the fourth of the resolutions, passed at the pnblic

meeting of the 10th instant, is obviously the only proper means of aiding such

persons falling within this class as may require aid at all. Any grant to them
from a Charitable Relief Fund, would be a misapplication of such Fund.
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To the second of these classes, such aid as the Loan Fund in question would
offer, would as obviously be inadequate. The security they could give would
not admit of their borrowing enough to enable them to rebuild in the requisite

manner ; and the mere offer to them of an inadequate amount of loan, would in

fact be no relief or aid whatever. If they are to be relieved or aided at all, in

their struggle to retrieve their losses, aomethtna will have to be given them to

make up the deficiency of the little tney may borrow.

The third class, as a general rule, mav be regarded as not being proprietors.

So that comparatively few of them can derive aid, except from the Relief Fund.
It is obvious that, tVi the first inatance^ the aid to be afforded from the Relief

Fund must be limited to this last class of persons.

As regards the mode of rendering such aid, the Executive Committee are oi

opinion that, except in extraordinary cases, it should on no account be granted
In money. Allowances or gratuities in money could not fall to be very generally

ill-spent, would enable numbers of persons, who ought not to leave the city, to

go away in search of employment elsewhere, and would be a premium to idle-

ness and intemperance among those who should stay. Wherever from particu-

lar circumstances, it may be (bought desirable to enable individuals or families to

find a home among friends elsewhere, money would require to be given. But
except in such cases, the Executive Committee would on no account have it given.

The wants of those of the desitute, whom it is not desired to remove from Mon-
treal, should be relieved only by providing them, for vvih time as may be neces-

sary, with food, clothing, medical advice and shelter, according to the exigen-

cies of their several cases.

To determine what those exigencies are in each case, the Executive Commit-
tee would suggest that, in their opinion, it is desirable that Relieving Sub- Com-
mittees should be immediately organized. They would suggest, that, as the cir-

cumstances and wants of the poor are necessarily best known to the clergy and
others of their own religious faith, such Sub-Committees should be formed upon
that principle. The several Protestant denominations would in that case prob-

ably find it easy to co-operate in the organization of one such Sub-Committee

;

but, if not, there would be no difficulty in organizing separate Sub-Committees
for any which might prefer that course. To secure uniformity of action, and to

guard against imposition, it would be desirable, in the opinion of the Executive

Committee, that such Sub-Committees should not be confined in their operations

to particular localities ; and also that they should not consist of too many mem-
bers. Sub-Committees of five members each—two or three of the five to be
clergymen, and three to form a quorum—would probably be found to work more
satisfactorily than if composed of a larger number of persons.

Upon the system proposed, it would rest with these Sub-Committees to in-

vestigate the particular cases of distress within their several spheres of opera-

tion
J

to certify from time to time in writing, the details of the specific relief

required for each ; and to render such aid as may be requisite to ensure the faith-

ful distribution of such relief. The duty of the Executive Committee would re-

solve itself into that ofproviding the requisite food, clothing, medical aid, and
shelter, and generally directing and superintending the machinery for its distri-

bution, in as prompt, economical and satisfactory a manner as the means at their

command may allow.

In the improbable case of the Sub-Committees, or any of them, demanding
the grant of more relief than the state of the funds or other considerations may
be found to warrant, it would of course be for the Executive Committee to ap-

ply the proper remedy, by reducing or amending their demands as occasion

should require.
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Id order to provide the requisite shelter, the Executive Committee think it

would be desirable that they should be authorized to procure suitable buildings,

or, if necessary, to construct sheds (of considerable extent, and partitioned off,

so as to serve as temporary residences for separate families) in suitable locations

close to or within the limits of the burnt district. Such sheds, it is submitted,

should be so built as to admit, if necessary, of being fitted up at a moderate ex-

pense, for winter occupation ; as it is hardly to be hoped that the occasion for

them will wholly have gone by before the setting in of next winter.

Unless such buildings or sheds are supplied, the Executive Committee are ap-

prehensive that it will be found practically impossible to prevent the running up
of numbers of shanties, of the worst construction, over the burnt district^ and
their occupation in a manner highly prejudicial, not merely to the re-building of

the district, but even to the health of their inmates and of the city generally.

The Emigrant sheds and the tents at present occupied, cannot, for obvious rea-

sons, long serve to shelter any considerable proportion of our unhoused popula-

tion.

Should the construction of tlie proposed sheds be determined on, the Executive

Committtee would recommend their being erected on ground belonging either to

the public or to proprietors who may be willing to place their land for that pur-

pose unreservedly at the service of the public. It is presumed that the Corpo-
ration would readily engage to take them so far under its charge, as may be re-

quisite for all purposes uf police and internal discipline.

It remains to consider the position of the second class of sufferers ; and the

question what steps are to be taken hereafl&r for their relief.

The Executive Committee are deeply impressed with the feeling that it is

most important to limit the description of aid above recommended for the third

or utterly desitute class of sufferers within the narrowest limits consistent with
the effective relief of real destitution. To do more than relieve their pressing

wants would be to encourage pauperism, with all its attendant evils. The whole
machinery they have suggested with this view :—the efficient and prompt relief

of these urgent wants, and no more.

So feeling, the Executive Committee consider, that it would be most mischiev-

ous to come to any resolution of devoting the whole of the Relief Fund to this

one end ; as they believe not only that more will be raised, but that more ought
to be raised, than ought to be exclusively so devoted. The second of the three

classes of sufferers above referred to, are those who have really lost most, and
whose suffering is of the kind to last the longest, and be felt in the end the most.

