Baiden of the Cangdian Grain Co. sald
that the trade estimated it at 25,000,000
bushels against 14,000,000 gathered last
year.

J. Phillips, buyer for the L. Coffee &
Co.,. Grain Co., Board of Trade Build-
ing, was quite outspoken in his views of
‘the present position of wheat “1 am
Wiling to pay $1.10 a bushel, yes up to
8115 a bushel, for new wheat, but it
‘Mmust be a good sample and grade No, 2
Qatario. The prospects of the crop were
80 good a. short time ago that millers sold
flour for future delivery on the outlook
;8nd they are now up against the diffi-
‘eulty of getting wheat that will grind.
’l'he old crop is practically used up so
"fhat. new wheat must be had if possible.

I have not been able to buy a bushel yet
at the St. Lawretice Market. Grain men
generally are up in the air. They don't
want to buy any wheat until they are
assured that the grain is dry. Heated
wheat will be unsaleable except at a
good discount and outside buyers will be
careful not to ship grain except it is in
good condition.”

Mr. Braiden of the Canada Grain Co.
told pretty much the same story. No
deliveries had been made at their out-
side elevators yet. They were 6fferlng
{ 95¢c for the standard grade, and sprouted
or wheat otherwise damaged would be
reduced in price anywhere from 5c to
15¢ a bushel.

From the above it would seem that the
farmer who has been fortunate enough to
save his crop will get a good price untii
deliveries become general, and if the
proportion of damaged wheat is unusually
large, select grain will command a fairly
good price.

“The vice-admiral in the Dardan-
elles reports that one of the British
submarines operating in these waters
sank a Turkish battleship on the
morning of Aug. 8, at the entrance to
the Sea of Marmora.

“In connection with the above in a
| Turkish official communication, dated
| Aug. 9, it was reported that that the
Turkish battleship Kheyr-ed-Din-Bar-
barossa had been torpedoed by an
enemy submarine. The Kheyr-ed-Din-
Barbarossa. was a former German bat-
tleship purchased in 1910 by Turkey.”

The Turkish gunboat Derk-I-Savet
was built at the Krupp works in 1907.
She was 262 feet long, 27 feet beam
and 8 feet deep. Bhe displaced 7638
tons. She was fitted with two 4.1-inch
guns, six 6-pounders, two 1-pound-
ers and three torpedo tubes. She had
a complement of 106 men. Her speed
was 22 knots.

ZAGAGIK BOMBARDED.

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NIEMEN PROVES
HUGE OBSTACLE

Germans Left Many Thou-
- sand Corpses Be‘hind at
Kovno.

MADE BIG BLUNDER

Russians May Not Make De-
cisive Stand on New

- Lines.

PETROGRAD, Aug. 12.—The banks
of the Niemen River form the- first
stumbling block which the Germans
*have had to encounter. Many thou-
sand corpses have been left behind
and the enemy is still on the south
bank - of the river. Their efforts
against the Kovno foriress have cost
them dearer than any previous at-
tempt at storming made during the
eastern front campaign. They brought
up by rail and motor traction their
heaviest artillery. They used the ex-
perience gained at Antwerp and else-
where in the west and tried hastily
and boldly to take by main
force what . would have required
a long operation.

Used Entire Army.

They used the entire army. They
spared neither man nor shells, in or-
der that they might take Kovno quick-
ly, and they lost a colossal number. in
"gving to prevent the garrison of the
fortress from repairing the damage
done.

This hasfe of the Germans at Kov-
no is due to their failure at the Riga
and Poniewesck-Wilkomir front. Inthe
latter area the enemy will probably be
compelled to regroup and obtain rein-
forcements. Kovno is the chief ob-
stacle to the Germans holiing - both
banks of the Nieman, hence their con-
tinued desperate efforts to reduce the
Russian fortress, which will be the
base of the Russian defensive line
when the’ grouping in the south is fin-
ished:

Experts regard the Russian front as
favorable. The Ziota Lipa-Dniester
line is very secure. The Narew-Bug
line varies according to the stubborn-
ness of offensive conducted by the
enemy. The Niemen front is secure,
while the Dwina-Niemen front is
gradually moving westward.

