Population, too, is a fairer basis for re-
distribution than the voters lists, Every
one knows that the name of every person
entitled by law to vote is not on those lists,
while not only every actual voter but every
possible voter is included in the population,
There are, we think, very few in the Prov:
ince so unreasonable as to complain that the
representation is placed npon the basis of
the whole of the voting or enfranchised pop-
ulation. How far this pringiple is carried
out in the division of the electoral districts
we have not had time to inquire, but it
seems to us that the division between town
and country is pretty nearly as fair as it can
be made. :

The -division of some of the districts
having an extensive ares ‘into ridings must
be a convenience to their inhabitants,
Under the law now in force, electors have
often to travel long- distances to vote, - In
these districts much time is unnecessarily
loat at elections, and it often happens
that electors  find it impossible to
get  to  the - polls, These  incon.
veniences will be obviated by catting
the districts up into ridings, each returning
onemember. It is more than probable that
suspicious' persons, and persons who are
never happy unless they have & grievance,
will complain-about the -subdivisions, but
we will be greafly imistaken if this part of

- the new measure does not give general satia-
faction.

No one, we. are sure, will complain that
Vancouver gets another member, and that
the representation of West Kootenay is
doubled. The population and the impor-
tance of Vancouver emtitle it to addi-
tional representation, and the growth
of West Kootenay in population and
in wealth must bave convinced the
Government that it would not be ade-
quately represented by one member. We
hope that when a redistribution of the
representation of -the province is again
necessary that Kootenay ‘will have -atill
greater proportionate claims than it has at
prosent. The claim of Westminster dis-
trict to a larger representation in the Legis-
lature has, we see, been recognized by the
Government. ; :

It will be observed that the framers
of ’‘the bill have taken measures
to have all the electors of all the
distriots ~ which - have been  divided
into. ridings, and whose boundaries have
been ~ changed, duly registered.

Statistical Returns Which Afford Food |G

for Refleetion—The Vie-
toria Jail.

Mr. F. 8. Hussey, superintendent of Pro-
vincial police, in- his fourth anpual report
which has just been laid before the Legisla-
tare, says: *“The Provincial prisons are
all in o well kept state and the sanitary con.
dition of each has recently rsceived the
most careful -attention, and I am plessed to
report that the general health of the prison-
ers is excellent. - A modern jail is now in

course of construction at Nanaimo, and will
be completed and ready for ‘occupation
about the end of February, instant. tter
jail accommodation is badly needed at Kam.
loope, the -present building being far too
small for the number of prisoners confined
therein,
ers in this jail it has been necessary on
several occasions' during the paet year to
remove.convicts to New Westminster prison
to complete 'their terms of imprisonment,”

" Accompeanying this . concise report of the
condition “and requirements of the provin-
cial prisons are numerous statistical state.
ments, which afford interesting and instruc.
tive reading. - The total number of prison-
ers dealt with during the year ending Oc-
tober 31, 1893, at the four provineial jails,
in Victoria, New Westwinster, Nanaimo
and Kamloops, was 1,105. Nanaimo had
479, Viotoria 273, New Westminster 210,
and Kamloops 143. The most serious of.
fences charged are thus ennmerated : Mar.
der 11, attempted murder 1, arson 1, abduc-
tion and rape 4, burglary 8, embezzlement
2, forgery 6, horse and cattle stealiog 5,
Jhousebreaking 10, larceny 140, perjury 1,
robbery 6, highway robbery 2, threatening
and seditious language 10. !

The statistical report of the Victoria jail,
for the prison year, shows a total of 273
prisoners received, an increase of 5 over the
previous year ; these were received as fol-
lows : From the city police, 164 ; from the
provincial police, 66 ; from the sheriff, 9;
and from H. M.’s ships, 3. Under the
the head of *‘Teceipts and expenditures,”
Warden Jobn says :

