Three Hundred People Killed and 
Twenty Thousand Injured and 
Rendered Homeless - 
Food and Building Materials 
Wanted — Sympathetic Message 
From the Queen.

Kingston, Jamaica, Sept. 16.—The hurri­
cane of Sunday was undoubtedly the worst 
Similar visitation experienced by the West 
Indies during the century, not excepting 
those of 1819 and 1867, both to violence and 
extent. The hurricane swept along the ls- 
la'od chain from Barbados westward to 8t. 
Vincent, and thence northward to St. Kitts, 
where tt was last heard from.

Barbados suffered mostly from the rain, 
which destroyed the crops and roads, as It 
did at St. Lucia and other islands, while 
the centre of the storm swept St. Vincent 
and Guadeloupe.

Details received from St. Vincent show 
that an ùnparatieled destruction of life and 
property has taken place there. Out of a 
population of 41,000, 300 were killed and 
20,000 were Injured and rendered homeless. 
Besides this, owing to the complete destruc­
tion of the provisions, they are all starving. 
The island has been absolutely gutted by 
the wind and floods from the mountains, In 
addition to the waves along the coast.

There has been great loss to shipping 
along the track of the cyclone.

Relief funds are being raised In response 
to an appeal from the Governor of St. Vin­
cent, where all descriptions of food and 
clothing and other necessaries were tost In 
the general destruction. The demand-for 
building materials Is unlimited.

. The Queen’s Sympathy.
London, Sept. 16.—Queen Victoria has sent 

a message of sympathy with the sufferers 
from the hurricane to the Governor of Bar­
bados, and the Secretary of State for the 
Colonies, Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, has also 
forwarded Mm a sympathetic message from 
the United States, wihere Mr. Chamberlain 
Is now on a visit.

Torai Mobbed.
Vigo, Spain, Sept. 10.—A crowd of about 

700 people beeleged the house of Gen. Torai 
to-day, demanding that the troops which 
arrived here yesterday from Santiago /fie 
Cuba, on board the Spanish steumer Lgjan 
XIII., be Immediately landed. They pro­
ceeded to the quays, cheering the troops, 
and were with difficulty dispersed by sol­
diers of the garrison. Afterwards, a crowd 
of about 1000 people returned to the quays, 
and, when they saw the soldiers landing 
barefooted and nearly naked, t|)ey became 
Infuriated end surrounded Gen. 
house, hooting and hissing, and atoning the 
building. Eventually the Spanish general 
succeeded in escaping to the Leon XIII. On 
learning this the mob gathered on the 
dock and stoned the steamer for half an 
hour, smashing the cabin windows. Eventu­
ally the Leon XIII. was obliged to leave 
the place where she was moored.

•‘Rev. Mr. Uebome purchased the property 
In hie own name, mortgaged it for |3500, 
without the consent of the congregation, 
got Ms bondsmen, Messrs. Retd and Jones, 
and afterwards, without any consent, he 
mortgaged it for $1000 to his sister, making 
a total liability on the property of $4800. 
To the knowledge of the bondsmen he re­
presented to the bishop that they were to 
pay him $600 a year, and had the parish 
set aside on this basis. He agreed witl 
some of the parishioners that he would ask 
no stipend. He abandoned the pariah and 
went to Honolulu.

“Mr. Henthcote was request .-I to take 
charge of the parish and before doing so 
had the question of the mortgages Investi­
gated. Meetings were held of toe congre­
gation, and a proposition was made to Mr. 
Usborne that It he would discharge the se­
cond mortgage, which had nothing to do 
with the property, the congregation would 
assume the first mortgage and pav Interest 
on It at 5 per cent., gradually reducing It. 
A proposition to the mortgagees was also 
made on this basis. Mr. Usborne replied 
to this proposition that he must be rehev 
ed from all liability If he had the second 
mortgage discharged, and the mortgagees 
declined to reduce the rate of Interest to 6 
per cent., and Insisted on bavlqg new bonds, 
men—this In the face of the fact that an 
undertaking was offered to them that at 
least $700 would be spent In Improving the 
property and making the oburch fit for oc­
cupation. With terms dictated, by Mr. Us­
borne, who is the sole owner of the pro­
perty (it has never belonged to the congre­
gation), and the mortgagees Insisting on 
bondsmen, the congregation had no alter­
native but to secure a new site. They bave 
since Mr. Heath cote took charge nald a 
rental for the premises they have occupied. 
For months they negotiated to carry the 
property and offered to pay a price Which 
was at least 40 per cent, more ihtn it» 
actual value, so as to save the bondsmen, 
and, falling this, they have second another 
site and will proceed with their new build­
ing.

