Lord Methuen Also a Victim of Treachery—His Casualties at Magersfontein Total
832 Officers and Men Killed and Wounded—Boers Knew of His Approach and
Were Prepared—Gatacre’s Casualties From Boer Sources.

The startling details of casualties at the

battle of Magersfontein, north of the
Modder River, on Monday have been
jesued by the War Office. The total
casualties to ‘Methuen's forces are now
placed at 832. OF the officers 15 were
killed, 47 were wounded, while 5 are
missing and one Is known to have been
captured by the Boers. The complete
list of killed and wounded officers Is
given in this morning’s World.

Further details from Modder River show
that the Highlanders did all that the
most gallant troops In the world could
do, but it was impossible to face the
terrible fire of the Boers at Magers-
fontein. The Boers fought with their
usual gallantry, and expert sharpshoot-
ers were detailed with tield glasses and
rifles to pick off the British officers. On
the other hand, the lyddite shells used
by the British did terrific work. One

lyaaite shell is sald to have either kill-
ed or wounded 70 of the quemy.

It would appear that General Lord Meth-
uen’'s forces were led into a trap at
Muagerstonié:n, just as General Ga:z-
acre’s troops were at Stormberg. It
now turns out, according to the state-
ment of the correspondent of The Lon-
don Standard, that the Boers were pre-
}mred for the approach of the column.
The Briiish were totally unprepared for
the surprise when they came upon the
Iroer trenches, and had not even fixed
bayonets..

BERESFORD SAYS "'MORE MEN.”

If Only Four Are Needed, Send
Eight—This is His View
of the Fight,

London, Dec. 14.—Speaking at a Unionist
meeting in Hackney, London, this eveaniag,
Rear Admiral Lord Charles Beresford said
that he long ago told the Secretary of
Stote for War, Lord Lansdowne, that the
Government were not sending enough troops
to the Transvaal,

“Large reinforcements to all our auxili-
arles for fighting,”” he continued, ‘‘must be

Shortly afterwards one of the brokers on
the board received a private cable contirm-
h#; the news of the raising of the siege
of Ladysmith, and the capture of a large
party of Boers, putting the number at
3050. That appeared to be all that was
necessary to unbottle the enthusiasm of

 hoisted aloft and waved framtieaily, an
a tiger enlivened the
usually dignified precincts of the ¢xchange,
Then the brokers, to further demonstrate
their loyal feelings, broke into song, and
the strains of “Rule Britannia” startled
the community. As the result of the
news there was a much stronger feeling in
the market.
