In 1895, during the presidency of the Rev. I). A. Chisholm, 
1). 1)., the college buildings were enlarged by an addition to the 
western wing. This new wing was sixty feet by forty, the third 
story serving as an infirmary, and the rest being devoted exclu­
sively to domestic purposes.

In 189G, an amendment to the Act incorporating the Board of 
Governors was made to enable the College to borrow money for 
the further enlargement of the buildings. This amendment was 
supplemented by another in 1897, legalizing the holding, by the 
Hoard of Governors, of property to the value of two hundred 
thousand dollars.

In 1*97, the Convent for the Sisters of St. Martha, who have 
charge of the domestic affairs of the College, was completed. It 
may here be remarked, that, since these devoted religious have 
been in control of this department, the greatest satisfaction has 
been given.

The Academie Year is divided into three terms. In 1900- 

1901, these will end, respectively, on December 22, April 0th, 
and June 13th. Examinations for degrees, class-distinction, and 
class-standing are held at the beginning of the Lent (or second) 
Term, and towards the end of the Easter (or Third) Term. Upon 
the results of these examinations promotions at the beginning of 
the following year will depend. To secure a pass into the next 
year an average of 50 points out of a possible 100 on the papers 
set at both examinations must be made; for First Rank, in any 
class, 85 points or upwards; for Skcond Rank, 75 or upwards;

SYLLABUS.

Any graduate of this College, or any student successfully 
pursuing the last year of the Course of Arts or Letters may apply 
for a certificate of Honours in the department of English 
Language and Literature, but in the case of an undergraduate- 
applicant, no certificate will be awarded until a degree has been 
obtained at the close of the Academic year. Such certificates 
" ill be awarded to eligible candidates who shall have passed the 
Preliminary Honours Examination and the Final Honours Ex­
amination.

PRELIMINARY HONOURS EXAMINATION—1900-1901.

Candidates intending to present themselves for English 
Honours shall give notice of their intention on or before the 
lirst day of November of each Academic year. All candidates 
must pass the Preliminary Examination, which will be held be­
tween the 1st and 7th days of January in each year, on such par­
ticular days as may appear to be most convenient for the majority 
of candidates. In 1901, the examination will be held on Wed­
nesday and Thursday, January 2nd and 3rd. On application, the 
Faculty may arrange to have a special Preliminary Examination 
in July.

Wherever there are options in the Honours Curriculum, a 
candidate shall in his application or notice, state the subjects and 
works upon which he elects to be examined. To obtain an 
Honours Certificate and prize, a candidate must make 75 points 
out of a possible 100 at both Preliminary and Final. A candidate 
who passes well on all but one paper, may, at the next similar 
Examination, take the work in which he has failed, 
uf candidates for English Honours will be valued either wholly

The work
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or in part by outside Professois, or other competent persons not 
connected with the College. The examiners will in all cases 
be instructed to allow something for excellence of style, and for 
scholarly use of the English language by the candidate.

As a thorough critical study is required of a few works only, 
candidates for Honours are requested to remember that they will 
be expected to be very familiar with these works in every par­
ticular, and that they ought to complete their first detailed study 
of these so early in the Academic year as to enable them to have 
ample time for a leisurely review of the whole ground immediately 
before the examinations.

The College reserves to itself the right to confer the degree 
of Bachelor of Literature or Master of Arts on such graduates 
as may distinguish themselves at the Honours Examinations.

The Library consists of about 4000 volumes. Over fifty years 

ago a student named John Ryan, of Halifax, died in the Propa­
ganda College, Rome. In his will he bequeathed his property to 
the Church in Nova Scotia, and after the division of the province 
into two dioceses, that of Arichat (now Antigonish) received its 
share of Mr. Ryan’s bequest, part of which was a large library 
purchased in Rome. The present College Library is in 
great part made up of the Ryan collection ; but both Bishop 
McKinnon and Bishop Cameron have contributed to it from their 

libraries many valuable works. The late Rev. Alexander 
McLeod, of Arisaig ; Rev. John V. McDonnell, of St. Andrew’s ; 
Rev. John Quinan, of Main-a-Dieu, C. B. ; Rev. John McDougall, 
of Red Islands, C. B. ; Rev. Finlay Chisholm, of Glace Bay, 
C. B., also bequeathed their Libraries to the College.

This Association shall he known as the Alumni Association of 
St. Francis Xavier's College, and shall be under the patronage 
of His Lordship the Bishop of the Diocese of Antigonisli.

OBJECT.

No. 1. The object of this Association shall be the promotion 
of the interests of St. F. X. College.

MEMBERSHIP.

2. The Association shall consist of ordinary and associate 
members.

ORDINARY MEMBERS.

3. Those eligible for ordinary membership shall be (a) all 
graduates of the College, (b) all who have been at any time 
students of the College, and who have permanently discontinued 
their studies thereat ; (c) all who have been or are professors in 
the College.

ASSOCIATE MEMBERS.

Persons not eligible for membership under Section 3 may lie 
elected Associate members.

ADMISSION OF MEMBERS.

5. Graduates of St. F. X. College may become ordinary 
members by making written intimation of their intention to the 
Secretary, and by paying a fee of 81.00, which shall cover all 
dues for the first year.

C. The election of other persons eligible for ordinary mem­
bership shall be committed to the Executive. Candidates shall 
make written application to the Secretary; and the Secretary 
shall bring the application before the Executive at its first meet­
ing after receipt thereof. The election of the candidate shall be 
decided by ballot, due notice having been sent to the members of 
the Executive that such election is to be held. Three dissenting 
votes shall involve rejection. The general meeting of the 
organization shall have power to elect by ballot any person quali­
fied for membership.

7. The election of Associate members shall also be committed 
to the Executive. Candidates must be proposed in writing by a

meetings that one of the Vice-Presidents present, who was first in 
the order of their election, shall preside. In the absence of both 
President and Vice-Presidents, some member shall be elected

17. It shall be the duty of the Secretary-Treasurer to attend 
all meetings both of the Association and of the Executive, and to 
keep a record of their proceedings, to conduct the correspondence 
of the Association, to give notice of all meetings both of the 
Association and of the Executive, and to draw up for each 
Annual Meeting a written report of the proceedings of the 
Executive during the year.

ELECTION TO THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS.

23. The election of the two persons to be members of “ The 
Board of Governors of St. F. X. College,” shall, if more than 
two persons be nominated, be by ballot at the Annual Meeting 
each year, and a certificate of their appointment shall be given 
them under the hand of the President and Secretary-Treasurer.

24. In the event of the death or resignation of any such 
member or members of the Board of Governors, the Executive 
may, if they see ut, call a special meeting of the Association for 
the election of their successors, and the person or persons thus 
elected shall hold office during the remainder of the term fo.
