money has come in freely, spontaneously, and that the precious offer­
ing we now bring is an additional evidence of oneness in name and 
spirit, as well as devotion to duty.

Rev. J. Builder, of Mhow, is slowly recovering from a serious
illness.

The erection of the Boarding School at Indore is delayed on 
account of the action of the Mission Council.

Our Society has, however, completed the payments on the ladies’ 
bungalows and the Dispensary, and has promised the sum of $3,000 
for the erection of a Hospital for Women at Indore. Also the sum 
of $3,500 is in the hands of our Treasurer to be used, when required 
by the Foreign Mission Committee, for the Boarding School building.

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Medical Mission Work

: at Indore, though interrupted by the illness of our lady physicians, has 
been successful beyond our expectations. Dr. Elizabeth Beatty was 
greatly cheered by the arrival of Dr. Marion Oliver, and the year 
1887 opened with bright prospects for the medical work through their 
united efforts. In the month of February Miss Beatty was stricken 
with fever, and what was supposed to be only an ordinary attack, 
became a prolonged and painful illness. Miss Oliver placed the work 
in the hands of assistants, thus freeing herself from every duty but the 
most important one of nursing her beloved co-worker. Together they 
journeyed to Kashmir in search of health, and were not able to resume 
work until about the middle of October. Miss Oliver returned to 
Indore previous to this, only to be laid aside by a sharp attack of 
diphtheria. We are very thankful to know that both are now stronger 
and able to take up their work with their usual energy and enthu­
siasm.
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Since the New Year (1888) 1,787 patients have been treated in the 
Dispensary, and 51 visited in their homes. From March, 1887, to 
March, 1888, 6,092 have been treated in all. The ladies report that 
they have already opened
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A Hospital
for women. Miss Beatty writes : “ You will be surprised to hear that 
we have a hospital. Three weeks ago our Bible woman volunteered 
to live in the house used as City Dispensary, in which there were 
three rooms to spare, besides those in use for living and waiting 
rooms. Each one of these could be made to accommodate two 
patients, if they were of the same caste, and even if they were all of 
different castes, three could be made comfortable.

“ Our first patients were two Brahmin women from a distance, who 
must either stay or return home uncured. They decided to remain, 
and the example of the Brahmin women is telling. To-day we divided 
one room to accommodate a Brahmin and a Rajpoot, who might be 
sick in the same room without breaking their caste, but who cou’d not 
take food in sight of one another.”
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R Miss Ross

Has been very successful with her school, and is much beloved by the 
pupils. About 70 names are on the roll, with an average attendance 
of nearly 40. Before Miss Ross’ departure, a farewell meeting was 
held, when the esteem and affection of teachers, scholars and friends 
were expressed in the utterance of kind words and sincere wishes for 
her speedy return, as well as in the bestowal of beautiful gifts. From
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sayiI® intelligence comes to us of Mr. Builder’s alarming illness. He was 
attacked in January with hemorrhage of the lungs. For many days 
he lay at the point of death, but in the goodness of God rallied, and is 
now recovering. Miss Minnie and Miss Annie Stockbridge, assisted 
by their father, Mr. Drew, have endeavored to take up the work in the 
church, as well as the management of the schools, and have done so 
with acceptance during Mr. Builder’s sickness.

The schools ate prosperous, especially the Sunday Schools. Miss 
Minnie has 50 pupils in the Pensionpoora school, and at Mhow there 
are 100. The girls’ school also is successful. Mrs. Builder writes 
touchingly of the homeless, friendless condition of some of the poor 
women. She is now trying to build a row of houses with local funds. 
The Misses Stockbridge are occupied in spare hours with Zenana 
work, and are spoken of as faithful and useful workers. Mr. and 
Mrs. Campbell settled in
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V‘ < Rutlam

