in England was the way they are at­
tempting to grapple with their social 
problems. These were, of course, most 
insistent in the great centres of popula­
tion. People here, he went on, had little 
or no idea of whet was meant by the 
overcrowding of London, Liverpool or 
Manchester. He spoke highly of the work 
being accomplished in the east end of 
London by Bishop Ingram and the 
Bishop of Stepney who, Dr. Raymond 
said, is mentioned as a future Archbish­
op of Canterbury.

Touching on the question of sending 
immigrants from London to Canada, Dr. 
Raymond said that much was being done 
by the Church Army. He held several 
conversations with those who were in 
charge of this organization. As a result 
he found that the Church Army does 
not believe in sending to Canada a man 
who cannot earn a living in England. 
All the men who apply to the CKureh 
Army are 'first tested before being sent 
out, to ascertain whether or not they 
will work. After that they are sent to 
farms owned by the organization where 
they become in a degree familiarized with 
the work they will be required to do in 
the colonies.

Dr. Raymond found the people of Eng­
land divided on the question. Some were 
of the opinion that it was unjust to send 
immigrants to Canada from the poorer 
districts of London while others main­
tained that while • it was too bad to send

After spending two months in England, 
at periods during which time he enjoyed 
the hospitality of the Prince of Wales and 
leading members of the nobility, Archdea­
con Raymond, of St. Mary’s church, who 
returned on Saturday, said last night that 
he was glad to be back again among his 
own people.

Referring to the Pan-Ajiglican confe- 
recently closed, Dr. Raymond said 

it was, in his opinion, one of the most 
notable events in the history of the 
church. The interest manifested in the 
proceedings he described as intense and 
he looked for much good to result.

Among other momentous subjects dis­
cussed was the drawing closer together 
of the various Christian denominations. 
No vote was taken on this or any other 
debatable question. The conference of 
250 bishops now meeting in Lambeth Pal­
ace, will cryetalize the results of the 

■ meetings into a series of resolutions. 
These, in turn, will be sent broadcast 
over all the churches.

* Oth w subjects were the important one 
of mkeions and the revision of the lec­
tionary and Book of Common Prayer.

Archdeacon Raymond left here on the 
Inst winter port steamer from St. John 
in the spring. During the time that inter­
vened between hie landing and the open­
ing of the conference, he delivered ad­
dressee and sermons in various centres in 
behalf of the thankoffermg and the work 
made necessary in Canada by the rapidly 
increasing immigration. Some of the 
places thus visited were Liverpool, Chel­
tenham, Lutterworth, Bolton, Burnley, 
Oranbourne, Weymouth and Portland, 
besides many others in the immediate vi­
cinity of London.

While in Cheltenham, Archdeacon Ray­
mond witnessed the Gloucestershire page­
ant which he describes as a very interest­
ing and splendid attraction.

In Lutterworth, Dr. Raymond spoke 
from John Wield iff e’e old pulpit to an 
audience of 1,500 people, besides many

:Rev. Dr. J. A. Metises, formerly pas­
tor of St. David’s church, but now of 
Chicago, occupied his old pulpit yester­
day at both services, preaching to good 
sized congregations.

The morning sub­
ject was the “Divinity of Christ,” the 
text being taken from Matthew xxii., 42: 
“What think ye of Christ.” The preach­
er emphasized the importance and sig­
nificance Of the question, Christianity 
differed from all other systems of re­
ligion in that it was a religion of per­
son not of a book.

They could understand at least in a 
measure Socrates’ power of thought, Na­
poleon’s command of men or Raphael’s 
witchery of color. Christ, however, was 
wholly different from all these. At the 
time the Master put 'the question of the 
text to th* Pharisees they were not with­
out wise men in their ranks. They had 
such learned rabbis as Hillel and Sham- 
mai, but the wisdom of theee was but as 
the prattling of a child compared to the 
wisdom of Christ.

Even the enemies of Christ had been 
compelled to pay homage to Him. The 
Frenchman, Renan, declared that what­
ever might be the surprises of the future, 
the character and life of Jesus would nev­
er be surpassed. The cold snalytical Ger­
man, Strauss, vTas of a different temper. 
He cut all the marvel and miracle out of 
the life of Christ and thought he had at 
last solved the riddle of the Nazarene. 
The disciples of Strauss thought so, too, 
but they soon found that Christ 
greater than the book and they were 
compelled to admit that the last word had 
not yet been said.

It was a crowning achievement to raise 
Lazarus, but it was a greater to lift up 
the millions of the human race from the 
depths of degradation and set their feet 
on the path to heaven and eternal peace. 
In conclusion Rev. Dr. Morison urged 
his hearers to ponder the question and 
answer it in such a way that their lives 
might reflect $he spirit of the Master.

Detailed statistics indicate that through­
out the whole of this period the pro­
hibitionists have steadily made advances. 
The figures. also show that for the firs^ 
six of the nine years the pro-license vote 
stood almost stationary, and that in 
the last three years of the period under 
review the liquor vote rose almost ^s fast 
as that of the prohibitionist party. The 

'explanation is that during there last 
three years the trade awoke sufficiently 
to oppose a strong and well-financed or­
ganization to the onslaught of the tem­
perance advocates. The Dominion of New 
Zealand, as that part of the Empire is 
now officially known, in imitation of 
Canada, is divided into 68 districts. In 
six of these no licenses exist, and in 
thirty-six others a majority, hut not the 
necessary three-fifths vote, was in 1905 
polled in favor of no-license. For the 
first time the prohibitionists obtained a 
clear majority of the vote polled all over 
the country.

The no-lioense districts have experienc­
ed (a remarkable decrease .in the number 
of convictions, not only for drunkenness, 
but for crime generally, and particularly 
for those forms of crime which are pro­
moted by excessive drinking. The district 
of Clutha, which carried mo-license in 
1904, and has held to it ever since, has 
been dry long enough for purposes of. 
comparison. In the first ten years of no­
license convictions for drunkenness fell to 
122, as compared with 292 during the 
last ten years of license. The offences 
likely to be induced by drink fell from 
251 to 81, a decrease of sixty-eight per 
cent. In the last seven years of license 
in the district of Clinton, the police of­
fences totalled 157, falling to 41 in the 
first seven years of no-license. In both 
districts this improvement was brought 
about in the face of an increase in the 
population. It is worthy of note that 
Clutha is almost entirely a rural commun­
ity, the largest town being Balclutha, 
with 1,100 inhabitants. Perhaps the 
most interesting point about this pioneer 
district is that the vote against licenses 
has steadily increased, and that the town 
of Balclutha, whose vote for license was 
swamped by the country vote at the first 
two elections, now polls a three-fifths 
majority for no-license on its own ac­
count.
