THE TOURNAMENT.

Tue TourRNAMENT AT EGLINTOUN CASTLE, in
Ayrshire, Scotland, which has been the subject of
long conversation and great preparation, began on
Wednesday, Aug. 28. From Monday morning peo-
ple began to flock to the place from all parts of the
United Kingdom, and by Tuesday night, not only
the Castle, but all the neighbouring villages and
farm houses, with the towns of Ayr and Kilmarnock,
six and twelve miles distant, were filled. Houses
throughout the neighbourhood were let for £10 to
£30, and single beds from 10 to 20s, a night, It
was computed that on Wednesday, 80,000 people
were assembled within the Eglintoun grounds. The
castle was built by the grandfather of the present
possessor, and with the grounds prescnted a fine ap-
pearance. The ground selected for the Lists formed
a beautiful natural amphitheatre.  The arena formed
an oblong square of 650 by 230 feet. On the
South side of it was the grand Pavilion for the elite
of the visiters, calculated to contain 800 persons, und
on the other sides galleries for 1600. At each end
were the marques and tents for the knights to the
number of 21,—Twn pavilions were also erected for
a banquet, and a ball-room, the former 137 feet in
length, in which three tables were leid, and the latter
170 feet in length and 45 in breadth.

The weather, which had been variable for some
days, was beautiful on Tuesday. Wednesday opened
auspiciously, but at 12 o’clock the sky became over-
cast, and soon the rain came down in torrents, and
continued to full during the rest of the day. The
procession nevertheless was formed at two o’clock,
and went round the square, the distance of a mile,
and entered the lists at a quarter before three.
Every one was drenched, anc some of the ladies
abandooed their places in the procession. Their pal-

posed of similar materials, made under her own
direction. The noblemen and gentlemen who did
not take an active part in the work of the day were
attired in every variety of costume, though the bril-
liant uniforms of many proclaimed that they belonged
to the military, and were proud to appear in hahili-
ments which denoted their connection with the Bri-
tish army. Innumerable glasses were directed to this
magnificent spectacle from every part of the ground,
and it was impossible for eye to gaze on a fairer or
more exalted galaxy.

Those sixty-one engines consumed for a
month, 4,283 tons of coal, and lified 41,000,-
000 tons of water 100 fathoms high. The
same number of engines in Warit’s time
would, to do the same work, consume 15418
tons of coal, which at 15s. would he L.11,-
563 ; from which deducting L.3,211, the cost
of working at the present day, there would
remain L.8,352 per month, or upwnrds' of
L.100,000 a year, saved in fuel on sixty-one
engines.

Sir Francis Drake.—Sir Francis Drake was the
first British mariner who circamnavigated the globe.
When he beheld from a high and goodly tree on the
isthmus of Darien, the mighty expanse of the Pacific
Ocean, ** he besought Almighty God of his gondness
to give him life and leave to sail once in an English
ship to that ocean,” Several years elupsed before
this wish was gratified—but at length, on the 13th
of December, 1577, he sailed from Plymouth, with a
fleet of five vessels, having on bourd 164 men. He
made the eastern inlet to the Straits of Magellan on
the 20th August, and in sevenieen days thereafter
entered the Pacifie.  * He fell in,” says an ol nar-
rator, “ with the uttermost part of land towards the
South Pole; which uttermost cape or headland of
all these islands, stands near in the 56th degree,
without which there is no main or island to be seen
to the southwards, but the Atlantic Ocean and rhe
South Sea meet in n lurge and free scope.”— Buston

