Canadians Are Not Satis-

QTTAVA, July 30—Hon, Thomas

pant of the cab. After the taxi driver
deliberately wrecked the. cab, injuring
Mrs. Larson, Nelson fled on foot, and
was Killed by one of the policemen
when he took refuge in a basement.

Of the two robbers, who escaped in
an automobile, left rypning at the hotel
door, Jim Woods was arrested when
he applied at a hospital early today for
trestment for a wounded hand.

He admitted connection with the
toldup, and augmented the confession
of Holmes.

Holmes said the fifth man was Jack
Nugent.

SHIP UNEARTHED

MINERS STAND.

Working
hours and wages are the basis of the
present dispute, for the miners have
refused to adopt the new working
arrangement, calling for lower wages
and Increased working hours, suggested
by the owners to take the place of the
present agreement, which expires to-
morrow.

Meanwhile the transport and railway
unions, which have pledged themselves
to help the miners should they go on
strike, are making very thorough ar-
rangements to give effect to their
pledge.

It is foreseen that such steps as are ,
being taken by the miners’ allies may °
seriously affect the various public ser-
vices, and possibly lead to the holding
up of the railroads, just as the summer
holiday season is at its height, although
this is as yet more of a epeculation
than a prospect.

NO GERMS ON MONEY

PARIS, July 80.—Henry Basset, &
lawyer, recently sent a letter to the
French Academy of Medicine asking
whether there was danger of health in
handling paper money.

Basset received his reply today. A
commission appointed to study the
question found microbes were non ex-
istent on paper money, seemingly be-
cause they abhorred the agitation of
constant transfer from one place to an-
other.

The Australians have just given the
American fleet a wonderful reception,

" and at a great dinner given in Mel-
. bourne, at which the Prime Minister of
the Australi Commonwealth pre-
sided, warm :Sedgcs of abiding Anglo-
American friendship were exchanged.
Admiral Coontz and the senior officers
of the United States fleet were the
guests of honor, and Premier Bruce
of his cabinet
" ministers and various parliamentary
‘leaders.
| Mr. ‘Bruce, in the course of his
‘Ipx'e’ech,_' expressed the hope ‘that the
reception given the visitors had con-

i vigced them of the good will and amity,

and even the affection, which the people
" of Australia felt toward the United
St;tés, sentiments which he ventured
to hope and to believe are reciprocated
by the American people. He spoke of
the mighty fleet as symbolical of the
might and power of the great: Republic,
" but he felt that the- visit ‘was not - a
demonstration of naval power, but one
of peace and - good wiil: - He 5aid that
the great bulwarks of international
understanding are friendship and
greater knowledge; with better ac-
quaintance misunderstandings disap-
pear and sympathies are extended. He
spoke of the freedom enjoyed: by the
great self-governing Dominions, and
p&id their ideals. were the same as
those of the United States. The first
and greatest task, Mr. Bruce said, is
the maintenance of peace between the
British Empire and the United States,
which, he added, “are bound together,
noi only by ties of history and the
heritage of race but by chains of
mutual affection and respect. Between
two such great nations there will in-
evitably be differences of opinion, but
we have shown in the past that these
differences can be amicablyl settled.”
He submitted that this record affords
a: great example, and that what' the
Empire and the United - States had.
done in the matter of peaceful settle-
ment of differences they must seek to

induce the rest of the world to do.
“The American Admiral replied In
ﬁtﬁlu vein, being careful to emphasize
strongly the fact that the visit of the
fiéet was wholly one of friendship and
could not be properly interpreted as a
cause of offence to any of the great
nstions, particularly those interested 4n
the Pacific. This statement was in
lime with a cablégrgm sent by President
Ooolld;e to the "Governor-General of
Awustralla, before the fleet arrived,
which" was' intended to give official
{ntimation that the cruise was wholly
pddﬂ:‘ and friendly, and must not bhe
re&‘ur&"g_d as in any sense a display of
naval iowcr. This, like the Admiral’s
reférence, was Intended to offset the
utterances of a jingo element in Japan
which is disposed to regard the appear-
nflce of the fleet in Australian waters
as an unnecessary if not provocative
gesture. If there were no Japan, how-
ever, the Australlan welcome to the
American ships might not be quite so
enthusiastic.

