ONLY FUR ELEGTED

Labor Suffered Worst, Get-
ting Only One Out of
" Twenty-two,

BALDWIN’'S SON LOST

MacDonald’s Boy and Two
' of Arthur Henderson
Also Rejected.

(United Press Special Cable.)

London, Nov, 1—“This is a bad
time for women and children,” re-
marked“an old man, who was watch-
ing the election returns in Trafalgar
Square, Thursday afternoon. A
glance at the showing made in the
election by woman candidates and by
some of the famous men proves the
truth of thig facetious remark.

Although 41 women candidates
stood for Parliament this year, only
four were elected, compared = with
eight last year. They are Lady As-
tor. the Duchess of ‘Athol, Mrs. Hilton
Philipson, all Conservatives, and Miss
Ellen Wilkinson, Laborite. < All other

wére decisively delented-

Mré, Wintringham the ‘econd wom-
an ever to hoid a seat in Westminster.
and Lady Torrington, both Liberals,
disappear frodp the House of Com-
mons, leaving the Liberals without a
'single woman members, as four other
of the party’s women candidates ‘simi-
larly were uynsuccessful.

Labor Women Sffer,

Labor women were hit hardest of
all. The party put up 22 candidates,
but only one was elected—Miss Wil-
kinson, a young woman described by
“The Daily Chronicle” as having “red
hair and reddish views.” She is 83 years
old, a graduate of the University of

Communist party. Her slight, attrac-
tive figure, however, on the Labor op-
position benches cannot make up to
the party for the loss of Miss Mar-
garet Bondfleld, generally admitted to
be one of the ablest women in Brit-
ish politics, Miss Susan Lawrence P“d
Miss Dorothy Jewson.

Labor also had great hopes in Dr.
Ethel Bentham, Miss Edith Picton
Turberviile, Mrs. Bertrand Russell,
Miss Minnie Pallister and Miss Jessie
Stephen, but they were among the first
to be defeated.

Younger Sons Defeated.

Labor’s younger sons without ex-
{ceptlon, found defeat, but most of them
put up good fights. Alastair Mac-
Donald, the Premier’s son, had little
chance of election, but Oliver Baldwin,
son of the country’s next Conservative
Premier, very nearly got into Parlia-
ment as a Laborite.

Whereas last year both sons of Ar-
thur Henderson, home secretary, were
elected and Henderson defeated, being
forced to contest at a by-election later
in the year, this time Henderson senior
alone survived the Tory tidal wave.
Oswald Mosley, Lord Curzon’s son-in-
law, fought bravely in Birmingham
against the traditional Tory majority
and the magic of Chamberlain’s name.

MOURNED AS DEAD,

London, Nov. 1—Two brothers, J. C.
Thomas and F. C. Thomas, who had
not met for 20 years and who each
thought the other had been killed in
the war, have been reunited at Cardiff
by a happy coincidence.

Regarded as Certain the Mc-
Kenna Duties Will be
in Force.

Here are Details of Proposals
Made at Last' Imper-
fal Conference,

Ottawa, Nov. 1—It is cpnsidered cer-
tain here that the return of the Bald-
win Government with a majority euf-
ficlent to bring its own policy into
effect will be attended with economic
results of much importance to Canada,
' Australia and British South Africa,
as well as other portions of the empire.

For one thing, it will undoubtedly
mean the return of the McKenna
duties, which placed a tariff of 331-8
per cent. on automobiles, musical in-
struments and picture films, when im-
ported into Great Britain from foreign
countries, but which granted a ptefer-
ence of one-third if these goods were
from the Dominions. ’

These duties were repealed on Ayg.
1. At first the exports of automobiles
to Britaln did not seem to be much
affected by.the repeal, but subsequent
trade returns show that they have
been much affected all right. It is"pos-
sible that the British demand for cars
may have passed the peak, but, on the
other hand, it is thought that the pref-
erence of one-third cannot but help the
automobile industry.

Canada, Australia and British South
Africa are keenly interested in the
prospective adoption by the British
Parliament of the preferential trade
proposals of the Baldwin Government
made at the last Imperial conference,
and which were subsequently rejected
by the British-House of Commons.
Canada would benefit greatly through
the preference on canned salmon and
lobster, apples, honey, and probably
fruit juices, and one preserved fruit.

Preference Proposals,

These proposals were as follows:

Raw apples, duty of 5s. per cwt. to
be levied on imports of foreign origin,
with free admission to empire-grown
apples. e

Canned salmon, lobster, crayfish and
crabs, duty of 10s. per cwt. to be levied
on imports from forelgn countries, with
free admisison of empire goods.

Honey,-duty of, 10s. per cwt. to be
imposed :- on. . foreign honey; empire
produce to enter free of duty.

Fruit juices, duty of 6d. per gallon’
on foreign lime and lemon juices, with
free entry for empire produce. British
Government will consider a list of
other: fruit juices which the Dominions
may regard as of interest. Similar
duty to be levied on fruit 'syrups, ex-
clusive of present duty on sugar con-
tent of such syrup.

