imperative that immediate action be 
taken for the utilization of all avail­
able water power.

He favored the development of the 
St. Lawrence power, but said that it 
would take several years to accom­
plish the task. In the meantime il 
would be necessary to supplement the 
present water powers with a number 
of well-located steam plants. One of 
these plants would be located in 
Toronto, as, owing to the immense 
progress that has been made in recent 
years, steam plants could be operated 
profitably by the utilization and ex­
ploitation of the bv-ptoducts.

Do not stuff the 
turkey too full, for the stuffing swells 
during the roasting and may burst the 
bird.

New York, Nov. 16-—Bishop William 

T. Manning, as head of the Episcopal 
diocese of New York, has no fünds 
with which to pay the $3,000 fee of 
George Gray Zabriskie for his efforts 
in trying to establish the validity of 
the will of the late George W. Par­
sons, which bequeathed $128,000 to 
each of the Episcopal dioceses of New 
York and Long Island “for the benefits 
of enfeebled parishes,” it was contend­
ed when Mr. Zabriskie petitioned the 
Surrogate’s Court to direct the Par­
sons’s estate to pay the fee. The 
court reserved decision.

The Parsons’ will was executed 50 
years ago, and when he died, leaving 
an estate valued at $1,000,000 it was 
filed for probate. Its validity was im­
mediately attacked by Louis A. Mc­
Millan of Brooklyn on the ground that 
it was void because the decedent had 
written across its face “This will is 
revoked.” ’

Montreal, Nov. 14—According to in­
formation here today, the judicial com­
mittee of the Privy Council have hand­
ed down judgment maintaining an ap­
peal brought by the late Sir Alexander 
Lacoste, and other executors of the 
will of the late Hon. Charles Wilson, 
against a judgment of the Court of 
King’s Bench for the province of Que­
bec which upheld a decision of the 
Superior Court ordering the partition 
of tiie estate among heirs of a brother 
and niece of the testator.

The action asking for a division of 
the estate, now valued at more than 
$1,500,000, was brought by Dame Mary 
Margaret Duchesnay a grandchild of 
the late Dame Margaret Wilson, a niece 
of the testator who with another niece, 
Anna Marie Wilson, and a brother, 
Edward Wilson, shared int the estate 
under the will. The Superior Court 
judgment ordered the partition of the 
estate among the 28 heirs and descend­
ants of M-.rgaret Wilson, who married 
the late Llcut.-Col Duchesnay, and Ed­
ward Wilson. This decision was up­
held by a majority of the court of 
King’s Bench in April, last.

Longer Day fpr Some in the 
Civil Service Also Re­

commended.
Premier Dunning Says They 

Are Likely to Offset 
Movement South

Bench, Colleges, Business 
and Legislature to Up­

This unusual and informal snapsh ot shows Governor Pinchot of Pennsyl­
vania and wife, taken at the recent dedication of the Roosevelt House in New 
York. The Governor was Roosevelt’s Intimate friend.

London, Nov. 15—The drunts of 
war having ceased to beat, Tomjny 
Atkins is going to have his pay re­
duced. So are the sergeants and sub­
alterns and captains and even majors 
in His Majesty’s Army. The colonels 
and generals, however, will continue tq 
draw their present salaries.

One of the members of the contmtp6 
tee of three which recommended the 
reductions .is a general. The commit­
tee said'it did not think any of the ser­
vices err on the side of paying; their 
best men too much. Thf other two 
members of the committee are knighted 
civilians.

It is far from certain that these 
recommendations will be carried out to 
the letter. For one thing, there will 
be a long and loud protest raised 
against lower pay, but it is probable 
that, to some extent, the proposed re­
ductions will be put In force.

Privates now receive two shillings 
and nine pence a day to start on. The 
committee would reduce this to Is. 6<L 
Subalterns receive 13 shillings à day, 
which the committee would drop total 
shillings. A captain’s pay of 23c. 6di 
would be cut to 21 shillings. Reduc­
tions in the navy and the air fofees 
also are proposed, but only for those 
ranking below commanders.

The committee declares that the pay 
of an infantry recruit and of an ordin­
ary seaman has increased 175 per cent, 
and 167 per cent, respectively, above 
the1 scale of 1914. Before 4he war 
Tommy Atkins got less money than 
agricultural, engineering and building 
laborers, but now he receives consider­
ably more. That is one of the chief 
arguments used by the committee.

The committee recommended also 
that the lower ranking workers in the 
civil service toil eight hours a day in­
stead of seven. Their bosses, however, 
are not asked to extend their working 
hours.

Ottawa, Nov. 14—When provincial 
representatives who attended the Im­
migration conference here, today, meet 
Hon. J. A. Robb privately, Thursday 
morning, they will be given definite in­
formation regarding the Government’s 
future immigration policy.

This announcement was made by the 
minister just before the conference rose 
for the day. He expressed a desire to 
see officials of transportation com- 
pauiés at hi* office in the morning, after 
which he would meet the provincial 
delegates.

Great stress was laid upon the mi­
gration of young people from Canada 
to the United States by spokesmen of 
the Maritime Provinces Quebec and 
Ontario. Premier Dunning, of Sas­
katchewan, upon (he other hand, ex­
pressed the belief that American immi­
grants coming to Canada might bal­
ance the number of emig-ants leaving 
the country forVthe United States.

He qualified this remark by remind­
ing the conference that he spoke .for an 
agricultural province only and knew 
nothing of conditions in Ontario and 
Quebec where there was much indus­
trial activity. ‘

Hon. John S. Martin, Minister of 
Agriculture for Ontario, felt that the 
F tolérai Government should acquaint

“Passage of an anti-masking bill by 
the legislature of every state in the 
Union, making it unlawful to appear 
upon the highways weiring masks or 
hoods.

“The bringing of sufficient influence 
. to bear upon the individual members 

of the State Legislatures looking to­
ward the enactment of laws compelling 
such secret organisations to make pub­
lic their membership rosters.
Seek Federal Law

“The establishment of a federal 
statute so drawn as to cover mob vio­
lence and to provide Federal prosecu­
tion of offenders.

“The propagation of the faith In re­
spect for and obedience to the Insti­
tutions of Government with the wea- 

- pons qf «education, agitation and or­
ganization

The statement explaining the pur­
pose of the organisation said further:

‘V. will be the object of the associa­
tion to publicly present arguments 
bearing upon the necessity of respect 
for the authority vested In the judicial 
power of our courts, compliance with 
the laws, acquiescence In their mea­
sures, the discouragement of all ob­
structions to the execution of the laws, 
all combinations and associations de- 

1 signed to direct, control, counteract or 
awe the regular deliberation and ac­
tion of the constituted authorities, the 
direction of an educational campaign 
of Americanisation looking toward the 
preservation of our Government and 
the permanency of the Union.”

It also was announced that co-opera­
tion will be asked of philanthropic, 
fraternal, social and military organisa­
tions, which will be asked to expel 
from membership any man found to 
be a member of the Klan.
