(Canadian Press.)% Washington, April 19—Injunction proceedings completely to 
shut off trading in sugar futures were instituted in New York to­
day by the Federal Government.

The Government's bill, prepared under the personal direc­
tion of Attorney-General Daugherty after consultation with Presi­
dent Harding, asks the court permanently to prevent the New York 
coffee and sugar exchange from entering into, or permitting any 
transactions in sugar “unless the person purporting to make such 
sale has in his possession or under his control a supply- of sugar 
adequate to meet the requirements of such transactions."

The action is requested, the govern­
ment says, as a result of “an orgy of 
speculation,” which has driven up the 
price of sugar to the consumer and 
which, during February, enriched the 
pocket books of brokers by $900,000.

A "conspiracy in restraint of trade 
and commerce," is charged, and officials 
of the exchange and of the New York 
coffee and sugar clearing house asso­
ciation, against which the injunction 
would be directed, jointly .with the ex­
change, are asked to appear in court 
and answer the government’s allega­
tions.

BROKER GOES Ï0Following Commissioner Thornton s statement that he was 
satisfied now that no satisfactory arrangement could be made with 
the New Brunswick Power Co. in connection with the distribution 
of hydro current from the Musquash development, the Common 
Council in session this morning presented a solid front for civic 
distribution. It was a very satisfactory day for the exponents of 
hydro at cost. ,

Besides clearing the atmosphere in connection with the prop­
osition to hand the current over to the Power Company for dis­
tribution, the Council proceeded to carry out the recommenda­
tions of the Electric Commission of the City of St. John and au­
thorized the signing of all contracts recommended to date with 
the exception of that for the excavation of pole holes, which 
sent back for revision.

The council chamber was filled to capacity by interested citi- 
and applause frequently punctuated the proceedings, in spite 

of the Mayor's request that it be restrained as much as possible. 
The voice of a particularly interested hydro fan greeted this request 
with the apology, “We can’t help it, Your Worship."

Co Conservative Member in the 
Legislature Moves for a 
Probe of Conditions Lead­
ing to Industrial Unrest.

Fr Following his sentence, he was al­
lowed to go to his home and bid fare-, 
well to his bed-ridden mother, tdling 
a “gentleman’s lie” to her in saying 
that the “trouble” he was in had drawn 
only a sentence of twelve months. Un­
til early in the day his mothér did 
not know the serious predicament in 
which her son was placed.

The persons whose death Brock ad­
mitted causing were Mrs. Ellen O’Don­
nell, her son, Leo, and Miss Mary Mur­
phy. The three were alighting from a 
street car about 1 a.m., when Brock's 
new car, driven at tremendous speed, 
dashed against them, threw the three 
bodies more than 10 feet and sped 
away at even a higher rate of speed 
than it was travelling when the fatal 
impact came.

Brock through the day in court car­
ried himself with composure. Nearly 
a score of the talesmen asked to be 
excused and Judge Audrenreid's man­
ner of disposing of their pleas seemed 
to affect Brock. The judge severely 
rebuked the jurors who wished to be 
excused.
Stsnds Grasping Rail.

Accompanied by his attorney, Owen 
J. Roberts, Brock walked to the bar 
of the court with a firm step and 
stood grasping the railing with tense 
fingers as the court clerk rapidly read 
through the first of the four indict­
ments against Brock. That was the 
murder charge. He was also accused 
of reckless driving, operating an auto­
mobile while intoxicated and refusing 
to render aid to an injured person. The 
three last charges were not Tressed.

! Finishing his reading with the word 
“murder” the clerk asked: “How do 

: you plead?”
j Mr. Roberts turned and said in a 
low voice to Brock, “Guilty in the se­
cond degree."

“Guilty in the recond degree,” re­
peated Brock.

Judge Audenreid immediately said 
that it was within the jurisdiction of 
the court only to fix the degree. Mr. 
Roberts apologized and said that he 
had believed that a voluntary p’ea of 
guilty allowed the pleader to fix the 
degree. Convinced of his error he 
whispered to Brock again and when, 
the question was repeated Brock, in 
a louder tone than before, answered 
“Guilty.”

After the commonwealth’s witnesses 
had given uncontradicted testimony 
Brock was put on the stand, but said 
he was unable to recall anything that 
happened on the night of the killings. 
He admitted drinking heavily and said 
he did not know the route he had tra­
velled from St. David’s into the dty 
and to the comer a few blocks from 
tiie death scene, where he was arrested.

service in the world, who died at his 
home in St. Louis on Tuesday, was 
eighty-six years old.

He had been 111 since Feb. 28, when 
he suffered an attack of la grippe. 
Hope for his recovery was abandoned 
two weeks later, and his vitality shown 
in his remaining aUve since then has 
been ascribed as astounding by attend­
ing physicians.
Office Passes With Death.

