WOUNDED AGAIN; THIS 
TIME DANGEROUSLY

Ottawa, June 17—A remarkable story 
at the heroism of Canadian nurses is 
contained in a cable received by the de­
partment of militia and defence from 
overseas, which tells how women of the 
dominion had to wear gas masks for 
hours while carrying out their gentle 
tasks. The article was written by Rol­
and Hill, from the war correspondents’ 
headquarters in France, and was cabled 
to Ottawa by Sir Scjward Kemp, min­
ister of overseas forcis.

In the big base cemetery alongside 
the graves of the empire’s bravest are 
the little white wooden crosses that 
mark the resting place oi those Canadian 
sisters who died oil duty. “Killed in 
Action,” is the simple inscription, and 
mothers and fathers in Canada can bç. 
proud of it, for it is the same as that 
which the fighting soldier cams when he 
falls storming an enemy trench. They 
are of the same breed, those tender val­
iant sisters from overseas.

London, June 17—Red Cross nurses at­
tached to the hospital at Kirchendorff 
have informed the Austrian military au­
thorities that the hospital would be 
closed unless the nurses are given ade­
quate food, according to reports/printed 
in Austrian newspapers.

The nurses, it is added, have been 
obliged to steal the rations intended for 
their patients in order to live. Some of 
them were caught and imprisoned for 
these thefts.

Enthusiasm in Rome.

Rome, June 17—There were scenes of 
great enthusiasm in the chamber of de­
puties when the minister of war, Gen­
eral Seupelli, announced the success of 
the Italian troops and the repulse of the 
enemy, despite his numerical superiority 
on the greater part of the front. The 
whole house rose and applauded.

The war minister said that the cap­
ture of 8,000 prisoners was proof that the 
Italian troops were truly heroic.

The Italian army was prepared for 
the Austrian attack, and there is confi­
dence that it will be able to break the 
force of the blow. ,

Throughout the country there b • 
feeling of tense expectation. The grave, 
solemn faces of the people are expressive 
of the seriousness of the hour, but als<x 
of the pride which is felt in the army- 
for its excellent stand all along the dlfiLi 
cult battlefront.

General Forced to Fall Back 
Before Superior Forces

Electric Table LampsLondon, June IT—“German officers for 

the first time are now taking a hand in 
Siberian politics,” a Pekin despatch to 
the Times reports, “and the fact that 
they have begun operations must not 
be overlooked.

“Owing to the concentration against 
him. Col. Semenoff has fallen back On 
Borsa Station, 120 miles from Karimska 
Junction. His opponents, who now hold 
the Onon, consist of 2,300 German and 
Austrian prisoners and TOO sailors, with 
nine pieces of heavy artillery, three bat­
teries of flield and mountain guns and 
tour machine guns. Another force of 
prisoners, possibly 8,000 strong, is re­
ported at Chita (the capital of Trans- 
barkala), while ten squadrons of cavalry- 
are threatening the railway from Alexan- 
drosky. The opposition to Semenoff is 
now directed by the prisoners’ officers 
and the Red Guards are playing only 
an insignificant part.
Call From Western Siberia

“Practically all the prisoners come 
from Western Siberia. The retirement 
of Semenoff, who was recently within 
a stone’s throw of Karimska Junction 
and Chita, deprives him of the support 
of the Cossack communities in that reg- 
loS besides leaving these communities 
upUm to reprisals by the Bolshevists. The 
retirement is unfortunate, for it imperils 
the success of a healthy movement for 
the restoration of order and security.

“There were numerous signs all over 
Siberia of deep disgust with the Bolshe­
vists and their methods, and to secure 
their repression there is needed only a 
nucleus around which the moderates can 
rally. It seemed that Semenoff might 
constitute a centre, and high hopes of his 
success were entertained by patriotic 
Russians.”

Cabling from Tokio, June 1, to the 
Daily Mail, Bernard Falke reports: “Al­
though the signs don’t seem to point to 
intervention in Siberia, events may bring 
intervention about. The developments in 
the Harbin zone may possibly force 
Japan to act.
Two Kinds of Bolshevism

“There are two kinds of Bolshevism. 
West of Harbin there is pro-German 
Bolshevism, pure and simple, and east 
of Harbin fk far as Vladivostok there is 

local colorless Bolshevism, which is 
being violently fought against.

