A MAINE MAN IN ST. JOHN.

Some members of the National
Division 8. of T. who visited St. John a
few weeks ago, are beginning to be
heard from,and itappears that while here
their thoughts were not wholly occupied
with the conflict which they are wag-
ing against “the demon of the still.” One
writes in the Gardiner (Maine) Home
Journal of the greatly improved appear-
ance of the city since a former visit; of
a trip to the Martello Tower and Duck
Cove; to the Cantilever bridge which, he
says, “is the most airy, spider-lnoking
structure I ever saw span a great river
for cars to go on. The old suspension
bridge, for carriages, is a fine one, and
more beautiful than its neighbor.

as a rule pass from one plant to another
except through the air, and it is during
this touring period that they must be
arrested and executed, like the male-
factors they are. By spraying an infect-
ed plant we destroy its spores as they
igsue from the host plant ; by spraying &
still healthy plant we give it a protective
covering of powder, poisonous to the
spores of fungi, which kills the spores
as they alight upon the leaves and
brafches. Spraying is therefore always
preventive, never curative.

The fungicide most commonly employ-
ed in this country is the Bordeaux mix-
ture, as commonly made contains six
pounds of copper sulphate to each 22
gallons. To spray one acre of grapevines
once, take about 66 gallons of this mix-
ture and usually six treatments are re-
quired for each season. This gives a
total'of about 400 gallons per acre, con-
taining about 108 pounds of copper sul-

great advantage of the Bordeaux mix-
ture is that with it Paris green or Lon-
don purple may be used, thus forming a

compound insecto-fungicide. Arsenites
cannot safely be used with any mixture

or salution containing soda carbonate or

ammonia, for these substances disolve

the arsenic which then scorches the foli-
age.

‘When the ammoniacal copper carbon-
ate solution is wanted, it will be more
convenient to use the dry ammonia car-
bonate instead of the liquid ammonia.
Formulas for this mixture, as well as all
others mentioned in this paper, and
some which are not mentioned, together
with direction for preparing and using
them, and discussion of the best appara-
tus, &c, can be found in Bulletin 76 of
the North Carolina Experiment Station,
which any one can get by sending six
cents in stamps to the director at
Raleigh.

phate,  All of this, copper @ 1y
finds its way into the soil. As we have
seen, copper salts are a deadly poison
to all absorptive plant tissues, and
therefore to the roots of cultivated plants.
Is there not danger then that the accu-
mulation of this substance in the soil of
our gardens and orchards, if persisted
for a meries of years, may eventually
effect the fertility of the soil? There is
very great danger! And let it be under-
stood that when once the soilis sterilized
by this poison, not all the guano on the
coast of Peru can ever restore an acre to
its former state or make it fit to bear
one blade of grass.

The possible danger of using such
poisons has already occasioned consid-
erable alarm in Europe. It came up for
discussion at the last meeting of the
German association of naturalists. It
was shown that copper sulphate in the
s0il soon became copper oxide, which is
practically insoluble and remains in the
upperstratum of the soil. The sulphuric
acid combines with the potash and lime
in the soil and with them forms more or
Jess soluble compounds which are wash-

ed into the drains or so far below the
reach of most plants as to be practi-
cally lost. Itsdeleterious action is there-
fore twofold : It destroys the youngroots
of plants and causes the useful potash
and lime in the soil to leach away.
When lime is given to the copper before
it is sprayed, the banefnl effect of the
latter upon the potash and lime in the
goil is largely prevented,but its evil effect
upon the growing plant-roots still re-
mains. The horticulturist must there-
fore bear in mind that the fungicides he
uses are by no means friends to be de-
ponded on without limit. They are
necessary evils, to be used with caution
and the greatest economy.

