It Is Not Likely the United States Gov­
ernment Will Send Petition to 

Russia.

Two Men Arrested) on Charge of Per­
jury Preferred by Mrs. Vanderbilt.

be Co. Ld. STILL FAR DISTANT Paris, July 17.—The Journal gives ad­
ditional particulars of the arrest in con­
nection with the Fair suit of two men, 
whose names it gives as Louis M. M. and 
Frederick N., and who testified before 
the New York authorities. The charge 
of perjury, according to the Journal, was 
brought against them by Mrs. Vander­
bilt, and the magistrate here, acting on 
instructions from New York, issued the 
warrants for their arrest. The prisoners 
protested against being arrested, declar­
ing that they were tvedl known house­
holders and married, and were not likely 
to evade the judicial investigation. They 
were, nevertheless, detained in custody. 
The prisoners testified that they were the 
only witnesses of the automobile acci­
dent, but the Journal recalls that Mme. 
Hourdet, the wife of the janitor of the 
chateau, in front of which the Fairs 
were killed, declared that she was the 
only person who saw the catastrophe.

Oyster Bay, July 16.—An important 
conference was held at Sagamore Hill to­
day between the president and represen­
tative Jewish citizens of the Society of 
B’Nai B’Rith, regarding the petition to 
the Russian government on the Kishineff 
outrages. Besides the president, the 
parties to the conference were Simon S. 
Wolf, of Washington; Oscar S. Strauss 
and1 Leo N. Levi, of New lrork.

The administration has been embar­
rassed by the delay of the reports on the 
B’Nai B’Rith Society in presenting the 
petition. A draft of the document was 
handed to President Roosevelt several 
weeks ago by Mr. Wolf, but it was de­
cided after some consideration to modify 
the text of the petition before presenting 
it formally to this government for trans­
mission to Russia. Time was desired, 
too, to obtain to the petition the signa­
tures of representative religious faiths. 
As a result, the document was not placed1 
in the hands of the president until to-day.

The result of the conference at Saga­
more Hill has not yet been disclosed, but 
a strong intimation is given that the 
petition may not be forwarded to the 
Russian government. The desire of both 
the President and Secretary Hay is that 
the Kishineff incident should be closed as 
soon as possible, as further delay in its 
consideration might prove embarrassing 
to this government in its diplomatic ne­
gotiations with Russia.

Inasmuch as the Russian government 
has indicated- by the adoption of severe 
measures a genuine disposition to pun­
ish adequately the perpetrators of the 
Kishineff murders, and, in addition, 
those ' persons who instigated them, it 
is a problem for the President and Sec­
retary Hay to solve whether representa­
tions concerning the incident now are 
ëither desirable .or necessary.

It is suggested that the whole matter 
may be resolved into a brief statement 
through diplomatic channels to the Rus- 

jsian foreign government that such a 
petition is in the hands of the United 
States, thus leaving it to Russia to say 
whether it would or would not receive 
the document if it were presented. It 
would close the incident without sub­
jecting relations between the United. 
States and Russia to a strain, and it is 
regarded that such action would be quite 
as effective as the actual presentation 
of the petition.

When asleep the Pontiff appears to be 
dead. His cheeks are sunken, his eyes 
are hallow and his jaws are exception­
ally prominent, the skin being tightly 
drawn over the bones. When awake, 
the Pope usually appears to retain life 
only in his brilliant black eyes, though 
he regained lucidity of mind this morning 
and gave new proof of his wonderful 
memory, saying: “To-day is the fete of 
St. Leo. I never failed to assist at mass 
since when almost a boy, I came to 
Rome to participate in the jubilee of 
Leo XI. I wish to hear mass to-day.”
The desire was immediately gratified by 
Monsignor Marzollini celebrating mass 
as he did yesterday in the chapel ad­
joining the sick room.

