The 
Colt was captured In Mexican waters by 
the gunboat Bravo and brought into this 
port. Captain Schlosse has admitted that 
the Colt is owned by an exporting house 
at Pensacola. She is equipped with sev­
eral rapid firing guns. The suspicious 
conduct of the vessel caused the Bravo to 
run her down and take her into port.

A corps of customs officers have been 
sent aboard to make an inventory7 of her 
cargo and both cargo and vessel will be 
declared forfeited to the government. The 
crew is being detained at the police sta­
tion until the investigation is completed.

The capture of the vessel has created a 
sensation among shipping men at this 
port. - For some time the Bravo and her 
Mexican gunboats have been, convinced 
that piracy was being practiced on a small 
scale in the gulf, but they had been un­
able to capture any of the supposed pi­
ratical ships.

The Battenberg Cup
The Battenbelfc Cup race ie a famous in­

ternational navy event, 
fifth contest since the cup was presented 
to the enlists men of the American At­
lantic fleet by the enlisted men of the 
British crusier Drake, Cornwall, Berwick, 
Essex, Bedford and Cumberland, which 
composed the squadron commanded by 
Rear Admiral Prince Louis of Battenberg, 
which visited the United States in 1905. 
The trophy is now held by the battleship 
Louisiana. It has also been won by the 
battleship Illinois and once by the Brit­
ish cruiser Drake.

Tomorrow the fiftydour warships which 
have been the glory of the celebration, 
will prepare to depart. Tonight the inter­
national fleet will be illuminated with 
thousands of incandescent lights strung 
from stern to bow and from water’s edge 
to masthead.

St. Louis, Oct. 2—(Special)—The airship 
rl’.^j at St. Louie the afternoon of Oct 
tober 9, the last day of centennial week, 
will differ from previous airship races in 
that will be i real race, with several 
airshiph. speeding over the triangular 
course simultaneously.

Among the entries already received are 
those of America’s three most famous 
aeronauts of the airship (dirigible balloon) 
class, Roy Knabenshue, winner of the air­
ship contest at the St. Louis World’s 
Pair; Lincoln Beachey, winner of the air­
ship race of the Gordon Bennett Interna­
tional Aeronautic meet at St. Louis in 
1907; and “Captain" Thomas Baldwin, 
who built the “California Arrow,” in 
which Knabenshue scored his World's 
Fair triumph.

The airship and all other aeronautic 
events at St. Louis in centennial week, 
October 3 to 9, inclusive, will be managed 
by the Aero Club of St. Louis, the host 
of the only Gordon Bennett International 
aeronautic meet ever held in America.

The most thrilling horse race in history 
could not possibly furnish the excitement 
that will be supplied by this great 
of airships, says the millionaire sportsmen 
in charge. It was Beaehey’s swift airship 
that circled the course over Forest Park 
in record time in the contest of 1907 and 
the announcement that he will return to 
attempt to repeat his triumph has in­
creased the interest in the dirigible event.

Another entrant for the dirigible race is 
Walter C. Collins, a well known Cincin­
nati, Ohio, aeronaut. The Mahan “Navi­
gator,” a curious fish-shaped craft, also 
has been entered. The Mahan airship is 
a combination of the principles of the di­
rigible and the aeroplane, being provided 
with a supporting gas bag as 
wings. It was built in Chicago.

The three points in the triangular race 
course are the Aero grounds,, at Newstead 
and Chouteau avenues, the Blair monu­
ment, at the main entrance to Forest 
Park, and the mounted district policé star 
tioh in Forest Park.

A wire fence surrounds the Aero grounds 
and hence the public will be able to watch 
not only the race but also the prepara­
tions for it.

Elaborate arrangements for housing the 
dirigibles and manufacturing hydrogen gas 
to inflate the bags are being completed. 
The prizes are many and valuable and will 
be awarded to the drivers of the ships 
that traverse the course in the shortest 
time.

