The U, 8. Episcopal Convention,

The Convention of the Episcopal Church
of the United Statesin Boston has dis-
cussed with considerable vigor, but in an
admirable spirit and in excellent temper,
the proposition to change the name of the
Church, 50 as to drop the word * Protes-
tant” and to incorporate the term Catholic.
The excellent tone in which the discussion
was conducted was due largely to a speech
made by Rev. Dr. John Fulton, of Mil-
waukee, who, expressing that the change
could some day be made, and that all sec-
tarian names would eventually give way
before the name of Christ, added at the
same time an expression of his belief that
that day bhad not yet arrived. He urged
most strongly that they shounld consider
the question in a mild and temperate way,
and that no man should be denounced as
a revolutionist, a 1adical, a ‘ Jesuit in
disguise” because he favored the change.
This speech bad a marked influence, and
all the succeeding speakers were very calm.
The defeat of the “proposition was, how-
ever, 8o marked as to excite some surprise.
Forty dioceses are represented hy laymen,
and they threw~ an unanimous voté againit
change. Forty-two dioceses are represent-
ed by clergymen, and forty-one of these
voted the sume way, the ouly diocese vot-
ing for change bLeing that of Wisconsia
where Dr. DeKoven's influence is so great.
This does not of couise represent the entire
clerical vote, inasmuch as in some of the
dioceses there were scattering clerical votes
on the affirmative side. Those who fear
the Episcopal Church is drifting towards
the Roman Catholic Church may gain some
hope from this vote out of forty dioceses
in the Convention, none of the lay votes,
and only a few clerical votes were polled
in favor of this proposed change.—St John
Globe.

Notas by Road and Shere.
[By our Travelling Observer.]

Shippegan, as is well known, is a fishing
village and extends along the shore of its
tine harbor for & mile or more. We were
fortunate or unfortanate enough to arrive
in time for the first gale of the season, and
should say that Shippegan gales munst class
A l. It blew a Northeaster for two days
steadily, and Shippegan and the stranger
within its gates remained in doors. As
there is no railway to Shippegan, stran-
gers don’t visit it very often, and outsiders
are very apt to regard it as one of those
places which are stuck on the map to make
acoast look habitable,and as the gale would
not let us out, we let ourselves into the
commercial affairs of Shippegan as far as
we were able.

FISHING

The ﬁshum business is conducted large-
ly m\;zmonerl of about 13 tons, tome 20
of witich are engaged in it. The popula-
tion of the Parish is about 1,800. The
firms which have cnring and fishing esta-
hlishments here, are Wm. Fruing & Co.,
N. E. side; Wm. Taylor, Esq., in the vil-
lage; John Leboutilier & Co. of Gaspe
(ouder the management of Francis W.
Alexandre, Esq., one of the firm), Indian
Point; Richard Young, Little Lameck;
Robert Young, Little Shippegan. Duriog
the present summer the Robins of Cara-
quet had alsoa branch down here, and
Mr. Thos. Cabot, tavern keeper, acts as
general agent for Mr. Rive of Caraquet.
Some of these tirms have as many as 19
open boats and a couple of schooners,
others smaller fleets.  Of small boats there
are about 150, ot from 7 to 10 tuns mostly
whale boats, and which employ from 2 to
3 men ecach, while the schooners employ
from 3 to 4 men apiece. The average
catch of the boatsis from 50 to 80 quintals
a season, priucipally cod, the hoats and
some of the schooners being built and
owned by the men themselves. The
average quantity of oil per quintal is § of
a gallon, and the shipments from 5,00 to
7,000 quintals of cod, a good deal of this
going to the Mediterrnean. The catch
of herring was from 4,000 to 5,000 barrels.

