Fall of the Gladstone Ministry.

The Gladstone ministry has been
defeated in the British Parliament,
by a majority of twelve votes. It
has been weak for the last year or
more, and held together mainly by
the masterly efforts of the venerable
Premier, whose retirement from
office will, nodoubt, soon be followed
by his withdrawal from active parti-
cipation in public life. While Glad-
stone enjoys the respect of the whole
empire, as a man of towering ability
and high purposes, his policy, by
reason of an all-pervading desire to
maintain peace, failed to enlist the
sympathies of the nation. He is, no
doubt, satisfied to retire from a posi-
tion, the difficulties and embarrass-
ments of which have so long taxed
and strained all his powers, while the
change of Government will, for a
time, satisfy popular sentiment.
When we find the London Times
saying, as it did last week—

““We are suffering now for the ineptitude
which has missed every opportunity, ex-
aggerated every difficulty, provoked all
our neighbors while enforcing the respect
of none, and left every problem unsolved
to embarrass us in our treatmnent of the
next.”

and the Standard—

“The credit and iufluence of England
have sunk to the lowest point in the
councils of Europe. We are the mark at
once of enmity and scorn.”

it is evident that popular feeling en-
dorses the turn affairs has taken.
Even the near future, however,looms
up threateningly, for the change,
which must have come before long in
any event, has been precipitated by
elements hard to control in opposition
but which will prove as dangerous
and treacherous as a rope of sand
when relied upon for the promotion,
of national or general good® Besides,
there does not appear to be any
statesman of pre-eminent strength
and ability to take the place vacated
by Gladstone, so the probability is
that the incoming ministry will be
short-lived.

'l‘l;e Indian Rising.

HOW PROMOTED BY THE OFFICIALS OF THE
GOVERNMENT.—WASTE, DECEPTION, AND
INTIMIDATION.—THE INDIANS OBLIGED
TO MAKE THEIR DEMANDS IN FORCE.—-
THE OFFICIALS INTIMIDATED IN TURN—
BULLYING CONDUCT OF THE BRAVES OF
THE BATTLEFORD DISTRICT.

[Correspondence of , Toronto “‘Globe.”]

" BarTiEFORD, May 28.—In a former
letter I had something tosay of the man-
nerin which the Indian Department has
been managed—cr rather mismanaged—
in this-country. The information I ob-
tained below has been curroborated and
emphasized by the result of my enquiries
here. Iu Ontario, generally speaking. the
method in which ‘‘treaty” 1s dealt out to
the Indians is very imperfectly under-
stood. A laxer system covld not be we!l
imagined. Of course the circumgtances
are such that it would be impossible pro-
bably to invent a system in which a good
deal of latitnde and discretion would net
be left remaining in the hands of the In-
dian agents or instructors—in which the
temptations'to wrong-doing would not be
great—in which it would not be matter of
the first importauce that the chamcter of
themen appointed should be oue of tried
integrity. The temptation to
INDIAN AGENTS

to plundes the Department is unquestion-
ably great. It may be that human nature,
associated with poverty is incapable of
stauding against it. An ex-agent down
on the line told me that there would not
have bern the least difficulty in his add-
ing 8ix ¢ -ight thousand a" year to his
income i "1l thought fit to do so.
There w « ‘hing in the mau's man-
mer, in w:trod of communicating
the fact, . :led .ne to think that while
he had uv. failed altogether to profit by
the golden chances he had been blessed
withal, still he was surprised at the pos-
sibilities of the situation—amazed, if not
humiliated, at the extent of his own
honesty.

See—something like this: An Indian
having accepted treaty, goes into the
Indian agents storeroom. He has run out
of grub. He wants, say, some tea and
bacon, some sugar, and tol.icco, and a
sack of flour, possibly some .Iried apples
and ammunition as well. He may get
what he asks for; he may get half of it ;
he may get kicked or bundled out of the
place. Solved by the theory of probabil-
ities, the first reply would have equal
chances with the last. The Indian has a
treaty with his white brother, which he
understands to mean that in lieu of certain
rights which he relinquished to the terri-
tory of the North-West, the articles, as
noted above, shall be supplied him. But
if he don’t get them, what nearer can he
come to getting them than to have them

‘‘CHARGED"” TO HIM.

