A storm, having all the dreary bleak­
ness of March, struck the city early 
this morning, 
two and seven snow fell in large quan­
tities and was whirled into deep drifts 
by the terrific gusts of wind. Not since 
1894 has the city been visited by such 
a chilly April blizzard.

About three o’clock yesterday after­
noon a brisk wind set in from the 
northeast. It soon increased to a high 
velocity and early in the evening had 
assumed the proportions of a gale. At 
times it came in sudden breath-taking 
gusts that held the pedestrian tip in 
his path. All night the wind maintain­
ed its high velocity, once reaching the 
mark of forty-eight miles an hour.

The stormiest period was between 
midnight and four o'clock this morn­
ing. The snow had almost ceased to 
fall about seven o’clock this morning. 
The precipitation, though not more than 
half an inch, drifted in some places as 
high as three and four feet. The pros­
pect to the person whose thoughts were 
of spring with its increasing warmth 
and sunshine was decidedly depressing.

Between the hours of

to 27 degrees above zero, 
o’clock this morning the mercury stood 
at the freezing point, but at noen was 
considerably above freezing.

Today’s storm could hardly comparé 
with the big April storm of 1894. The 
storm of that year set In on the 8th at 
about seven o’clock in the afternoon. 
All that night and all the following day 
till about six in the afternoon it snow­
ed inoeesantly, the low temperature 
preserving the snow. The precipitation 
as recorded at the Meterological Ob­
servatory was nineteen inches, but in 
some places the snow was piled up In 
drifts six feet high, 
tremendously high from'the northeast, 
some of the gusts attaining the velocity 
of fifty miles an hour. The fall of 
snow was the heaviest of the winter 
and the storm was the worst April bliz­
zard up to that date, and has not since 
been surpassed.

The April of last year was not dis­
similar to the present month. On the 
17th and 18th there was snow with a 
low temperature prevailing.
26th of the April of 1903 a squall accom­
panied by sleet chilled the people who 
had Just previously been enjoying some 
warm spring Weather.

Irish Nationist Leader Says it Will 
be a Leading Issue in the 

English Elections,

DUBLIN, April 2L—The annual Na­
tionalist convention at the Mansion 
House here today was well attended 
and excited much enthusiasm. 
Redmond, who presided at the opening 
proceedings, said the Unionist govern­
ment and party were In the condemned 
cell waiting for the execution of the 
sentence which had been pronounced 
on them and' In all human probability 
it wae reserved tor the representatives 
of Ireland to give the final blow which 
would end their existence, 
denied Ireland home rule, had broken 
their pledges and had introduced a 
budget which would Impose an addi­
tional burden of $2,600,COO yearly on Ire­
land. The question of home rule was 
again becoming a leading factor in 
English elections, and at the dissolution 
of parliament It would be found to be 
a deciding factor as to what govern­
ment should rule the empire.
