Arrested.
NEW YORK, Jan. 7.—Mrs. Lem» 

Wiedman, a manicurist, with an estab­
lishment ln the Hotel Endicbtt at 81st 
street and Columbus avenue, was shot 
and killed at her apartments, 80 West 
82nd street tonight during a quarrel in 
which three other persons were prob­
ably fatally wounded. Mrs. Wiedman, 
who was 36 yeais of age, was shot 
twice through the body and stabbed 
twice in the neck.

George Fallon, a florist, with a 
place of business at 81st street and 
Columbus avenue, received a bullet 
wound in the body, and at the hos­
pital to which he was removed it was 
said that he would die. He was placed 
under arrest.

An unidentified man, the fourth 
member of the party, vas cut about 
the throat. While Fallon was techni­
cally charged with the shooting, the 
police at a late hour had been unable 
to learn little of the origin. of the 
trouble.

The second man was later identified 
as Fred Braman, of No. 261 West 
153rd street, fiance of Miss Ratel. His 
injuries are less serious and he will re­
cover. The cutting was dene with a 
razor, and Fallon is charged with hav­
ing murdered Mrs. Wiedman.

McAuliffe was nevèr beaten for the 
title. At a big benefit given him in 
New York in 1896 he sparred six rounds 
with “Kid” La vigne and formally 
turned over the title to the Michigan 
boy. Lavigne won the championship 
of England June 1 of that year by 
knocking out Jim Burge ln London in 
17 rounds. Lavigne was then admit­
ted to be chamnlon lightweight of the 
world, and he Sjld the title until July 
3, 1899,when he lost a decision to Frank 
Erne in 20 rounds at Buffalo.

LIVERPOOL IS AGITATED OVER THE
WITHDRAWAL OF WHITE STAR LINE

♦♦

FREDERICTON, Jan. 7,—A meeting 
of the council of the Fredericton Board 
of Trade was held this afternoon at 
the city council chamber and a vigor­
ous protest entered by that body 
against the abolishing of the American 
consular agency in this city. The pre­
sident, J. J. Weddall, presided, and 
those present included W. M. Lemont, 
Aid. Colter, J. D. McKay, G. Y. Dib- 
blee, John Palmer, J. D. Phlnney, J. 
M. Wiley, F. B. Edgecombe, Aid. Scott, 
C. F. Chestnut and G. W. McCready.

Aid. Scott addressed the meeting at 
some length, describing the great In­
justice that would be done to the city 
in abolishing the agency. He spoke of 
file business that his firm had carried 
on the past year In the exportation of 
lumber. During the last twelve months 
they had’ shipped no less than six hun­
dred car loads of {umber, which at 
$2,50 per car meant $1,5C0 which they 
had paid Into the agency. Under the 
new order to get a certificate the state­
ment of shipment would have first to 
be sent to St. John, which meant at 
least a delay of one day hefbre a car 
could be sent forward. For every day’s 
delay demurrage had to be paid at the 
rate of one dollar, so It could be easily 
estimated the great expense his firm 
would be put to on this account. It 
meant hundreds of dollars, as their 
business was on the Increase.

His firm was not the only one affect­
ed. There were the Babbitt Mills, York 
and Sunbury Mills, John Palmer and 
Co., not to mention many others. Mr, 
Scott cited several other cases in which 
injustice could be done. Only a few 
days ago a party wishing to remove to 
the States had to go all the way to 
St. John, pay his expenses in order to 
get a certificate, whereas if there was 
an agency here the cost would have 
been but $2.50.

Aid. Scott moved a lengthy resolution 
which was seconded by John Palmer 
and passed unanimously. This resolu­
tion regrets the action taken by the 
United States, and sets forth the great 
inconvenience that would be done this 
locality.

It would cripple the lumber business 
and trade generally and recommended 
the sending of a delegate to Washing­
ton.

Several of those present spoke on the 
resolution. The meeting elected J. D. 
Phlnney as Its delegate to go to Wash­
ington. A second resolution was also 
passed appointing a committee consist­
er Messrs. Phlnney, Chestnut and 
Palmer to Interview the City Council 
and ask their co-operation and the ap­
pointing of a delegate to go to Wash­
ington along with Mr, Phlnney.

VSMITH’S FISH MARKET.live of the Associated Press was offi­
cially informed that though no Imme­
diate changes were expected, It is sim­
ply a question at time when the line 
will avail itself of the facilities offered 
by channel ports.

There was an unconfirmed rumor in 
Liverpool tonight that two other line's 
contemplated transferring some of 
their steamers to other ports.

This movement also Is likely to exert 
considerable influence upon the mari­
time importance of Liverpool and 
Southampton. '

Another feature of the proposed 
change which is arousing strong feel­
ing Is the effect on the arrival of the 
American malls. It is contended that 
the malls will be greatly delayed by 
the adoption of the Southampton route.

At the monthly meeting of the Ur­
ban Council of Queenstown, held today, 
this aspect of the change was strongly 
criticised. It was pointed out that to 
send the malls to Southampton would 
Inconvenience two-thirds of the busi­
ness people of England and the whole 
of Scotland and Ireland. The commit­
tee of the council was appointed to con­
sider the whole matter.

