Belgian Army Strong.

In the Vosges Mountain theartillery
fighting is reported to be very heavy,
although no actions’ have been men-
tioned in the war office staftements
issued at Paris and Berhn.

One of the most encouraging fea-
tures of the war news may be found
in he fact that the Belgian army, re-
organized and ready for battle, has
taken over the important coast sec-
tor in Flanders. This part of the
western front has heretofore been held
by the French, although British troops
have made their appearance there at
various periods.

! British forces for action elsewhere
on the front demonstrates that the

Denounce Aﬁgp of German
Which After
Carries on War in Russia.

Sign . Peace

London, Mar, 18—The foreign office
tonight issued a statement embody-
ing a protest of the entente premiers
and foreign ministers assembled in
London against Germany’s action, in
the name of German peace, toward
the Russian people, The protest con-
culdes: “Peace is loudly advertised,
but under the disguise of verbal pro-
fessions, lurk the brutal realflies of
war and the untempered rule of a law-
less forces.

“Peace treaties such as these we do
not and cannot acknowledge. Our
own ends are very different. We are
fighting, and mean to continue fight-
ing, in order to finish once for all,
with this policy of plunder, and to es-
tablish in its place the peaceful
reign of organized justice.

“As incidents of this long war un-
roll themselves before our eyes, more
and more clearly do we perceive that
th battles for freedom arg every-
where inter-dependent; that no separ-
ate enumeration of them is needed
and that in every case the single, but
allsufficient, appeal is to justice and
right.

“Are justice anmd right going to
win? Insofar as the issue depends
on battles yet to come, the nations
whose fate is in the balance may sure-
ly put their trust in the armies,
which, even under conditions more
difficult than the present, have shown
themselves more than equal to the
great cause entrusted to their valor.”

When they
did not return to work in Moncton
Monday morning it was supposed they
had been detained at their homes and
no special inquiries were made as to
their absence although it was thought
strange they would absent themselves
from work without an explanation,
particularly as they were known to be
prompt and reliable in this respect in
the past.

News that the young men had not been
at work came as considerable of a
surprise to their friends at home. Still
no thought that they had perished in
the storm was seriously entertained.
Enquiries as to their possible where-
abouts were started at their boarding
houses in Moncton, and friends else-
where were communicated wtih, but
no trace could be found of the missing
men.
Friends Alarmed.

Then friends became alarmed, fear-
ing that they had perished in the
awful blizzard in Memramcook Valley
on the night they set out across the
marsh for the C. G. R. station, and this
morning a party started out to search
the marshes.

About one o'clock this afternoon
Placide Cormier found one of the bod-
ijes on the ice of the Memramcook
river. The head was protruding from
a snow drift. The ghastly find soon
led to the discovery of the other two
bodies close by, completely buried be-
neath the snow. That the young men
had perished from cold was evidenced
by the fact that the clothing carried
by Gaudet in a grip had been taken
out and wrapped about their faces and
bodies in an effort to keep themselves
warm. Whether the young men were
following the main road to the C. G.
R. or were taking a short cut across
the marsh and became lost and be-
wildered in the blinding snow storm
is not definitely known.

Probably Lost Way.

A report says that they were taking
a short cut across the marsh in which
event it would be much easier to lose
their way. The bodies were found
practically huddled together about
half way across the ice on the river
where they apparently became ex-
hausted and made a last fight for life.

The sad fate of the three young men

Express Sunday night for work

in the prime of life is one of the grims
est tragedies kmown in the provincéd
for many years.

Aurele J. Gaudet would have been
twenty-three years old today. He was
a son of Joseph (Gaudet of Conner's
Cove. He had been employed in the
C. G. R. lumber yard, Moncton, sirfce
last August. He was to have been
married soon. Andrew Belliveau, aged.
thirty, was a son of Edward Belliveaty,
of Beaumont'’s, four miles from Mems
ramcook station. He was a painter‘in
the employ of Allan McDonald of
Moncton. Philip Belliveau, aged twen-
ty-one, was«the son of Andre Belli-
veau, of Beliveau Village, and nephew
of Rt. Rev. Mgr. Belliveau of Grand
Digue. He was a machinist apprentice
in the C. G. R, having entered the
service February 27 last. Gaudet was
a brother of Camille Gaudet of the
Provincial Bank staff, Moncton.

