R^vd. Fathers and Brethren :
Permit us as unworthy fellow-laborers 

with you in the Kingdom and patience of Our 
Lord Jesus Christ, to greet you in the name of 
our common Lord, and to pray that at this time 
while you are assembled to consult for the pros­
perity of the Church and the enlargement of her 
borders, that the spirit of wisdom, and of a sound 
mind may be given, and tbat’brotherly love and 
peace may reign among ycfti. ' ;

We esteem it at this time, dear Fathers and 
Brethren, our duty to address you upon a subject 
in which we, as Ministers in common with those 
under our charge, believe that a sympathy of feel­
ing will be exercised by you towards' us. A sub­
ject which awakens in us peculiar sensations, by 
the remembrance of by-gone days, when th% can­
dle of the Lord did shine upon us, and'as the 
honoured instruments of which light, many who

the remembrance of them is painful to us, we

Placed in à-situation in which we could not 
conscientiously unite ourselves with the Canada 
Conference in its new relation, we availed our­
selves of the provisions made in tho fourth sec­
tion of the Discipline, in which, cases of emer­
gency were provided for. We have anting us a 
sufficient number of Elders to compose a general 
Conference, and duly elect and consecrate a Bish­
op, according to the order of Methodism; we have 

’ succeeded in organizing an annual Conference, 
and as far as possible to supply the wants of the 
members scattered in almost every part ot the 
Province.

We now address ourselves to you, Brethren, as I 
Ministers of the Methodist Episcopal Church; we 
recognize you as t»ur Fathers in tho Gospel, and 
in our low estate crave your consideration of us I 
We send the Rev. James Powley, and the Rev.
John Bailey, two Brethren highly esteemed by I 
us, who will make known to you more particular­
ly our circumstances ; we shall be rejoiced to find I 
Upon their return that we, through them, have | 
been recognized as your children, that they bring 
to us good tidings of your disposition to assist us 
with your advice, and that the favors formerly 
bestowed and gratefully received will'be per­
petuated.

Dearlt Beloved B*ithben :

Influenced by a deep interest for your 
welfare, we take the liberty of addressing you on v 
those subjects which we conceive to be msepara- ( 
bly connected with the interests of that branch of 
the Church of Christ with which you are associ­
ated. We cheerfully congratulate you on the in­
creasing prosperity of Zion, within tho bounds of * 
our labors, as well as elsewhere. God has been 
graciously pleased to pour out his spirit upon us, 
and many precious souls have been added to the e 
number of the flock of Christ But notwithstand- 
ing much has been done among us, there remains , 
much more to be effeccted or thousands will perish 
forever. Wet are aware that with regard to the * 
salvation of men much depends on the ministry j 
and we most humbly trust, that we feel no disposi­
tion to relax in any degree in our efforts to dis­
charge the numerous and highly responsible duties 
of our calling. At the same time, we are sensi­
ble we shall not be able to effect all that is need- 
tul to be done in this great and glorious enterprise, 
without the especial aid and unremitting co-opera­
tion of our brethren.

We'^ould therefore moet earnestly and affec­
tionately entreat you to become more than ever 
co-workers together with us, helping to build up 
and advance, the kingdom of our blessed Re­
deemer. To insure success in this extensive and 
not* enterprise, let our entire dependence be on 
the Great Head of the Church, and to secure his 
divine aid, let us lire near him, let our daily walk 
£e close with him, our conmiunioo deep, our union.
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now sav to you, dear-brethren, help in'his great

voMVnrTllJat !be prcsent time specially remind 
you ol the great importance of contending
estly for the faith that was once delivered to the 
saints. Let us walk by the same rule and mind 
the same things, and not only inquire for the good ' 
old paths, but walk therein. We would take the 
liberty still further to remind you of the great ne- 
cessity of looking after the temporal concerns of 
tne Church with increasing assiduity,

Your preachers, whilst they devote their time 
and talents of youth and manhood to the service 
of the Church and your best interests, are in may 
instances but partially provided for. Brethren, 
ought this to be the case? Is it not sufficient that 
they abandon every prospect of providing for 
themselves and families, against the times of infir­
mity and age, without being exposed to the most 
distressing embarrassments, while unreservedly 
employed in the service of tho Chureh? We 
feel confident that if this subject were properly 
understood, and its importance duly realized, .the 
proper remedy would be applied.

We would now call your attention to another 
important subject, which we think worthy of your 
special notice. The want of suitable accommoda­
tions for your preachers and their families is found 
to be an evil of no small magnitude amongst us, 
not only felt by those who have no houses of their

earn-
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own, but others will seriously embarrass the oper-*' 
lions of the Church. The wantj.tif1 /parsonages 
will induce many of the preachers tb procure situ­
ations of their own, in view çif something like 
permanent settlement for their tamilies. That 
being done, though they should travel for many 
years, they must either be accommodated with 
appointments convenient to their families, by 
which their usefulness is greatly diminished, if 
not wholly destroyed, in travelling the 
ground over and Over, or else occupy the time 
that should be spent in visiting from house to 
house, and in the discharge of other pastoral du­
ties, in travelling to and from their circuits. The 
preachers mind will be with his family, if at 
a distance, and more especially if he have a few 
acres of lend that depend on him for improve­
ment. To remedy this, let a suitable dwelling be 
provided and furnished in every circuit wherever 
it is practicable, to the end that those preachers 
xvho have no houses of their own may be accom­
modated, and leave such as have not without suf- 
cient excuse for not removing into the midst of 
those with whom they are appointed to labour.

The prosperity with which our operations have 
been attended during the past year, stimulates us 
to “go forward,” and the increase of numbers 
has exceeded our most sanguine expectations, 
being nearly doubled since our Idst Conference.

The accessions that have been made to the 
ministry will enable us to extend our operations 
much farther and more fully to supply the increas­
ing demands that have been made for our labours, 
all of which will appear from the accompanying 
minutes, and at the same time would remind-you, 
brethren, that we have not lost sight of the obli­
gation under which we are to our brethren in the 
United States, for the disposition manifested to- 
xvards us in the cordial reception of our delegates, I
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ftr God and h» Church, must be done without 

^ delay.—And now dearly beloved, pray for us that 
we may be preserved blameless.—We commend E * rou t0 .God and the word of his grace, whi>