They are, besides, as a class, the most deserving. Of the first class, or merely

destitute, a good many were destitute, or nearly so, before ; and will continue

so after their temporary relief, shall have been withdrawn. Others, the better

and larger portion, as soon as their present necessities shall have been relieved,

will find themselves again in employment, and as well off as before. But the

class essentially reduced in condition by their losses, cannot hope to recover their

lost position otherwise than slowly, and by painful effort. The object of aiding

them in such effort, within reasonable and proper limits, and under due precau-

tion, is ODe which, in the opinion of the Executive Committee, ought by no means
to be set aside, or lost sight of.

Till more shall have been ascertained as to the probable amount of the ex-

pected Loan Fund, and the rules and manner of its intended distribution, and
also as to the total amount of the Relief Fund to be at the disposal ofyour Bodr,
the extent of the immediate relief which will have to be given from it to the ab-

solutely destitute, and the amount and nature ofthe varying demands to be made
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on it hereafter, by parties of this second class, It is obviously impossible to lay

down satisfactoiy rules as to the precise mode of apportioning the relief which

may hereafter be extended to them.

The Executive Committee would not even venture to recommend that it should

at the present moment be laid down as an unalterable rule, that such ulterior

relief shall be absolutely confined to the class of poor proprietors of small lots of

land.

They would, however, strongly recommend, that the General Relief Commit-
tee should at once, unequivocally announce the principle of confining aid from the

Relief Fund, to the really poor ; and should engage to take every precaution It

can, not only now, to guard against imposition on the part of such as may false-

ly pretend to be altogether destitute, but also hereafter, to guard against like

Imposition on the part of any who may hereafter make untrue representations of

their being so poor as to come within that class of reduced and almost destitute

persons, to whom (not less than to the utterly destitute) it is desirable to extend

their due measure of relief. When the proper time shall come, the Executive

Committee confidently trust, that it will not be found a matter of greater practi-

cal difficulty to guard against the latter kind of imposition, than against the for-

mer.

THEIR SECOND REPORT.

In obedience to the Order of reference made to them at the last meeting of

the General Relief Committee, for the collecting of statistical information as to

the extent and nature of the losses by the fire of the 8th and 9th of July last,

the Executive Committee lost no time in communicating on the subject with the

Officers of the Corporation, the Insurance Companies, and the Clergy, and in

employing competent persons to compile as detailed and exact a Return as pos-

sible of all the information that could be collected. The inquiry, therefore, was
one which necessarily took up much time ; and the information, when at last it

was laid before the Executive Committee, appeared to them to be in some impur-

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tatit respects too imperfect and unsatisfactory to admit of being pablished witb
propriety, as a correct and authoritative statement of the facts of the case. Add
to which, the Committee were by that time engrossingly occupied in the duty of
superintending the operations in progress for the relief of the distressed ; so mucli

so, as to And themselves utterly unable to prepare a proper statement from the

facts before tber* unless at the cost of a postponement of that higher duty to the

secondary objo i putting in form for the public eye, a detail of facts, with
which, in all thir leading outlines, the public mind was already familiar.

These figures, however, are by no means calculated to give anything like a
clear and adequate idea of the calamity which they are designed to indicate.

The number of houses destroyed, is believed to be correcUy i^scertained
]

but it must be borne in mind that it is given, exclusive cfout huUdinga, The
number of these last it was found impossible to state with any reasonable degree
of precision.

The amount of the Assessed Rental affords hardly any evidence as to the
real rental of the premises destroyed.

The Executive Committee, however, believe that they make an nnder-esti-
mate when they take it as indicative of a real value of at least £400,000.
Supposing a fourth of this to represmt the land, there would remain a loss of
£300,000 or upwards from the destruction of the buildings upon it. The loss

of furniture, goods, and other moveable property, the Executive Committee
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believe to have amounted to at least as much as £200,000 more ; so that the

total destruction of property, in their judgement, must be taken to have exceeded,

rather than to have fallen short of, an amount of £500,000, Cy.

The number of families and persons stated as unhoused, is certainly less

than the truth ; as the enquiries made could be carried no mrther than to the

counting up of the families known from the Cui'poration records to have been
domiciled in the destroyed houses. It is well known, however, that there were
great numbers of persons living in the district in question, as mere lodgers,

paying no rates, and not appearing on the Corporation Books. The Executive

Committee have no doubt that at least from 10,000 to 11,000 persons, constitu-

ting (io whole or part) considerably more than 2,000 families, were in fact

unhoused.

As regards the amount of recovered or recoverable Insurance, it must be

observed that the Mutual Insurance is not only understood to be unable to pay
more than about 12s 6d. in the pound on its Insurances, but that a part of even

that payment will be merely apparent, as in fact, falling on the losers them-
selves, in the settlement with them by the Company upon their premium notes.

Allowing, therefore, for any possible omission in the foregoing statement, it would
still appear that hardly £150,000, if indeed so much of the total loss, can be

said to be really covered by Insurance.

In a word, as nearly as can be judged, it would seem that more than a
sixth part of the population of the City were driven from their homes, at an ag-

gregate loss of at least £500,000 ; considerably less than one third of which loss

was effectively covered by Insurance ; and that the benefits of such Insurance is

shared between less than one fourth part in number, of the sufferers.