Sturdy Russian Defence.

, From Riga to Wlsgimir Woljmsk,
the hosts of Germans continue their
advance. The Russians are every-
where making a sturday defence, in-
fiicting upon the invaders the maxi-
mum of possible losses as they stead-
ily fight in retreat. The Germans are

- Last year 43,276 Britishers came to

Canada, compared with 142,622 the year

before; 59,779 Americans, as compared

with 107.530, and 41,734 from all other

countries, as compared with 134,726.

Yestel;day's Shower Disheart-
ens Reapers Who Have
Already Suffered. ‘

POSITION BECOMES BAD

Sheaves Were Soaked ﬂ'ﬁlru
and Thru and Great Dam-
age is Caused.

Yesterday was the most dishearten-
ing day since the storm of a week
ago, the downpour whi¢h began in the
early hours of Thursday morning and
continued the greater part of the foré-
noon, thoroly soaking everything and
undoing all the bright sunshine and
drying winds of Tuesday and Wed-
nesday had accomplibhed.

Hundreds of farmers in the county.
and out of it, who had at the expense
of a lot of time and energy, scattered
their wheat stooks over the stubble,
found themselves yesterday morning
in a worse position than ever. Lying
on the wet ground, the sheaves were
wet thru and thru.

When they will dry is a problem.
They must first be re-stooked, an end-
less work, and then await more sun
and wind.

Condition is Serious.

A reporter of The World yesterday
met a score of practical farmers, men
who will take advantage of every
chance to save their grain and are not
easily daunted, and they without ex-
céption look upon the situation in the
central counties of Ontario at least, as
extremely serious. The long-continu-
ed rains have so’ completely soaked the
land that it is with difficulty the bind-
er could on Wednesday be made to
run, What will it be now that another
heavy rain has fallen? :

On the farm of A, Coulson, and oc-
cupied by J, Taylor, on concession 6
of Markham, north of the Village of
Unionville, 30 acres of heavy fall
wheat had been cut and stooked, and,
tho not fully ready, two teams and an
outfit were busily engaged on Wed-
nesday in drawing it into the barn.
Care was taken to make a division of
the grain in order to keep the less
seriously damaged and the inferior
grades apart. This plan entailed a
great deal of care and time, and is
being followéd/on many farms. The
barley on the Taylor -farm, a very
heavy crop, is said to be musting in
the stook, while 50 acres of oats await
the binder. The case of Mr. Taylor is
one of thousands, and is ‘cited to give
an idea of the difficulties under which
the- farmer is working. Labor is ap-
parently scarce, but if it were ever so
plentiful no progress can be made.

Late oats will represent a loss
of at least 50 per cent., and
-some farmers say more. On the

farm eof ex-Reeve John T. Watson,
at Fairbank in York Township, where
Mr. Watson had sown 10 acres of
white oats, the probable yield as es-
timated by some of the neighbors be-
fore Tuesday's storm, was placed at
100 bushels to the acre, afsuming that
they remained standingi. So heavy
were they that the wind and rain bat-
tered them into the ground, with the
result that the yield may not run 25
bushels to the acre, practically a total
loss.

Factors Against Farmer. dia

Inability to get the grain cut in
time, liability to shell and difficulty
in getting men when and.where need-
ed are some of the factors that will
militate against the Onté&rio harvest.

In view of the exceptional circum-
stances surrounding the preésent har-
vest and the shortness of time in
which to garner it, the suggestion is
being freely thrown out in order to
save as much of the crop as possible
that work of the harvest may be pro-
secuted on the Lord’s Day.

That the farmers may, in case of
emergency, harvest their crops on
Sunday, appears to b& provided for in
the Dominion Lord’s Day Act, S8ec-
tion three of the act provides that any
person may on the Lord's Day do any
work of necessity or mercy. In this
work is included by subsection W. of
that section: “Any unavoidable work
on the Lord’s Day to save property in
cages of emergency, or where much
property is in imminent danger of de-
struction or serious injury.”