*‘The cash receipts from the sale of broken
stone and from the sale of surplus produce
amounted to $2,768 95, which is the largest
sum realized direot from prison labor for
any year eince the establishment of & jail in
Victoria. Tne amount paid in for the keep
of prisoners amounted to $3,170 72, being
considerably less than for the keep of pri-
soners last year. - This is mostly accounted
for by the falling off in the number of pri-
soners received from the city police conrt of
Victoria, who have by law the option of a
fine, and for whom a charge of fifty cents
per diem is made for the maintenance of
such prisoners. The total amount for keep
of city prisoners was §1,578. 14, or $662.26
less than for the year ending October, 1892,
although the number of prisoncrs received
from the city police court exceeded that of
the previous year by seven,
whom were committed forindiotable offences,
there being no charge made by the provin-
cial government against city municipalities
for the keep of this class of prisoners. This
explanation ~ concerning  the keep  of
city prisoners is given for the pur-
pose . of - correcting the erroneous idea
entertained by a large. number of
persons to the effect that the jail is very
largely maintained by the corporation of
the city of Victoria, whereas a perusal of
this and of former reports will prove most
conclusively that the amonnts so received
do not go far towards the maintenance of an
institution'of this character. Neither can
prisoners be fed, clothed, bedded, medically
treated and properly guarded for the sum of
fifty cents per diem. The expenditure in-
curred for jail purposes has been on as
economical a scale as practicable. The
varioussums for food, water, fuel, light, and
severst other expenses include that also of
the Juvenile Reformatory. Although there
have been more prisoners, many of them
broken down in health, medically treated,
than for a number of years past, there have
been no deaths in the jail. During the
month of August a number of prisoners were
taken down with typhoid fever, but in con-
sequence of -the prompt and energetic
measures taken by the jail surgeon and the
Chief commissioner of Lands and Works,
who caused a thorough overhauling of the
drains, closets, ete., to be made, the disease
was speedily stamped out, so that the gen-
eral healthfulness of the jail is now restored
toits usual condition.

¢ In a former report,” Warden John cen-
tinues, ‘‘I suggested the necessity of
amending the rules and regulations for the
betiter government of prisoners. With sn
increased experience and constant study of
prison character in general, I have become
convinged that it would be in the interest of
the prisoners and of the officers if the jail
discipline was more strict than it is at pre-

sent. The daily association of prisonere,
both old and young, in'the corridors of the
jail is not, in my opfinion, cogducive to the
correction of those addicted to wvice, and
should not he permitted when possible to
prevent. The principal Provincial jails in
the Province should be such in fact as well
as in name, and with efficient regulations
administered by intelligent officers should
serve to correct and aesist in the reforma-
tion of many a prisoner sent up for puaish-
ment, who otherwise, through the laxity of
the present regulations, has no great fear of
& Provinocial jail. More especially is this
true as regards those prisoners. who have
more than one conviction registered against
them, and it frequently happens that there
are prisoners in this jail who have served
sentences in Nanaimo and New Westmin-
ater jails, as well as in other prisons.”

The statistical portion of the report from
the Victoria jail is admirably complete. It
shows the average number of prisoners per
month to have been 1291, or 42 5 per day ;
the jail receipte for the year from all
Sources were $6,769 47, avd the expenditure
(inclusive of salaries, $6,870 00), $11,330 95.
The average cost of maiataining each pris-

oner in food and clothing alone is found to |

be, per diem 137 cents; or 73} cents when an
average is struck upon the total cost of
maintaining the jail.

The statement of age shows 31 priconers

At that time we
had not the remotest idea that, within two
years, it would become the terminus of
8} railway and a large mining centre,
Ever since last spring we have been impor-
tuned continnonsly by men, desiring to
enter into business pursuits at that point,
for lots upon which to build. At the pres-
ent time there are, roughly speaking, a hun-
dred- houses with quite a fair population ;
in fact, a small town has suddenly sprung
into existence. The Nakusp & Slocan rail.
way desire to placs the station and arrange
for other terminal facilities. The mine own.
ers and business men of that section have
petitioned the Government to allow the
title to iseue to us at once instead of in
June next, in order that they may buy lots
and erect .permanent buildings on the
ground.

We have no desire to supersede Mr. Ham.
ilton in any rights he may poseess under his
mineral claim, in fact Mr. Hamilton has
never made any objection, in any form or
shape, to a title issuing to us. We can’t
see what the fact of Mr. Barnard, Captain
Irving, Mr. Rand or anyone else having lass
season advauced us money on the security of
obtaining from us, when a title iseues, a
proportion of our property, has to do with
the case. We are not asking for a title for
others but for ourselves in the interest of
the public and at the.request of nearly
every man in the Slocan district of any
weight, and if Mr. Hamilton has any claim
let him be protected.

WasaINGTON, Feb.|17.—The State depart-
ment has at last received an official copy of
President Dole’s reply to Minister Willis.

A CORNER IN LIQUOR.

After much
deliberation the Legislature passed what
was called the ““Dispensary Law.” By this
law the Government was made the only
liquer-celler in the State.