“All who have become acquainted with 
the full facts have agreed that the course 
token by Mr. Heathcote end the congrega­
tion has been an honest and an honorable 
one, and all that Is asked Is that the fullest 
a-nd closest scrutiny of the conduct of the 
parties should take place. Almost enough 
money and material has been promised to 
insure the erection of a new building.

A LAW OF RELIEF.
In connection with the many eigns 

of returning prosperity to the country at 
large,and to Toronto in particular, there 
is a duty incumbent on the Government 
at Ottawa that ought to be performed 
at the next session of Parliament, and 
that is the passing of a bankruptcy law 
relieving from further liability those men 
who within the past few years have 
been ruined by real estate and business 
reverses. If these men have given up 
everything there is no reason why they 
should not get relief. Now Is there any 
reason why we should not have in this 
country some general law for the equal 
division of insolvent estates and the dis­
charge of insolvents who have placed 
all their money and property at the dis­
posal of their creditors? We trust that 
Mr. Fortin of Montreal will not aban­
don the measure that he introduced last 
session, although we have no hope of 
a bankruptcy law going through Par­
liament unless it is taken up by the 
Government and made one <ft its lead­
ing items. Mr. Mills, tire Minister of 
Justice, might well give the best part 
of his time between now and the forth­
coming session to the préparation of 
this bill. At the start the bill might be 
simple in character and having for its 
first object the relief of those who have 
failed, who have paid all they have and 
who desire to make another effort in 
business. It might be that two meas­
ures would be the easiest way of deal­
ing with the question, namely, a bill 
of relief after the manner of the year 
of jubilee among the Hebrews, and then 
another measure providing for the distri­
bution of insolvent estates. The busi­
ness community, the Boards of Trade 
and the men who are striving to get 
free ought to press all these facts upon 
the Government, uponlheir members of 
Parliament and upon the community In 
general; and it public opinion once 
makes up its mind to insist upon an 
insolvency law, Parliament will be 
bound .to grant it nt the next session.

—It Is Believed His Retreat Is In 
the Austrian Tyrol.

London, Sept. 16.—Although Emile Zola 
still maintains secrecy concerning Ills 
whereabouts, an Intimate English friend 
hna Been him within the last four days 
and elicited his views, on the present posi­
tion of the Dreyfus question.

"Nothing that has happened has sur­
prised me," Zola said.. “I knew of Henry's 
guilt; 1 knew that Esterhnzy and Du Clnm 
are equally guilty; I also know that Drey­
fus Is absolutely Innocent. There must be 
a new trial, with open doors; nothing else 
will suffice. Should secrecy be reverted 
to I shall be compelled to renew my cam­
paign. I shall Intervene only If fresh at­
tempts are made to strangle the truth, to 
rivet chaîna on the Innocent, to abetter 
the guilty from the vengeance of the law. 
I know that the forms of law cause delay 
and I shall bide my time In seclusion until 
Justice Is done or there Is fresh evidence 
thut the reign of Iniquity Is to be revived. 
I am satisfied at present that France Is 
struggling toward the light. There are 
difficulties In the shape of official Influ­
ences and Ministerial traditions to be over- 
tome, but they are belug surmounted.
Did Not Want to Be Pound Dend.

"When I left France aft* the Versailles 
trial It was not to desert the fray. It Is 
true that I was not anxious to bj shot down 
by ulgbt In a ditch of Vincennes like an­
other Dnc d' Bnghleu, or be found, per­
haps, In a cell with my throat cat > and a 
razor by my side, but the reason I left 
Paris was that I might retain freedom of 
speech and action to pursue the work upon 
which I had entered. I am now free for 
that work. Had I remained In France I 
would have been at the mercy of conspira­
tors, who know how to dispose of their 
enemies. If my presence within the French 
frontiers can aid the cause of truth I shall 
l>e found there; otherwise, I elect to re­
main In exile until the reign of justice and 
human charity Is restored In my country.”