about two years ago. Soon after Mrs. Campbell opened a school for 
girls, which has prospered. Reading, writing, a little arithmetic, 
sewing, singing hymns, and religious instruction are the branches 
taught, with the exception of geography. In a letter dated 
February 16th, Mrs. Campbell says: “ I write you a line this morn­
ing to acknowledge the receipt of the Rutlam share of the articles 
sent by your Society, and to thank you for them. I took most of them 
with me when I went to Rutlam a few days ago, and some little 
hearts were made glad.” A good site for Mission buildings has been 
secured in Rutlam, but building operations must be delayed until Mr. 
Campbell returns from Indore, which cannot be until the arrival of 
some one from Canada to superintend Mr. Wilkie’s work. In speak­
ing of the woman’s work at Rutlam, Mrs. Campbell says: “It must 
suffer during my absence." The Sunday School work is specially 
prosperous, there having been a large increase in the attendance 
during the past few months. From Mrs. Wilson we have received 
several interesting letters during the year, and from them have 
gathered much valuable information, not only about India and 
Mission work in general, but especially about the educational work at
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In writing of Mrs. Wilson's life and death, Miss Oliver says : “The 
youngest of our Mission Band, yet hers was a lovely Christian char­
acter, and needed not years to ripen it for Heaven. Though so 
hastily summoned by the messenger of death, he found her ready and 
waiting."

Mrs. Wilkie in acknowledging the arrival of the box sent to India, 
states that the articles were equally divided among the schools at 
Neemuch, Mhow, Rutlam and Indore. The Christmas treat was held 
at Indore a week after its arrival, when the men, women and children 
received presents. Dolls are much appreciated ; at Miss Rodger’s 
school some tears were shed when it was known that all could not get 
dolls. In

the girls’ school. This school has not been open regularly during the 
whole of the year, owing to the absence of the Rev. Dr. and Mrs.

“ The girls’ school has not been in regular session for some time, just 
because other work was so pressing. A few of the girls have been in 
all the time, and in an informal way are taught many things.

Prince Albert,
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60 or 70 miles down the Saska:chewan River from Mis-ta-wa-sis, in 
the District of Saskatchewan, there is a good High School, under 
control of our Church, with the right of free tuition for Indian child­
ren. Rev. A. Campbell, B.A., and Rev. Dr. Jardine have the school 
in their charge. Miss Baker, who is supported by our Society, assists 
in teaching, and is occupied in the school from 9.30 a.m. to 3 p.m. 
A box of clothing was sent to Miss Baker for the use of the Sioux 
Indians around Prince Albert, which was distributed and gave great 
satisfaction. Miss Baker visited the Indians at Christmas and found 
them camped about four miles out, and more comfortably situated 
than she expected. They live in log shanties. The poor squaws 
suffer a good deal in going in to Prince Albert to their work.

On the Qu’Appelle River, about 200 miles south-east of Prince 
Albert, is
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Piapot’s Reserve,

Which includes Pasquah’s and Mus-cow-pe-tung’s Reserves. This 
group has a population of about 700, and is located in the District of 
Assiniboia, some 30 miles from Regina. Rev. W. S. Moore, B.A., 
graduate of Manitoba College, was appointed missionary to the 
Indians here at last General Assembly. So far, he is encouraged in 
his work. Mr. Moore has had 14 children from Pasquah’s and Mus- 
cow-pe-tung’s Reserves at the Mission house in training for the past 
three months. They return once in ten days to see their friends. The 
Government offers $30 dollars per year for each child if the school is 
continued. It is now disbanded, awaiting the action of the Foreign 
Mission Committee. About $2,000 will be required for buildings at 
this point if the school is re-opened. A large quantity of clothing 
and some bedding have been sent, which was found most helpful. 
“ Nothing,” Mr. Moore says, “ seems to gain the affections of the 
Indians more than little deeds of kindness to their babies and child­
ren.” Again, he writes, “Your letters and cards are always giving 
us great pleasure, as they are always the forerunners of good gifts.”