Draining of Land by Steam Power.-—
The drainage of Land by steam power has
been extensively adopted in the fens of Lin-
colnshire, Cambridgeshire, and Bedfordshire,
and with immense advantage. A steam en-
aine of 10 horse power has begn found soffi-
cient to drain a district comprising 1000
acres of land, and the water can always be
kept down to any given distance below the
plants.  If rain fall in excess, the water is
thrown off by the engine ; if the weather is
dry, the sluices ean he opened, and water let
in from the river. The engines are required
to work four mouths out of the twelve, at in-
tervals varving with the season, where the
districts are large ; the expense of drainage
by steam power is about 2s. 6d. per acre.
The first cost of the work varies with the dif-
ferent nature of the substrata, but generally
it amounts to 20s. per acre for the machinery
and buildings.  An engine of 40 horse pow-
er,andscoop-wheel for draining, and requisite
buildings, costs about £4000, and is capable
of draining 4000 acres of land. In many
places in the fens, land has been purchased
at from £10 to £20 per acre, which has been
so much improved by drainage as to be
worth £60 to £70 per acre, the following
list shows the number of steam engines em-
ployed for this purpose in England :=-Deep-
ing Pen, near Spalding, Lincolnshire, con-
taining 25,000 acres, is drained by two en-
gines of 80 and 60 horse power. March
West, Fen, in Cambridgeshire, containing
3600 acres, by one engine of 40 horse power.
Misserton Moss, with Everton and Grainge-
ly Carrs, containing about 6000 acres, effec-
tunlly drained by one engine of 40 horse
power. Littleport Fen, near Ely, about 28,-
000 acres, drained by two steam engines of
30 or 40 horse power each. Before steam
was used there were 75 wind engines in this
district, a few of which are still retained.
Middle Fen, near Soham, Chmbridgeshire,
about 7000 acres, drained by an engine of
G0 horse power. Waterbeach Level, between
Ely and Cambridgeshire, containing 6000
acres, by a steam engine of 60 horse power,
Magdalen Fen, near Lvun, in Norfolk, con-
taining upwards of 4000 acres, and is com-
pletely drained by a steam eungine of 40 horse
power.

Lord
Sandon, as member for Liverpool, would seem to be
a proper person for this service, and we doubt not that
he would undertake it if properly applied to. His
Lordship is anxious to perform faithfully his doty to
his constituents, and what constituency is more in-
terested in the prosperity of the Northern Colonies
than that ot Liverpool?  We should be glad if this
suggestion could be acted upon.

Mr. Poulett Thompson, who goes over to the Ca-
nadas at this important time, is a man who has for
many years been connected with the Board of Trade
—but what are his qualifications for the Governor
Generalship of the Canadas, it would be difficult to
decide.

The British Queen.—--The cabins of this truly
wonderful vessel will, we learn, in a few days be
thrown open for the inspection of the ladies and gen-
tlemen of thecity. The Queen lies near the foot of
Clinton etreet, nearly up to Corlies Hook, on the
East River. Until vesterday we had never been up-
on her deck, or in her cabin. On going aiongside of
her, we were forcibly struck with the beauty of her
model—her great length—her well sloped bow—the
set of her figure-head—her clean well proportioned
stern—her water line and shear, are points of excel-
lence that will strike the nuutical man with peculiar
pleasure.  If her wheel guards were away, her
whole model would he that of a long, light, tasteful
hull—a faet sailing ship of war.
Those who have a taste for the beauty of a vessel’s
form, cannot spend an hour more rationally than ad-
miring the construction of this noble veesel. Oun
stepping over the side the beholder is struck with
astonishment at the length, breadth, and space of her
deck. No seventy-four that we have ever seen hus a
deck that will compare with it. There are no small
h i hinery to interrupt the view,
the walk, or the space for performing all the duties
of the seamen. As you look from the step ladder
at the surrounding ships, although many of them are
of lurge tonnage, they appear very diminutive.
The rig is that of a bark, or rather that of a thice
masted schooner. Her fore and muin masts, top-
masts, and top-gallant masts, low and snug. There
are no tops, but cross-trees instead. She carries
three fore und aft suils, besides the gib, two top, two
top-gallant, and one gaff top-sail, besides studding
sails. From the size of her spars, her suils must be
very light and handy. She has no poop-deck, but a
small top-gullant forecastle, with a capstan.
The appearance of her hull as she lay on the water
is ‘that of a warlike clipper, with one tier of ports.
Her air ports, which admit light and air to the cabin,
are painted to resemble ports. Thus much have we
to say of her external appearance, and as her internal
decorations have been often deseribed, we shall say
no more for the present.—N. Y. Express.