WILD WORDS,

The trial at Dayton and the appear-
ance of Bryan there has led to some
discussion as to the decline of old-style,
spread-eagle American oratory. There
are those who say that the Fourth of
July orations are no longer marked
by those extraordinary flights which
were formerly common. It appears,
however, that orators having at their
command an unlimited supply of wild
words, together with some imaginative
power, are still to be found Eere and
there. As proof of this some one has
‘discovered a few remarks delivered
by Congressman Charles L. Abernathy,
a son of North Carolina. This gentle-
man, having found an opportunity to
speak upon the manufacturihg interests
of his native state, made the following
observations, and there is no proof
that he really let himself out at that:

“Sir, if all the cigarettes manufac-
tured in North Carolina in one year
were rolled into one great, long, cigar-
ette, a young sport leaning nonchalantly
against the south pole would light it
with the everlasting fire in the tail of
Haley’s swift and restless comet; use
the starry Dipper for his ash tray;
blow smoke rings whichy unbroken by
all the hurricanes that lash the seven
seas, would hide the circles around
Saturn for a thousand years; and with
the immeasurable inferno of its stub
blot out and usurp the glowing fame
and place of the hitherto quenchless
morning star.

“If a young lady would wear in one
skirt all the silk woven in one year in
North Carolifha, its whispering edges,
as she turned around on top of the
Washington Monument, would, with
their musical and alluring froufrou,
charm the ears of yelling cowboys on
the wind-swept pampas of the Argen-
tine; brush the fragile liquor glasses
from the tables in the sidewalk cafes
of sparkling Paris; and, with a coquet-
tish swirl, create a perfumed draft
that would shake down to the shadow-
embroidered grass the blushing bloom
of the sacred cherry trees in the
Imperial Gardens of Tokyo, Japan!™

These modest remarks supply at least
some evidence that unfettered speech
has not vanished from the United
States. In that great territory therc
is still occasionally to be found ‘one
who has at his comman/d considerable
language. One is led t6 wonder what

A BRYAN EXPERIENCE.

The death of William Jennings
Bryan serves to recall that his last
visit to Canada was marked by one
stormy incident. It occurred in Toronto
the Good, where at that time, in the
winter 9f 1918, public opinion was
somewhat- disturbed -over prohibition.
Also, there 'was 'still some ' feeling
among returned soldiers because, al-
though the Enited States was then
actively engaged .in the war, its par-
ticipation had been delayed and Mr.
Bryan had opposed President Wilson’s
action in finally deciding to make com-
mon cause with the Allies. .

_Mr. Bryan had been invited to ad-
dress two gr.cat prohibition meetings
in Toronto. Prigr to these he was a
guest at dinner at the Toronto Press
Club, where he told a humorous story
against himself in connection with his
repeated “.defeats #n the presidential
race. The story was old, but one
which well .served his purpose and
showed that hé did not lack a sense of
humor, although some of -his more
bitter opponents pretended that he did
not know a joke when he saw one.
The story was that of-an intoxicated
man who wandered uninvited into a
ball-room one’ flight above the street.
He was_thrown out the window. but
promptly went upstairs, to be again
expelled. After a third attempt, with
the same result, he picked himself up,
shook himsel{ together and said: “I
know what's the matter now; they
don’t want me in there.” Mr, Bryan
had come to some such conclusion can-
cerning .the American electors.

One of the prohibition meetings was
held in a church, and there Mr. Bryan,
who was one of the most eloquent’ of
all the prohibition advocates of his
day, was given an enthusiastic recep-
tion. But when he rose to address an-
other meeting In a great public hall,
8 numerous group of objectors made
such a continnal outcry that he could
not be heard. He stood patiently for
a time under a storm of epithets and
hisses, wearing a smile. But it was all
In vain. The storm grew wilder, al-
though by far the greater part of the
audience was .crying for order. The
chairman finally threatened to call the
police, more than a hundred of whom
were in readiness at nearby stations,
there having been reports that the
meeting would be disorderly, But Mr.
Bryan refused to have police interven-
tion, saying that he would not be the
cause of physical violence. He gave
the main portions of his address to the
newspapers, and delivered a shortened
version to a small group of hearers who
gathered about him on the platform.
As on many another occasion, he
accepted defeat with considerable
philosophy, :

-

‘The legend that the French birth rate.
is so much lower than that of cther
European countries as to threaten
national disaster persists, but in' the
face of the facts. The Manchester
Guardian says that since 1915 the birth
rate in France has risen from 191 to
194 per 10,000 inhabitants, while the
German birth rate is little higher at
209. The British rate stands roughly
at 187, and that of Norway, consider-
ably helow France, at 188. The real
trouble so far as France is concerned,
according to the Guardian, is an ab-
normal death rate, particularly in in-
fancy, which is credited mainly to bad

hygiene.