Preserved fruit, additional to pre-
sent duty ‘on sugar content, duty of |
five shillings per hundred weight to
be imposed on foreign preserved fruit,
not at psesent dutiable (except fruit
pulp for jam manufacture, which will
remain free); preserved fruit from em-
pire countries to be admitted free of
duty. =

Dried fruits, (figs, raisins, plums, ap-
ricots, apples, pears and peaches) from
foreign countries, 10s. 6d. per cwt.;
from British empire countries free.

Currants, increase of the existing
duty on empire currants to be consid-
ered with a view to giving preference
to empire-grown currants, which will
be admltted duty free.

Sugar, stabilization of cash value of
present preference on empire-grown
sugar (approximately 1.d. per pound
on refined sugar), for ten years, so
long as the duty on foreign sugar does
not fall below that level.

Tobacco, increase of preference on
empire-grown tobacco to one-quarter
of the gross duty, i.e, a preference of
about 2s. per pound on unmanufactured
tobacco at current rates of duty. The
preference will, of course, represent a
higher cash value’oh manufactured to: |

SECRET OF CRITICAL
TIME OF WAR TOLD

Diary Discloses Message of
Franz Joseph to Ger-
man Emperor.

Munich, Oct. 81—“Say to Kaiser
Wilhelm that our distress Is very great.
We may be able to hold out, to carry
on the war, for three moniths or even a
couple ‘of months longer; but then ‘we
are done; we shall have to conclude
peace—to beg for peace. I can no longer
assume the responsibility for continuing
:h,e’ war; indeed I will no longer bear
. " y

These words were spoken by the aged
Emperor Franz Josef of Austria on
Nov. 11, 1916. ten days before his
death. They are quoted now for the
first time, by special permission; from
the diary of the high personage to
whom they were spoken, and with their
hitherto unpublished extracts show that
on the date mentioned at Schoenbrunn
Castle, and on the following days at
Pless (which at that time was the seat
of the German great general head-
quarters), events occurred which were
of world-historic importance.

The emperor’s distinguished visitor
arrived at Schioenbrunn after lunch, and
was received in the so-called  “new
writing room” by Franz Josef, who,
despite his ill-health, had risen fhat
morning at’ 8.30, and had followed his
usual strenuous routine.

Prior to the audience the visitor, us
was customary with all callers, was
officially “muzzled”; that is to say, he
was urngently cautioned to avoid all
topics of an exciting nature, to say
nothing about Austria’s war difficulties,
and, particularly, not to mention the
famine  conditions obtaining in the
Alpine regions. Of all this, he was told,
the emperor kpew, and must know,
nothing.

In point of fact, he found Franz

Josef exceedingly well inforored about
these matters, and ‘anxious to learn
more. He writes in his diary:
—“I found him physically very much
altered; I had not seen him since May,
1913. He was greatly bent, and his
step was no longer so elastic as it had
been, but his mind was as alert and his
interest as sympathetic as in the old
day. The English he described as the
greatest criminals in world history;
they were the real origihators of the
war. In the course of our conservation,
to my great astonishment, he suddenly
said:— i ;

“*With our successes so far we shouid
be quite satisfied. but we have to hold
out. What causes me great uneasiness
is our food supply, not so much ‘that ot
the army as that of the people gener-
ally. Supplies of men make m:
anxious, too; they are gradually com-
ing to an end. We can hold out, |
suppose, for. three parts of a year—I
look to the future with trust in God-
but you will sympathize with me in
that I am an old man, and yearn fo
peace. This ordeal is too much for m«
You can say so at Pless when you ge.
there—in authoritative quarters, since
Kaiser Wilhelm, I hear. is ill.’

“Later Franz Josef became more
urgent and made use of the words
quoted at. the béginning of this artigle,
begging his hearer to represent Aus-
tria’s distressed state to the chiefs at
German headquarters. Austria could
no longer remain at Germany’s side in
carrying on the war. What ensued at
Pless on the following day may be
quoted from the diary.

“His Majesty Kaiser Wilhelm, who
had a slight cold, gave me the heartiest
welcome, I had to report to him at
once about everything. On hearing the
message of the Emperor Franz Josef,
the Kaiser, without visible agitation,
said: ‘You must tell that to Hinden-
burg and Ludendorff, for it is impont-
ant and—interesting.’

“At 5 o'clock I saw General Field-
Marshal von Hindenburg, chief of the
great general staff. I told him what
the Emperor Franz Josef had said te
me. The imperial message met with
very little favor:— y

“‘Austria again! The Austrians
want to leave us in the lurch now. 1
don’t underrate the difficulties prevail-
ing in the various countries; they are
well known to me; but the Austrians
must get over them like other people.
Where there’s a will there’s a way.’

“Ludendorff appeared during this
conversation. He was very much ex-
cited over what he termed the “denun-
ciation’ of the alliance by Franz Josef,
and these diary extracts may close
with his words:—-

“‘There is no relying on the Aus-
trians; they do nothing, they have long
been tired of fighting. And now they
want to stop. Becter alone than to be
tied up to them; there is nothing but
vexation in that. Now we see just
what these Austrians are.