With the aged prelate’s death, says 
an Associated Press despatch, passed 
the system of awarding by seniority 
the office of presiding bishop in the 
United States, which Bishop Tuttle 
held by seniority since 1903. Under an 
arrangement voted at the Episcopal 
general convention In 1919, however, 
direction of the church’s affairs has 
been placed in the hands of a national 
council, -with an elected bishop as 
head. Bishop T. G. Gailor .of Memphis 
heads this council at present.

GROUP GOVERNMENT.

It is said that group government has 
never been tried out either at-Ottawa 
on Toronto,'and that the present sys­
tem is an attempt to combine two con­
flicting ideas. This brings us to the 
question of what real group govern­
ment is. According to some of. its ad­
vocates, it means a ministry in which 
each party or group in the Legislature 
is represented according to its strength. 
In Ontario, for instance, there would 
be a majority containing, say, five 
Farmers and Labor men, three Lib­
erals and three Conservatives. At 
Ottawa there would be twelve Lib­
eral ministers, six or seven Progressives 
and five Conservatives.

The -objection that occurs to the 
mind at once is that sucli a ministry 
would not agree upon any policy. 
There would be a ruling majority and 
a minority In opposition within the 
Government. The answer made by the 
advocates of the new system is that 
agreement would not be necessary any 

than in the Board of Control in 
Toronto, where controllers are some­
times found openly disagreeing. If a 
minister mismanaged hi* department 
his colleagues could say that they were 
not responsible for his actions, and 
that the Legislature or the electors 
would put him out and choose some­
body else. Responsible 'government 
would be abolished.

The first retort to this, of 
course, is that vast quantities of liquor 
are consumed in private homes. But 
the official declares that where 15,000,- 
000 gallons of liquor, exclusive of beer, 
was consumed annually prior to prohi­
bition, legs than 1,000,000 gallons are 
consumed now.

He may be unduly optimistic. There 
is a great deal of private drinking and 
where prohibition enforcement officers 
cannot stop smuggling they cannot 
very well make an accurate estimate 
of the amount of liquor smuggled into 
New York and consumed.

But outward and visible evidence 
that prohibition is not a failure in 
the United States is to be seen by 
casual observation in almost any city. 
If there was anything like half the 
drinking that was done in old days 
there would be reflections from it. 
But signs of drinking are rarely to be 
found. An Ottawa gentleman recently 
returned from a long motor trip in the 
Southern States says that he saw only 
one man under the influence of liquor, 
whereas in the old days he would, from 
his experience, have seen scores. Yet 
the Southern States are supposed to 
have exceptionally good facilities for 
moonshining and bootlegging.

Some excessive drinking may go on 
privately, but in public places in 
American cities intoxication or any­
thing approaching intoxication, even 
the odor of liquor, is seldom encoun­
tered. Beyond question, America looks 
soberer than it did under license.

It would be hard to think of a world 
without roses, and the rose is a world 
flower, says J. Horace McFarland, edi­
tor of the American Rose Society’s 
Annual. The rose probably had its 
start in the Garden of Eden and was 
Eve’s favorite flower, 
she wore a beautiful rose over each 

when, in the Garden, she charmed 
the serpent and ate of the forbidden 
fruit.

Mr. McFarland does not carry liis 
researches as far as that, history of 
flower culture in thoSe days being still 
undiscovered, but he does say that 
away back in that marvelous country, 
ancient Greece, in Athens, about 2,600 
years ago, before the Christian era, the 
rose was first called tlie Queen of 
flowers and it is the oldest cultivated 
plant. x

And 
perhaps the most striking proof of 
how that through expectant youngsters 
appealed to persons who might be de­
scribed as “hard-boiled” was the way 
in which several peanut venders, who 
seek nickels and dimes with all their 
might at ordinary performances, gave 
away their entire stocks.

Not an act was omitted from the 
bill, which means quite a lot, for the 
performers, who gladly volunteer their 
services for the children, gave three 
shows instead of two. It was a tired 
aggregation that shed its tights and 
tinsel at the close of the show, but all 
said it was worth it.

The build­
ings used there at the present time are 
of inferior construction, not economi­
cal and highly inflammable and yet

dollars worth of plant. Should a visi­
tor come to the City to inquire into 
conditions .concerning the mechanical 
operations of the department, I am 
ashamed to take him near this place. 
It should not be so but nothing can 
be done unless the Common Council 
gives its assent to substantial new 
structures, and thus far it has even re­
fused to consider them. Plans for im­
provements can readily be submitted 
for approval, but it is useless to make 
such plans until it is decided to make 
the plant not only presentable but pro­
fitable in every sense.