“The first type of Bolshevism is sweep­
ing eastward and threatening to pass 
Harbin' and extend in the direction of 
Vladivostok.

“Semenoff,
Sibérie? Is no longer a barrier to it. His 
defeat opens the way to the German, or 
German diluted Bolshevism, spreading 
to the Far East and the Japanese mlll- 
titix’ailfharities cannot safely ignore the 
situation.

Ottawa, June 15—The Canada Food 

Board is asking the public not to deni 
with merchants who have failed to com­
ply with its licensing regulations. Prac­
tically none of the food traders, witl: the 
exception of public eating houses and 
confectionery manufacturing establish­
ments, which have until July 1 to take 
out licenses, can legally operate now 
without a license. The licensing regula­
tions became effective yesterday on can- 

, ners, and in the case of public eating 
places and manufacturing confectioners 
they will come into effect on July 1.

Licensed merchants are forbidden to 
deal with unlicensed dealers, and the 
public is asked to assist in the enforce­
ment of the license rules by dealing only 
With persons who have secured the re­
quired licenses.

The regulations require that boarding 
houses, and all other places where meals 
or refreshments to the number of fifteen 
or more a day are served or sold to per­
sons other than members of the family 
or household of the proprietor must ob­
tain a license from the Canada Food 
Board before July 1, otherwise they can­
not continue in business.

Two meatless days a week were fixed 
about a year ago, and as the great mass 
of the people live on bread and macaroni 
and as a rule abstain from animal food, 
it was assumed that high prices due to 
shortage would be sufficient to diminish 
consumption. This assumption to some 
extent proved well founded, since, as a 
matter of fact, meat consumption has 
been reduced about 30 per cent, but at 
the same time, since the outbreak of the 
war, the military authorities have been 

| extensively requisitioning live stock to 
feed the army, so that the reduction in 
meat, consumption only relates to the 
civilian population.

But besides eating less meat Italians 
are paying prohibitive prices for it. The 
live stock requisitioned for the army is 
paid for at the rate of about thirty cents 
a pound on the hoof. This price is fixed 
by law, and cattle breeders and farm- 

have to submit to it. The inevitable 
result is that retail prices keep rising, 
as butchers refuse to sell meat unless 
their profits are great, and every attempt 
to lower prices proves worse than use­
less, as it renders the shortage still more 
acute and further disorganizes distribu­
tion.

PHOTOS ENLARGED A new high-water mark in ship con­

struction was reached in May, when 
forty-four ships fully equipped aggre­
gating 263,571 dead-weight tons were 
delivered to the Shipping Board. Of 
these ships, forty-three were of steel, 
thirty-nine being requisitioned and four 
contract vessels, and one was a contract 
wooden ship. Comparative figures given 
by the Shipping Board for preceding 
months of the current calendar year in­
dicate that the deliveries aggregated 88,- 
507 dead-weight tons in January, 123,- 
625 in February, 172,611 in March and 
160,286 in April. According to these 
figures, as will be seen, the greatest 
amount of tonnage delivered was in 
March, whose total, however, was ex­
ceeded in May by 90,960 tons. The May 
figures bring the total production for 
the first five months of the year up to 
808,600 tons, while including those fig­
ures the aggregate output for the nine 
months since September 1, 1917, was 1,-

Amsterdam, June 17—Germany has 
lodged a complaint in Washington and 
asked for safeguards against such ex­
cesses as led to the lynching of Robert 
P. Prager at Collinsville, Ills., on April 
4, according to a Wolff Bureau telegram 

. from Germany, quoting Privy Council­
lor Simons, in replying to a question 
asked in the Reichstag. Privy Coun­
cillor Simons is quoted as follows:

“The lynching of Prager Is a fact, and 
was committed for no other reason than 
that Prager was a German and sym­
pathized with the German cause. The 
Swiss minister at Washington has lodged 
a complaint and asked for safeguards 
against such excesses.