The quantity of copper which saffices
to make a liquid destructive to absorptive
plant tissue is snrprisingly small, It was
recently noticed at German seed-control
stations, that distilled water geemed to
be poisonous to young plantlets grown
in the process of testing the vitality of
seeds. After much experimentation the
trouble was found to be caused by the
almost infinitesmal quantity of copper
dissolved by the water in passing through
a copper still. From this fact we should
judge that the amount of copper used
in the Bordeaux mixture i8 much
larger than is necessary. In fact
European experi: t pecially those
at the St. Michael Experiment Station i-
the Tyrol—show that a very much weak-
er mixture will often give as good re
sults. At this station the Bordeaux
mixtare was with copper sulphate vary-
ing from two per cent, to one-fourth per
cent., that is, with from 4.4 pounds to

twenty-six and one-half gallons of
water. The weakest form gave as good
results as the strongest. Asiswellknown
to grape-growers and others who use the
Bordeaux mixture,it is usually all washed
.off by the first rain. Since we have
seen that the presence of a mere trace,
ifitbe well diffused, is sufficient to
protect the foliage from infection, the
gafest way would seem tobe to use a
weak solution and putiton in the fin-
est possible spray, just enough to wet
the foliage, with repetition of the treat-
ment as often as the rain- washes the
powder off. Another precaution which
suggests itself is toadd to the mixtare
some substance which will cause it to
adhere better to the foliage.

I am now using in vineyard practice
& mixture containing four pounds of cop~
per sulphate, four pounds of fresh lime
and one-fourth pint of Lepage’s liquid
glue to each 25 gallons of water. This
has so far given yery good results, out~
lasting several heavy washings. I have
also experimented with & mixture con-

Whether the climate of the northern
temperate zone is becoming less favor-
able to the existence of plants, or wheth-
er because of the perfection of modern
means of cormmunication between differ-
ent zones and climes, the lower and par-
asitic forms of vegetation peculiar to their
native zones, have become cosmopolitan
—certain it is that our important culti-
vated plants are more affected by dis-
ease producing fungous parasites than
formerly. It cannot be said that the
vast number of known parasites is due
to & more careful study of their organ-
isms, whereby many formerly overlook-
ed species have been brought to view.
The time was, even within our own
memories, when the loss of 4 crop of
any kind from fangous disease was al-
most or wkolly unknown.

Fortunately for man, whose welfare is
g0 closely bound up in that of the Gram-
inacece Solanacece and Vitaeece, the per-
fection of artificial methods for combat-
ing the pests has fairly kept pace with
the increased virulence of the pests
themselves. In this warfare the salts of
copper occupy the place of honor. The
philosophy of spraying against noxious
fungi depends upon the destructive power
of these salts upon absorptive vegetable
tissue—not the tissues of parasitic plants
merely, but of all plants. The organ-
isms which produce the rots, rusts, mil-
dew and blight of our crops are them-
gelves plants—members of a very low
order of the vegetable kingdom. These
the green coloring matter of the higher
order ‘of plants— chlorophyl—by means
of which the nobler plants are left to
feed upon the gases of the air and the
minerals of the soil. Lacking chlor-
ophyl, these fungi, like certain classes
among ourselves, toil not, neither do
they spin, yet manage to live and im-
pose themselves upon their nobler
kindred. The copper salts diluted as
they are, used for fungisides, are in-
jurious only to absorptive . tissues.
The foliage and aerial ~parts of
the cultivated plants do not absorb any-
thing but gaseous carbonic acid and they
are therefore uninjured by the copper.
The larger part of the parasitic tissue.
is covered and protected by the epidermis
of its host and cannot be reached by
the poison. It is apparent then that it
is impossible to exterminate the fungus
preying upon any plant or part ofa
plant without at the same time destroy-
ing the host plant itself. The copper
acts benefically only by destroying the
by which the fungus is spread

from plant to plant. The spores cannot

, instead of glue, one-half pound
of hard soap to the 25 gallons of mixture.
The lime decomposes the soap, forming
an insoluble lime soap which causes the
copper to adhere well to the foliage.

THE MARITIME RAILWAYS,

Rensons why they Shouid be Amnigae
mated with the Interecolonial.

[Montreal Gszette.]