After the visit of the doctors the Pope 
said he could not stay in bed as it made 
him restless. His limbs were uncom­
fortable, and he felt pains all over his 
back, therefore he wished to go back to 
his arm chair. No opposition was made, 
as the doctors think that nothing now 
can do the Pope much harm. The Pope 
understands the gravity of his condition 
and says he is ready to die, but he does 
not realize the imminence of his danger, 
as again demonstrated when his confes- 

Monsignor Pifferi asked to see him.
The Pontiff on being informed of the 
messenger’s request, replied somewhat 
petulantly: “Not now, I shall not die 
without calling for him.”

Winnipeg, July 16.—President Arthur, 
of the Brotherhood of Locomotive En­
gineers, dropped dead to-night during the 
progress of a banquet which was being 
helil in ‘his honor. His death was most 
pathetic. He was greeted with deafen­
ing applause upon rising to speak, and 
began as follows “ ‘Out of the fullness 
of the heart the mouth speaketh,’ this, 
to my mind, is a fitting close to three 
days of unalloyed pleasure bestowed on 
me and my associates in the city of 
Winnipeg. As I look over this audience 
it is a scene that inspires my heart with 
gratitude to the Giver of all Good that 
I have been permitted to look upon your 
faces upon this happy occasion. It is 
a scene that ought to inspire the heart 
of every member of this brotherhood, 
because if we had no brotherhood you 
would not be here to-night.' Let me im­
press this fact upon every member—that 
the fact of your having a brotherhood 
in Winnipeg has enabled you to gather 
to-night and, dine together. I want to 
say a few things, as it may be my part­
ing words to many of you—no one can 
tell.” Chief Arthur then fell backwards. 
He was carried to an adjoining room, 
where all possible was done to restore 
consciousness, but death came in forty 
minutes.

London, July 17.—According to the 
Times- correspondent at Shanghai it is 
the opinion of Chinese officials that the 
Port Arthur conference has ^ot 
the evacuation of Newchwang any 
probable. The Associated Press 
spondent at Newchwang reports that 
July 4th the Russian flag was again 
hoisted at the railway station at King- 
tzekan, the terminus of the Shanghaik- 
wan line.

diplomacy has left some troublesome 
conditions in reserve, they are inclined 
to believe that Secretary Hay is too 
tute to be put off with a mere paper 
concession.

Ottawa, July 18.—British Columbia’s 
members, Messrs. Smith, Macpherson, 
Morrison, Earle and Galliher, 
Messrs. Green and Wilson, British Col­
umbia delegates yesterday, and had a 
talk with them over their mission to Ot­
tawa. Messrs. Green and Wilson admit­
ted that their principal object in coming 
here was to endeavor to get more money 
to carry on the affairs of the province, 
although the Japanese question was talk­
ed over. It was pointed out that the 
provincial government was spending $2 
for every $1 that it had, without any 
new field for taxation, and as long as 
this state of affairs lasted, there could 
be nothing but bankruptcy ahead. It 
was thought advisable to abandon ex­
travagance which existed in the province.

Messrs. Wilson and Green had no real 
defence to this. In respect to the Japan­
ese question Mr. Wilson admitted that 
there was some doubt as to whether the 
province lmd power to pass legislation 
which had been disallowed.

The federal members impressed upon 
the provincial representatives that they 
had come here at a very inopportune 
time, when parliament was sitting and 
just on the eve of a provincial election, 
when they had no idea whether they 
were to be returned or not.

It will be pleasing to the friends of 
Messrs. Wilson and Green to know that 
they have had a pleasant trip East, but 
otherwise it may be put down as a 
failure and a waste of public money.

It has been estimated by an expert 
that the cost of the country of the con­
struction of the Grand Trunk Pacific

and road across the continent would amount 
to something less than two million dol­
lars a year, for te^ years. At the end 
of that term the line would be more 
than self-supporting and the people 
would possess as an asset two thousand 
miles of valuable road-bed. In addition 
the property of the company would be 
subject to taxation, the people would 
have absolute control of rates, the oper­
ating company would possess no mono­
polistic privileges, nor would it be in 
possession of millions of acres of land 
to have and to hold until the natural 
increase in value was considered suffi­
ciently attractive to warrant its release.