There will be spherical balloon races 
Monday afternoon of centennial week, and 
on Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday will 
be held aeroplane contests in which 
Glenn H. Curtiss, winner of first prizes in 
France and Italy, will participate. While 
aerial events alone would make notable 
the week of the celebration commemorat­
ing the 100th anniversary of the incorpora­
tion of the city, they are only features of 
a mammoth programme. One thousand 
mayors of American cities will be guests 
of the city, whose mayor, Hon. Frederick 
H. Kreismann, is president of the St. 
Louis Centennial Association, which is a 
municipal institution. There will be pag­
eants on land and water, exhibitions of 
many kinds, and athletic events galore. A 
flotilla of torpedo boats of the United 
States navy will participate in a magni­
ficent pageant on the Mississippi river.

Pitt admitted that he had not been to 
sdhool for a year, with the exception of 
half a day this year.

In reply to a question from His Honor 
as to why he did not go to school, the 
Pitt lad said that he did not like the Duf- 
ferin school and wanted to go to the Win­
ter street school) He said that his teach­
er, Mies Webb, used a strap to punish him 
with.

Principal Brown of the Dufferin school 
said that the desire to go to Winter 
street school was merely an excuse; that 
the boy had said that he did not intend 
to go to school. -

In sentencing Pitt to a year In the Re­
formatory, His Honor said, “It won’t be 
the strap you will get there, it will be 
the whip and the cat o’nine tails,” and 
added "We can’t keep a boarding house 
for all the boys in St. John.” Turning to 
Truant Officer McMann he added, “I don’t 
know where this thing is going to end.”

In pronouncing sentence his honor said 
“The sentence of this court is that you be 
Sent to the Reformatory for one year each 
and that you be kept there under close 
guard.”

New York, Oct. 2—William B. Smith; 
thirty years old, of No. 487 Central avenue, 
Brooklyn, has been discharged from the 
Bushwick Hospital as a well man, although 
his entire stomach was removed on Sep­
tember 9 to prevent death from cancer.

Mr. Smith, at his home, testified to the 
success of the operation, with the state­
ment that he had already gained ten 
pounds in weight and has a splendid ap­
petite.

“I feel better now than I have at any 
time, in the past five years,” said the for­
mer patient with a cheerful smile. "I am 
hungry all the time, but I am told that I 
must live on predigested foods until 1 
have thoroughly recovered.

"The doctors say that after I have re­
gained my strength entirely I shall be able 
to eat, without suffering ill effects, any 
kind of well-cooked food, including beef­
steak.

“I know I am a living curiosity, inas­
much as my stomach has been removed, nut 
that makes very little difference to me. 
since my appetite and health return. I 
intend to report for work at the office of 
the Brooklyn Union Gas Company, where 
I have been employed for the last ten 
years.”

Mr. Smith is five feet six inches in 
height and never weighed more than 135 
pounds. When he went on the operating 
table he weighed only 102, so great had 
been the ravages of the cancer. He now 
tips the scales at 112, although for the 
first five days after the operation his only 
nourishment was one spoonful of water 
hourly.

EPSON M. WILSON,
IN LIGHTER VEINNOVA SCOTIA LEADS

It was recently announced that .the re­
port of the Canadian Manufacturers’ As­
sociation’s committee on technical educa­
tion declared that “it is to Nova Scotia 
that other provinces must look for an ex- 
airiple and inspiration so far as a well or­
dered technical education is concerned.” 
In view of this statement one reads with 
interest the following statement from the 
Maritime Merchant:— 1

“The Nova Scotia Technical College at 
Halifax is now in session and. advanced 
technical education in this province has 
at last become a reality. We do not need 
now to rehearse the benefits of technical 
education, for that part of the discussion 
lias all been threshed out during the past 
ten years. We have just been looking 
over the calendar, which shows that the 
programme of instruction is very compre­
hensive, and advanced education in all 
lines of practical engineering work is now 
possible to the young Nova Scotian with­
out going away. Prof. Sexton, the prin­
cipal, has been a hard worker during the 
past two years, for besides attending to 
the details of an extensive system of tech­
nical education, he has had to prepare 
courses suitable for our local needs, select 
a staff, apparatus, books, and what not, 
and has had at the same time to watch 
the erection of a big building. We con­
gratulate him on having brought things 
along to the present stage so success­
fully.”

Both in technical and agricultural edu­
cation Nova Scotia is far in advance of 
New Brunswick. The. fact should arouse 
the government of this province to some 
effort to improve the conditions here.