The large fishing establishments are
pretty much the same in “their general
features, and consist, 1st of a manager’s
house, and a lar,e piece of ground covered
with' fish flakes, around which, here and
there, or grouped together, area variety
of buildings, large and small, such as
blacksmiths’ shops, cook house, salt store,
oil store, etc., with a wharf running ount
on the flats containing the green fish stage,
covered by a large building where the fish,
already gutted are reccived from the
boats; and a large dry fish store. The
ground is so low in thuse localities, that
in the fall, the sea thinks nothing of
coming ashore, and even invading the
sacred precints of the house of the man-
ager, who has to walk round in a cance,
should he not already have taken his de-
parture for winter quarters,

LOBSTERS,

There are four lobster establishments in
the vicinity of Shippegan, W. 8. Erown,
Esq., of Red Bauk has one at 8t. Mary’s
Scttlement, east side of the harbor; Mr.
Thomas Michael’s is in the same locality;
Juseph Windsor, Little Shippegan; and
Messrs. Shank and Burbridge of Chatham
are in the scme locality the catch pro-
duced 185,000 cans last year, and this year
considerably less.

MISCELLANEOUS,

Mr. John R. Murray, of Halifax, shipped
a cargo of knees this summer from Ship-
pegan.

Messrs. William Fruing & Co., are
building a brngantine of over 100 tons,
which is to be launched during the present
month.

There is a good deal of farming done in
the parish, and last year, some 700 barrels
of potatoes were exported to Halifax, and
the present year the cropi have been gen-
erally good.

The fall fishing is said to have been a
failure, both in cod and herring, but this
was in some measure compensated for ty
the excellence of the fishing which pre-
vailed up to the 25th July.

There isno doctor all the way from
Shippegan to Chatham or Bathurst.

There are two churches, a Roman Catho-
lic Parish Church, the parish priest heing
the Rev. Mr. Trudelle, und a Free Protes-
tant Church, open to different denomin-
ations,

A house has lately been hired till the
new school house, a building 25x40 ft., is
finished in _November. There has
been no school in the parish for some years,

SHIPPEGAN BREAKWATER.

Shippegan is in some respects a city of
dormant expectations. It has had a break-
water building for a good while, on which
the tirst contractors Messrs. Qakes & Faye
failed, aud,the work bas been suspended
for n.bum’i;enr, it expects a railw ay from
Shippégay’ to,_Bathurst, and has strong
claims 4s a Jum],mg oft puint on the reute
to L_)ﬁ‘ope via Newfoundland, for mails and
passengers, at least in summer, by which
the ocean voyage will be shortened two
days, and dangervus navigation avoided.
But the engineers ran out a line, said not
to be the best, and there the matter bung;
perhaps the breakwater is the most reli-
able fact which Shippegan bas to deal with
at present, as new teuders have been out
some time, and Mr. F. W. Alexandre’s
coptract is now accepted.

Thebreak water is situated at the *“Gully”
the South East «¢ntraice to Shippegan
harbor, and extends from Alexandre’s
Point, on the Island of that name, towards
the mainland on which there is a light.
house; another gully on the N.}B. of the
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Liland having been closed by a dam be-

breakwater, which consists of layers of
brashwoeod and ballast confined by piling
10 feet distant and held together by cross
tiss, the height in places being 12 or 13
foet.

ol which is to prevent the sea flowing

From reference
to exports, it could be shewn that from
16,000 to 15,000 harrels of oysters might
be exported from this section of the
country, allowing oysters to he taken at
certain seasons and of a certain size, Tt
is also & question if some portion of the
oyster beds should not be allowed to lie
fallow for & number of years.

Fish-
erles in Northumb.rl.znd.