Now, the Indian is a man of great sensi-
tiveness. He feels a rebuff and indignity,
just as other people do. He is, perhaps,
super-sensitive. Associated with that, he
is revengeful in the extreme. He may—
he ungnestionably does—forget benefits ;
he remembers to.the bitter end an insult
or a wrong. In the present uprising he
has murdered or sought to’ murder alike
those who have treated him worst and
best—most kindly and most ruffianly.
But these long-continued and oft-repeated
rebufls and indignities were slowly but
surely

PAVING THR WAY TO OPEN REBELLION.
The Indian began to find that to be sure of
his requests being granted he had to go in
sufficient numbers to overawe the officials
at the Indian office. When the chief with
fifty or a hundred of his men came in and
made a request for grub it was always
granted. He was not slow to attach the
true meaning to this condition of affairs.
He was to be respeeted only as he was
powerful, and made a display of his power.
This feeling grew rapidly amorg the In-
dians. They Yoon became insolent, impu=
dent, truculent, Only what has resulted
could have been the outcome of the
wretched lesson so seduously taught the
Indians by the miserable creatures of the
Department,

When the trouble occurred at Pound-
maker’s last year thé Iodians had grown
80 contemptuous of the Police that they
openly defied them, and sought in every
way to

PROVOKE A QUARREL,
Poundmaker himself struck at one of the
officers with a clubstuck full of butcher
knives. The braves ran their horses up
against the officers of the law in order to
provoke retaliation. Had they succeeded
a general fight would have been theim-
mediate result. The Police had to endure
these indignities, these challenges to
measure their strength with the Indian,
who now felt himself quite master of the
situation.

All this time, will it be believed, the
officials of the Indian Departiment were
trying to convince everybody that there
was complete quiet and contentment on
the reserves. No fear whatever of a ris-
ing. The apparent contentment of the
Indian was purchased only at the expense
of acceding to all the demands made by
the Indians, no matter how truculently
made, or how saucily the articles asked
for were accepted. The ouly thing that
could be done to make it appear that the
Department was bemng properly worked,
was to try toshow that ;the Indians were 1
peacable and well satisfied with their
treatment.

At the beginning of the present rising,
when the Indians had

in a body, and appeared in the old town
here, tney made certain demands. They
wanted, however, to make their demands
to Mr. Rae, the agent here, in person.
Mr. Peter Ballaudine and Mr. Wm. Me-

dians why they had left their reserves in
force. Poundmaker instantly replied that
it was only when they came in large
numbers that they could get anything.

Barney Freemont had been foully murder-
ed in their houses, when the citizens were
fleeing to the fort from all directions,
leaving all they possessed behind them,
and feeling fortunate to escape a general
massacre.

Commissioner Dewdney issued a ‘‘no-
tice” to all Indians, dated the 6th of the
month. At that time the Indians were

PLUNDERING EVERYWHERE,

and their hand was red with the blood of
maassacre. In the ‘notice”— a copy of
which was posted in Battleford—the
thieat was hung over the head of all In-
dians that they would be liable to arrest
and punishment if they were caught off
their reserves, without being able to give
a proper account of themselves. Fancy |
the wild and ghastly hilarity which the
receipt of sucha “‘notice” in the Indian
camp would have caused ! If there could |
be anything more insane it has yet to be
pointed out.

The Northwest Rebellion.

WinNIPEG, June 7.—Lieut. Governor
Aikens has just received & private mes-

i sage from Gen. Middleton, in camp near

Fort Pitt, dated June 2nd, the day on
which the courier left for Battleford, It
is as follows:—

‘“Rev. Mr. and Mrs. Quinney, Mr.
Cameron and two half-oreeds, who have
been prisoners with Big Bear, through the
assistance of friendly Indiaus, escaped and
are now in Gen. Strange’s camp, 12 miles
from Fort Pitt. You will be delighted to
hear that Mr. Quinney informs me that
none of the women have suffered indig-
nities of any sort or kind, as we imagined
would be the case. Gen. Strange’s force
has comein contact with Big Bear acd
his braves, who were in a very strong
position, and after a slight engagement
in which three of his men were wounded
and finding the country impassable, he
withdirew a few miles away and camped.
Yesterday, while I was on my way to
Fort Pitt, I received information from
Gen. Strange that Big Bear's band has
broken apart, virtually into two parties,
and he has still the McLean families and
several other prisoners. I am going to
follow both trails with all my mounted
men and hope to catch him yet.”