LONDON, Jan. 7,—The decision of 
the White-Star Line to remove part of 
Its service fronV Liverpool to South­
ampton is considered to be a significant 
and far-reaching movement on the part 
of the British lines to regain control of 
the passenger traffic to and from the 
continent.

The German and American lines have 
been gradually absorbing the cream of 
the passenger traffic at continental 
points, as thèlr landings at Cherbourg 
and Southampton tapped all Europe, 
whereas Liverpool tapped only Eng­
land and some of the northern Euro­
pean traffic. The great tide of Ameri­
can tourists desired flexibility of 
Toutes, permitting them to arrive and 
depart at or from the continent as well 
as from England, which Increased the 
disadvantage of Liverpool. The White 
Star removal therefore challenges for­
eign control of the continental trade, 
and It Is generally considered to be pre­
liminary to similar action on the part 
of other British lines, particularly the 
Cunard line.

this invasion by colonials and other 
outsiders? Many were the predictions 
and surmises as to the influences which 
might be exerted on the university by 
the hundreds of new students. But now 
after several years’ test it Is seen that 
the great old college goes on as before, 
that no appreciable differences may be 
noted, and that the students instead of 
effecting the atmosphere of the British 
seat of learning are Instead becoming 
Oxfordized.

Now, the other question arises, what 
effect will these graduates have on the 
progress of their respective countries? 
This will not be answered for probably 
another generation, but as pointed out 
by Dr. Parkin, there is every reason to 
believe that In the yeare to come these 
students will by their absorption of 
British ideas tend to influence the des­
tinies of their home lands. Thirty years 
from now six or seven hundred Cana­
dian graduates from Oxford will be 
among the leading men in this country, 
for their education is of such a nature 
to develop whatever abilities they may 
possess as leaders in public "life and the 
whole -tendency of this group will be 
toward the introduction of British 
ideals. Yet on the other hand, the 
Canadian nationality is of so pronoun­
ced a type that their endeavors may be 
almost without result.

At last there is a definite proposition 
regarding a site for the drill hall, A 
majority of the militia officers, after 
disagreeing for years, have decided 
that the Shamrock grounds will be 
suitable. They are not all of this opin­
ion, it seems, but enough are united 
to wield the balance of influence and 
Sir Frederick Borden will doubtless be 
impressed with the present manifesta­
tion of harmony.

But now there is a united opinion and 
it would be most unfortunate if any 
of those who have not given sufficient 
thought to the matter and who have 
an idea that no one else has done so, 
were to butt in and by suggesting fur­
ther consideration spoil the effect of 
years of discussion. There may be 
faults with the Shamrock grounds, but 
there are also advantages, both being 
fully realized by the militiamen, the 
ones most concerned, and the strongest 
argument in favor of the site named is 
that It is looked upon as being the best 
available by the men who will use the 
building the most.

Thirty years ago, after a most bril­
liant university career, Gerlach be­
came domestic chaplain to Baron Bald- 
acsy, a wealthy Hungarian nobleman, 
and on the death of the Baron, took 
advantage of his position in the house 
to appropriate securities and Jewelry 
worth nearly $50,000.

He told his confessor that in order to 
divert suspicion of the theft from him­
self he determined to lead a beggar’s 
life for ten years, when any prosecu­
tion would be barred by the statute of 
limitations, and he would be able to 
Invest his Ill-gotten gains and live on 
the interest.

By the end of the ten years how­
ever, the habits of the beggar and the 
miser had gained so firm a hold on him 
that he never took advantage of his 
wealth to change his manner of life.

J. J. Quinn, were on the fourth floor 
when the floors buckled in from each 
corner. Then men In the centre of the 
floors were carried down with the fall­
ing timbers. Quinn was half buried 
in hot bricks and burned timbers, but 
was found and carried to the street.

When the fire was under control a 
round-up of the firemen showed that 
Thomas Lennon, Daniel J. Campbell 
arc! John Seifert were missing. A 
search for them was at once begun, 
but it was soon believed positively 
that all three were dead. Hours af­
terwards Lennon’s body was found 
and It was night when the startling 
communication from Seifert was re­
cognized.

Former Police Sergeant Campbell 
an uncle of Fireman Campbell, who 
was outside the building, awaiting to 
hear of the discovery of his nephew’s 
body, heard the news of Seifert’s dis­
covery, and It was at first supposed 
that Campbell was also alive, from 
what Seifert said. But it developed 
that Campbell was probably dead, and 
the old ex-policeman’s hope was quick­
ly dashed and he burst into tears.

As quickly as possible after Seifert’s 
voice was heard an ambulance with 
Dr. Eeuwakesk was called from the 
Hudson Street Hospital. A rubber tube 
three feet long and half an inch in 
diameter with a funnel arrangement 
at one end such as is used in the hos­
pitals as a stomach pump was intro­
duced into a hole in the debris which 
the workers made and lowered so that 
Seifert could apply his mouth to it.
Through this stimulants were admin­
istered and afterwards two cups of 
strong hot coffee.

After receiving the stimulant Seifert 
said he felt better.