No inquest will be held and the
funerals of all three victims will be
held Wednesday morning.

Germany Took Losing Side in Several lntem-
tional Events and Blundered Grievously in Es-
pousing Austria’s Cause in the Balkans—How
World War Could Have Been Prevented.

# memorandum written by Prince
Lichnowsky, German ambassador at,
London when the war began, which is
published in the Pilitiken, organ ot
the extreme left of the Soclalists. The
memorandum was written in August,
1916, for the purpose of explaining and
justifying to personal friends his posi-
tion, which had been assailed.

After describing the circumstances !
which led to his appointment in 191..‘
as ambassador to England, Prince
Lichnowsky says the moment un-
doubtedly was favorable for a new at-
tempt to establish a better footing
with England.

He continues:

Harrying the French.

“Our enigmatical Moroccan policy
had repeatedly shaken confidence in
our peaceful disposition. An Austrian
colleague who was long in Paris sald
to me: ‘If the French begin to forget
their desire for revenge ror the Franco-
Prussian war, you regularly remind

them of it by treading heavily on their}

toes.’

“After the rejection of the attempt
of Delcasse (then French foreign min-
ister) to reach an agreement concern-
fng Morocco and after declaring that
we had no political interests there, we
suddenly recognized in Abd-El-Aziz
(then Sultan of Morocco) a Kruger
aumber two. Our attitude promoted
the Russo-Japanese and Russo-British
rapproachments. In the face of the
German peril all other conflicts fell
into the background. The possibility
of a new Franco-German war had be-
come evident.”

Attempted Agreement.

Prince Lichnowsky goes on to say
that on his arrival in London he found
Sir Edward (now Viscount) Grey
(then British foreign secretary) had
not given up the idea of reaching an
agreement with Germany, and as a be-
ginning made an attempt in economic
and colonial spheres. The aim of the
British statesman was not to isolate
Germany, but to induce Germany to
take part in the already established
concert by removing the causes of
friction between England and Ger-
many, and to secure the peace of the
world by a network of agreements.

Describing the situation at the time
of the Balkan war, Prince Lichnowsky
says two policies were open to Ger-
many; either to act as an impartial
mediator and seek a stable settlement |
|in accordance with the wishes of the
Balkan peoples or to conduct a strict
{triple alliance policy. The prince re-
| commended the former, he says, but!
the German foreign office decided on,
the latter, thus taking a stand on the
slde of the Turkish and Magyar op-
pressors of the Balkuan peoples.

A Fatal Blunder.

This the prince describes as a fatal
blunder, which was all the more strik-
ing since a sudden Franco-Russian
assault, which alone could justify a
triple aliance policy, could have been
ruled out of German calculations. It
was not only unnecessary but danger-
ous, Prince Lichnowsky declares, to
pay attention to Austria’'s wishes,
since to look at eastern questions
through Austrian spectacles could but
lead to a collision with Russia and &
world war, besides alienating the Bal-
kan peoples.

“As usual, we stood on the wrong
side,” he adds. ‘“We have always rid-
den horses whose collapse could be
foreseen—Kruger, Abd-El-Aziz, Abdul
Hamid (deposed Sultan of Turkey).
and Willlam of Wied (former ruler of
Albania), and finally we came to grief
in the stable of Berchtold (former
Austro-Hungarian foreign minister,
whose shaping of Austria-Hungary's
foreign policy was partly responsible
for the war.)”

Most Rev. John Healy, Archbishop of
Tuam, died on Saturday. He had
occupied this archbishophric since
1903.

Archbishop Healy was born at

Elphin, Ireland, in 1841, was educated
at Maynooth, where he was a profes-
sor for years; was for 12 years Coad-
jutor Bishop of Conflert, and for seven
years bishop previous to his transfer
to Tuam. The See of Tuam was
founded in the sixth century, and be-
came metropolitan in the twelfth
century. Archbishop Healy was the
author of several books, including
a life of St. Patrick. He was a mem-
ber of the irish Board of Agriculture,
and held other important positions.