Another subject which early engaged the attention of the Executive Com-
mittee, was that of the proposed Loan Fund, referred to their consideration by
the General Committee. In accordance with that order of reference, they

immediately placed themselves in communication, through the medium of a Sub-
Committee, with the City Authorities, upon the subject ; and the leading out-

lines of a plan having been, as was supposed, sufficiently agreed upon, they

afterwards deputed two of their number, Messrs. Holmes and LaFontaine, to

proceed to Quebec with His Worship the Mayor and Councillor Marchand, (de-

legated by the City Council) for the purpose of coming to some understanding,

if possible, with the Provincial Government, as to the tenor of a Bill to be laid

before Parliament with its sanction. On their return, a communication from the

Provincial Secretary, stating generally the basis on which the administration

were prepared to frame a measure for the desired end, w^as laid before the Exe-

cutive Committee, as well as before the City Council. But the refusal of the

City Council to entertain that project, necessarily prevented the Executive Com-
mittee from proceeding further with its consideration. The Executive Committee

has not had communication of the tenor of the projects since understood to have

been entertdned on this subject by the City Council, and has had no means,

therefore, of further attempting to carry out the instructions of the General

Committee in reference to the matter.

Very shortly after the date of the last meeting of the General Committee,

the Executive Committee were fortunate enough to secure the valuable services

of Mr. Arthur Ross, as Sub-Treasurer of the Relief Fund.

The absence of Mr. Moffatt, one of tjieir number, in England, has lately

compelled them to fill the vacancy thereby caused at their Board, and they have

done 80 by the appointment of Mr. Jacob DeWitt.

could possibly do,—to examine in minute detail all the reports of the Relieving
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Sub-Committee8,->and generally to superintend the carrying out of all measures

resolved on by the Executive Committee. Mr. Peltier, some time after, was
compelled to decline continuing so to serve. Mr. Marchand thereupon consent-

ed for a time to take his place on the Standing Sub-Committee. Its labors

having since become less onerous, it has uQt been found necessary to name
another member in his room.

All Reports and Communications from the Relieving Sub-Committees have
accordingly undergone the careful scrutiny of this Standing Sub-Committee,
before being finally disposed of. All points of doubt or involving principle, as

they have arisen, have engaged the attention of, and been formally decided by
the Executive Committee at its regular meetings. In ail cases the Executive

Committee have anxiously adhered to the principle of limiting the relief award-
ed on such Reports, to the measure of what they have believed to be the real

destitution of the parties applicant.

They found it necessaiy to adopt the rule of paying over the amounts so

awarded, for Clothing and necessaries other than tools and food, to the Reliev-

ing Sub-Committees,—on their engagement faithfully to cause the same to be de-

livered to the parties, in kind and not in money ; an engagement, which they have
everjr reason to believe the Relieving Sub-Committees have faithfully adhered to,

notwithstanding the amount oftrouble and care it must have devolved upon them.

In the distribution of tools, they have proceeded upon the system of issuing

through the Relieving Sub-Committees, to the parties, orders on tradesmen, by
means of which they might themselves procure such tools.

The Executive Committee regard this class of their disbursements as brought

to a close.

As regarded distribution of provisions, the Executive Committee for a short

time after their appointment found themselves under the necessity of continuing

the issues in the first instance established by the Provisional Relief Committee
of the City Council,—under which, rations were granted to some 3,500 persons

or upwards. They applied themselves, however, as soon as possible, to the

duty of reducing these issues, and otherwise economizing in regard to them ;

and they have now been for some time reduced to about their present number
and quality. At present, there are 565 persons, belonging to 203 families,

who receive rations more or less regular)y, of Soup, Oatmeal and Bread only,

under the circumstances indicated by the subjoined table :

Of whom are, of French Canadian origin, 131 Families, 368 persons ; of other origins, 72 families,

197 persons; Roman Catholics, 642 ; Protestants, 23. Tliese numbers, from the constant changes

going on, must be understood as holding good only at the present date.

From the repeated and careful revisions which the lists of these persons have
undergone, the Executive Committee are led to believe that few or no names of

individuals able to provide food for themselves, remain on it. i

It is not, however, to be doubted that many of these persons subsisted on
charity, before the occurrence of the fire which deprived them of lodging. The
difficulty of their case lies in the fact that so large a proportion of their former

neighbours, who before that event in effect maintained them through the inter-

vention of charitable associations (such as that of the St. Vincent de Paul) and
otherwise, are now themselves reduced to a state of indigence.

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There are also outstanding accoants amounting to about £100, and for the

reason above alluded to, it must be expected that this soured of expense will

require to be provided against, for the coming^winter.

For the shelter of the sufferers during the coming winter, the Executive

Committee were most anxious to provide such an amount of iShed aocommcHJa-

tion in Town, as might have enabled them to dispense with the use of the Sheds

at Point St. Charles. With this view, they obtained plans of Sheds of a suitable

construction ; arranged for the acquiring of suitable localities for their erection
;

advertised for tenders, and afterwards made every effort to bring such tenders

within a limit ns to amount that should put it in their power to accept them.

At one time, they even entered into negotiation with the wardens of the House
of Industry, in the hope that the means of that Institution might enable it to

furnish them with some considerable part of the required accommodation at a
reasonable cost. It was found, however, that the demand for builders and
building material, rendered the construction of the proposed sheds so expensive,

that the Committee were at last driven to abandon the idea of erecting more
than could possibly be helped, and to content themselves with repairing tiie

Point St. Charles Sheds,—erecting three of the cheapest construction possible,

on land the property of Mr. Logan, in the Quebec Suburbs, placed by him
gratuitously at their disposal, and two more on St. Elizabeth Street in the St.