Reference to the debate in the house
of commons will make it clear that
this section was intended to cover the
case of crop saving under emergency-

Hundred Successful in
Tests.

Seven hundred universit# men wrote
on the examinations of the Canadian
Officers’ Training Corps, but results,
that are just out, show that not one-
quarter of the number passed.

A rumor went around that a great
number of the men were plucked as
there had been some differences be-
tween the C. O. T. C. and the military
authorities, but a prominent Varsity
governor stated that this was untrue,

He said that these examinations had
been placed on a different basis en-
tirely from the others. All students
who attended a reasonable number of
military drills had been given their
academic standing without regard to
this written test. Those who wished
to secure a commission, however, had
been required to write a three-hou?
examination, and.from the results of
this examination the men were chosen
for commissions.

The reason that so many did not
pass the examinations was a result of
the men not taking the matter serious-
ly enough, but merely took the course
to get the physical drill and the mili-
tary training incidental to the course
be concludei.

Andrew's Bay, Panama City, Fort
Pickens, Barancas and Cedar Keys.

He was said to have been on the
Florida west coast for three months,
stopping with a German family near
Chaires, and professing to be interest-
ed in bee culture. The federal autho-
rities. asserted he had been in commu-
nication, however, with the German
Government. Officials say he is well
educatel. Austrian, and received
handsome remittances.

Turks Expose Communications.

In opposing this front the Turks ex-
posed their communications, now 150
miles long, to attack from the direc-
tion of Sari Kamysh. On Aug. 3 Gen.
Eudenitch moved his forces from the
Sari Kamysh district . southeastward,
threatening Halil Bey’'s flank and dem-
onstrating against Erzerum. A Rus-
slan .detachment marched rapidly by
way .of Ardos and Kara Derbent to
Daiara, which is 20 miles west of
Alaschgerd. One column had beaten
the Turks out of the important Merghe
Mir Pass, 15 miles south of Kara Der-
bent, by Aug- 8. Another, striking
farther eastward on the Alaschgerd
road, had a decisive success Aug 5,
in the passes connecting Alaschgerd
with Dutach in the Euphrates valley.

The Russians, by a bayonet attack,
drove the Turks from their trenches,
capturing several hundred. of them.
In the meantime the. Russians had
been successful on the main front east
of Alaschgerd, and the Turks were
compelled to retreat southwestward
along the Euphrates, under threat of
a flank attack at Dutach. Russian
cavalry reached Dutach and another
point on the Euphrates, four miles
northward, on Aug. 7.

Total Losses 20,000.

The Turks lost 800 prisoners at
Dutach. Their total losses in the three
weeks’ campaign are ‘estimated at
from 15,000 to 20,000 men. besides a
large quantity of provisions and am-
munition. The Russians are continu-
Ing the pursuit southwards.

CARRANZA REFUSES
PEACE CONFERENCE

Will Not Permit f‘{epresenta-
tives to Met Those of
Villa.

APPEAL ABOUT READY

President Wilson Arrives at

Washington to Study Mexi-
can Problem.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 12. — Presi-
dent Wilson, on his return from Cor-
nish, N.H., today, was given a com-
prehensive account of the Mexican sit-
uation in all its phases by Secrecary
of State Lansing.

The secretary told the president that
official reports indicated that the situ-
ation in the vicinity’ of Brownsville
wast of a local character, and that
quiet prevailed at Vera Cruz, where
there had been some anti-foreign
demonstrations. The president and
Secretary Lansing ~~devoted most of
their time to a discussion of the inter-
American plan on. which they are
planning their hopes for the early
restoration of peace in Mexico.

The appeal to all factions has not
yvet been sent, altho signed-by Secre-
tary Lansing and the ambassadors and
ministers of the six Central and South
American Government participating in
the conference.