' Prepared to Accept the Penalty.
There Is reason to believe that Zola's re­

treat Is In the Austrian Tyrol.
As to the reason for his maintaining 

secrecy Zola said: “If personal service of 
Judgment against me by default had been 
made I-should have returned within five 
days and entered an appearance, or else 
the Judgment would have become final and 
Irrevocable. When revision Is granted and 
the whole truth is known, I shall claim a 
new trial. If my letters In The Anrore arc 
still held by a Jnry to have been In exepas 
of the necessities of the case, then I am 
prepared to accept whatever penalty the 
law Imposes.”

Will There Be a Revision ?
Paris, Sept. 16.—The newspapers here say 

the Minister of Justice, M. Sarrien, has 
completed' the examination of the docu­
ments In the Dreyfus case and that he wll 
communicate It to the Ministers at the Cabl 
net Council to be held to merrow. His Inten­
tion Is to refer the matter to a commis­
sion competent to undertake a revision of 
the proceedings. The general opinion Is 
that the Cabinet will adopt the proposal 
for a revision of the case unanimously, 
with the exception of the Minister fqr War, 
General Zurllnden, who yesterday Inform­
ed the Minister of Justice Jhat he Intend­
ed to resign If It should develop that he 
does not agree with hie colleagues. Ac­
cording to The Gaulois, the result of the 
decision of the Minister of Justice will be 
a Ministerial crisis, as other Ministers will 
also resign. . 1

The fruit 
market genetxtily 1*. a strong , 
era report a better demnnd for 
tie uinrty from the west, and both refin­
eries are now In full operation. A fair 
number of outside dry goods buyers have 
been In town since Inst report mnki 
moderate selections, and travelers are 
ont again on the sorting trip. Woo’en 
manufacturers arc well employed, and 
shortage In deliveries In some domestic 
lines is complained of. The row wool 
market Is very firm, with «enmity of 
some lines on spot, and it 1» the anticipa­
tion that the London sales opening next 
week will show material advance. The 
boot aid shoe factories are not very busy, 

the result of the fail eoftlng trip to 
bring awaited with some Interest. As 
a consequence the demand for leather Is 

very brisk at the moment, but valuta 
are well held. Hides, and calfskins con­
tinue on the same level, but considerable 
competition has developed among sheep­
skin buyers, with the result that prices 
ranging from 50c to 70c, are being paid. 
6'heepsklu stock to sold to be considerably, 
advanced In the United States. Oils, 
paints and glass show fair distribution, 
and a notable advance has taken place in 
turpentine, owing to shortage of the make 
In the Sopth.

on new loans.

Tbe wholesale trade at Toronto has 
been lees active this week. The store 
trade Is again down to normal conditions, 
and travelers, who have been in for two 
weeks, took to the road again at the be­
ginning of the week. In consequence of 
the unusually large orders placed, last 
week, it conld hardly be expected that the 
volume for the current week could be 
heavy, but for ail that travelers ere said 
to be doing well. Prospects continue 
bright for the winter trade and payments 
are satisfactory. Staples generally are 
urvoiian$:ed In prices ond fire likely to re­
main firm. The stocks of profusions in 
the city are small and prices in conse­
quence rule Arm. Hides are weaker. The 
movement of grain is backward. Receipt® 
are light, with formers in no hurry to 
market -their stuff. The low prices of 
wheat as compared with those of a year 
ago partly accounts for this. The posi­
tion of farmers .financially 1» better than 
for some years, which, may ai so be a 
reason for light grain receipts. The rail­
way traffic for the first week of Septem­
ber was heavier than for previous weeks, 
but passenger traffic will ilkeiy fall off 
If the expected higher rates go Into force 
on the 2>th Inst. The money market 
shows Indications of etlffer ratée, and 
with a freer movement of grain they may 
advance before the end of the month.