Miss Rose, missionary teacher at Piapot’s, seems to be winning her 
way into the hearts of the people. She writes, in September, 1887, 
“ The school is re-opened, and a warm welcome I received when I 

home. I have much to encourage me in my work, and can see 
that they are gradually beginning to like the school. ” Boarding schools, 
Miss Rose thinks, are the only hope of these children, and in the 
autumn, when writing, she expressed her anxiety to have the building 
finished and furnished, in order that better results might be reached,
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been very trying, but Mr. Toms is hopeful and enthusiastic in his 
work, and the school, despite the opposition, is successful. With the 
assistance of the Indians he has completed a new Mission house, con­
taining four rooms and a school room. Mr. Toms asks very earnestly 
for the prayers of God’s people. He writes, after receipt of clothing, 
“The stock of clothing sent was so good and varied, that I cannot 
thank the good sisters who sent them sufficiently, and so, as I have 
not time to write them individually all the thanks I wish to send, I 
will say what the little girl said when she received a far more beautiful 
present than she expected, “ It is just too splendid.”

About 60 miles south-east from File Hills, in Assiniboia, on the 
Qu’Appelle River, are the

In this group there are four reserves, with a population of about 900, 
The missionary is Rev. Hugh Mackay, Superintendent of Indian 
Missions ; teachers and assistants, Rev. B. and Mrs. Jones. Mrs. 
Jones acts as matron in the large household at Round Lake. The 
Industrial School building is finished, and on December 30th, 1887, 
was opened under very favorable circumstances. In writing of this 
work Mr. Mackay says: “ Many no doubt would like to hear of pro­
gress, and I am glad to be able to report progress. If I contrast 
the solitary tent pitched on the shore of Round Lake in June of 1884, 
with the splendid school buildings occupying the same spot, I see 
there is progress.” The school building is large and commodious, 
with two stories and basement, and contains dining hall, parlors, sew­
ing room, store-room, bed-rooms, dormitories, school room and good 
cellar, and Mr. Mackay says, “ Thanks to the Woman’s Foreign 
Missionary Society, it is free of debt. In closing a most interesting 
letter Mr. Mackay expresses the hope that he has spent the n.oney to 
a good purpose, and that the ladies who have given it may look with 
pleasure from time to time on the results of their investment. Mrs. 
Jones is never weary enlarging on the great service the members of 
our Society have done in sending such a profusion of clothing, 
bedding and other necessary articles. In February, 30 were attending 
the school, and more were expected; there are now 43. The 
Government pays the sum of $30 for each child attending school per 
year, the additional expenses for maintenance are met by our 
Society. Nearly 100 miles north-east of Broadview, in the vicinity of 
Fort Felly, and not far from the boundary line between Assiniboia 
and Manitoba, are the reserves of
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Chiefs Cote and Kee-See-Kone (Crowstand).
The population is about 450. Rev. G. W. Laird, B.A., was 

appointed to this field at the last General Assembly, with Rev. D. 
MacVicar B.A., assistant and teacher. Mr. Laird speaks very 
hopefully of the school. As many as 27 children have been in attend­
ance during the winter, six of these who live at a distance are staying
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“When Mr. Flett entered the house the clock was striking six, and 
there were about 40 Indians assembled, all clean, comfortably clad, 
and attentive. The floor had been scrubbed. On the whitewashed 
walls hung many pictures, the gift of Ontario women. The beds in the 
adjoining rooms had been made up and covered with white quilts. 
Everything in short, was in the best of order.” This band, the Convener 
of the Foreign Mission Committee says, may be called a Christian 
band.
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The school at

Portage la Prairie (Manitoba),
Is under the care of Miss Jennie Wight. After months of discourag­
ing work this school is now progressing satisfactorily, and Miss Wight, 
who is a devoted worker, is full of hope for the future. The members 
of the Woman’s Foreign Missionary Society at Portage la Prairie and 
other friends have, with Miss Wight, nobly sustained the responsibil­
ity of this school, and they are now reaping a reward in the largely 
iucreased attendarice. There are 15 resident pupils, and 5 who never 
on any pretext rpturn to the “ teepees.” Four children have been sent 
by Mr. Burgess from Bird Tail Creek Reserve and one from among the 
Sioux Indians at Brandon. The ladies in Brandon are much interested 
in this boy, and hope that he may become a Christian teacher.