A member of the Ottawa Govern-
ment, whose name Is not given, has
denied the story printed by the Mont-

real Gazette, to the effect that the
Canadian National Railways hadJ
decided to build a $8,560,000 hotel in
Vancouver. He says the project was
considered but rejected. _This denial
had been overlooked when some com-
ment was made upon the matter yes-
terday. 'The purpose of that comment,
however, was not to assert that Van-
couver should not have a hotel, but;
merely to emphasize the principle that
in national policies and national enter-
prises there should be an apxﬁroach

Seven Years’ Wandering,
(Haniilton Spectator.)

Recently, at the little town of
‘Spalato, on the Dalmatian coast, a
despatch from Prague sets forth, the
Porthos, a steamer from the eastern
routé for Marseilles, disembarked 450
of its passengers, Russian Trefugees.
These Russians, formerly cadets at the
cadet school of Petrograd, have a seven
iyears’ Odessey behind them. In 1917
they fled from bolshevism through Rus-
sia to Siberia. In 1922 they left Vladi-
vostok because of bolshevism and took
refuge on an island which was then
occupied by the Japanese. Last Octo-
ber when the Japanese evacuated the
island, they were forced to leave, and,
therefore, shipped to Shanghai, They
earned their keep on the way by giv-
ing concerts. Finally, concludes the de-
spatch, the Jugo-Slav government
agreed to give them refuge, so at last
they have found a permanent exile.
But have they? Conditions in Jugo-
Slavia are unquestionably better than
anything encountered by these Russian
exiles in the last seven years, but if
the international observers are to be
believed, present-day conditions there
can stand considerable improving.

We too often make the mistake over
here, when we think of the Russian
people, of branding them all as bolshe-
viks who spend their time in anarchy
and standing in little groups on street
corners harmonizing The Internationale,
after the fashion of our own Sweet
Adeline.

Such incidents as that re-
ported in the despatch from Prague are
pregnant reminders of the plight of
some of these people.

By “accedited” Dr. Roberts
said, he meant herds which had been
segregated from all other cows for
seven months and at the end of that
period were sucessfully put through the
qualifying tests to show that their
milk was pure.

Dr. Roberts continued in saying that
75 -per- cent. of the deformed .and
diseased, laying stress on the diseases
of the bones, children in the City of
Saint John could base the foundation
of their affliction,on the use of impure
milk.

HERDS SEGREGATED

Dr. Roberts went on to say “that

FLAY GOVERNMENT

Moore and Evans Speak at
Gagetown—Tell of Pro-
hibition.

GAGETOWN, N. B., July 29—The
Provincial Government was described
as’'the biggest bootlegger in Canada
by:W. B. Evans, Queens county Op-
position candidate, at a meeting of
women here this afternoon, when the
two Opposition candidates, Mr.
Evans, of Glassville, and ' J. Arthur
Moore, of Gagetown, and Mrs. R. B.
Hanson, of Fredericton, were the
speakers. About 30 or 35 women
were present, ‘and Mrs. J. Arthur
Moore, wife of the candidate, presid-
ed. This afternoon’s meeting was
the third gathering of the Opposition
women which the two candidates had
addressed, the others having been
held at Cambridge and Minto.

MR. EVANS SPEAKS.