“Seventy-eight babies out of every
1,000 born last year in America died
in their first year, The Pacific coast
had the lowest infant mortality rate.
Washington headed the list with 51
deaths per. thousand, Oregon was sec-
ond with 53 and California had an
average of 66.

“The United .States spends more
money annually to protect cattle than
it does to prevent infant mortality.

A Doctor Dogmatizes on Golf and

by. Mail).—The British public golfs too
much and eats too much, according to
Dr. Leonard Williams, a Harley street
specialist and a corresponding member
of the American Climatological Society.

English Writer Tells of
 Dreyfus and Guerin—
Not Fit Place for
Worm to Live, ;

#

The announcement that the Devil's
Island is at last to be abandoned as a
penal settlement has been received with
a thrill of delight throughout the civil-
ized world. Though much has  been
written and said about this “hell on
earth,” it is no exaggeration to say

that the half has not been told. It is
said that motives of economy have led
to the expected closing of the establish-
‘ment. But none the less it is true that
reasons of humanity have had a great
deal to do with the decision to abandon
the “sea-begirt island with its shoals of
man-eating sharks” as a prison.

So writes Vincent Wray in the Lon-
don Chronicle. He continues:—

Nearly twenty-five years have gone
by since there was pointed out to me
a slightly built dark-skinned man, with
the words: “Yonder is the world’s
greatest martyr—five years on that hell
on earth, Devil’s Island, and as inno-
cent of offence as a child unborn.”

Later, I was introduced to Alfred
Dreyfus, who was in the company of
the novelist whose impassioned attack
on the gang of intriguers who had
brought about the Jew’s downfall and
degradation lashed France into an un-
paralleled fury of rage and indigna-
tion.

Zola spoke only a few words; but
Dreyfus talked with much opcnness.
He was laboring under a sense of gross
and unmerited wrongz, and his protests
poured from his fluent INys in a resist-
less torrent, \

“I could never have believed ‘that it
could have been possible for a human
being to be subjected to such foul
treatment. Devil’'s Island—it is the
place of the fiends. There are pesti-
lence and horror. Devil’s Island is not
fit for a dog to die in—yet men exist
there, hundreds of them, herded like
cattle, worked like slaves, broken and
twisted on the wheel or a savage Fate.
. . . Ask them and they will tell
you that death is preferable; only the
guards see to it that you cannot -die
except lingeringly, inch by inch, die
4n the blackness of a mighty despair.”

Eddie Guerin’s Escape,

This is a rough translation of what
the man, who had been falsely accused
of treachery and treason, had to say of
the Devil’s Island, where he endured
the agonies of solitary confinement in a
lonely cell till his hair became white
and his cheeks haggard and pale, and
his eyes sank deep into their sockets.

I did not see Dreyfus or Zola again,
but I heard that the Jew died prema-
turely through his terrible experiences
while undergoing penal servitude, and
that Zola was so- overwhelmed and
haunted by his consciousness of the
wrongs of the man he had valiantly de-
fended that he sought refuge from all
life’s trouble In self-inflicted death.

It was some years later when, hap-
pening to stroll into one of the law
courts in the Strand, I noticed a man
frail of figure, with a countenance like
parchment, yellow and unhealthy, and
wistful, beseeching, sorrowful _eyes.
English warders were sitting on either
side of him, and close at hand were
Frenich gedarmes ready to take him io
France, whence he was to be deported
to complete a life sentence on that
‘notorious and infamous Devil’s Island.

That man was Eddie Guerin. He
had escaped from the penal settlement
in the company of two others. They
had paddled in a canoe over the waters
ofsthe sullen sea that begirts the island.
One man went mad, as the rays of a
scorching sun beat down on his hatless
head. He jumped overboard in his
delirium, and a red trail, horrible in its
suggestion, showed that some prowling
shark had glutted itself on human prey.
Guerin managed to win through !o
freedom, after adventures: that thrilled
the world.

Accumulated Horrors,

Guerin said the same about the island
that Dreyfus did. It was an accumula-
tion of all the horrors in tabloid; a
concentration of every torture that the
wit and deviltry of men could devise.
It was slow-moving, agonizing, soul-
rending death in most hideous shape.

Much ‘later I came across Henri
Duprez. He was an undersized,
anaemic, wizened, shrivelled-up fellow
with a whimsical expression. He was
a “crook” and had served fifteen years
on the island, and told me that this
had *“‘done” for him.

“I wouldn’t send a mad dog to the
island,” he said, “the sun is as merci-
less as the guavrds. It beats down on
your head till the brain is afire. The
mosquitoes worry you and bring the
fever. The monotony is killing—and
yet . . . Dupréz hesitated and
then threw off his coat and shirt and
showed me his naked back. It was
criss-crossed with weals.

“I was flogged for insolence and for
striking a guard. - They gave me
twenty-five, I think, but I fainted and

others. Most of them enjoyed the
spectacle. Devil’'s Island makes men
into brutish beasts.”

It was through the kindness of the
manager of a bank at Cayenne—the
Count St, Croix de Runcieau—that I
was able to learn more about the most
infamous prison in the world. He in-
troduced me to M. Tinville, a descend-
ant of one of the chief members of the
Committee of Public Safety at the time
of the French Revolution. He held a
post of considerable authority on the
Ile Royal, the headquarters of the penal
administrative department. Tinville
was outspoken enough.