I might say that I wish, to express 
my appreciation of the services of the 
Public Works department staff. There 
has at all times been close co-opera­
tion and a keen desire to make the very 
best of the situation in the work un­
dertaken from time to time, and if 
there has been any degree of success 
or appreciation of the work perform­
ed by this department it must lie upon 
those who are subordinate to the Com­
missioner, and it is a matter of regret 
that when such services are given that 
they are so miserably rewarded as they 
are at the present time. When em­
ployees show their ability to do, it is 
not fair, it is not proper, to hedge them 
up with financial rewards which 
would not be tolerated in a business 
corporation, and it is my sincere wish 
that there be a readjustment of the 
whole question of salaries on a fair 
and equitable basis so thkt there will 
not only be good service but the in­

London, March 80.—(By mail.)—A 
description of present-day conditions in 
Siberia, based on the report of the rep­
resentative of a prominent group of 
flanders, who has just passed through 
Riga from Siberia, where he had spent 
about six months collecting in forma­
tion, Is given by the Riga correspond­
ent of The London Times.

During the last two years Siberian 
trade and industry have been almost 
totally destroyed ; the state of agricul­
ture is unsatisfactory; and the outlook 
for the next year gloomy in the ex­
treme. In the western provinces the 
sowing area in 1921 did not exceed 
one-tenth of the <913 area, and the 
grain crop* were bad. In the central 
.provinces the crops were somewhat 
better, but averaged only about 4cwt. 
per acre. In1 the Altia and Semi- 
palatinsk provinces the yield was sat­
isfactory. On the whole the grass 
crops were good, but only about a 
quarter were harvested, there being 
little demand for hay, as the cattle 
had' dwindled down to a very small 
number.

Last autumn, from the Urals to 
Irkutsk not more than half of the 1921 
area and one-twentieth of the 1918 was 
sown, and unless the spring crops are 
greatly Increased the whole of Western 
Siberia Is doomed to famine, however 
satisfactory the yield may be. The 
only part of Siberia which may hope 
to cover its own requirements till the 
harvest of 1924 is the Altia district. 
There Is, moreover, little agricultural 

machinery available. The peasants are 
in a sorry plight as regards Clothing, a 
single overeqgt sud a single pair of 
boots being in numerous cases made to 
serve a whole family. In summer many 
children go quite naked.

The general attitude of the .peasants 
towards the Soviet Government is that 
of fear, produced mainly by the ruth­
less collection of the grain tax, in 
spite of the dire shortage among the 
peasants for their own needs. All the 
Siberian provinces, except Omsk and 
Tutnen, have hitherto been forced to 
render their heavy toll of grain, and as 
the tax-gatherers have been granted a 
bonus of anything up to ten per cent, 
of the tax collected their methods have 
been very brutal. In cases where peas­
ants could or would not pay, special 
“grain tax detachments” were sent to 
seize all that could be found. In the 
Coming spring work will be possible 
only on the small farms; the large 
farms were all nationalized three years 
ago and have become nothing getter 
than waste land. *

There are 17,000 registered flour­
mills in Siberia; but according to of­
ficial data forty per cent, of these have 
■declared themselves insolvent. The 
most important industries are the ex­
portation of gold and coal. About 
44cwt. of gold was produced in 1921— 
a quantity which compares unfavorably 
With pre-revolution production.

cutlery manufacturers in the various 
markets of the world are the English 
and the Germans, says H. H. Mprse, 
chief of the Specialties Division of the 
Department of Commerce. It is true 
that much fine cutlery is made In 
France and that Japan has Jfuilt up 
a large domestic and foreign trade in 
the lower grades, but England and 
Germany remain the two main com­
peting nations.

According to the latest available re­
ports, English manufacturers have 
been experiencing difficulty both in 
manufacturing and marketing their 
product Labor troubles have been en­
countered, chiefly over the question of 
wage reductions, and^while those have 
been satisfactorily settled, production 
is by no means back to normal.

In spite tof ùnsettled and uncertain 
political and economic conditions in 
Germany the Solingen cutlery induz- 
try, from the viewpoint of foreign 
sales, enjoyed in 1922 a fairly Success­
ful year. Production was hampered 
chiefly by the difficulty of obtaining 
raw materials and by mark deprecia­
tion, whicl: brought with it frequent 
and heavy price increases. The Ger­
man export tradq in cutlery was al­
most exclusively on a foreign exchange 
basis, which kept it on a much firm­
er foundation than if calculations had 
been made in marks.

Harold Fisher Given Seven Years in 

Penitentiary.

Regina, April 19.—Seven years’ im­
prisonment in Prince Albert peniten­
tiary was the sentence passed on Har­
old Fisher, Regina lawyer, by Judge 
J. H. Harmon, in the District Court, 
after hearing Fisher’s plea of guilty 
to 68 charges of forgery, uttering and 
theft of cheques aggregating more than 
$82,000. Fisher was arrested in London, 
England, and brought , back to Regina 
to face trial.

Until last July, Fisher was employed 
by the firm of MacKenzie, Thom and 
Company, where his duties were large­
ly in connection with the administra­
tion of infants’ estates.

Fisher obtained the money by forg­
ing and uttering cheques on the ac­
counts of the firm and of estate ad- 
mi nistred by the firm*

Although restitution of approxi­
mately $11,000 had been made, Fisher 
refused to state what had been done 
with the rest of the money. His own 
counsel declared that he had no idea 
what had been done with it.