“The United States admits the facts, 
but says that under the laws at IlHnois 
it cannot- interfere. The Investigation Is 
proceeding and legal steps are being 
taken tor the future.

‘The United States, which is alleged­
ly warring against the ‘H-uns* in the in­
terests of humanity, bears the main re­
sponsibility tor the crime.

That the provincial government is ful­
filling the promises made before they 
took office that the roads of the province 
would be put in good shape was demon­
strated very clearly, with regard to the 
eastern section of St. John and Kings 
counties, on Saturday afternoon, when 
an inspection, trip was made by Premier 
Foster and others. The district covered 
was that between St. John and Sussex, 
and the condition of the roads was such 
that it was a real pleasure trip. If one 
had not traveled over this route during 
the last two years, it would be hard to 
realise that such improvements could be 
made In the highways in such a short 
space of time, and with an outlay so 
moderate when compared with the re­
sults. The recent downpour of rains 
would test any roads and show up any 
weakneses that existed, but the roads 
stood the test and showed how well the 
work of repair and construction had 
been carried out. In the whole run there 
were only two or three sections that 
showed’ any mud, and these were very 
short stretches of roadway.

As a whole, the roads were in splen­
did condition. It seemed to have needed 
a çhange of government to bring about 
thé introduction of modern methods of 
road-making. One of the worst features 
of New Brunswick roads in the past 
had been the custom of allowing grass 
ridges to grow along the sides, thus pre­
venting proper drainage and, during 
rainstorms, converting the roads into 
miniature rivers or lakes, which speedily 
did away with the effects of temporary 
repairs. On Saturday almost every sec­
tion of the road was found to be well 
crowned with proper side grading to 
carry off the rainfall and properly ditch­
ed along the sides. This feature alone 
adds greatly to the wearing qualities of 
the roads and to their efficiency for .traf­
fic purpose.

Probably the poorest roads on the en­
tire run were found in the section of St. 
John county between the city and Brook- 
ville, but the work now under way and 
that which has been planned will soon 
remedy that condition. The provincial 
government now is constructing a per­
manent highway of McAdam with tarvia 
surface from the city limits to the Three 
Mile House, and the work has progft-ssed 
far enough to show what a fine job % be­
ing made of it. Plans have been prepar­
ed for extending the permanent road to 
the overhead bridge beyond Brookville, 
but whether this work will be done this 
year depends on several circumstances. 
Meanwhile, temporary repairs have made 
a great improrement.

Beyond Brookville is the stretch of 
McAdam road laid by the previous gov­
ernment, v^hich was built of soft lime­
stone—an experiment which has not 
proved overly successful, as the road al­
ready shows signs of wearing out. It 
has been found necessary to rebuild the 
shoulders .of this section, as they had 
begun to fall off into the ditch.

As one enters Kings county the excel­
lent results of the patrol system intro­
duced this year are observed By mak­
ing prompt repairs as the need develops 
and keeping the loose stones raked off 
the surface, the roads are being kept in 
better conditions than ever before. 
Through Rothesay the roads are so good 
that they have proved too tempting 
for speeding, with the result that car- 
owners who took advantage of them to 
crowd the speedometer indicator to the 
limit have been heavily fined. Until 
recently there was no temptation to risk 
such fines.

Over excellent roads through Quis- 
pamsis, one comes to the highway bridge 
erected by the late government. It is a 
fine bridge, but it was installed at right 
angles to the road on either side of the 
track, with a sharp and dangerous turn 
at each end. New concrete abutments 
have been built and the bridge will be 
moved to them, thus giving an almost 
straight road and doing away with the 
dangerous turns.

Passing through Hampton, where the 
Hampton and St. Martins Railway, 
which has been taken over by the C. G. 
R., connects with the main line, a train­
load of supplies for the rebuilding of the 
branch line was noticed. Hampton Vil­
lage was the next call. This village, 
after many years of prosperity, has been 
deprived of its chief source of revenue 
by the sale of the Flewwelling milts to