The proposal that the Dominion Gov-
vernment should assume control of the
independent railways in New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia, mhich connect with the
Intercolonial system, has met with a
good deal of opposition in certain quar-
ters on the ground that the transaction
would involve a heavy annual charge on
the Treasury. That argument is not in
itself conclusive, since it is based on the
result of a condition of things remedial
to a considerable extent by the new pol-
icy advocated. The Intercolonial railway
at present entails a charge on the gener-
al revenues, not merely in the shape of
interest on the capital outlay, but from
the deficit in earnings, which in the last
fiscal year fell short of the cost of oper-
ating expenses by $553,000; yet few peo-
ple can be found to support the opinion of
Mr. John Charlton, M. P., that the rail-
way ought to be abandoned, and this
tax on the revenues soterminated. Put-
ting aside altogether the compact of Con-
federation which made the Dominion
Government responsible for the con-
struction and operation of the Intercol-
onial, it is obviously an a'surd-
ly narrow view to gauge the
value of that property solely by the re-
sult of its working. Rates upon the In-
tercolonial are made low by water com-
petition during a large part of the year,
and by necessities of a long haul, but
while the consequence in one direction
is a deficit in earnings, in another it is
of immefiseiadvantage in the promotion
of inter-provincial trade, and the develop-
ment of the resources of the Maritime
provinces. A low rate of carriage on
the Intercolonial constitutes}a wise and
beneficial protection to Canadian trade,
without which much of the commerce be-
tween the provinces by the sea and the
west would be exposed to diversion to
American ehannels, 2 1d much of the de-

SHORT WORK OF WILLIS.

Sax Fraxcisco, Cal, July 28.—Few
fistic events in the history of the Cali-
fornia Athletic Club have attacted such
general interest as the finish fight be-
tween bantam-weights George Dixon of
Boston and Abe Willis, the Australian.
It is estimated that fally $20,000 have
changed hands on the result, the odds
having been all the way from 10t0 6 on
Dixon up to even money.

The Australian had some difficulty in
getting down to weight, but he declared
himself strong and fit for the fight of his
life. Half an hour before stepping into
the ring, Dixon was in the pink of con-
dition. The clubroom was filled with
spectators lobg before the commence-
ment of the battle, and the streets were
crowded for over a block in all directions

At 840 o’clock Dixon entered the ring
with his seconds, Young Mitchell and
Tom O’Kourke. He was followed a
moment later by Willis, backed by Mar-
tin Murphy and Eddie Graney..

At 8.45 the gong struck and the ban-
tams faced each other for the first round.
Half the round was deyoted to carefal
gparring for an opening, Dixon following
Willis, and the latter backing away sud-
denly, Dixon found what he had been
looking for, and shot in a terrible left on
the Australian’s face which knocked
him flat on his back. Willis got up
dazed and clinched. Infighting followed
for the rest of the round, both working
hard, but neither doing anything effect-
ive until near the end, when Dixon
slipped away and landed another hot
one. Willis again went down, but got
op as the gong struck.

In the second round the B ian as-

‘When the question of the absorption of
independent branch lines comes to be
dealt with, precisely thesame kind of ob-
jection is raised. Because some of these
enterprises have not as yet devoloped
sufficient traffic to render them profitable
in a book-keeping sense, the conclusion
is jumped at that to merge them in the
Intercolonial system would add further
drain on the general tregsury. In look-
ing over the railway returns we find that
practically all these independent lines
are in the province of New Brunswick,
similar local enterpgises in Nova
Scotia having, with one or two ex-
ceptions, been either built by the Do-
minion Government as feeders to the
Intercolonial or acquired by the Govern-
ment after construction. There are
gsome ten of these independent local
roads in New Brunswick, having a mile-
age of 463 miles, with gross earnings in
the year 1890 of $195,356, and operating
expenses of $159,946, leaving a net profit
of about $35,000. Several of these rail-
ways are of recent comstruction, their
equipment is doubtless in many respects
deficient, and the traffic within their
reach has yet been inadequate-
ly developed. They have an aggre-
gate bonded debt of § 2,110,000, bearing
the high rate of 6 -per cent., and entail-
ingan annual charge on the net re
of $126,000. Now it Is a fairand intelli-
gent position to take, to contend that the
absorption of these lines by the Interco-
lonial would make important economies
in administration possible, as well as a
material reduction in operating expenses.
All experiences in railway management
points to the conclusion that combina-
tion creates cheapness in operating, that
the longer the continuous haul the less
relatively the cost, and that the expense
of maintenance and equipment can like-
wise be modified. Upon the face of the
figures as disclosed in the railway re-
turns, there is really no warrant for the
sweeping condemnation passed by Liber-
al journals upon the proposal to merge