The calculation in question is the 
work of one who is guaranteed to be 
familiar with the work entrusted to him. 
He estimates that the railway from 
Quebec to Winnipeg will cost $30,000,- 
000, and if the connection is to be made 
down to Moncton that would be prob­
ably $4,000,000 more. The government 
can secure the money for this work at 
a little better than three per cent., so 
that the annual charge for interest on 
that strech will be $1,170,000. Under 
he terms of the government's arrange­
ment with the Grand Trunk Pacific the 
latter is to operate the road for five 
years without any return to the crown. 
During the second five years the com­
pany is to pay the government what­
ever is left over and above the working 
expenses, and for forty years thereafter 
the company undertakes to pay the 
government three per cent, a year on 
the cost of the line, or enough to pay 
the annual interest on the money bor­
rowed for its construction. So much for 
the eastern section.

As to fisheries the report says that: 
“In view of the bountiful supply of good 
food fish in the waters surrounding Van­
couver Island it is most unfortunate that 
so little has been done in catching end 
placing them on the markets which are 
available. Professor Prince, of the Dom­
inion government department of fisheries, 
who is well acquainted with the situa­
tion, may be quoted as having stated 
that we have the ‘greatest fishing 
grounds in the world right off our 
shores.’ Profiting by the knowledge and 
knowing that the sockeye salmon en route 
to their spawning grounds in the Fraser 
river and its tributaries passed through 
Puget Sound waters extensive canneries 
have been erected there, "the fish being 
intercepted before reaching the Fraser. 
The growth of the industry on Puget 
Sound, which has now reached very large 
proportions, is almost wholly attribut­
able to the cheaper methods by which 
the fish have been caught, mostly in 
traps. It is known that the salmon com­
ing in from the ocean travel along the 
west and- south shores of Vancouver 
Island; and it is therefore evident that 
by establishing traps ait points along 
those shores the salmon could be inter­
cepted before reaching the waters of a 
foreign competitor. This is a matter 
which is engaging consideration. In 
order to operate a fish trap in British 
Columbia waters, however, permission 
of the Dominion government must be 
first obtained. It has not been possible 
to get permission for the use of fisn 
traps off Vancouver Island up to the pres­
ent; but under an act of parliament, no­
tice of which has already been given by 
the honorable Minister of Fisheries, such 
pertnission can be granted by an order of 
the Governor-General-in-Oounril and the 
use of purse seines will be legalized. As 
there appears hope for the situation be­
ing relieved perhaps at an early date, it 
is not necessary to enter into particulars 
of the many advantages which will 
doubtless accrue with the establishment 
of fish traps and other methods of fish­
ing for salmon on the southwest coast 
of Vancouver Island.

Hon. A. E. Mcl’hillips, attorney-gen­
eral, the next speaker, was also cor­
dially received. He eulogized the indus­
try and capacity shown by the retiring 
president of the board, and expressed 
pleasure at the election of Mr. Todd, 
who had large business interests here 
and could be relied upon to do his best 
in the interests of the province gener­
ally and city especially. He pointed out. 
that it was important that the men of 
the city Should show that they had con­
fidence in it if they wanted outside cap­
ital to come in. Reluctance on their 
part would keep it out. He instanced 
the hotel proposal of the C. P. R. as an 
illustration of what enterprise and a dis­
play of confidence on the part of the 
citizens would do along this line. The 
activity of the board’s hotel committee 
and the expenditure by the Tourist Asso­
ciation of $14,000 in advertising the city 
had attracted the attention of the big 
railway corporation, and as a result the 
offer to erect a hotel was made.