The One PlaceIn connection with West India trade it 
is interesting to note that Trinidad is a 
producer of petroleum, and that three in­
dependent companies are now conducting 
boring operations.

The city of Edmonton furnishes a good 
illustration of Hon. Dr. Pugsley’s state­
ments about the marvellous growth of the 
west in the last twelve years. In 1900 the 
population of Edmonton was less than 
4,000. In 1908 it was 21,000. It is now 
close to 25,000.

The Times has received from the secre­
tary of the Edmonton board of trade a 
booklet giving 26 pictures of buildings and 
streets in the city, and a number of the 
buildings are finer than any we have ;n 
New Brunswick. The public structures are 
especially large and handsome ones.

Accompanying the booklet are facts and 
figures of interest. For example, the as­
sessment value of the town is $22,535,210 ; 
building permits to the value of $2,498,847 
were issued last year; there are 14 banks,
11 public schools, 22 churches, 22 hotels,
2 colleges, 4 hospitals, 3 gentlemen’s clubs,
2 sanitariums, a Y. M. C. A., and Y. V - 
C. A. The city has five miles of paved 
streets and an excellent street car system, 
good water and sewerage system and ef­
ficient paid fire department, There is ab­
undance of coal in the district, the saw­
mills cut 25,000,000 feet annually, the brick 
yards turn out 200,000,000 bricks per an­
num, and there is a large meat packing 
plant. There is an iron foundry, eight 
grain elevators, flour mills, brewery and 
bottling works, three daily and five week­
ly papers, thirty-six wholesale houses, sash 
and door factories, cigar factory, tent and 
mattress works, concrete and tile works, 
large warehouses and other business es­
tablishments. The city is served by the 
Canadian Pacific, Canadian Northern,
Grand Trunk Pacific, Edmonton, Yukon 
& Pacific, Calgary & Edmonton, Edmon­
ton & Slave Lake, and several branch rail­
way systems. The customs receipts in­
creased from $18,008 in August 1908, to 
$25,480 in August 1909; the bank clearings 
from $3,032,545 to $4,500,161 ; the post of­
fice returns from $4,700 to $5,700.

“There are three principal reasons, 
the answer. “Too little capital, too long 
credit and lack of hereditary business in­
stinct. . .

“Only dressmakers starting with big cap­
ital can afford to give credit, ’ she added.

“A ready money basis is ^he only pos­
sible one for a woman whose capital is 
restricted. Another common mistake is to 
launch out either in the west end or in 
a high rented district 
the fashionable quarter, where many riv­
als and heavy outgoings must be encount­
ered. The suburbs are crying out for good 
dressmakers and there is money to be 
made by women who will conduct their es­
tablishments on businesslike lines.

“Many Women have lost good customers 
by the unbusinesslike fashion in which 
they promise a gown for a certain date 
and never trouble to see that the promise 
is kept.”

The head of a firm of accountants said:
“The fatal mistake made by women 

without business training is their idea 
that they can count on immediate profits. 
They make no allowance for the long per­
iod in which the business must be built 
up.”—London Daily Mail.

There can ’be little doubt that the Am­
erican railroad system will eventually, and 
before many years, be extended into Mex­
ico and Central America. The railroad de­
velopment of those countries, however^ im­
portant, has been slow and irregular. No 
influence can be imagined more important 
for their industrial and social improve­
ment and political pacification than would 
be exerted by a strongly organized system 
of transportation, such as the Mexicans 
are hardly able to supply for themselves.

American enterprise has contributed 
very much to what has already been ac­
complished in these lines, but the govern­
ment has been often difficult to deal with, 
and the attitude of the Mexicans them­
selves toward foreign influence has been 
discouraging to capital. Yet Mexico's 
great resources must increasingly invite the 
enterprise of those controlling our great 
transcontinental systems, and it is not sur­
prising to be told that the late E. H. 
Harnman shortly before his death, was 
meditating projects of an extension of the 
Southern Pacific through western Mexico 
with the thought of connecting with the 
railroads of Gautemala and thence onward 
to the Isthmus of Panama.

Railroad building in South America has 
been going on with a boldness and -consis­
tent purpose that we know little about, 
and the old-time dream of a Pan-Americ­
an railway grows gradually toward recog­
nition—Philadelphia Public Ledger.