Hon. A. J. Smicth, Minister of
Marine and Fisheries, accompanied
by W. F. Whitcher, Esq.,, Commis-
sioner of Fisheries, arrived at Chat
ham by the Express train on Tuesday
morning of the present week, taking
rooms at the Bowser Hotel. Al
though he is still busy with the work
of the Fishery Commission az Hali-
fax, he felt the importance of no long-
er delaying his intended visit to No:-
thumberlund for the purpose of meet-
ing the officers of the Department
and the fishermen, and of determin-
ing, by personal interview with them,
the merits of the questions which had
culminated in so much dissatisfaction
during the present year. Notice of
‘the time of his visit was very short,
indeed, but fishermen, to the number
of about fifty, came to town on word
being sent to them the previous even-
ing. The Minister was glad to see
them all 4nd lost no time in pushing
his enquiries amongst them. A part
of 'the forenoon and the whole after-
noon was thus occapied, officers and
fishermen alike being heard. Of the
former the following were present—
Inspector Venning, Overseers Hick-
son, of Bathurst, Perley and Wyse, of
Chatham; Hogan of Newcastle, Rus-
sell of Lower Newcastle, Williston of
Bay du Vin and Cushman of the
Southwest.

" Wearenotin a position, this weelk,
to state results, positively, but we
have good authority for assuring our
readers that a new departure in fish-
ery matters is to be tuken.

The Portage Island grievances,
which were the first discussed seem to
remain unsettled, because the evi-
dence was rather against what many
think is the possible state of the case.
It was shown that swing nets were
used, but it was claimed that, although
they might exceed the lengths in
fathoms that were licensed, they were
not set outside the prescribed distance
from the shore. . Mr. Grant, repre-
senting the interests of those who
claim to be injured by the undue use

the swing nets were set much farther
out from the shore than allowed by
the officers, but Mr. Andersan, Mr.

| Morrison and others who were sup-

posed to be interested in the nets com-
plained of, contradicted this and they
were supported by Overseer Russel,
who, however, admitted that there
was great difficulty in knowing ex-
actly how far from the shore the nets
were set.

Owing to the Minister being called
back to Halifux by telegram he was
prevented from remaining as long us
he, at first, intended and was, there-
fore, preventad from hearing a num-
ber of fishermen whaeame to Chatham
yesterday to support Mr. Grant's side
of the dispute, and we have no coubt
that if these take the proper steps a
more thorough enquiry into the facts
will be made and what is best, in view
of all the circumstances, will be done.
We really believe that this is thaonlv
matter on which both sides were not
duly represented and that it will not,
too long, be allowed to remain an open
question. 1like some other disputed
points in our fishery matters, it em-
braces conflicting interests between
two localities and substantial justice
canngt be done until both sides are
fairly presented.

In reference to the Bass, Smelt,
Gaspereaux and other questions, on
which the Apvaxce has differed from
the Inspector and one or two other
Officers of the Department, we might
say a greatdeal,butare content, on this
ocdasion, to refer very brisfly to them.
‘We have to congratulate not only the
fishermen, but the general public and
also those officers who have striven
against an oppressive espionage and
policy of detraction on the part of
associates, to perform their duty, on
such results as are known, as well as
on the prospect of fairer and more in-
telligent treatmept than they have
heretofore received upnder the old
regime. !

The Minister has conceded the |
privilege to the smelt fishermen of
using the bag-nets now in their pos-
session and will rejuire that ohly those
to be newly purchased sha]l be of the
regulation mesh of 1} inches. The
smelt nets are to be licensed without
charge and each Overseer, in his own
logality, will be empowered to settle
disputes that may call for the inter-
vention of a third party,

Respecting the use of gaspereaux
seines, the Minister did not express
his decision, but we have no doubt
that the unjnst prohibition, which
gave rise to so much. dissatisfaction
last spring, will be removed.

The course pursued by Overseers
Wyse and Hogun in going into the
districts of other Overseers, ‘issuing
salmon licenses therein and otherwise
interfering with fishery matters out-
side of their districts, was brought up
and a justification was attempted by
the first named officer, Mr. Hogan not
been present, just then. The Minis-
ter was of opinion that such ¥nauthor-
ised exercise of power beyond their
own districts was subversive of the
discipline of the Department and he
promised that care would be taken to
prevent its recurrence.