Fort Pitt, Jume 5.—Gen. Middleton

with Grenadiers, Midland, 90th,part of A.
and B. batteries and two gatlings arrived
here from Battleford late in the night of
Sunday, May 31, by steamers Alberta,
Marquis and Nerthwest. Boulton’s scouts,
Brittle Banks, (late French’s) scouts and
50 mounted police, who started from
Bittleford by the south trail, arrived here
Monday night, June 1, On Tuesday Gen.
Middleton saw Gen. Strange and then
went back to a point eight or temn miles
south of Pitt te await news from scouts.
At this point the trail branches in three
different directions—one south-east to
the main trail to Battleford; one due south
to Sounding Lake and one s.uth-west to
Black Foot Hills, so that a definite report
of Big Bear’s whereabouts had to be oh-
tained before action looking to his capture
could be taken. It was known that the
band had gone north on two different
trails and the scouts were afraid Big Bear
would double on them and strike south-
west. - On May 29th Rev. Charles Quin-
ney with his family, Cameron, of the Hud-
son Bay (o’s service, and Dufresne, a
half-breed, who were takem prisoners after
the massacre at Frog Lake, escaped from
Big Bear through the assistance of Du
fresne’s brother-in-law and of friendly
Indians. They made their way by an old
trailand arrived in camp at Little Red
Deer on June 2nd. Mr. Harper also ar-
rived that day. Cameron at once swore
depositions against the Frog Lake murder-
ers for the use of General Middleton. Mrs.
Delaney, Mrs. Gowanlock and McLean,
the Hudson Bay factors families, and two
or three other whites are still prisoners
in Big Beur's camp. Cameron says the
wood Crees saved the prisoners lives, the
plain Crees wanting to kill them. He
distinctly states that Mrs. Delaney and
Mrs. Gowanlock have been well treated,
and that reports to the contrary are abso-
lutely without foundation, neither had
McLean’s family been ill-used. All
prisoners were comparatively  well
treated, and no indignities were offered
to them. Major Steele, with his scouts
and pelice, seventy in all, had started
after the hostiles. Oua May 29th he found
Big Bear had left his old men, women and
children, with some wagons and supplies,
in camp ten miles from here. On June
third he came upon one division of th2
band, Big Bear, himself, believed to have
beenin command, at Two Lakes, fifty
miles northeast of here. The Indians
were striking camp at 9 a. m.,when Stecle
and his men rode up and opened fire,
The Indians numbered about 100. They
ran across a coulee firing as they retreated
and there found shelter and drove the
scouts back. The latter had three wound-
ed; Sergt. W. Furry of “E” Div. Mount-
ed Police, and scouts Wm. West and
Thos. Fisk, men enlisted by Capt. Oswald
in McLean district. The Indian loss is
not known. Steele sent interpreter Mec-
Kee with a flag of truce. He shouted
and an Indian supposed to be Big Bear
answered. McKee said if the Indians
would surrender their white prisoners the
scouts would cease finng, but Big Bear
said: “I want nothing from the police
as I can beat them. The prisoners are all
right. If you don’t get away I'll attack
you.” McKee attempted te have a fur.
ther parley but the Indians shouted that
they did not want any more talk and fired
a few shots at him.
Meanwhile Gen. Middleton had returned
to Pitt from the point of trails before men
tioned. On June 3rd he left here again
with fifty men each of the Grenadiers,
90th and Midland, with a Gatling to meet
Strange, who had been camped eleven
miles from Pitt. Steele’s messenger, with
the news of his brush with Big Bear,
reached him that day and he at once start-
ed out in pursuit.  All the infantry who
had accompanied him from here was sent
back here. He took with him 240 mounted
men and twelve days provisions on packs
and traversed Steele’s trail in hot pursuit
and there are great hopes that Middleton
will catch Big Bear. Big Bear has in all
187 lodges or about 600 warriors. He is
evidently making for Beaver River country
where the trails are almost impassable for
troops. The weather is very bad, snow
and rain having fallen almost every night
fora week past. Gen. Strange goes to
Onion Lake.  He has his force with him
except Steele and the cavalry which will
accompany Gen. Middleton.  All the
trails are in bad condition, Deserted
camnps are seen everywhere.

Qa the evening of June 2nd some team-
sters who went out from a camp on Little
Red Deer were fired on by Indians shelter»
ed m rifle pits. The teamsters fired and
fled.

The region west of Battleford is in a
bad shape, and the Indians have cleaned
out everything. Some think Big Bear
will double back and strike the Victoria
trail in order to intercept supplies that
have been following Gen. Strange. This is
his only chanceof getting food, as every-

“*News has just been received that Mec-
Kay and eight. scouts of Gen. Strange
have brought in Mrs. Delaney, Mrs,
Gowanluck, eight men, five half-breeds
and two wood Crees who were in camp by
thems:lves. The half-breeds say that
they have been prisoners and .one of the
Crees is the man who let Mr. and Mrs.
Quinney and other three men escape. We
go on to-morrow after Big Bear and shall
keep up communication with Fort Pitt.

“(Vigned) Freo MIDDLETON.”

Mr. Caron said the other telegram is
from Colonel Straubenzie, dated frem Fo:t
Pitt 6th, via Straubenzie's station, 7th
inst. Itisas fellows :

I have opened a telegraph office about
40 miles from here. Gen. Middleton is
after Big Bear. Gen. Strange is near Frog
Lake. The following prisoners camein
yesterday: Mrs. Delaney and Mrs,
Gowanlock Defresne, Simpson, Gladu,
wife and one child ; Mozeau, wife and
four children- Pritchard, wife and eight
children ; Alfred Smith, wife and four
children; Hazil, wife and one child ; A.
Dreaeau, Abraham Mett’s wife and six
children; Gregoire Dinaire, Peter Blondin,
Henry Dufresne, two of Simpson’s step-
sons, two Indians and two squaws. Thess
prisoners are all well.