After having gone through the most
severe winter for many years there
is a class of residents in the city who
are giving a welcome to the approach
of warmer weather. While it is be-
lieved that the severity of the weath-
er during the past winter has caused
considerable hardship and suffering
with some of the poorer class in the
city, persons Who have been identi-
fled with charitable institutions and
relief work say that matters are not
half so bad as some people would be-
lieve have existed, Théy state that
there has been a certain amount of
suffering, and that these cases have
been comparatively few, and that con-
ditions have been marked by a great
improvemnt over pwevious  winters,
This it is ¢laimed is somewhat due to
the churches and charitable institu-
tions being well organized to meet
the existing conditions. Citizens
have responded to all appeals for
help, and in this manner many cases
of want were immediately attended
to.

Another person who has more to do
with cases of charity states that won-
ditions during the past winter have
been the worst in many years.

One person who has a great amount
of work to do among the class of peo-
ple who receive charity stated to the
Standard yesterday that Prohibjtion
was the reason for matters bping
much better last winter than in pre-
vious ones for in many cases where
men neglected their families and
spent their wages for liquor, these
men have in most cases got clear of
drink and accordingly their families
have ben more comfortably cared for.
Then again there has been plenty of
work for every man who wished it
and the wages paid have been good,
so that real want and misery could
be only found in very few cases.

In most cases of poverty that have
been investigated during the winter
they have been foundsto be due
chiefly to shiftlessness, and where a
mother of children received quite a
sufficient amount of money to, look
after her family her own mismanage-
ment was the cause of that famlly
being cold, poorly clad, and in most
cases in want for good nourishing
food.

Cases have been known where a
mother had been receiving eaore mon-
ey monthly than ever before, and
still 1t has been so misffianaged that
her family has had to regeive the at-
tention and assistance from charita-
ble people, where had she used the
money received in proper manner she
and her children could have lived
comfortably.

Say Conditions Not So Very Bad--Others Claim
Conditions the Worst for Many Years — Many
Families Have Suffered During the Severe
Weather—Housing Conditions Poor — Neglect
of Children Deplorable.

Of course it must be taken into con-

past winter and undoubtably some-
thing will be done this summer in an
attempt to make matters better for
the next winter.

Oné person who has a great deal
to do with looking into conditions
among the poorer classes during the
past winter remarked to the Stamnd-
ard yesterday, that poor people must
look after their cents during the
coming summer and they will have
to be just as sparing on their expen-
diture during the summer months as
they have been in the winter, for he
had no doubt that conditions as far
as the price of fuel and food would
be higher and the only thing for them
to do was to be careful with every
cent and prepare for the next winter.
The Agent for the Children's Aid
Soclety has had occasion to witness
conditions during the past fall and
winter that are almost appalling and
one could hardly believe that people
could live under some of the condit-
ions.

In pome of the tenements that the
Agent has visited the overcrowding
is almost beyond discription. Last
fall he visited a house near Fairville
where three families resided in an ap-
artment that was hardly large enough
for one family to live in with any
comfort. Assistance could be given
to such but it was impracticable to
turn the people out of doors for there
was no other appartments that were
better for them that they could af-
ford to pay the higher rent.

The Agent said yesterday that dur-
ing his term of office he found that
there has been a great deal of wilful
neglect of cliildren in some quarters.
Mothers have allowed their children
to roam the streets at all hours, they
were kept dirty and very poorly clad,
and the home conditions were any-
thing but comfortable, In some cases
when some of these children were
brought before the police court the
mothers have been reprimanded and
fined for the actions of their child-
ren who would have no doubt been
better youngsters if they had the
proper care and guidance. It was
only yesterday morning in the juven-
ile court that a boy appeared before
the magistrate having been picked up
on the streets late Sunday night. The
boy was given a reprimand and his
mother who was in court was fined
eight dollars, |

Another case which come for in-
vestigation yesterday by the Agent
was one of the worst that he has had
to deal with. He visited a house in
which resided a woman and her six
children. The husband is overseas
fighting for his country and the wom-
an is in receipt of the tidy sum of
seventy-two dollars a month. What
she does with the amount of money is
only known to herself but the con-
dition of the home and that of the in-
mates was most deplorable. It was
ten o'clock in the morning when Rev.
Mr. Scott the agent visited the house
and at that time he found the six
children all huddled together in the
one bed, three were at the head of
the bed and three at the foot and the
half dozen youngsters who ranged be-

at the head of the house the family

worst winters, and with thrift and
coming summer they will be better
able to cope with conditions next
winter having learned a lesson dur-
ing the past months