Lawrence Suburbs,—and making some slight repairs of the present building of

the House of Industry in Campeau Street, which the wardens of that Institution

placed at their disposal for the winter. .

I'he St. Elizabeth Street Sheds are not yet completed. The repairs of the

House of Industry are in such forwardness, that by the time of the presenting

of this report it is probable they will be occupied. The Logan^s Farm Sheds
have been occupied for some little time past.

Owing to the distance of the Point St. Charles Sheds from town, it has been

found necessary to incur some expense for the maintenance there of a Police

Force of four men, and for the procuring of two suitable Fire Engines to be kept

there.

It is intended so to distribute the families sheltered, as to leave at the Point

St. Charles Sheds (as far as may be) the class unable to work. In town, the

House of Industry is designed for Protestant families ; and the Logan's Farui

Sheds for Roman Catholics.

A sub-Committee of the Executive Committee, consisting of Messrs, DeWitt,
Bertbelet, and Lynch has been lately charged with the immediate superinten-

dence of the Sheds and House of Industry.

To these amounts may be added—say £200 for subscriptions by parlies in

Montreal who have not yet paid, and £200 for interest on balances deposited in

the Banks to the Credit of the Relief Fund : raising the sum total to—say
£26,400 6s. 4d.

The Executive Committee do not anticipate any considerable amount of re-

ceipt beyond this,—unless from the collections made under the London Relief

Committee. They are aware that that body not long since remitted an amount
of £3000 Sterring>-say about £3600 Currency—to a Committee of 20 gentle-

men in this City, who have deposited it in the Bank of British North America
at interest, and nave written to the London Committee, in effect advising its

being paid over into, and distributed as part of, the General Relief Fund.
Should this recommendation be acted on, the Relief Fund will be augmented by
that further amount,—or perhaps, by one somewhat larger,—as the remittance

in question may possibly be followed by a further sum.

And for the rcllvf of the utterly destitute and the proper maintenance of the

Sheds, &c. through the winter, the Executive Committee are of opinion that it

will be necessary to appropriate or reserve further funds, say, the following

amouuts, which they trust will be found adequate :

—

For ProTisioM, Clothing, and other direct Cliaritablu Ilo-

lief £2,000
For the Sheds, Police, Contingent and Miscellaneous ex-

penses and unforscen demands 1,000

They would recommend that, for the avoidance of jealousies in regard to the

distribution of the above £2000, the General Committee should affirm the prin-

ciple of distributing the same under recommendation of the Relieving Sub-Com-
mittees only, made from time to time to the satisfaction of the Executive Com-
mittee, and to amounts not in all exceeding those hereinafter stated—and which
are predicated as nearly as may be on what the Executive Committee believe to

be a fair approximation to their relative claims :

—

Through the French Canadian Sub-Committee £1,200

Other Sub-Oqmmittees. 600

Under the proposed system, the Relieving Sub-Committees will of course have
to assume the immediate superintendence of all such distribution of provisions

and clothing as may be found necessary within their respective spheres of oper-

ation. And in case of its being found that any of the Sub-Committees do not

really need the whole of the proposed appropriation, it is of course intended to

limit the Issues to be made through them, accordingly.

As regards the Wood on hand, the Executive Committee would recommend
an appropriation of—say 1000 cords thereof, for gratuitous distribution in the

like proportions and by the like means, as are above proposed for that of the

£2,000 above mentioned. The remainder of the wood, they think should be
sold for cash, in suitable quantities and at a price not exceeding its cost, to such
sufferers by the fire as may be found to be in circumstances requiring this

measure of aid.

The Stoves, Stove Pipes, Fire-Engines, &c. remaining on hand, will of course

require to be sold in the spring,—the proceeds, with those arising from the sales

of wood above suggested, to be carried to the Balance of the Fund.
The Balance or remainder of the Relief Fund, the Executive Committee pro-

pose to divide with as little delay as possible, between the claimants, of the class

designated in their Report of the lath of July last, as the second class of the

sufferers by the fire.

In that Report they did not attempt to give any very exact definition of this

second class. And they do not even now f^el themselves in a position to be
much more explicit on this point.

It must be obvious, however, that those who are to be held as falling within

the second class, on the one hand must not be persons who before the fire were
destitute of means or even very nearly so, and on the other hand must not now Mont
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have enough of means to take them out of the class of poor and really distressed

applicants for relief. The former of tliOHC classes,—those destitute or nearly so

bei'orc the lire—must be held to have been sufUciently relieved by the aid pro-

vided for them as constituting' tlu' bulk of the third or destitute class of Hulfurers.

Tlioriu whose ciroiunstanecs reiitu cd them from the class of the actually di:)tress-

ud cannot be aided at all from tlu> Uulief Fund, unless by an unjustiflable misap-

plication of it from its lej^itiiiiate purpo -e.

It unist also be obvious, that uiiji'ss under pc^^nliar circumstances, of a nature
to justify a departure frotn the {rencral rule, those who have already received re-

lief as of the third cla^)^<, cannui now be held to fall within tl)U second class for

the purpose of claiming further aid.