A list of conferrers, generals and gov-
ernors is being compiled and as soon
as the locations of all are determined
the appeal will be telegraphed simul-
taneously to every part of Mexico. On
the eve of this action came the an-
nouncement from Villa agency here
tonight that Gen. Carranza had flatly
refused to permit a peace conference
between his representatives here and
those of Villa.

Incidentally, Secretary Lansing re-
vealed during the day that Gen, Villa
recently had informed the state de-
partment ‘that he was willing to sign
an armistice for; three months or
longer, during which a peace confer-
ence might be held. | \

CANADA T0 HAVE SAY
ONMEXICAN ISSUE?

Canadians Have Large Interests
in Mexico, It is Pointed
Out. i

NEW YORK, Aug. 12.—The New
York Evening Mail says editorially:

“The United States and the Squth
American Governments are co-operat-
ing towards a solution of the Mexican
problem. This diplomatic effort to ar-
rive at a result desired by all has al-
ready aroused the thought of united
effort by the United States ‘and the
South American Governments for
broader purposes on questions that
may arise in the future. :

“Canada is part of the Americas.
Its interests in Mexico are very great.
Canadian capital participated in the
development of Mexican natural re-
sources. The stability and democracy
of the Canadian people as developed
in their government are well worthy
of brotder influences in shaping the
destinies of the Amecicus,

“It i# noped that an opportunity will
be found to bring Canada to join in
the conference now in progress at
Washington. Canada has the same
outlook on the Pacific as the United
States. The time may come when both
nations may find it indispensable to
stand side/ by side in the defense of
common interests. Now is the time
to lay the foundation for a closer co-
operation in the future.”

TOCUT OFF EXPORT
“FROM STZERLAN

Entente Governments Negotiate
to Prevent Evasions of Ger-
many’s Blockade.

GENEVA, Aug. 12, via Paris—The
Journal says that negotiations be-
tween Swiss authorities and represen-
tatives of the entente allies for the
creation of a bureau to control imports
of this country are nearing conclusion.
Such a bureau would -lischarge the
functions exercised by various foreign
agents now working independently.

The chief obstacle to the conclusion
of an agreement lies in the demands
of Austria and Germany that in return
for their products exported to Swit-
zerland, they be allowed to import
from this country certain articles of
merchandise originating in allied coun-
tries. This is opposed by the repre-
sentatives of the allies, who take the
ground that as Austria ani Germany
export only manufactured articlesand
no food supplies or materials in any
way useful to the allies, there would
be no opportunity for .the allies to
abuse this arrangement.

The exports of the allied nations to
Switzerland, on the other hand, con-
sist largely of articles available for
use in war, and the point is made that
close scrutiny of this trade by the
agents of the allles is essential.

While asking no compensating ex-
ports from Switzerland, the represen-
tatives of the allies insist that Austria
and Germany export to Switzerland
only products necessary for manufac -
turing.

Deeper and deeper becomes the fire
department muddle. It would appear
lmpnpible for the board of control to
procriistinate any further, but the re-
sources of the board of contrel haye
whnever been exhausted in the way of
delay.

The board of contral said the other
day that departmental heads should.

Porcupine ‘Special Supplement

Tomorrow’s issue of The World will
include a special illustrated supple-
meng describing the gold district of
Porcupine and calling attention to the
important position it now holds in the
mining industry of Ontarto.

That necessity is all the more
urgent since Britain is financing her
allies and is also concerned in main-
taining her position as the centre of
international exchange.

Canada can do no better service at
the present crisig than by developing
her gold producing districts to the
greatest extent possibie, In the lat-
est report, issued by the, commissioners
of the Timiskaming and Northern On-
tario Railroad, the remark is made that
Wwhile the effect of the war his been
to stimulate production from the al-
ready producing mines, work has been
curtailed where capital was required
for prospecting and early development.
Some effort should be made to ensure
an increase in x‘o_ld production, and
The World’'s special supplement has
principally in view the stimulation of
bublic interest in the Vvaluable ard pro-
fitable district of Porcupine.