The girls are taught housekeeping in all its departments and each 
child has his or her share of the daily routine of work. We hear of 
these girls doing large washings, sometimes having as many as 21 
flannel shirts. Miss Wight is very happy in her work, and tries from 
day to day to realize that the “ souls of these wild, dirty and often dis­
obedient children are of infinite value in the sight of God.” A sen­
tence from one of her letters reveals her sympathy with and love for 
the children under her care. “The trustful smile,” she says “ofa 
little sick child who lay in my arms for an hour, to-night, gave me 
complete happiness.”

The late increased attendance at school is attributed to the fact 
that some kind Christian gentlemen go out occasionally to the “teepees” 
and urge the children to come in.

The clothing, bedding and other articles were received with many 
expressions of gratitude and appreciation.
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There are a number of Sioux Indians. A box of clothing was sent to 
the ladies of the Brandon Auxiliary for distribution among them, also 
a box of Christmas presents, dolls, cards, etc., from a Sunday School 
in one of our Presbyteries. The Secretary of the Brandon Presbyterial 
Society gives a most interesting account of the distribution of the various 
garments. The Indians were invited to a social gathering, and though 
the day was very cold and stormy a large number came, and with over- 
ioyed and grateful hearts received the good gifts. There seems to be a
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I in all. This was a large undertaking, as it was late in October when 
the project was commenced. Mrs. Gibson writes of two young lads, 
upon whose training she spent a considerable portion of her time in 
the early part of the year. They made rapid progress and are now 
monitors in the school.

Prayer is asked specially for these boys, that they may be drawn 
by the Holy Spirit to the Lord Jesus.

Our Contribution this year to the Schools in the 
New Hebrides

Is $600. The educational work in these islands has developed 
rapidly within the past year or two, and now forms a most important 
part in the Mission work. Thirty-five teachers are employed in the 
Island of Eromanga alone, and 5 in the other Islands, making 40 in all.

The majority of these teachers are consistent and faithful, espe­
cially so when we consider their savage state a few months ago.

Our Society sent a large box of valuable and useful articles with 
Mr. and Mrs. Annand when they returned to the New Hebrides, in 
March, 1887. 1

Mrs. Annand describes their home and new Mission house in 
Santo (or in Tangoa, a small island to the south of Santo) as very 
comfortable and pleasantly situated.

In speaking of the people, who are friendly, though rude and 
barbarous, Mrs. Annand says, “ From the first we found an outlet for 
the goods sent by your Society, the dress of our people being in great 
need of reform. The men are passably dressed, but a few leaves and 
beads constitute the complete dress of a woman.” Our sister asks 
us not to forget them in prayer, that they “ may be the humble means 
of bringing these poor people to the Saviour.”

Our report would not be complete without a reference to Mr. and 
Mrs. Goforth, who have been appointed to plant a Mission in

Honan,
A central province in China. Rev. Dr. Smith has also been accepted 
for this field, and expects to leave shortly. Mr. and Mrs. Goforth 
sailed February 2nd, from Vancouver, B.C., and are reported as 
having arrived safely at Yokohama, Japan. Rev. J. Goforth is a 
graduate of Knox College ; Rev. Dr. Smith, of Queen’s, and they will 
be supported in the field by the colleges from which they graduated. 
Mrs. Goforth is a member of one of the Congregational VV. F. M. 
Societies in Toronto, and with her husband is devoted to Missions.

pursued their studies this year at Kingston Woman's Medical College 
with much success, and while receiving the necessary mental and 
scientific training for their chosen work, have not overlooked the culti­
vation of the missionary spirit.