Mr. Evans, the first speaker, said
the women were not so tied up to
party as the men and were ready to
listen to the merits of the issues at
stake. ‘He felt that prohibition was
an fssue which was of particular in-
terest to the women. He was glad to
be a candidate in order to support
the enforcement of the prohibitory
law, which he belleved to be better
‘than the Scott Act. To support his
statement that the New Brunswick
Government. was the greatest boot-
legger in Canada, he said Govern-
ment sales of liquor last year totalled
$2,000,000, and he gave comparison
of the per_capita expenditures for
liquor in the various provinces. Que-
bec with licensed sales had a $6.70
per head expenditure, and New
Brunswick, with prohibition, bhad
nearly as much, $5, while in Ontario,
where prohibition was really enfore-
ed, the per capita amount was only
$1.80. ;

SALES ALONG BORDER.

The sales of liquor along the New
‘Brunswick border, Mr. Evans said,
had been particularly’ high. At St.
Leonards they amounted to $150 a
head, at St.” Stephen $42 and at
Grand Falls $38. It was evident, he
thought, that the Government was
trying to break the laws, and he
criticized the sale of beer also.
There was much beer being sold that
was of 6 to 7 per cént. alcohol in-
stead of 2 per cent. At Minto 10 to
15 barrels'a week of this beer were
being ‘sold by a man whose place was
well known to the authorities but
had- mever once been closed down.
‘Mr. BEvans asserted that men who
had favored prohibition too strongly

Eighty-three people suffering from
the disease were found to have eaten
jce-cream, all of which was purchased
from one firm.

On inquiry it was discovered that
among those employed in making the
cream was a boy who was suffering
from the early stages of scarlet fever.
‘There can be no reasonable doubt, says
the medical officer, but that this boy
infected the cream, which subsequently
spread the disease in the town.

Prompt steps were taken and the
outbreak suppressed.

DENIES HOLD-UP ATTEMPT.

“First, the lumbermen did not make
any attempt to hold up the Government
of this province for $250,000, as he
states.

“The fact that the lumbering indus-
try of the province has been passing
through a very serlous erisis financially
Is apparent to every business man in
the province, so apparent in fact that
the Boards of Trade of New Brunswick
joined with the lumbermen in their ap-
peal to the Government for a reduc-
tion in stumpage charges—to be re-
leved to some small extent from the
heavy charges that are to be paid to
the Government this fall. There was
absolutely no demand, no threat,
simply an appeal for assistance to bide
the industry over a critical period.

$250,000 IS MYSTERY.

“How or where Mr. Rand gets his
figures of $250,000 is difficult to learn
because there was positively no amount
of money asked for from the Govern-
ment. All we asked was for relief from
Government charges that are so far in
excess of those imposed upon our Que-
bec competitors that the lumber indus-
try in this province cannot continue to
carry them and compete in a commo
market. .

CHILDREN IN RAGS.

“Second, Mr. Rand's reference to
children in rags in this proviace is ‘no
doubt correct. Unfortunately the fam-
ilies of the laboring man are the first
to suffer from industrial depression and
many former employes of the lumber-
men are idle today owing to present
conditions in the lumber industry.

QUERIES ABOUT COST.

“Third, as to Grand Falls develop-
ment, Mr, Rand knows or should know
that I have consistently worked for the
development of Grand Falls and will
.continue to work for its development,
but I cannot endorse the present Gov-
ernment’s action in jumping into con-
tracts on the eve of an election without
knowing what it is going to cost the
people of the province. It has been
stated that the Fraser Company has
contracted to take Grand Falls power.
This is not true. The Fraser Com-
pany will not contract for power until
we know what it Is going to cost us.

POLITICAL IGNORANCE.

“Mr. Rand in stating that our com-
pany would take power if it was
daubed “Tory’ shows his political ig-
norance, otherwise he would know that
I have been a Liberal in politics all my
life and long before Mr. Rand was ever
heard of. It is evident from Mr. Rand's
slighting reference to my attitude to-
wards the temperance question that he
is against prohibition and it is just as
well that the temperance people of the
province know where he stands on the
question before the election.

Mr. McLean’s Reply

“Referring to Mr. Rand’s speech as
published yesterday morning in The

Telegraph-Journal where he makes cer-
tain charges against lumbermen, and

particularly against the Frases Com-
pany, the Bathurst Company and
against me personally, one would infer
fram Mr. Rand’s statemeats that he is
an authority on the ldmber business
and everything pertaining thereto, I
would like to deal with his criticisms
in rotation.