Outspoken Official,

“But the He du Diable is not a nice
place,” he admitted. “The officers do
not like it. They say that the climate
is not salubrious, and that none of the
three islands which are ‘comprised in
‘the general title of Iles du Salut is fit
for human habitation.” . He shrugged
his shoulders. “Perhaps that is right.
‘Who can say? There have been many
people who were not nice on the
islands, and they left behind them—
shall we say influencesP—that will re-
main for ever.” .

I knew what it was that Tinville
referred to. When I was making notes
on the prison systems of the world I
had occasion to inquire into the meth-
ods adopted at, and the history of, the
Iles du Salut. ° What a history! It
represents what has once been described
in graphic phrasing as the abomina-
tion of abominations.

Imagine what it was like in its early
days, seventy years ago! There was
the same sullen sea, with its monoton-
ous swell, “just like the lifting of a
stretcl’ of glass,” and there were sandy
shores where ledges,” sharp and un-
pleasing to the vision, struggled
through the gravel and then withered
away, and there were a few trees which
bore cocoanuts. That was all; some of
the convicts mutinied, and there was
a battle royal between them and the
guards. The guards won. They were
armed, and did not secriple to fire on
the attacking mob.

Then it was deemed advifable to
restrict the yrisoners to Africans and
Atsiatics, and very soon yellow and
black men were taken overseas to work
out their sentences in the outermost
of the group—the Ile du Diable. They
were herded together like cattle; and
they brought with them disease other
than the malaria, which is spread by
the irritating and all-conquering mos-
quito. .

There were lepers amongst them.
The disease increased so rapidly on
Devil’s Island, that it became looked
upon as a leper colony.

Convicts Sent Mad.

Now the prison is the place of pun-
ishment of men of all nations. The
ctonvicts are a polyglot crowd, speaking
S0 many languages that one recalls the
Tower of Babel. Tinville says that
every tongue in the world is heard

‘there.

And the punishments are terrible.
Underground cells, with the bare earth
for foothold and a litter of straw for a
bed, at one time were the abiding
places of sinners who were condemned
to the rigours of solitary confinement.
Hence, with very occasional glimpses
of the sky—just enough exercise: to
stretch the racked limbs—convicts
passed their weary days and unquiet
nights. Some went raving mad.
Things grew a little better later on.
A large hospital was built, workshops
were erected. An attempt was made
to mpel the parched and sandy soil to
respond to the efforts of convict labor.
As L-cruised round the island on a
yacht T could see the guards lounging

'before the wooden huts, which were

surrounded by a lofty palisade. I saw
gungs of men, some of them trailing
manacles behind them, lide the galley
slaves of old. I could catch a glimpse
of convicts wearing distinctive clothes
marked with the fleur de lys, bending
and rising as they dug into the un-
rroductive earth, and a stream of pity
welled up from my heart.

“M. Tinville,” I touched the gaol of-
ficial on the arm, “why are there not
more escapes?”’ \

He smiled. “But that is very diffi-
cult,” he said. “They are closely
watched, those convicts, and they
know——" he paused, and then went
on, “they know of the sharks. They

arc the real giardians of the Ile du
Diable.”

Question of Government
Support is Considered at
Stormy Meeting.

Paris, Nov. 1—Storm clouds threat-
ening the political life of Edouard
Herriot’s Radical-Socialist Government
gathered on the horizon today in the:
-wake of the storm that swept Ramsay
MacDonald’s Labor Govérnment from
power across the Channel.

A national congress of the Socialist
party met at noon to decide whether
to continne to support Herriot when
the French parliament reassembled
next Tuesday. Two wings of the
Bocialists are dissatisfied with the Gov-
ernment’s treatment of questions of
amnesty, economy policies and the bud-
get project.

WANT FORD 10 BUY,

VIRGINIAN CITY

Would Have Wdliamsburg
Made as it was in Revo--

lutionary Days,

Richmond, Va., Nov. I. — Henry
Ford has been asked to buy Williams-
burg, ancient capital of Virginia, and
restore to it the quaint and picturesque
beauty of the revolutionary period. It
then would be preserved as a living
lesson in American history for future
generations.

The. suggestion, which Mr, Ford is
said to be considering, was advanced
by Dr. W. A. R. Goodwin of William
and Mary College, through William
Ford, brother of the automobile manu-
facturer.

Under the plan Mr. Ford would pur-
chase a large part of the present city
of Williamsburg, at an estimated cost
of between $4,000,000 and $5,000,000:
A Colonial Holding Corporation then
would be formed, according to Dr.
Goodwin’s suggestion, to which the
city would be turned over for all time.
The task of re-creating the colonial
seat of government would go forward
under the direction of the holding cor-
poration. All evidences of modern days
would be removed. Motion picture
houses, restaurants, telephone polés,
and all the trade marks of the present
day would exist no more.