Hon. Mr. McPhillips referred especial­
ly to the bright outlook for the fishery 
industry. New life would be given it 
by the introduction this year of a large 
number of salmon fry, while the possi­
bilities would be enhanced if the Do­
minion government granted permission 
to use traps. This would open up an in­
dustry at the very doors of Victoria. He 
was also pleaked to hear the encouraging 
remarks from his friend, Hon. Mr. 
Tatlow, who, he felt sure, would be re­
turned to his sphere of usefulness by his 
constituents when he came before them. 
Friendly rivalry between Victoria and 
Vancouver was much to-be desired. It 
had built up St. Paul and Minneapolis, 
and he hoped it would continue in these 
two British Columbia communities.

Hon. Mr. McPhilVps closed with the 
assurance that the government would 
always be ready to listen in the fairest 
and most reasonable manner to any pro­
posals made by the board calculated tv 
advance the interests of the prov­
ince, Island and city. He personally 
would always do his utmost to further 
the city’s interests primarily and those 
of the province as a whole, both in his 
public or private capacity. He hoped 
that British Columbia would enjoy the 
prosperity which was now the portion of 
the rest of the Dominion, and he felt 
that it would be but a short time when 
this hope would be realized. (Applause.)

The result of the ballotting for coun­
cil and board of arbitration was then 
announced as stated.

Mayor McCandless, in response to a 
call from, the chair, explained the pro­
gress of the hotel negotiations as noted 
in these columns yesterday, and his an­
nouncement that the by-law would be 
submitted before long was hailed with 
satisfaction. His Worship also said 
that he had no doubt that it would be 
carried by a large majority. (Applause.)

Before an adjournment was taken 
Mr. Pitts moved a hearty vote of thanks 
to the president for the able manner in- 
which he had filled his post for the past 
year. This was seconded by C. F. 
Todd and carried amid applause. Mr. 
McQuade replied suitably. The board 
then adjourned.

Continuing, the report says:
“It is well to remember, however, that 

the population of Vancouver Island, al­
though rapidly increasing, Is sparse. 
Probably it does not exceed) 50,000, to 
which may be attributed the fact that 
the resources of 16,000 square miles of 
territoiry are in a backward1 state of 
development. In the city of Victoria 
there bas been marked improvement in 
some lines of industry during the past 12 
months. This is specially noticeable in 
the lumber mills, shipyards and factor­
ies generally. There have been com­
plaints în regard to business; but these 
appear to have originated more from the 
expectation of a considerable increase 
rather than from a comparison with the 
volume of business done in previous 
years. In fact the customs returns at 
Victoria show an increase compared with 
former years, and these may at all times 
be taken as a correct indication of the 
condition of business.”

In regard to the O. P. R. hotel proposal, 
the report says: “A committea was ap­
pointed by this board; in December, 1901, 
to interest the C. P. R. in a proposal to 
build a first class tourist hotel in Vic­
toria. This idea carried with it no un­
favorable reflection upon the existing 
hotel accommodation, but it was judged 
an additional attraction to tourists of 
the higher order. The committee at first 
received no encouragement; still they 
worked persistently, and in May last re­
ported a proposal from the C. P. R. to 
build a tourist hotel here costing not less 
than $500,000. A formal agreement has 
been prepared, and as soon as signed and 
returned from Montreal a bye-law- for i.ts 
ratification will be placed before the rate­
payers of Victoria, and the project will 
proceed without delay. The company 
will bring .their passengers to Victoria in 
a new steamer, which (class considered) 
for speed and general equipment will not 
be equalled on this continent; possibly not 
surpassed in any part of the world.