Perth, N. B., Oct. 1.—After deliberating 
for one hour and fifty minutes the jury 
in the case of Samuel Polli, at Andover 
today, returned and R. Bruce Ritchie,the 
foreman, announced: “May vit please your 
honor we find the prisoner guilty of man­
slaughter, but ask that you be merciful.’1

The prsoner, with pale set face, watched 
the jury file into their places and heaved 
a pitiful sigh when the verdict was an­
nounced. He is liable to a maximum pen­
alty of life imprisonment on this charge, 
and the minimum punishment is optional 
with the judge. The unfortunate man will 
know tomorrow morning what his sen­
tence is to be, as he has been remanded 
until that time. The prevailing impres­
sion here is that since the jury strongly 
recommended mercy, the sentence will be 
comparatively light.

The jcourt room was crowded at this af­
ternoon’s hearing and the eyes of the ma­
jority of the spectators scanned the fea­
tures of the prisoner with interest. His 
countenance is rather kindly to look upon, 
not the features one would expect to be­
hold in a murderer, especially when illum­
inated by a smile, when his eyes twinkle 
and he seems the picture of contentment 
and good nature. He appeared quite de­
jected at times this afternoon and while 
the judge was charging the jury, and the 
faces in the audience were turned in his 
direction, he kept his glance in a medi­
tative manner on the floor. The wife of 
one of his nephews, Mrs. Delecia, of Grand 
Palls, accompanied by her husband and 
his brother, was present today and took 
a watchful interest in the proceedings. 
Over three quarters of the spectators,men 
and women, remained in court while the 
jury was Out,y patiently waiting for the 
verdict.

Only by some such unfortunate 
accident, Dr. Cohenstaedt said, was war 
possible between the two empires, and he 
could at present see no political rea­
sons which would justify the countries go­
ing to war.

Not Seeking Colonies
Dr. Cohenstaedt next spoke of Lord 

Northdiffe *s reference to Germany spread­
ing out and looking toward new colonies 
to take her surplus population. Lord 
Northdiffe was evidently not familiar 
with the true condition actually existent 
in Germany, which country, instead of 
looking for a place to provide for her al­
leged surplus population, was today in a 
position to adequately provide for, in the 
homeland, many more millions, and to 
meet the growing demands for labor, Ger­
many had to import several thousands of 
Galicians and Poles to supply the labor 
market. Germany was not so much in 
need of a place for her people tb go to as 
to get an outlet for her ever-increasing 
manufactured products.

Speaking of trade conditions in Ger­
many, the doctor said they were affected 
by the general depression of a year ago, 
but not to such an extent as was the case 
in the United States, yet the depression 
did a great deal of harm to the industries 
in the homeland owing to the fact that 
the development of industries in .Germany 
was greater than there was capital for, 
and consequently the mnch caused by the 
scarcity of money wajf more Mute.

Moncton, Oct. 1—(Special)—Traffic on 
the I. C. R. at Dorchester was complete­
ly hung up this afternoon on account of 
the bad washouts. The marshes at the 
dykes were broken, and the marshes 
flooded at Dorchester at noon. Three hun­
dred feet of track was swept away at 
Upper Dorchester. The Ocean Limited 
from Halifax reached a point a short dis­
tance past Dorchester and was stalled 
there until nearly midnight.

The first 
washout was repaired about 1L30, suffi­
ciently to let the west bound Ocean Limit­
ed to pass and she reached here about 
12.30 tonight.

The main line of the I. C. R. has escap­
ed washouts during the recent freshet, 
and today’s break caused by high tide 
in the Petitcodiac, is the first interruption 
to traffic.

The loyalists were the real founders of 
the city. Twenty shiploads of them, 3,000 
persons in all, landed there May 18, 1783, 
and "began with givor to build a city.” 
They came from Boston and other New 
England towns. Some of them believed 
in the ultimate success of the British 
arms, and perhaps wanted to be on the 
winning side. Most of them though were 
sincerely loyal to England, either from 
belief in a monarchial form of government 
pr from plain love for the old country.