Overseer Wyse, becoming sensible
of the fact that his course and position,
as 'developed during the proceedings
of the day,would justify his dismissal,
forestalled the' Minister by requesting
that he be allowed to remain in office
until the end of the year, when he
would resign. Under the circum-
stances he may, therefore, be allowed
to remain as Overseer, with powers
considerably restricted.

Matters of detail were not gone in-
to to any great extent, owing to the
Minister's stay being so short. It
was however arranged that Mr. Hen-
derson’s seine, which was illegally
used last spring—pursuant to advice
to that effect by Overseer Wyse—
and. seized by the Inspector, be
restored to him, he paying a fine of
two dollars. Two bag-nets seized by
Overseer Wyse last winter at Napan,
—one belonging to Mr. Brimner and
the other to Mr. Joseph Goodfellow
—were restored to them without fine,
Overseer Wyse explaining that they
were not actually engaged in fishing
when seized and that the owners were
not responsible for the alleged fishing
with them.

Respecting the chargesmade in con-
nection with the Hatching House on
the Northwest it transpires that the
report of Mr. Wilmot, which did not
veach the Minister until July, was an
honest one, bearing out the charges.
At the proper time,however, we shall,
doubtless, refer more fully to that
matter. At present we await the
due publication of the Report, which
we believe will show that Mr. Wil-
mot did not shrink from the unpleas-
ant duty of officially exposing the
gross misrepresentations of the work
of that establishment, which were
first brought to the notice of the De-
partment last Spring, by the gentle-
man who has been so unsparingly
abused by those responsible for the
present administration of fishery mat-
ters in the Connty.

It is only fitting to say, perhaps,
that had we known the Minister
could have been induced to visit the
Miramichi without the ADVANCE say-
ing some pretty hard things against
him for not doing so, we would have
refrained from recourse to construc-
tive charges against him which we
made a short time ago. His visit has
proved that he is desirous ot adminis-
tering his Department in the true in-
terest of our people, and we think
he went away at an early hour yester-
day morning, feeling that he had not
come in vain, nor yet a day to soon.

Scottish Eorring Pisheries.

In our issue of the 18th ult. we referred
to evidence taken before the Imperial
Commisesion—Messrs Frank Buckland,
Spencer Walpole and A. Young—ap-
pointed to enquire into the condition
of the Scottish Herring Fisheries, and
said that ip deyeluped agood many facts
of interest to our fishermen. We give
below, some extracts from the evidence
and, no doubt, our tishermen will find
them buth interesting and suggestive.
The evidence published in the Northern
Ensiyn embraces a page and three
quarters of that paper ‘and, although
tiere are differences of (\ibmion mani-
fested in reference to matters which,
we presume, n ust, from their nature,
remain open questions, yet there ap-
pears to be an entire absence of that
spivit of opposition to tishermen’s rights
and privileges, the indulgence of which,
in Canada, seems to be a constant source
of irritation. This state of feeling, we
are inglined to believe, arises from the
fact that the principal ofticers are select-
ed because of their qualifications for the
work they are expected to perform, the
resuly being a practical study, on their
part, of all the interests involved.
This naturally leads them to enter
fully into all the bearings of the fishery
business and to arrive by a judicial,
rather than a partial ar prejudiced pro-
cess, at the determinations by which
their official acts and utterances are
governed. They appear to keep in view
the eorrect idea that the theory of
governmental control of the fisheries,
locally, is to secure the best possible re-
sults to the country through those en-
gaged in that important branch of in-
dustry:  In giving effect to this theory
they seem ta hald the bulance evenly
between pratection of the fish, with a
view to necessary reproduction, on the
one hand, and protection of the fisher-
men from unnecessary governmental
restrictions on the other. How much
better does such a policy as this appear
than that which is acted upon by many
fishery officers, who seem incapable of
appreciating what the purposes of their
office are, and who, by their administra-
tion, publishinourcommunities that per-
secution of fisherinen neansprotection of