*(Signed) VAN STRAUBENZIE.”

Loud applause followed the reading of
the foregoing telegrams,

Hon. Mr. Laurier craved the indulgence
of the house to read a despatch from the
Northwest published extensively within
the past few days, which stated that Riel,
who is in prison at Regine, is manacled in
irons. Mr. Laurier said his object in
reading this despatch was merely to call
the attention of the government to the
matter. It seemed to him that to manacle
a prisoner could not be justified, except in
very rare circumstances indeed, and when
it is absolutely indispensable. He did not
desire to be understood as saying that the
treatment is not justifled, but it did not
seem to beso from the circuinstances of
the case which were in pessession of the
government., He hoped the government
would make inguiry and see that the
prisoner be not subjected to any more re-
straint than necessary.

Sir Johu Macdonald said he had not
seen the despaten referred to. A prisoner
before trial should not be subjected to any
greater restraint than absolutely nrcessary
for the purpose of securing his safe cus-
tody. The house knew that there was a
great lack of safe imprisonment at Regina.
However, he would immediately com-
maunicate by telegraph with Regina and
ascertain what the facts are, and if there
hasbeen any restraint other than seg-
regation he would ascertain the reasons for
such.

Irish Affairs- A Diplomatic Illness.

A London despatzh says,—Lord Hart-
ington's illness at Dublin on Thursday
must be regarded as of a diplomatic char-
acter, so suddenly\and remarkably did it
come and go.

“Under these circumstances he
would not venture to speak about coer-
cion, and could not deliver his address
without doing so. Therefore his diplo-
matic cold and fever. He left Dublin for
London next day. and the inspired para-
graph in the morning papers to-day say-
ing his lordship hasnearly recovered from
the effects of his sudden indisposition,
reads like satire. This explanation 1is
contirmed by the fact that Sir Charles
Dilke refused to take Lord Hartington’s
place for the speech, and left for Dublin
immediately. If all was well,jwhy should
not Sir Charles Dilke have gone to Bel-
fast rather than disappoint a thousand in-
fluential Liberals assembled frem all parts
of Ireland by special invitation. In view
of the fact that the existence of the Gov-
ernment was centering round the guestion
of the Irish Crimes Act, it is very im.

Capture of Ehartoum.

TWENTY THOUSAND LIVES DESTROYED BY
THE MAHDI'S TROOPS.

The Cairo correspondent of The Paris
Temps has sent to that newspsaper an
account of the capture of Khartoum by an
eye-witness, Ahmed Mahommed Saleh, a
sergeant of the Egyptian army, who was
in the neighbourhoeod of the Palace occu-
pied by General Gordon, but has just
escaped from the conquered town. He
arrived safe at Assonan on the 27th of
April last. His narration, literally trans.
lated from the Arabic, is as follows :

Khartoun was on the point of being
reduced to famin& All kinds of food
were sélling at exorbitant prices. In the
course of one night the rebels, numbering
25,000, under the command of Walad el
Nogan, filled up the ditches outside the
town. That operation could be carried
out in consequence of the treasou of sev-
eral of General Gordon's officers—prinei-
pally Farag Pasha, Ahmed Bey, Ali Gelab,
and Hassan Bey el Bagnischani.

At day-break while the inhabitants
were still asleep, the soldiers of Mohammed
Ahmed entered the town, shouting, and
began to massacre all those whom they
met. Then they attacked the Palace of
the Governor-General, who after having
killed two of his assailants, was over-
powered by numbers. His Lead was cut
offand taken to- the Mahdi. The slaugh-
ter and pillage continued until mid-day.

Towards sunset, the Ababdehs, who act
as spies for the rebels, warned them of the
approach of vessels coming from the n rth
with soldiers amd provisions. Tiese
troops coming to the rescue of the town,
were obliged to turn back; and two vessels
were destroyed. If the English had
reached Khartoum a few hours earlier they
would have saved the town, which was
_well fortified, and contained a garrison of
18,000 men. The greater number of these
were killed. The Shaggiehs pefiged to a
man in this slaughter.

Three days after the occupation the
rebels put to death Farag Pasha and
Ahmed Bey. As regards the third traitor,
Hassan Bey el Bagnischani, he was spared,
and has joined the troops of the Mahdi.
The correspondent adds, that the
women of Khartoum were sold as slaves,
after a number had been wycd by Mo-
hammed Ahmed and some of his chiefs.
The dead amounted to more than 20,000,
The bodies, under the instruction of Mo-
hammed Ahmed, were lying unburied.
The Mahdi lives at Omdurman, a village
on the right bank of the Bahr el Abrad,
commanding the route to Kordofan, . He