The poorer class of residents have
found that the high cost of foodstuffs
and fuel are not the only things that
they have to cope with, one import-
ant item is rent, and as the years
pass along it seems that the rents
are being increased while the gpart-
ments in which they reside are not
made better or as comfortable as they
were years ago when the rents were
very much lower. A poor family
must reside in a flat where the cost

of the same comes Within their
means, and where they can only af-
ford to pay a small rent they must
certainly be obliged to reside in a

flat that is anything but comfortable.
There is also quite a lot of over-
c¢rowding in some sections of the eity
and many of the houses where the
poorer class are obliged to reside
are unsanitary, but the Board of
Health is trying to cope with this
problem. The great difticulty how-
ever is to find other quarters for peo-
ple if the house in which they reside
is closed up, some quarters may
be ohtained but this class of people
can't afford to pay the rent for the
better class of quarters. Many poor
families have suffercd considerably
during the past winter on account
of the cold for the simple reason that
the houses are so constructed that it
is impossible to heat them during the
cold weather, the families have plenty
of fuel but it is always a case of
keeping close to the stove, and while
their faces are warm their backs are
freezing, not to say the discomfort
that they endured in the bedrooms.

In many cases during the past win-
ter some men have found that they
could not afford to pay for a few tons
of coal at the high prices asked, and
small paper bags of charcoal, or a
barrel of soft coal at a time has
been their manner of buying, with
the result that this means of keeping
their fires burning has cost them
more in the long run, but they have
not been able to get enough money
together at one time to pay for their
coal by the ton and still have enough
to pay cash for their food.

Referring to the people, who rather
than lend ald to those in want, ad-
vanced as their reason, that there
wasg plenty of work for any one who
wanted to.earn a living, the lady said
that she had experienced many cases
where a man wag unable to do heavy
work and his ability and education
wag not sufficient to warrant him
accepting other situations of a light-
er nature. The lady instanced on#
case in particular where a man, wil-
fing and eager to work took out a
card in the ’'longshoremen's associa-
tion, but owing to his health was un-
able to do the work assigned to him.
“This man was desirous of discharg-
ing the duties of father, and in no
way wanted ' to evade household re-
sponsibilities.
“We have received more calls for
assistance this winter than ever be-
fore,” continued the lady. “And so
sensitive are theé poor, that the first
caution uttered by them is please
Mrs. do not let the papers
know about this’ Many cases of
elderly people who are too nice for
the Alms House have come before
the notice of the charity workers.
These people are able during the sum-
mer months to make a living, but are
obliged to geek a little assistance dur-
ing the winter months. Another fea-
ture which is accountable for the
conditions. that existed was the high
cost of‘living. In some instances al-
though men with large families were
working every day their salaries,
which have remained the same, were
not sufficient to meet the demands |
of the household. Although there has
been a 'big increase in the price of
foodstuffs the laborer’s pay has re-|
mained th esame.” \
Then again the scarcity of coal and
the intensity of the cold caused much
suffering among the poorer classes.
As the majority of the poor people,
and in some cases men of moderate
means, were obliged to purchase coal
by the bag, the cost of keeping the
fires going almost doubled the cost
incurred by those who were sufficient-
ly well off to purchase coal in larger
quantities.
“] suppose some people try to im-
pose upon you,” ventured The Stand-
ard representative. ‘No, it is remark-
able how seldom we come across this,”
replied the lady. “We did experience
one case where a lady would move
from one section of the city to anoth-
er and the tale she unfolded to the
residents of the community in which
she settled was so pitible as to evoke
their sympathy, but when the case
was looked into, it was found that
she made it a practice of changing
her name, so it did not take us long
to find her out.”
As to sickness among the poorer
class, the lady said that although it
had been stated that there was not
much sickness in St. John during the
winter, she differed from this state-
ment, as during her visits among the
people much sickness was met with.
“How could you expect otherwise
considering the housing conditions
these people are compelled to put up
with?” queried the lady. “Some of
the people are obliged to live in damp
cellars, poorly ventilated and dimly
lighted. Here it is that they are com-
pelled to pass away their life.” The
lady remarked that it would not only
be a work of charity to erect a num-
ber of tenement houses, but in her
opinion it would be an investment.
She referred to the housing conditions
in Toronto for this particular class
of people, and stated that it had been
found most beneficial where such
tenement houses had been erected.
Each house had its front yard, and a
nice clean place in the rear for the
hanging of clothes, and at the same
time furnishing a suitable place for
the little children to play.
“The Prohibition Act has assisted
in ameliorating conditions in the
city,” stated the lady. ‘“The effect of
this act can be seen in many of the
homes. However some of the men
are still able to obtain liquor, which
is more deadly thap poison in many
cases.” concluded the lady.