In the present state of their information, the Executive Committee are not

prepared to attempt to lay down any moie precise rules than are above stated.

To enable them to mature their plans for the distribution of the balance of the

Fund which they propose to devote to this object, the G\ecutive Committee
consider it necessary that they sliould have before them a list of all the appltcants

claiming relief therefrom, with a reliable statement of the circumstances of each.

And as the only means in their power of obtaining such a list, they propose again

to seek the valuable aid of the Kclicving Sub-Committees, by asking each Sub-
committee, within as short a time as possible, to make out and transmit to them
a report on the cases of all such Applicants fiilling within its sphere of operation,

embodying therein (to the be»t of their information, and—for convenience of

reference—in the form of a Schedule to be furnished to that end) all necessary

particulars, as to the calling, &c., of each Applicant,—the amount and description

of loss, remaining means, and insurance, in each case,—the number of persons

in the family, distinguishing children and old or infirm persons from such as can
help to support the family,—the total rate of yearly income from all sources

available to the family,—the amount, if any, they may have received in the

way of relief of any kind,—and whatever else may be material to enable the

Executive Committee to judge as to the relative urgency of the several claims.

Upon these Reports, the Executive Committee are of opinion that it would not

be found a very ditlicult task to distribute such of the applicants as shall be found

entitled to a share of the fund in question, into siich a number of classes or sub-

divisions according to the relative apparent urgency of their several cases, as

should establish between them an equitable division of the fund, upon the prin-

ciple (f attempting to relieve, not in proportion to the losses, but as nearly as

may be found possible in proportion to the necessities of the parties to be
relieved.

Those necessities the Exciutive Committee are convinced, are most painfully

pressing in a very great number of cases. Indeed they are convinced that the

sum to be distributed will be found to fall short of what would be required for

the eifective relief of those cases alone, which for all practical purposes might
almost as well be called cases of destitution, as be characterised by the. more
common place designation of cases of distress or mere want.

The Executive Committee have only to add, that in the event of the General

Coinmittee desiring a continuance of their labors in order to the carrying out of

the measures above suggested, they will feel it their duty to devote their best

exertions to that end.

A meeting of the General Fire Relief Committee was held this day pursuant
to notice in tho public journals, for the purpose of receiving the concluding
Report and Accounts of the Executive Committee. It was numerously attend-

ed, Benjamin Holmes, Esq., the President of both Committees, being in the

Chair.

The Chairman having explained to the meeting the object for which it was
called together requested its attention whilst the ^cretary read

THE FIIJAL REPORT. .
,

The Executive Committee has called you together, Gentlemen of the General

Relief Committee, for the purpose of rendering an account of its Stewardship, the

principal objects for which it was called into being having been accomplished.* It

has also to solicit your sanction for having definitively and Anally resigned into

the hands of the Corporation of the City of Montreal, the authority delegated to it

by your body, together with the property then at its disposal and in prospective.

The reasons which actuated the Executive Committee to this step are set forth in

a document which will be found embodied in this report.

The General Committee having at its meeting of the 18th October, fully ap-

8
roved and confirmed the proceedings of this Committee, as set forth in the second

leport, and having requested it to carry out the suggestions therein contained;

this Committee lost no time in resuming its duties.

As early as the 26th of October, the following circular letter was sent to all

the parties interested :

—

Sir,—I beg to transmit to you, for the information of the Relieving Sub-
committee, of which you are Chairman, a copy of the Report of the Executive

Committee, laid before the General Relief Committee, at its meeting on
Monday last, and the recommendations contained in which were by, that body
unanimously confirmed and adopted.

Your Sub-Committee will perceive from it that an amount, not exceeding

£2,000, has been appropriated for .the supply of provisions, clothing, and other

direct charitable relief, to the utterly destitute class of sufferers, during the

coming winter, and also a quantity of fire-wood, not exceeding 1000 Cords, for

gratuitous distribution to them.

You will also observe that the immediate superintendence of all such distri-

bution of provisions, clothing, etc., as may require to be made, is to devolve on

the Relieving Sub-Committees.

As regards the distribution of provisions heretofore and still carried on under

the direct superintendence of the Executive Committee, they have concluded to

bring it to an end on the last day of the present month,—trusting that before

the first of next month the Relieving Sub-Committees will have had ample time

to make all needful preliminary arrangements, so as to be able to assume the

duty on that day.

As regards outlay for clothing and other direct charitable aid (the supply of

firewood included), it is obvious that it can only be granted under special circum-

stances of distress, and within the strictest possible limits as to amount. The
Executive Committee will give attentive consideration to whatever reprcsenta-

c
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m

tions you may have to make on this subject, as occasions for making them may
be found to arise.

The Executive Cororoitteee will also, of course, be prepared at all times to

give such attention as may be in their power to any recommendation which
your Sub-Committee may make of individuals, sufferers hy the fire, to be allowed

to purchase wood in suitable quantities, and p.t a cash price not exceeding its

cost.

It remains to beg the immediate and earnest attention of your Sub-Cummittee
to the important task of preparing the Returns required in terms of the second

Report, to enable the Executive Committee to proceed to the distribution of the

balance of the Relief Fund, appropriated to what has been called the second class

of sufferers by the fire.