The Harbor Mystery Still
~ Unsolved!

~

Rain prevented work being " resumed
Yyesterday on the Toronto harbor. When
the weather glears up the sub-contract-
ors are to replace some of the piling.
Hon. Mr. Rogers, interviewed at Ottawa,
said: “The defects will all be made good,
they are not very serious, and the re-
newal of a certain amount of piling is
about all that is necessary.”

That is quite satisfactory, and all
shouid rejoice to know that the ma-
jority of the Toronto Harbor Commis-
sion apparently wrought themselves up
to a high state of excitement over
nothing at all. The few piles, as we
understand it, were not placed quite
close' enough together, but as soon as
that fact was drawn to the attention of
the contractor he promptly arranged to
make everything right.

The question will arise, however, how
did the harbor commissioners know that

-the piling was not fitting snug 60 feet

under water?

The government inspectors did mnot
discovered the fact, and it was not patent
enough to attract the attention of two
of the best engineers in the country who
were sent here to make an examination
by the public works department. Did
the ‘commissioners themselves put on
diving suits and go down to look at the
work or did they, growing suspicinus,
employ divers to overlook the work be-
ing done by the government?

Altho there is so little wrong with the

Toronto harbor work that a whole corps b

of engineers and divers after weeks of
investigation can only finda few defects,
not at all serious, which need attention
the public Interest is still aroused as to
the harbor situation, A good many peo-
ple have called at The World office and
have sent in communications respecting
the harbor mystery,
\

The Toronto Telegram last night paid
a glowing tribute to the harbor commis-
sioners, or at least the majority of them,
as follows:

HARBOR COMMISSION DID WELL
TO FIGHT.

Toronto Harbor Comimission would
have been a traitor to the trust re-
celved from the city and to the con-
fidence reposed in it by Hon. Robert
Rogers, minister of public works, if
the commission. had not backed up BE.
L. Cousins, engineer and designer of
the harbor works.

Inadequacies ‘and imperfections dis-
closed in certain portions of the com-
pleted undertakings have their origin
elsewhere than {n the defective
specifications prepared bv Mr.

Failure of Roard of Contrel to
Back Him, Results in
Resignatiop.

SITUATION TH ICKENS

Lacking Official Head, Fire
Department is Dis-
organized.

Acting Chief William Smith.of the
fire department has tendered his res-

ignation to the board of control, to
take effect on Avgust 16, with a re-

quest that the same be accepted. He |-

has been 39 years in the department,
having entered the service.in 1876 at
the age of 19, and from a position in
the hook and ladder section at Court
street station he climbed up until in
1911 he was made distriot chief. Iiis
salary is now $2200 and should his
resignation go into effect he will re-
ceive a pension of $1100 per annum.
Makes Problem Difficult.

This latest devalopment in the af-
fairs of the department, the reorgan-
ization of which has been a subject
for debate at nearly every meeling
of counci]l this year, makes the solu-
tion of the problem that has con-
fronted the hoard of control and the
city c¢ouncil more urgent than ever,
and may. possibly he the means of
bringing about a settlement of the
whole affair within a short time.

A special meeting of the controllers ||

was called for yesterday afternoon,
kut as Controller Thompson was out

of town the meeting was pastponed |

until this-morning, when all the mem-
bers will be present. In speaking of
the matter yesterday afternoon Mayor
Church stated that he was not in
favor of accepting the acting chief's
resignation as he was a valuable man
and one that the department could
ill afford teo lgse.
Has No Remedy.

The resignation has been brought
about largely thru the action of the
board of control, and more &rpecially
of Mayer Chureh, who advised Smith
that he had complete Jurisdiction over
the department in the matter of dis-
cipline. Acting. on this advice the
acting chief saw fit to dismiss Dis-
trict Chief Alex. Gunn. In this the
board of control failed to support
him, nor did they support him in his
second recommendation that Gunn b
reduced in rank, and as he has since
found that he could not legally take
such actfon his resignation has been
the result.