STEAM POWER DEVELOPED,

“First, he accuses the Bathurst Com-
pany with charging the Hydro Com-
mission $75 per horsepower for energy
at Newcastle. Next, he states we com-
plain about buying power at $30 per
horsepower. I may say the Bathurst
Company has not any hydro power for
sale as we need all our hydro power
for our own operations. The power we
are selling for Newcastle transmission
is only a matter of about 100 horse-
power and this is developed by the
Bathurst Company by steam, and not
by hydro. With reference to the $30
per horsepower from the proposed de-
velopment at Grand Falls, I will say
the price is entirely too high for the
manufacture of newsprint in this prov-
ince and would put the New Brunswick
manufacturer completely ot of the race
with his Quebec competitors, who can
secure plenty of power at from $12.50
to $15 per horsepower.

STATEMENT INCORRECT.

“Next, he declares the lumbermen
tried to compel the Government to re-
fund a sum amounting to $250,000 on
stumpage already paid. This is not a
correct statement as what the lumber-
men asked for was a reduction on
stumpage bills which fall due on Aug-
ust 1 next.

“Mr. Rand also says that we have
opposed the Workmen’s Compensation
Act. The Bathurst Company had a
compensation system in force bhefore
the present provincial act was passed
and with which our emploves were en-
tirely satisfled. What the Bathurst
Company does object to is the injis-
tice in the present act and particularly
the extravagance in administration of
the act. It cost employers in New
Brunswick the sum of $62,149.71 to ad-
minister this act. Further, during the
last twe years when the lumbermen
of this province were struggling for
existence and were obliged to reduce
the pay of their employes because of
burdensome Government taxation, the
staff of the Compensation Board, in
addition to drawing their high pav.
also voted themselves bonuses at the
end of each year.

AT $4 DISADVANTAGE.

“I would like to point out that ow-
ing to excessive stumpage dues, differ-
ences in scale, and compensation costs,
the lumbermen of this province are
placed at a disadvantage of $4 per
thousand on lumber they prodice as
compared with Quebec, their chief com-
petitor. The only way for the lumber-
men to overcome this disparity was
by reducing the wages of their em-
ployes to counter-balance. This, I say,
is what they have been forced to do.

“I charge that the present Govern-
ment is responsible for the reduction in
men’s wages in the lumber industry
and also for the lack of employment
that exists today. They have taxed
the lumbermen with charges beyond
what the industry can stand and have “
forced the lumbermen to reduce the pay
of their men and also forced many lum-

He was seri-
ously injured July 19, when he was
thrown from his motor car by an acci-
dent which occurred near Windsor Cas-
tle.

King , George and Queen
Mary expreseed solicitude regarding his
condition and sent messages to the hos-
pital following the operation.

Lord Cheylesmore was born January
25, 1848, and after attending Eton,
entered the army. He was stationed in
Bermuda for a period commencing in
1890.

Outside of his army career Lord
Cheylesmore devoted himself princi-
pally to rifle shooting, rowing and other
sports. He was the author of a book
regarding the naval and military
medals of Great Britain. He owned
the Manor of Cheylesmore, formerly a

WHEN a flefdes makes an at-

tempt to retire a baserunner
on a touch play, is it necessary that
the runner be touched with the
naked ball or need the fielder
merely have the ball in the hand
with which he makes the touch?

N\

It "is not necessary that a base-
runner be touched with the naked ball
in order to retire the player.

The fielder need only have posses-
sion of the ball in the hand or hands
making the touch in order to properly
retire a baserunner,

I seriously doubt if in one out of
10 plays at first, second or third that
the runner is actually touched with
theinaked ball. In a majority of bases
the touch is made with the back of the
hand or glove that holds the ball.

In plays at the plate perhaps not
once in 50 times is the runner touched
with the naked ball.

In such plays there is usually violent
contact between fielder and baserunner.
Very often, the catcher, after receiving
the ball, assumes an attitude that makes
it a rather difficult matter for the run-
ner to touch the base, he is blocked off,

At such times the catcher invariably
tightly grasps the ball with both hands
and the big glove is the omly thing
that comes into contact with the per-
son of the runner in making the touch.

The impression that the runner
must be touched with the naked ball
to be retired is widespread. It is a
question that is often asked me. Of
course it is in error.