In the place of today’s Williamsburg
there would stand the House of Bur-
gesses, rebuilt as it originallv stood.
Raleigh Tavern once more wauld stand
with inviling door for the ‘traveler.
Main Street would be lined with
myrtle trees and hedged by roses:
Shacks would give way to copies of the
colonial houses which formerly occu-
pied their sites. It is not planned:to

- compe! present owners of old colonial
homes to sell them to the corporat.on,
but options would be requested in view
of future sales.

Dr. Goodwin, who for years has been
interested in the preservation of the
remaining marks of Virginia colonial
histery, & quoted as follows:—

“For some time I have cherished the
hope that Mr. Ford. might be and
doubtless would be interested in mak-
ing a contribution to the United States
of the old colonial capital of Virginia.

“Williamsburg was associated with
all Lhe great debates, resolutions and
actions which resulted in the establish-
ment of our federal government. It is
distinctly the most interesting colonial
relic which now remains in America,
and should be rescued and preserved.
Unless something is done within the
next few years, it will be too late.”

THe ‘must necessarily
have been displaced but it is impos-
sible to state the extent of the dis-
placement.“ As the spike was removed
the heart would spring back again
into position.

“What probably saved the boy’s life
was the fact that “the spike carried
with it a piece of shirt, thus blunting

“Not one'of the greater blood vessels
of the heart was severed, and this could
hardly have been the case except for
the protection afforded by the piece of
shirt.”

URGE STRCTER
ENFORCENENT OF
PARTRIGE LAWS

Fish and Game Association
Suggests Means of
Protection.

GAME PRESERVES

Close Season “and Other
‘Remedies Proposed to
Combat Wastage.

The St. John branch of the New
Brunswick Fish ‘& Game Protective
Association has issued a bulletin in re-

gard to the scarcity of partridges which
is comprehensive anc well worth the
attention of those whe delight in seeing
the birds in the woods and who during:
the hunting season have., had much
pleasure in following them. The.assn-.
ciation, after reciting some of the rea-
sons advanced for the scarcity of part-
ridges, makes some comments upon the
law and its non-observance, and goes
into particulars as to how it is vio-
lated. Its reasons for the non-observ-
ance of the law are many and some-
what complete and the remedies sug-
gested to meet the situation come un-
der seveu heads.

The bulletin says that the following
reasons have been advanced for the
scarcity of partridges:

(1) Excessive shooting in vwlation of
the law.

(2) Prolenged drought in the latter
part of the nronding season.

(8) Blue lice affecting the blrd around
the hgsd and throat. g

: (4yWorms in the bowéls.

(5) Heavy thunder storms. dunng the
brooding season. |

The lice theory should be scientifi-
cally investigated. The nature of the
pest should be discovered. It cannot be
a new variety, and its effect, if any, up-
on the partridges should be determined.

Law Violated, '

In the opinion of the St. John branch
of the New Brunswick Fish and Game
Protective Association, the real reason
for the scarcity is that the laws made
to protect these birds have not been
observed.

The Game Act provides that during
the open season not more than six
partridges shall be killed in a day, or

during a season, by any person; that
? partridges shall be sold; that none

all be served in any hotel or restau-
rant; that no one shall at any time
disturb the birds on their nests.

The birds have been slavghtered,
sold, exported, served in hotels and
restaurants and at private and publie
banquets. Each season there has been
a marked decrease in the number of
birds since the prohibition against
shooting them was removed in 1919. It
was apparent to those who had an op-
portunity to observe conditions in_ this
part of the province during the spring
and summer of this year that the birds
were very scarce.

The non-observance of the law has
been due to:

(1) Lack of public support. The
partridgé is a delicacy. The well-to-
do purchase them in large numbers
from local merchants or from country
storekeepers who buy them from men
and boys who make a business of gding
into the woods in. the autumn and
shooting them. If publie,opinion can-
not be aroused to the serious results
brought: about by this combination of
selfishness and greed, the partridge is
doomed.

(2) Lack of sufficient game wardens.
More game wardens, and in some cases,
better ones, are needed, but the num-
ber of game wardens the province can
afford to employ cannot carry out their
duties effectually unless they receive a
large measure of public support. A sys-
tem of administration should be es-
tablished that will prevent any outside
interference with the wardens in the
discharge of their duties.

(8) Irresponsible youths who do not
realize the wrong they are doing and
game hogs who do not care. All true
sportsmen are interested in protection,
and believe in observing the laws, but
many people own guns who are not

sportsmen. When guns are heard going
off 'in the closed season, the matter
should be reported by people in the vi-

(4) The setting aside of more land
for game preserves, and proper guar-
dignship of same.

(8) Experimenting with the Hungar-
fan pheasant with a view to natural-
izing it.

(6) The awekem.ng of public opinion
to the necessity of conservation.” The
local newspapers have already done
good work in their editorial columns,
and by obtaining and publishing reports
from their correspondents.

(7) The formativa of branches of the
New Brunswick Fish and Game Pro-
tective Association, Limited, through-
out the province.. Al real sportsmen
and lovers of our wild life should be-
long to this association. Branches can
be established by 15 or more sports-
men at any place within the province.
Copies of the constitution and informa-
tion about organizing can be obtained
by writing the secretary, Box 612, St.