“As further evidence of the intentions 
of the C. P. R., it may be mentioned that 
within the past few weeksj the company 
have made large puiyhases of water 
front property on the south side of the 
harbor. Plans are being prepared for ex­
tensive wharves and houses on the newly 
acquired site, and within a few months 
the company will own a capacious and 
modern wharf system, it must not be 
thought for a moment that the C. P. R. 
are incurring these expenditures in con­
sideration of any favors received, 
company is out for business, and the rea­
sons for encouragement and hopefulness 
in regard to the future of this city lie 
in the fact that the views of the citizens 
in that respect have sufficiently impress­
ed such an important corporation as the 
G. P. R^ Company to invest a large 
amount of money with the view of shar­
ing in our future prosperity. The excel­
lent work of the special hotel commit­
tee, ably supported latterly by the Tour­
ist Association and1 corporation of the 
city, serves as an object lesson of great 
importance. The success which has at­
tended these labors should stimulate 
similar endeavors in other directions, 
which it is hoped the foregoing 
will have sufficiently indicated.”

After the reading of the report, which 
was adopted, the president called upon 
Hon. R. G. Tatlow and Hon. A. E. 
McPhillips for addresses.

The minister of finance, who spoke 
first, was greeted with applause. He re­
gretted that His Honor, the Lieut.-Gov- 
ernor, w-as unable to attend, and also 
the Premier, who was at present in the 
interior. Had the latter been present he 
might have given out some statements 
regarding several matters which ap­
peared in the report. Aftçr congrat­
ulating the board on their able yearly 
presentment, the speaker alluded to the 
bright future of the province. For this 
they must look beyond the confines of 
British Columbia. With the opening of 
the Isthmian canal, the development of 
Oriental trade, and the construction of 
another transcontinental railway taken 
into consideration, the prediction in the 
report was not extravagant.

But due attention should be given to 
matters nearer at hand. The industries 
of the province to-day were in a very 
satisfactory condition. The lumber and 
milling industries, thanks to a policy 
adopted some tijne ago prohibiting the

Against this 
action TJ. J. Finmore, secretary of the 
board, protested. He wrote to the super­
intendent of education and in reply was 
informed that the matter of the control 
of the school and the appointment of 
teachers, etc., was left by the educa­
tional department in the hands of the 
trustees, but under a certain section of 
the school act it was pointed out that a 
teacher could not be dismissed without 
cause and without a thirty-day notice.

St. Johns, Nfld., July 17.—The Canadian 
government has chartered) the Newfound­
land sealing steamer Neptune to convey a 
scientific expedition to Hudson Bay. The 
expedition will winter at Chesterfield1 In­
let. Its object is to determine the avail­
ability of the region for a Canadian grain 
route. Captain Samuel Bartlett, for sev­
eral years navigator of the Peary steamers, 
is ini command of the ship, the crew of 
which consists of Newfoundlanders familiar 
with ice work. The scientific party is com­
posed: of Canadians. The ship will also 
enforce the Canadian customs law against 
American whalers who are operating in 
Hudson Bay.

This is the second sealing ship chartered 
within a month, the British Admiralty re­
cently securing the Terra Nova to convey 
a relief expedition to the Antarctic steam­
er Discovery.

Pall Mall Gazette.The council has decided to give the 
Victoria Terminal Railway & Ferry 
Company a lease of the market building, 
but upon the condition that it will not 
prejudice the city in any subsequent 
action they may determine to take in the 
matter. The city fathers arrived at this 
conclusion at a conference held Thursday 
night. The meeting, which was an ad­
journed one, was announced for 9 
o’clock, but as a matter of fact the 
council got to work ou the knotty sub­
ject about eight, and when the reporters 
gracefully bowed their salutations on the 
hour specified- the matter, had not yet 
been settled. The meeting was declared 
open shortly afterw*ards, how’ever.

That it was thoroughly considered ad­
mits of no question. The council were not 
unanimous, three favoring the granting 
of a lease without a string to it, that is, 
exactly in accordance with the by-law 
and act. The city barrister, W. J. Tay­
lor, and the city solicitor, J. M. Brad- 
burn, were in attendance, and enlight­
ened- the solons on the legal aspects of 
the question. Ultimately the discussion 
resulted* in the introduction of the follow­
ing resolution by Aid. Barnard, seconded 
by Aid. Vincent: “That the city barris­