Their loyalty in that day and genera­
tion went by another name in the colon­
ies which were struggling so desperately 
toward independence, and Tories were as 
unpopular in Boston then as Copper­
heads were north of the Ohio in 1863, 
Hence their departure in 1783 to found a 
city where patriots would cease from 
troubling and a loyalist might rest.

, One of these departing groups carried 
it0ky with them an object of veneration 
to them and of something like execration 
just then to their fellow citizens. This 
was the British coat of arms, carved in 
wood, which had hung in the council 
chamber of the old State House at Bos­
ton before the revolt of the colonies. It 
was taken first to Halifax and later to St. 
John.

This is the relic which is still treasured 
by the descendants of the loyalists. It is 
excellently carved from a single block of 
wood and is about three feet square. It 
is decorated in the correct colors and gild­
ing, and aside from its historic signific­
ance, ia an interesting specimen of eigh­
teenth century workmanship.

When the coat of arms was rescued 
from the hands of the rebellious Boston­
ians its romantic career was by no means 
finished. From Halifax it was sent to St. 
John and given into the keeping of Trin­
ity church. It was placed above the main 
entrance of the inside of the building, a 
position it has occupied in five successive 
edifices.

During that time it has had its adven­
tures—some of them very exciting. The 
first church building was small and was 
erected in 1784, the year after the loyal­
ists founded the city. It was soon out 
grown, and the coat of arms found a new 
resting place in a second church building, 
still referred to as Old Trinity, erected in 
1791 and consecrated the next year.

The west end of this building, the end 
containing the coat of arms, was destroy­
ed by fire in 1849, but the cherished wood­
en carving was saved and was restored to 
its old position when the church was re­
built and enlarged in 1854. Thirteen years 
later this edifice too was burned in what

Hans T. Gussow is a native of Breslau, 
Silesia. He received his scientific train­
ing at the German universities of Breslau, 
Leipsic and Berlin, specializing in applied 
botany and subsequently in plant diseases 
caused by microscopic fungi and bacteria, 
tie proceeded to England in 1901, and in 
1903 entered the botanical laboratory of 
William Carruthers, F. R. S., the eminent 
British botanist who for 37 years has oc­
cupied the position of consulting botanist 
to the Royal Agricultural society of Eng- 
land and who was formerly in the natural 
history department of the British mu­
seum. As assistant to Dr. Carruthers in 
this capacity, Mr. Gussow has necessarily 
been brought into contact with British 
agriculturists and has studied carefully the 
botanical problems with which land own­
ers and practical farmers are called upon 
to deal, including such subjects as the de­
struction of larch forests by the larch dis- 

? clover sick land, potato diseases and 
the effects of poisonous and injurious

In this connection he has done a good 
deal of original" scientific research work in 
Great Britain. Mr. Gussow’s botanical 
knowledge has been in wide request in 
England where he was frequently required 
to give expert testimony before courts of 
law. He was also an active member of 
the scientific committee of the Royal Hor­
ticultural society. He is a fellow of the 
Royal Microscopical society and has 
ed upon its sectional committee for medi­
cal bacteriology and histology. He is also 
a member of the Association of Economic 
Biologists of the Association of Economic 
Botany of the Société Mycologique de 
France and of other learned bodies. His 
scientific articles are artistically illustrat­
ed with reproductions from his own draw­
ing and photographs.

Dominion Entomologist
Charles Gordon Hewitt, D. Sc., F. E. S., 

who has been appointed Dominion ento­
mologist, with headquarters at the experi­
mental farm, was educated at the Maccles­
field grammar school and university of 
Manchester, England, where he obtained 
zoology, botany and Dalton natural his­
tory prizes; graduated in 1905 as bachelor 
of science, with first class honors in zoo­
logy, and was awarded a university grad­
uate scholarship. He was appointed the 
same year as assistant lecturer and dem- 
ontrator in zoology in the Manchester 
university, and two years later was ap­
pointed to the newlx-instituted lecture­
ship in economio zoology, which he resign­
ed on accepting the post of entomologist 
to the Dominion. The degress of master 
of science was conferred in 1907 for re­
search, and the degree of doctor of science 
was conferred in 1909 for his researches in 
economic zoology, "especially entomology.

The apartment house is a comparatively 

new departure in Springfield, although now 
there are many of them, and new ones are 
continually being erected.