‘the fisheries, Having an abiding faith |
in the institutions of the country, how-
ever, we expect to live lgng enough to
seea diffurent feeling existing between
ofticers and fishermen from that which
ha c.ied soloudly’and with much justice
against many of the former. This is
neither the time nor the place to suggest
how the desired change may be brought
about, however, 89 we will pass on to

the evidence taken before the commis-
sion. We first make extracts from the
evidence of Capt. Samuel Macdonald,
of the Fisheries Cruiser Vigilant.

1 have commanded the cruiser for about
20 years, and was 20 years in command of
a revenue cruiser, and had many oppor-
tunities of examining all the fisheries over
the United Kingdomand Ireland. [ have
paid special attention to the herring fish-
eries of Scotland for 20 years, and have
been over all the east coast. The farthest
north'is at Shetland, and Eyemouth is the
farthest south, 350 miles. The herring
fisheries are

DECIDEDLY NOT FALLING OFF.

I neversaw more fish than thisseason. In
the Firth of Foith and the Moray Firth
there have been fallings off. It issupposed
there have been fallings off on the west
coast, but the cause is not the scaicity of
herrings, but the fact that the fishery is
not prosecuted.

There are several varieties of herrings.
They vary iu size and sppearance, accord-
ing to locality. I belicve the herrings are
local. The principal cause of the failure
last year. and this year was the weather,
and had there been a guod season this year
as regards weather, the catch would have
been equal to any former. There are
plenty of herrings in the sea. 1f legisla-
tion could produce a uniforin size in fish
caught, it would be a great boon to the
curing trade, but to have a close time, it
must be strictly enforced. You must
have it for different times and localities,
both on the east and west. There wounld
requite to be two closetimes on the east and
two on the'west. I have great doubts if
it would be a good thing iu the interest of
the fishermen, who should be allowed to
catch fish under all conditions whenever
they can get a market for them. I donot
think a close time would le a good thing
in the interest of the publ ¢, who eat fish
when they get them. In London, in
April, 1 bought fish and paid 2s for them,
while they were not worth a farthing.
They came from Lossiemouth, I was told,
and probably they would be caught by
men who are clamorous for close time.
They were spent fish.

SPAWNING ETC.  ~

There are two spawning seasons, one in
February and March, and the other in
August and September. I have takenup
large quantities of spawn in these reasons.
The spawn adheres to the bottom, and is
generally from § in. to § in. thick on the
bottom. 1 never saw, herring spawn on
round sand, or mckz bottom, but on
mu,fh shelly sand, broken shellsorshingle,
in depth varying from 3 to 80 fathoms.

I believe all spawn is deposited within
the 30 fathom live. The fry appears, by
a provision of nature, hefore the birds are
hatched in May and June. They grow
very rapidly into immature herring, which
are caught off Wick in May. I believe the
herring are at maturity ina year. It is

They always
find a market in London or elsewhere.

TIMES, SET EVERY NIGHT,

The length of nets cast into the sea
every night on the north-cast coast would
span the Atlanticthree times from Valentia
to Newfoundland. 1n spite of all this the
herring are not falling off. All that man
has yet done is a mere scratching of the
surface of the sea. 1t would be difficult
to detail the enemies of the herring
The greatest enemy is the gannet, which
will eat 12 herrings a day.and generally 6
to 8. They breed on thﬁ Rass Rock, Ailsa
Craig, Stack Rock (off Cape Wrath), St.
Kilda, but the grand headquarters is the
Souliskere, 40 miles north east of Butt of
Lewis. Auk, gulliemott, puffin gulls of
every species and variety, consume each*
20 to 30 herrings in a day. I have given a
young gulliemott 30 herrings in a day.
Every fish thatswimsin the sea preys on the
herrings in all stages.
every kind gorged with herringofall descrip-
tions, not excluding the salmon,
found sand eels in herring. Herring eat
their own fry. In spring tarrings feed on
crustacea.
one herring. The natural enemies of the
herring are so abundant and voracious,
that in openseas man can make no im-
pression upon them.