“Jek™ Clements, the Soldier
Boxer, Went Away on
Leave and Was Married—
Wedding Took Place in

All Packages Containing Spitr-
its Bear Label as to What is
Inside—Chatham Robbery.

Chatham, Mar. 18—One of the pro-
visions of the N. B. Prohibition Act
requires that every package which
contains spirituous liquor be plainly
labelled accordingly—‘This case con-
tains 12 bottles of wine,’ “This barrel
contains whisky,” ete., etc. This in-
formation greatly facilitates the theft
of liquor by those who have access to
frelght cars and freight sheds, It
makes their mouths water and sug-
gestively invites them to help them-
selves, with the result that packages
are opened daily and liquid goods
stolen,

A barrel of goods for a Chatham
druggist, in which were some bottles
of gin and brandy, were robbed of
most of the liquor a few days ago, and
the barrel had been so cleverly open-
ed and rehooped and reheaded that
the rajlway authoriifies refused to
admit the possibility of its having
been opened in transit. Some of the
thirsty thieves are evidently provided
with tools for opening cases and bar-
rels in so workmanlike a manne: as
to leave mno trace.

Man-
ning provide for the making of one
of the biggest and safest harborg on
the Atlantic coast, and at practically
the same expense that would be en-
tailed in a smaller proposition. By a
system of breakwaters he would in-

up in the harbor and provide accom-

dati for 93 when the
work was complete. He proposes_to
do away with the ferry amd build &
bridge across the harbor at the upper
end of Navy Island thus leaving the
entire West Side slips ' for ocean
traflic. On the east side of the har-
bor he woula have al] the small craft
cared for at the upper end and have
ocean berths up to the present ferry
whart.

He advocates first the enclos! of
the harbor with breakiwateps.
plan callg for the extension of Negro-
town breakwater to Partridge Island
across the island and 1,000 feet east-
ward from the southeast end of the
Island. Then comes & 1,200 foot
channel and another breakwater 3,000
feet long lying east and west across
the present mouth of the harbor. A
third breakwater would run from Red
Head in a northwesterly direction
léaving a 2,000 foot channel between
this and the big one. This he terms
the walls of the house and claims that
when a person ig building they might
as well build big enough for time.

It has been said that a breakwater
could not be built at the mouth of the
harbor but Lieut. Manning has seen
them built in just as exposed posi-
tions ag the one referred fte, and
claims the same method of construc-
tion could be used successfully here.
He proposes to build the breakwater
with a core of concrete, a rubber
centre 340 feet wide at the bottom
and faced with ten ton granite blocks
laid at an angle of about twenty de-
grees.

After the breakwaters have been
built the next step wounld be to build
a concrete wall around the round reef
below the Ballast Whart this
would make two sides of a trigpgle
with berths for steamers. The west-
ern face of this would be 4,300 feet
long and the Courtenay Bay face
4,150 feet long. He also advocates
the building of another large whart
just inside the Negrotown breakwater
and these with the present berths
would give accommodation for forty
steamers.

Lieut. Manning estimates that the
three breakwaters and the wharves
mentioned could be bullt for about
$5,000,000 exclusive of the drediging,
and if this plan were adopted a much
larger harbor would be available at
about the same expenditure that a
smaller programme would entail.