With the aid of the instructions laid down in that Report, to the con-

tents of which, more particularly in so far as they relate to what is to consti-

tute the second class of sufferers, your attantion is earnestly called, your Sub-
committee, it is hoped, will find no very great difficulty in drawing up their

report of the cases of all the applicants whom they may he prepared to recommend
foriaid as of this class, in the form of the accompanying Schedule. It is

extremely desirable that such Return should be made with the least possible

delay, as the wants of the parties to be relieved must in most cases be very

pressing. And under this feeling, the Executive Committee trust that it may
be in your power to furnish them with the Report of your Sub-Committee by or

before the \5th proximo.

The various Sub-Committees accordingly assumed on the 1st of November the

charge of looking after the physical well-being of the sufferers of the respective

churches to which they belonged,—thus relieving the Executive Committee from

all fnrtber care and anxiety on that head.

The great press of business having been disposed of, this Committee, with the

view of economising, as far as practicable, the funds at its disposal, dispensed

with the services of its Secretaries, Messrs. Handyside and N. G. Bourbonni^re,

on the SOtJi October, having borite witness, by resolution, to the zeal and assi-

duity with which they had fulfilled the duties of the ofiice, and devolved upon
Mr. Ross, the Sub-Treasurer, this additional labour ; and your Committee cannot

allow the opportunity to pass without recording its high sense of the ability and

patience with which that gentleman has discharged his various duties.

Your Committee was not unmindful of the heavy responsibility which the

supervision of the inmates of the sheds, amounting to 950 souls, involved. A
code of regulations for their good government was framed, which not only cnsnred

the sanitary well-being of the inmates, but provided, so far as stringent enactments

could provide, against immorality and vice, leaving to the Committee the power
of summarily expelling the recusants : this power was delegated to a Sub-Com-
roitte of which, Mr. Dewitt was Chairman. It was found possible after this, to dis-

pense with the services of the Police force, hitherto maintained at considerable

expense, and to substitute Mr. Drummond, the person in charge of the Govern-

ment sheds at Point St. Charles, to watch over the interests of this Committee.

The General Committee may remember, that in the second Report, it was pro-

posed to place 1,000 cords of wood at the disposal of the Sub-Committee fur

gratuitous distribution, and to sell the remaining 1,000 to sufferers, at cost price.

It was found practically impossiblo to carry out this recommendation. Inde-

pendantly of the fact that the Government sheds having been originally built in
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haste, of green wood, were not impervious to.the wintry winds, and that from

the first, infantile complaint prevailed, snch as meazles, small pox and scarla-

tina, necessitating additional comfort ; so iriany cases of suffering and privation

amongst the class of small proprietors were brought under the notice of this

Committee, and so many eiuqucnt appeals were addressed to it by the

Chairmen of the several Sab-Committees on their behalf, that it was found they

could not with propriety be resisted, and the whole of the cord-wood was from
time to time, on requisition, placed at their disposal, and has certainly proved a
most welcome and seasonable relief.

It was not without serious misgivings that the Executive Committee consented

that so many hundred souls should pass the winter at Point St. Charles. True
it was, that the rise of the waters of the St. Lawreqce to the level of the floors

of those sheds was of rare occurrence, but it had happened in former years and
might so happen again : however, £2,094 5s. 8d. had been already expended
in building and repairing, and the Committee was unwilling to abstract a further

sum from the fund now destined for the second class :—vacant stores of sufficient

magnitude could only be procured in the same locality and consequently subject

to the same casualty, and this Committee came to the conclusion to allow the

people to remain. The winter proved mild, the ice continued in an unsettled

state until the 20th January, when the sudden and continued rise of the waters

necessitated the hurried abandonment of their winter quarters by the wholq of

the inmates. His Worship the Mayor, with the Rev. Mr. Villeneuve, were fore-

most in coming to the rescue, and the devotedness of the Ladies of the Grey
Nunnery, shone forth on that as on every other occasion of danger and difficulty,

with its wonted lustre.

This necessarily precipitated move cost the Committee £145 19s. 7d., which
is to be regretted; but to have avoided the possibility of having to incur it, would
have involved the certainty of having to lay out a still larger sum in buildings.

When the flood abated the sheds were dried by stove heat, and the parties

reinstated without any injury to their health.

The most ardent desire existed on the part of this Committee to make the

awards at as early a day as possible. The circular designated the 15th of

November as that on which the returns should be sent in by the various Snl)-

Committees. Many complied ; however, the new Year came in, and the Com-
mittee was still without the Franco-Canadian claims, which represented the

great bulk of the loss. The services of Mr. Bourbonnidre, N. P., had previously

been tendered to, and accepted by the Franco-Canadian Sub-Committee, with a
view to expedite matters : meanwhile the funds at the disposal of this. Com-
mittee had not been allowed to lie idle,—arrangements had been made with the

several Banks, and a sum of £379 17s. lOd. realized as interest on deposits : an
amount which covers a large part of the contingent expenses of this Committee.
On the 15th of February those returns were filed, and the Special Committee,
to whom had been assigned the delicate duty of apportioning the awards, made
the following report, which was unanimously concurred in by the Executive

Committee on the 23rd of the same month :

The Sub-Committee to whom this Executive body at its sitting of the 29th
January last, delegated the duty of examining into and deciding upon the

awards to be made in each of the cases presented by the several Relieving Sub-
Committees, beg leave respectfully to report

That bearing in mind the injunction contained in your second report, that the

claims of all the applicants seeking relief, under the second class, should be filed

before division of the funds renuuning on hwod should be commenced, it could not

9,?
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{)roceed to bnsiness until the 15th of this month, owing t6 the list and voochers

rom the Franco Canadian Sub-Committeee not having been sent in until that

day.