As the aldermen have been unable
to come to an agreement in the matier
of a fire commissioner, the controllers
had decided to let the appointment
stand for awhile until such time as it
appeared that a name could be agreed
upon, but now that another bomb has
been exploded it would appear  that
something will have to be done im-
mediately to put the fire department
on its feet.

The result of this latest development
is that the organization of the fire de-
partment is in a worse condition than
ever as there are now practically no
@enior officers and no one in the de-
partment has sufficient authority to
maintain its diszipline.

Men Are Diggruntled.

The way in which the fire depart-
ment situation has been handled by
this, vear's coyncil and the board of
control is no credit to either body-
To date much valuable time has been
wasted in discussing reorganization
and the appointment of a . commis-
sioner; nothing has been done and the
whole department is in a disgruntled
state by reason of - the ineffective
gruelling it has been put thru at the
hands of the city fathers. A

Acting Clilef Smith has been caused
much unnecessary humiliation on ac-
count of his action toward District
Chief Gunn because no one on the
board of control wouid take the re-
sponsibility of having advised nim
that he had the necessary power to
act, and more especially because his
appo‘ntment to the positi‘n was not
ratified by a 'bylaw. which may be
considered a gross oversight on the
part of the city council.

This latest resignation is the third
of importance in the department this
year, the others being those of Chief
John Thompson and Deputy Chief
Nchle.

THE TWO HUNDRED-MILE CANOE
RACE. ‘

Altho there are no roaring rapids to get
upset in in the second part of the course
of the 200-mile canoe race, no long,
swampy portages where one may be eaten
allve by flies, no high mountains to climb
and no very long stretches of unsettled
country, yet it would be a great mistake
to imagine that the course is absolutely
tame, as the diffiiculties are many and
real, such as will try more than once the
mettle of the paddlers. After the portage
at Kingston's Mills—a mere lift over a
knoll—come the “drowned lands,”” a long
etretch of a once wooded country, now
¢overed with water, a real forest of dead-
heads, where many a motor-boat man and
canoeist, yielding to the temptation of
speed, have come to grief, and where the
200-mile racers will do well to keep their
eyes wide open and steer a straight
course for the mnavigation buoys. Aftet
Brewers’ Mills, the course is not so easy
to find and a habit or reading the map
will prove very useful. ‘There are a num-
ber of bays, right and left, several miles
in depth, all of which 100k like the right
channel, and where one may easily lose
a couple of hours. This is especially true
of the part of the course above Jones'
Falls, between Jones’ ails and Newboro.
a real labyrinth, calling ror considerabls
headwork and constant attention. Soma
canoeists have been known to ‘make mis.
takes every year for severa] years in suc-
cession. Then come the 1akes, where the
course is by no means easy and requires
constant reading of the map, especially
in the first three: Sane Lake, Ipinicon
and Newboro. There are also the condi-
tions of temperature, which may help or
greatly hinder the progress of the con-
testants. A southwest wind would be
very favorable, but a strong “nor’easter,”
blowing over the wide expanse of the
Little Rideau and Big Rideau, and rais-
ing waves “‘as big as houses,” would con-
siderably reduce their speed, if it doea
not _compel them to stop altogether until
the worst of the storm is over. After
Smith's Tals no great difficulties are en.-
countered, save the locks, of which there
are plenty enough to satisfy the most
enthusiastic amateur of portages.

But if the 200-mile canoe paddlers are
fond of scenery, their taste will be grati-
fled to the full, as no prettier bit of
scenry can perhaps be found anywhere
in <Canada than in this far too little
known country of the Rideau Lakes. Not
the grandeur and wildneas of the Sague-
nay. but a beautiful, qulet and finished

SESEKINIKA CLAIMS
CHANGING OWNERS

Malouf  Properties Sold to Buf-
falo Man—Private Car Party
" Look at Gold.

Special to The Toronto World.