London, Nov, 1.—Mrs. J. J. Bennett,
a Kentish woman who married Mr.
Bennett in London, went to Africa on
a honeymoon trip and was said to be
the first and the oldest Englishwoman
in Swaziland, has died at Bremersdorp
from cancer at the age of sixty-seven
after experiences that have fallen to the|
lot of few of her British sisters.

1S ACQUITTED ON

Accused Freed After Jury
Deliberates for Four

Montreal, Oct. 81—Rev. J. Adelard
Delorme, who for nearly three years
has been in the hands of the police

and who in that time has undergone
three trials on the charge of murder

of -his half-brother, Raoul, on the night -

of January 6, 1922, was acquitted late
this afternoon after the jury had de-
liberated for over four hours. At 445
p. m. the jury returned to the court
room and pronounced their verdict of
“Not - Guilty.” Father Delorme was

immediately freed and left the build-

ing with Lucien Gendron, one of the
defense counsel, by a door which had

not been opened for half a century..

In this way the liberated priest es«
caped the thousands who were wait-
ing outside the ,ourt room for a
glimpse at him.

This was the termmatlon of the
third trial in one of the most arrest-
ing cases in the annals of Montreal.
Disagreement of the jury in the first

two necessitated the third which hay =

resulted in Delorme’s acquittal. Ad-
ditional "to these, Father Delorme in
June 1922, was found insane by a: aﬁ&
cial’ Jurx d the court of King’s Ben*
and was incarcerated in Beauport Asy-
lum.

500,000 YEARS OF MAN SHOWN BY
~ SPECIMENS IN WISCONGIN COLLEGE

Important Collection fis
Brought From Europe
' by Alonzo Pond.

Beloit, Wis,, Oct. 81..—(By United [

Press.)—A collection of specimens of
the handiwork of man from the time of
.the bronze age, 8,000 to 10,000 years

ago, way-back to the time when menj .

first emerged from the animal “state,
some 500,000 years ago, have been
brought from Europe by Alonzo Pond,
Beloit college graduate, and added to
the collections at the Logan museum,
making this museum the most import-
ant one in the United States in its
material on the early stagés of man,
especially the stone age.

Pieces of hone, metal, Wood and
Ivory from every period in history of
man are in the collection and will be
used by the college in its courses. With
the new material collected by Pond in
France, England, Switzerland and Den-
mark during the past summer, and

representing a heavy outlay in money |.

Beloit college is perhaps better equipped
to teach the development of man than
any other school in the United States.

Beloit College, because of this collec-
tion, may be the meeting place in the
futyre of some of the most noted stud-
ets of prehistoric man in the country,
who, rather than go to Europe, will
come to this institution.

Pond, who has had much experience
in paleontology prior to this visit, sailed
from New York on May 24 ad returned
home recently. Many of the speci-
mené are already in the museum, while
more are glill to come. -

Necklace 75,000 Years Old.

Among the most valuable of the

specimens is a necklace, of 137 pieces
of ivory, bone and stone made in the
aurignacien period, 75,000 years ago. In
the rest of the world there are but 120
such beads, and two of the pieces of the
necklace here are absolutely unique in
the world—an ivory fish and two pend-
ants.
From ascientific standpoint the most
unportalés pieces brought back by Pond
are.the 86 carvings on stone belonging
to the magdelenean period, some 80,000
or more years ago. These are the
only ones of this kind in America, and
were found in a cave at Limeuil, in
the southern part of France. They are
small slabs ' of stone on which are
drawn crude outlines of animals -and
from the condition of the stone and
om evidence in the cave itself, it has
been deducted that there was once an
“art class” in this cave. The pictures
are drawn on the walls of the cave, but
on separate pieces of stone.

‘The specimens of the earliest stage of
man obtained by Pond are 500,000

The next period is that of 400,000
/years ago, and epecimens obtained of
this are large cleavers of flint without
handles, positive of use by man.

The neanderthal period was 100,000
yearg ago, of which there are scrapers
and.points in the collection.

“It ie generally conceded by paleonto-
logists,” said Pond, “that this form of
man absolutely disappeared.”

The next period is that of the neck-
lace—the aurugnacien period, 75,000
years ago. Other-specimens of this
period are a skeleton, showing man as
he is now, proof that the resemblance
of the beast in man was gone. Of this
period there is also a game stone—a
boulder with little holes, in which, it
is believed, small stones were thrown,
as in present-day games.

Illustrating the next or solutrean
period, there are some flint spécimens,
as few bone pieces remain. . Threc
stages of thig period are shown clearly.

The Stone Age. i

Of the magdalenean period, before
mentioned, besides the 86 valuable carv-
ings, are fine bone specimens—a har-
poon head, bone needle and others—
partly fossilized. After this period
comes the well-known neolithic (stone
age) period, some 16,000 years ago, and
specimens of this age are axes from
France, England and pieces which were
used by the Swiss cave dwellers. There
is also pottery, pottery makfhg imple-
ments, much as those used today, and
the more detailed implements. There
are arrow heads almost exactly like
those used by American Indians.