WHES TO CAST NETS.

I have been taking observations every
24 hours on the temperature in the air,
surface of the sea, and buttom, but I am
not yet prepared to speak from experience
as to the causcs of- herring rising to or
sinking from the surface, Light has &
great deal to do with the capture of the
herring. If tishermen shoot their nets too
early m the evening, the herrings settle
down at once, and probably no fish are
got that night. Under the original French
Convention of 1845 nets were not allowed
to Le shot till half an hour betore sunset,
and even that was very early, I would
take the real and .not the almanac sunset.
It is most important to Lave thie. Uni-
formity in sﬂoooting is most important.
The first day I arrived here this season I
saw 600 boats shnoting their nets before
sunset onrfrouud ouly fit for 100. I could
only interfere by advice. The nets got so
entangled with the tide that a great many
were destroyed. Those that were clear
bad a fine fishing. The regulation should
be applied to every coast. I have caught
herrings frequently in the day time. The

I have been lying to where
herrings were running, and fired a musket,
and the result was that they were scared,
and at once disappeared.

Altogether I am in favour of free trade,
allowing fishermen to fish when, where,
and how they like, as [ have never found
legislation produce any good result.

BAG-NETS KETC.

There isno proper provision for prevent-
ing clashing of jnterests pmong the dif-
ferent fishermen, I would make one set
of men responsible for the damage done
to the other. I would prevent the anchor-
ing of bag nets where drift net fishing is
going on, but 1 would not suppress. bag
uet tishing. Beam trawling does injury
to a certain extent to the herring spawn.
Herrings do not spawn on ground which
trawlers can occupy much. The Fluke
Hole has for many years been a herring
spawning ground, apd the fishermen be-
lieve that trawling daes injury there; and
I believe that a certain amount of damage
is done, but I would not legislate for that
special case, It would cause considerable
hardship to do s0, A fortnight ago, off
Helmsdale, I fell in with a shoal of her-
rings in 18 to 22 fathoms water, extending
over 4 miles in length along the coast, and
2 miles in breadth. It was a solid mass of
herrings. The fishermen the end of whose
drift struck the shoal filled their boats.
There were more herrings in that shoal
than are caught off the Scotch coast.

Some of the finest herrings in Scotland
were fogrmerly got between Cape Wrath
and the Pentland Firth, The fishermen
got in debt to the ourer, and lacking
energy, the fishcurers refused to supply
them with boats and nets, and the fishing
fell off. The herrings are still on that
part of the coast, as everytime I pass there
[ see them, The failure is due to the
tishing uot being prosecutcd,

Herrings deserted the
spot, aud have not yet appeared. I hove
up upwards of 100 crans of decayed her-
rings in netting in 1841 in that loch.
Both halves of the loch were polluted be-
fore the fishing was over. In 1838, in
Loch Broom, we had a heavy fishing in
the upper part and Isle Martin. Large
quantities of nets were lost in Loch Kan-
yard, immediately after which the herring
deserted the place. I examined the water
soon after, and it being cléar, I saw the
decayed herrings lyiug oph the bottom,
masses of netting cove with crabs.
Few or no herrings have beén caught there
since.

INDICATIONS OF HERRINGS.

The fishermen discover tle whereabouts
of the herrings by indicatipns of whales,
birds, and the appearance of the sea.
Generally they go out on chance. I never
saw a man-of war that gave the slightest
assistance to the ﬁsher-ﬁ:en, and felt
ashamed at the utter whnt of interest
shown by vessels said to be sent for the
protection of the fisheri¢gs. I have at
times thought of resigning jin consequence.
Herrings arc more or les scattered at
first, but gradually form themselves into
a vast solil arm. You| may have
many nets in a district, gnd do injury to
the fishing. Five hundned boats with a
mile of netting-each might catch more
herrings than‘a thousand boats with 13
miles of netting each.