Convinced, as your Sub-Committee was, of the value of time at this season
of the year to those who contemplated purchasing and preparing building

materials before the rise of prices in the spring, they laboured diligently night

after night from the moment they were put into a position to do so ; and the re-

sult of their investigations will more fully and at large appear by the examina-
tion of the lists and documentary evidence in support of those lists which are

now laid on the table for your scrutiny and approbation.

In all cases your Sub-Committee have been influenced not so much by the

amounts lost, as by the actual need of relief in which the parties stand, or by
the number of children or old and infirm persons looking to them for support.

And here your Sub-Committee would bear most willing testimony to the great

assistance they have derived from the labors of the Chairmen and members of the

various Relieving Sub-Committees, but more particularly to the indefatigable

exertions of the Rev. Messire Villeneuve : that gentleman has brought his great

analytical powers to bear on the subject, and from what might otherwise have
been a shapeless mass of confusion, has produced an harmonious whole, full of

method, significance, and utility

Xour Sub-Committee are satisfied that in placing the tabular statements and
the documents in support of them, before you, they are placing on record mat-
ters to which the future historian of Canada, in treating of the great conflagra-

tion, will refer with profit and satisfaction.

Your Sub-Committee would propose that copies of the revised list with the re-

sult of the several applications, be sent to the respective Relieving Sub-Com-
mittees, accompanied by a printed form to be filled up by them, addressed to the

Treasurer of the Executive Committee, setting forth that the bearer—naming
him or her, is entitled to so much, under the award of this Committee of such a
day : the applicant will thus be necessitated to have an interview with the Chair-

men ofthe Committees towhichthey severally belong, immediatelybefore drawing
the checks from the office of the Executive Committee. An opportunity will in this

way be afforded to the Chairmen to give such advice to the parties as to the dis-

posal of the amounts, as they may think for their advantage.

Your Sub-Committee are clearly of opinion that the monies should be given free-

ly and directly to the parties to whom they are awarded, without trammel or

condition.

There are certain cases however, where sums have been awarded to women
and minor children : in those cases a discretionary power should be delegated to

your Secretary to see that the necessary legal formalities are fulfilled before the

monies are paid away.
In conclusion, your Sub-Committee would suggest that one alphabetical list of

all those relieved, as of class No. 2, be prepared, to be laid before the general

Committee and the public.

As was anticipated, the sum to be distributed fell far short of what was
required for the efiecti'.e relief of those cases which most arrested the attention,

and enlisted the sympathies of your Committee. It would fain have caused the

hearts of all the widows in that long list, to bound with joy, by placing in the

hand of each what would have enabled her to reinstate her deserted home-
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yet, some
humble Homes will have been altogether raised by the bounty of the generous
donors, and such substantial aid afforded in the same direction to very many others,

as will fill them with Hope and nerve them with energy to contend against their

adverse fortune.

The work of repartition being thus, as was supposed, brought to a close, the

Chairman convened the Executive Committee on the 13th of April, and
stated that the distribution of the greater part of the monies confided

to this Committee having been effected, he had called them together

for the purpose, firstly, of fixing upon the most proper period for bringing the

affairs of this Committee to a close, and in the second place, of deciding.upon the

most judicious mode of disposing of the property under the control of this Commit-
tee, that property consisting of two tempor||ry wooden buildings on the estate of

Mr. Dufaux in St. Elizabeth street, and three buildings of a similar character on
that of Mr. Logan ; as well as of two Fire Engines, and a number of stoves,

stove pipes, and iron boilers. The Chairman also stated that there remained
an available balance of about £490, subject to the action of the Committee.
Upon the first point it was^

Resolved^—That this Committee do close its labours and make it final Report
to the General Committee, on, or as soon after the 1st of May, as practicable.

Upon the second point it was.

Resolved,—That considering that the leases of the properties on which the

sheds are constructed, stand in the name of the Mayor, Aldermen and Citizens,

and will not expire for upwards of a year from this time, and that the policies

of assurance have also been effected in the name of the Corporation

:

Consideringthat to sell those sheds at present, subject to their being taken down
and removed, would place very many families in a position little less painful than

that in which they found themselves aft^r the fire of July, inasmuch as houses are

not yet to be procured at reasonable rents :

Considering that there are a number of poor old widows and infirm objects of

charity whom it would be inhuman abruptly to abandon without shelter and with-

out supervision

:

Considering that it should be left with the Corporation, as the Guardian of the

public health and safety of the City, to determine, as the hot weather advances,

what number ofpersons, and under what regulations, should be permitted to in-

habit those sheds ; or whether the public good demanded that the convenience of

the poorer class of sufferers should be sacrificed, to ;iVoid a greater calamity

by the spread of contagious disease from them as from a focus, or from their en-

dangering the neighbourhood from fire

:

Considering that although there be no longer business to necessitate the pro-

tracted existance of this Committee, balances of collections made in the country

parishes, and possibly from England may be looked for

:

This Committee do come to the conclusion to solicit the Corporation to accept

the charge of finally closing up its affairs by taking possession of the property,

and ultimately making such disposal of the proceeds, when realised, as may be

judged most to the advantage of the sufferers by the great conflagration ; with

the exception of the two small Fire Engines, built to order for the protection of

the Government Establisment at Point St. Charles, which this Committee con-

siders the Corporation, as Guardian of the City should inherit, and of which ac-

cordingly it begs its acceptance : and this Committee would respectfully suggest

to the Corporation that His Worship the Mayor, Mr. Trudeau. and Mr. Atwater,

who haying beeii from the first, active and zealous members of tnis Committee, are

• I
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conversant with the duties still to be performed, (or such other Committee as the

Corporation in its wisdom may appoint) be named to assume the charge.