SESEKINIKA, Aug. 11.—The two
Malouf claims, a couple of miles to
the north of the station, and on which
the first find of gold in tellurides was
made in this section two years .ago,
are reported sold to Alex. McNevin,
Buffalo, for $30,000 cash.

Rumor that a deal involving a large
sum and the Smith-Labine claims
close to Sesekinika is underway, re-
celved impetus Tuesday, with the ar-
rival of a private car. The party
aboard, largely Toronto people, looked
over the three claims and marvelled
at the gold splashes visible in severa
places. .

On these claims 20 veins and good
stringers all carrying visible gold, have
been discovered. They range from two
inches to two feet, most of them be-
ing of narrow width. Several thousand
feet of stripping and trenching has
been done on these Smith-Labine
claims but at no place has it gone be-
low ten feet. Most of the gold is in
petzite tellurides.

Other properties in the Sesekinika
district are showing up well and those
interested look forward to work be-
ing pushed-on a really large scale.

DEPOSITS ARE INCREASING
IN THE UNITED STATES

Last Was

Year’s Accumulation
Double That of Previous
Year.

John Mandy of New York, in his let-
ter this week says:

Accumulation of capital: That we
are again likely to see the same sort
of a closing up of this gap is evident
from the substantial accumulation of
liquid capital which is now going on.
One of the best measures of this ac-
cumulation is to be found in the de-
mand deposits of national banks; for
about the first thing the typical bus-
iness man does with unused new capi-
tal which he has saved out of his earn-
ings is to deposit it in his bank.

On May 1 demand deposits in the na.-
tional banks of the United States were
$6,661,5681,353, as compared with about
$6,111,328,457 a year previous. Here
was a gain of $5650,200,000, and this
compares with a yearly average gain
in recent times of only  $266,600,000.
Otherwise expressed, the accumula-
tion of liquid capital in the hands of
individuals is so rapid that individuas
deposits in the banks are growing
nearly twice as fast as usual.

Other evidences of this accumulation
are: to be found in the decrease in
building operations and in the revival
of the speculative mania in stocks.
Pessimistic brokers have been telling
us for many years that speculation is
dead; and no doubt speculation in the
kind of stocks which did little else but
g0 down was pretty nearly dead. How-
ever, the war stocks are of the kind
that show ability to go up; and forth-
with the dead speculation rises out of
its coffin and makes a rush at the war
stocks with a howl of joy that would
put an Indian war dance to shame.
The readiness to speculate was there,
and the capital to do it with was ab-
undantly there—so that all it needed
was a stock which could go up as well
as down.

BUFFALO GETTING ALIVE
TO PORCUPINE CAMP

Many Palaces Due to Former In-
vestments in Ontario
Camps.

Minin\g Editor World: The recent
movement in things Porcupine is be-
ginning to wake ’em up over here in
Buffalo. For a time Canadian mining
matters seemed to be at a standstill,
but with the Big Dome doubling and,
from" the lowest point, trebling in
values, caplital is again wanteing to get
in while the gettin is good. This beans
‘much, for, as you know, a vast deal of
Buffalo money has gone into the north
country. And what is of so much im-
port to some of Buffalo are the palaces
they are now living in by reason of
having sent their money to the north
country,

Properties that have long lain idle
will shortly start into activity again,
an-d‘especially up in the Porcupine
section. I have just heard that there
is all likelihood of the Martin—ad-
joining the Big Dome on the south—
being opened ani worked on a large
scale by western capitalists who have
had the proposition under advisement
for some months. Its splendid show-
ings on little development work, and
its nearness to one of the greatest gold
mines in America, seem to have ap-
pealed to them.

The sole head of a family, or any male
over eighteen years old, may homestead
a querter section of available Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-
berta. Applicant must appear in person
at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-
Agency for the District. Entry by proxy.
may be made at any Dominion Lands
Agency (but not Sub-Agency) on certain
conditions,

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. -A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm
of at least eighty acres, on certain con-
ditions. A habitable house is required,
except wherc residence is performed in
the vicinity. .

€0od standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price,
$3.00 per acre,