The bronze age followed in the com-
paratively recent time of 8,000 to 10,-
000_years ago—just yesterday, consid-
ered scientifically. Of this period
Beloit college has clay pottery, bronze
implenients, and tools used in weaving.

ORPHANS IN COURT
FOR $100,000 SUIT

Were There as Warning to Reck-
: less Drivers, One
Explained.

* New York; Nov. 1.—Twelve orphans,
ranging in: ages from 20 years to eight
months, seated i'a row in the Queens
Supreme Court, before Justice Leander
B. Faber, constituted an exhibit in~the
trial of an action brought by Margaret
Tughes, their aunt, as administratrix
of the estate of their father, John
Dugan, against Sullivan Bros, contrac-
tors of Flushing, to recover $100,000
for Dugan’s death. :

Dugan was riding a bicycle on Broad-
way, near Parsons avenue, Flushing, on
Aug. 8 last, when he was run down by
a truck owned by Sullivan Bros. and
driven by Thomas Cullen of College
Pofnt. Dugan was returning to his
work from his home in Flushing, where
‘he-hed: just.visited his wife, who had
‘heent brought home' from the hospital,
convalescent from an operation. A
rear wheel of the truck passed over
Dugan, who died in Flushing Hospital
half an hour later.

The shock of the death of her hus-
band and her efforts to care for her
twelve children were said to have been
the cause of Mrs. Dugan’s death on
Oct. 4.

Mary Dugan, the oldest child, is a
telephone operator in' Flushing and
earns $21 a week. Elizabeth, 18 years
old, acts as housekeeper at the Dugan
home, which their father, who was a
grocer's clerk, was paying for when he
was killed.

Neighbors have helped the children.
One contribution of $1,800 has been
made for their support, and more
money will come from a benefit given
last week. .

“The 81,800 we received as a gift has
been placed in the bank,” said Mary-
Dugan. “We don’t intend to touch
that until we have to. We have been
'usinq the 81,100 we received from
papa’s insuragce and $600 we received
from mama’s. I am the only one that
is now earning anything, although John,
17, expects to get a job, and James and
Pred are working a little after school.
We are going to- keep all the children
in school until they get through the
grammar grades at least.”

Ottawa, Oct, 81—Many legislative
proposals, some of them familiar and
others unique, will be put forth at the
next session of Parliament, judging by
the number of notices already received.

Agnes McPhail
wants a peace burcau established to
promote internatignal good-will, while
another proposal of hers will be to pay
penitentiary convicts for their work
apart from the cost of their keep, the
money to go to their dependents o, if
they have none, to be kept for them-
selves. Somewhat in line with the for-
mer will be a proposal by Irvine, of
Calgary, against any co-operative prep-
arations with other countries for war
without the primary sanction of Par-
liament.

William Good, of Brant, is coming !
on early this time with his bill to amend !
the criminal code to prevent gambling |
on race tracks. Coate, of Alberta, will |
revive the demand for a central re-
serve bank and also call for cutting
down the duty on automobiles and
trucks. W. F. MacLean revives his-
scheme of Senate reform and desires
that Canada pe empowered to amend
its own constitution. Abolition of the
mountain differential in freight rates
will'be advocated by Kennedy, of Ed-
monton, while Andrew Knox gets in
early with a resolution for the imme-
diate completion of the Hudson Bay
Railway.

CHINESE RAIDED;
TEAR BOMBS TAKEN

Waiter in Broadway Rest-
aurant is “Arrested for
Having Explosives,

\

New York, Oct. 81—A Chinese was
arrested and two tear-gas bombs were
geized in a restaurant in Broaflway,
causing Dr. Carlton Simon, special dep-
uty police commissioner in charge of
the naroctic division, to believe that the
police had uncovered a plan 'lo use tear
gas bombs in the war between the Hip
Sing Tong and the On Leong Tong.

Long Wong Chue, the man accused
of having the tear bombs, was alleged
to have admitted at police headquart-
ers that he was a member of the Hip
Sing Tong and had taken the Lombs to
the restaurant several days ago from a
places on the Palisades in New Jersey.
Dr. Simon said that the box which
contained the bombs had a warning

!pasted on it and a consignment slip
showing that it had been sent by ex-

press to New Jersey by a firm in
Pittsburg.

The prisoner, he said, denied that he
had intended to use the bombs in the
war between the tongs, which reopened
on Oct. 8 last with a pistol battle in
Chinatown, after twelve years of peace.
Dr. Simon said Long had declared that
he had purchased the tear bombs as
samples and, If after experimenting
with them they proved satisfactory, he
intended to buy a carload of them and
ship them to China. He would not ex-
plain his motive in sending them to his
native country. 'The police scouted the
explanation of the Chinese, however,
and called attention to the fact that
he was merely a waiter in the restau-
rant. |
Long was locked up in police head-
quartes on a charge of unlawfully
bringing explosives into the city after
the- bombs had been examined by
Joseph A. Prout, an inspector from the
Bureau of Combustibles of the Fire De-
partment, who declared them danger-
ous. Prout told Dr. Simon that if one
of them was surrepiitiously placed in
a small room and ignited or immersed
in water eyery person in the room
would be killed. He also stated that
one of them placed in a large hall
under similar circumstances would ren-
der every pcrsons there unconscious.