In giving the above eyidence of Capt.
Macdonald we have omitted a few lines
here and there 1-elntin;£ to the harbors,
etc, not deeming his r¢marks on those
subjects of any special importance to
our readers. Capt. Macdonald seems
to be one of the most intelligent fishing
officers in the British service. An idea
of the esteem in which he is held may
‘be partially gathered from the following
which we take from the evidence of
John Mackie Esq. ,editoxi of the Northern

If, in addition to making
every man's food and clothing cost him
more than it now does, they awaken the
““retaliatory ”’ feeling in Great Britain

by Protection. We shall have a British
tariff on grain, lumber, fish, cattle, etc.
which will make us wish we had let
Protection alone. A protective tariff
means dearer bread and dearer clothing
for the people at large, in the interest
of the few ; it means restricted markets
for the staple products of the country

among ourselves, which is entirely op-
posed to that mtional developwent on
broad principles, which is the great
aspiration of every true Canadian.

The Exhibition Building in Fred-
ericton Burn:d,

A fire was discovered in Fredericton
about 12.30 on Tuesday morningin the
Ticket office, near the track by Mr. Covel
horsetrainer, who states that a few buckets
of water would have saved the fine Ex
hibition building, but there was none
handy, and the edifice was soon in flames.
The fire spread to a small house opposite,
owned by Mr. McLaughlin, aud thence to
Mr. Terrence’s house on Saunders Street,
The wind was blowing a hurricane from
the west and the fire spread from burning
embers alighting on" shingle roofs.  Tle
residence of Mr. D. F. George, near the
Cathedral, was at one time in danger, as
were also the Park Barracks. So great
was the alarm that owners of property re-
paired at once to their residence, and al-
most every house was manned, the parties
having buckets of water. Great credit
was due to the fire department under
Chief Engineer Lipsett and tohis assistant
Mr. Hatt. 8

The Exhibition building which was des-
troyed cost $40,000 and there was no in-
surance upon it, or on the two houses
which wereburnt. There was alsoanum-
ber of sleighs belonging to different people
burned in the Exhibition building; and
a barn and outhouses on Charlotte Street.
Fredericton seems to have every reason to
be thankful for a narrow escape.

New Tork Shipping and Trade.

Advices of 23rd October from the New
York Maritime Register office briug the
following :—* Very free arrivals of grain
from the interior, and resulting depression
in prices, chiefly of Wheat, tend to stimu-
late the outward movement. A livelier
enquiry has been reported for room for
Grain on berth and charter, with rates, in
this connection, quoted decidedly stronger,
on a materially reduced offering of accom-
modation for early use. Several vessels
yet to arrive have been placed under con-
tract for the Grain trade, mainly to load
here, at full figures. Of the business of
the week were'a number of vessels for
Grain, chiefly Corn, for Mediterranean
ports. Speculative manipulation of Spring
Wheat in the local market tended toward
the close to impede export operations.
The shipments of Barley hence to the
United Kingdom hdve assumed important
proportions already and give promise of
further .increase. - Tonnage for Lumber
and general cargo has been in comparative-
ly good request, and quoted as a rule,
quite firm. Vessels for Petroleum have
been in moderately active demand, but at
rather easier quotations. Less call has
been noted for tunnage for. Cottor and
Tobacco; and vessels for Naval Stores have
attracted very little attention. Tonnage
for Coal has been more freely songht after
for the Coastwise trade. In the berth
treight line, apart from Grain shipments,
a fair movement has been reported in Cot-
ton, Flour, Hops, Provisions, and other
general cargo, mainly for British ports,
with rates, at the close, quoted as favor-