This Committee is farther of opinion that as to the unappropriated balance

remaining on hand, the Special Committee to whom was delegated the charge of

making the awards in the first instance, be requested to continua their work, by
dividing the balance to the extent of £400 or £450 amongst such worthy
claimants as can demonstrate to the satisfaction of such Sub-Committee that by
some accident or neglect, over which they had no controul, their papers were not

presented until after the general award was declared.

The Secretary was directed to communicate to the City Clerk for the infor-

mation of the Council such portion of the minutes of this meeting as regards the

acceptance by the Corporation of the functions and attributes of this Executive

Committee, with a request that th| decision of the City Council thereupon be

communicated to the Chairman.

Whilst that proposition was before the City Council, but previous to any
action having been taken upon it by that body, a further remittance of £1,400
Sterling was received from the London Relief Committee : this seasonable aid

enabled the Special Committee to proceed to the consideration of some eases of

extreme hardship which had only recently come to its knowledge, as well as to

augment certain awards, where an iusufiicient sum had, in the 'first instance,

been given, owing to the paucity of the funds at its disposal.

Forming part of the Treasurer's account current win be found the nominal

list of claimants of thesecond class, to whom awards to the amount of £20,202
15s. have been paid.

This sum, although large in itself, was not found sufficient to enable this

Committee to extend partial relief to all whom it considered worthy, and a list

of those deemed fit recipients of such funds as may hereafter be realized by the

representatives of this Executive Committee will be furnished to its successors.

On the 5th instant the Corporation formally acceded to the proposal of this

Committee ; nothing remains but the acceptance by your body of this account

of our gestion, to operate the transfer. The trustees named by the Corporation

are those members of that body suggested in the above report : They represent

the various classes of the sufferers, and this Committee has the fullest confidence

that the interest of those sufferers will be cared for, so long as it is reasonable

and proper that they should be cared for.

Thie Executive Committee has reserved to be handed over to those Trustees,

a sum of £250, for the support of the old and infirm widows, the blind,

the halt, and the imbecile, and for them alone. Those in whose favor that ex-

ception is made, are some 20 in number ; they are without friends, and hu-

manity forbids that they should be abruptly abandoned.

On reference to the second report, it will be seen that a sum of £26,030 5s. 4d.

had been received up to the 14th of October ; from that period to the present

time a furUier sum of £10,06 1 2s. Id. has been received from generous donors

in various quarters of the world, making in the aggregate £36,091 7s. 5d.,

which sum will be found duly credited in the accompanying account current.

It has been made a subject of reproach to your Committee that there is no
complaining in our streets—tiiat the lower class of the community are in a state

of unwonted comfort, that the price of labour has greatly augmented ;—shelter

and medical aid are all that have been afforded to the sufferers directly, from the

Relief Fund, for a length of time, except for ten days on the occasion of the flood

:

the cause must therefore be sought for elsewhere. The flourishing state of the

finances of the coiintry and of trade in all its branches ; the influx of capital

;

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the rebuilding of a large section of the city in a modernised form ; the e^ainty
that a great system of railways is to be carried out ; in short, the same causes

\^hich have operated to raise wages and improve the social position of the

masses in Great Britain, is felt and acknowledged here. In the opinion of this

Committee it should be a source of gratulation and not of repining.

The Executive Committee would be justly amenable to tne charge of ingra-

titude, were it not thus frankly to acknowledge, that to the prompt and efficient

manner in which the various relieving Sub-Committees have, from the first, de-

voted their time and attention to carrying out the plans devised by this Com-
mittee, is mainly to be attributed any success which may have attended its la-

bors : nor can it let this opportunity pass without thus loudly and publicly re-

cognising and acknowledging the eminently efficient services rendered by th6

Ladies of the Grey Nunnery, and by those of the Asylede la Providence,—services

altogether disinterested and rendered to all the sufierers alike, withoutdistinction.

This Committee takes pleasure in thus bearing testimony to the devotedness of

those Ladies in the fulfilment of their arduous duties at all times and seasons,

and on all occasions, but more particularly during the recent flood, when thisir

conduct was beyond all praise. To the zeal and to the promptitude of those

Ladies in seconding the views of this Committee ; to their useful suggestions de-
rived from long experience ; to their economy in the distribution of the relief; to

their strict and continual, although kind and benevolent watchfulness, has this

Committee been enabled at so comparatively small an expense, to afford substan-

tial aid to so large a number of the sufferers by the fire ; and to them it is owing
that peace, contentment, and harmony, have reigned in the sheds, although oc-

cupied at one and the same time by persons of different origins and creeds.

The accounts have been submitted to Mr. John Speirs, accountant, for exami-
nation, and by that gentleman have been duly audited : this Report then
accepted, the object for which this Executive Committee was formed will have
been accomplished, and it will consider itself as dissolved.

How it has fulfilled the duties of its mission, it is not for this Committee to

pronounce : this much alone is certain, that the utmost harmony has ever reign-

ed at its deliberations, and its every measure has been designed to promote the

best interests of the sufferers.