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

Washington, Oct, 81—In the cam-
paign fund investigation being con-
ducted by a special Senate committee,
W. L. Bourland, counsel for the Re-
publican national committee, sought to-
day to bring out testimony from Sec-
retary Frank Morrison, of the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor, that, in raising
funds for the La Follette campaign,
Canadian unions were called on to help.

NEW MARKETS OPEN UP FOR THE

POTATOES GROWN

Prices Low Now But Ad-
vance Expected in
Short Time

The potato situation 'n the upriver
countles of New Brunswick is interest-
ing owing to the fact that new mar-
kets are opening up to growers. The
potato situation in America is some-
what complicated at present, but ship-
pers nope that better prices will obtain
in the near future. At present 65 and
70 cents a barrel are the ruling prices,
but from good authority it is learned
that the depressed market is due to the
flooding of the American markets with
early southern stock. Southern growers
planted a large percentage of Cobblers
with a view to yetting thelr crop on
the early market. They succeeded, but
thlet market was badly wrecked as a re-
sult,

The American crop reports show
that with the exception of Masine and
Long Island the potato distvicts in the
east have not been big producers. The
bulk of over-production is in the niddle
western states and of course the com-
petition from that source is not serlous.
The Telegraph-Journal’s informant was
convinced that as soon as the southern
crop is marketed and out of the way
prices will react in favor of the pro-
ducer.

Fine Crop Here.
The potato crop in New 3runswick

4

N NEW BRUNSWICK

was never better. Apart altogether
from the large yield, the stock is par-

ticularly fine. The same cannot be
said, however, of Quebec potutoes which
as a result of the heavy floods in that
province show much rot, In conse-
quence New Brunswick growers are
shipping large quantities of potatoes to
the Quebec market and there Is a lively
demand for the tubers grown in New
Brunswick. Another new outlet for
New Brunswick grown potatoes is in
Great Britain. For some time negotia-
tions have been under way to enable
the potatoes from this proviner to be
imported into the British market, and
the outcome hag been favorable. It is
anticipated that from 5,000 to 10,000
barrels per week will be exported
thrcugh St. John to the British market.
There is a marked shortage of potatoes
there and in fact the general Euro-
pean crop is poor. Of course, the grow-
ers are also depending on the Havana
market, but the British outlet is most
important and encouraging. .

Another element which wHi~tend {o
increase the consumption of our pota-
toes is the ecarcity of sweet potatoes
in the United States. This crop there
has’ been poor and necessarily must be
replaced by a substitute. The high
price of wheat is still another factor
which should influence householders in
using more potatoes. While the pres-
ent prices are not anything to shout
about, still there is a hopeful feeling
up river and the growers trust that the
new markets for New Brunswick pota-
toes will sooner or later influence the
price to their advantage.

GROWTH IS FASTER
BY FLECTRIC LCHT

Professor Tells of Experi-
ments With Artificial
Illumination,

New York, Oct. 81.—Experiments in
exposing growing plants to artificial
light have demonstrated that the length
of the growing period, from seeding to
head formation and seed prodiction,
can be shortened by two to four weeks,
according to Professor Victor A. Tied-
Jens of the Massachusetts Agricultural
Experiment Station at Amherst, Mass.,
who spoke before the convention of the
Illuminating Engineering Society which
is being held at Briarcliff Manor.

Several hundred of the engineers
went to Yonkers where a symposium
on the effect of light on plant growths
was held at the Boyce Thompson In-
stitute. The visitors Inspected the
plunts which are growing there under
electric light, some of which have de-
veloped from 25 to 50 per cent. more
rapidly than normally.

“In general,” sald Professor Tiedjens,
“it was found that there was a direct
positive correlation between intensity
of electric illumination and rate of

growth. The length of the growing|

period was shortened by two and four
weeks, respectively, for the higher in-
tensities, but the growth was not al-
ways beneficial to good head formation.
The seed stalk was started before a
good marketable head was formed in

the varieties commonly grown by mar- |

ket gardeners. Temperature, which was

found to be a controlling factor in the!

eflect produced by artificial light, was
of sufficient importance to warrant
serious consideration. As yet, the rela-
tionship between the two has not been
definitely established.”

Colored lights have much inflience
on the growth of plants, the convention
was told by Samuel G. Hibben of the
Westinghouse Lamp Company of New
York.

“It is pretty well established;” Mr.
Hibben said, “that the circulation of
sap and the procurement of mineral
food are influenced by heat and by
some species of stimulation from the
infrared radiant energy. Evaporation
frem the leaves undoubtedly plays a
part in this feeding, but it has been
demonstrated that radiant energy

within, or associated with, the visible

spectrum li;cwise influences the sap
movement.”

At the morning session of the con-
vention at Briarcliff Lodge, H. Logan,
au electrical engineer employed by the
Holophane Glass Company of New
York, described a new device called a

chromograph which automatically in-
dicates the results of the operation of
the laws of chromatics, particularly
with reference to colored lighting ef-
fects. g
