East of Epehy our troops raided the 
German lines on a wide front in the 
neighborhood of St. Quentin Canal and 
brought back prisoners. We improved 
our positions slightly during the night 
north of the Ypres-Mcnin road."

Paris, Aug. 21.—Counter-attacks of extreme vio­
lence were made by the Germans last night in an effort 
to recapture positions taken in the French offensive or.

The 
number of prisoners now exceeds 5,000.

The German attacks were especially severe at Avo- 
court Wood and north of Caurieres. Attacks also were 
made by the Germans without success on the Aisne 
front, near Cerny and Hurtebise.

“I resigned because of 
the Government’s inactivity and in- 
decision,” he stated.

Says Too Much Delay.
"Does your resignation imply that 

the military service act will not be 
put into effect before an election?”

"No, I wouldn't say that. It should 
have been made effective, however, 
with the least possible delay."

Asked if he thought the Govern- 
ment would be defeated on the con­
scription issue in case of a general 
election, Mr. Rogers said he wouldn’t 
like to say. But the most surpris- 
ing statement made by the Hon. 
Bob was that he had been always 
in favor of a union government, "as 
long as i-t was a union of the leaders 
on both sides of the House. I saw 
no reason for a union government 
which left the Opposition intact, 
however.”

Mum As To Cabinet.
The former minister said he was 

unable to say who would be the 
Liberals most likely to be taken into 
the cabinet, nor did he wish to have 
anything to say regarding the proba­
bility of the premier’s success in 
forming a new cabinet. He had 
nothing to say regarding his future 
plans, stating that he had come to 
Montreal on business, and was re­
turning to Ottawa this afternoon.

Please do not forget that 
French is known and understood by all 
the civilized world, and that if you have 
the pretension to belong to that class of 
people you should be able in Brantford 
to translate French into English when 
we write to you in that language. We 
notice, however, that you are fanatical 
as regards our tongue, and we will act 
likewise in future, so if you wish to 
continue doing business with us you 
must do all your correspondence in 
French. If you have no one in Brant- 

: ford able to write or understand French 
;as well as English, come to Quebec and 
you will find someone able to occupy 
this position.”

L’Action Catholique adds: "Let us all 
act like this Quebec house, and finally 
our language will be respected."

Do Not Judge Quebec

Washington, D. C., Aug. 21.—Lord 
Robert Cecil's statement in parliament 
yesterday that the entente govern­
ments would hold a conference before 
replying to Pope Benedict's peace pro­
posals, is understood at the state de­
partment as meaning that the govern­
ments will exchange views, not that 
there is to be a gathering of premiers 
or foreign ministers for a formal con­
ference. The American Government 
could not participate in such a gath­
ering for lack of time to send its rep- 
resentative, if for no other reason.

It is believed that the necessary 
measure of co-operation between the 
nations at war with Germany can be 
secured through cabled exchanges and 
conference between the diplomatic rep­
resentatives and the foreign secretaries 
at the different capitals. It was said 
today that these exchanges would be­
gin very soon. Strong objection is 
made at present by officials of the 
United States Administrations to at­
tempts on the part of the press to 
forecast the nature of the reply that 
will be made by President Wilson. 
But it is not denied that nothing has 
been presented by the pope to warrant 
the expectation that there will be any 
change in the attitude taken by the 
president in his previous utterances on 
the subject of peace and the conditions 
that must be met to secure it.

Last year a number of London peo­
ple were taken ill after eating celery, 
and the blame was laid to the bleach­
ing compound used on the vegetable. 
This year householders are warned to 
beware of cabbage that has been spray­
ed with arsenate of lead, a deadly pois­
on used to kill slugs.

Dr. J. C. Bell of Merlin. Ont., writes 
to The Advertiser as follows concern­
ing one case of poisoning from eating 
cabbage which has come to his atten­
tion;

"At 1:30 o’clock this morning I 
was called to attend the family of 
Abraham Smith, who lives in 
Raleigh Township, about 2/2 miles 
from Merlin. 1 found Mrs. Smith 
very ill, and in a collapsed condi­
tion. Two sons, one about 16 and 
the other 18, were very ill, also a 
niece of Mr. Smith in the same con­
dition. The mother-in-law of Mr. 
Smith, jun., Is very ill in Chatham, 
and attributes her trouble to eating 
cabbage that had been purchased 
on the Chatham market on Satur­
day. I think the growers had used 
arsenic or arsenate of lead to kill 
the slugs en the cabbage while 
growing. Six that partook of the 
cabbage were very ill, and I think 
the case is a similar one to the many 
cases reported last year from eat­
ing celery on which this poison had 
been used."
Dr. Bell thinks that growers and con-i 

sumers should be warned of the dan- 
ger. People purchasing cabbage or 
other vegetables on which sprays have 
been used should ask the grower what, 
he used, and if any of the poisons nam-| 
ed have been used should avoid the 
vegetables as a plague. It is said that 
much arsenate of lead is used to spray 
cabbages.

JUST ROUNDED CURVE
Jumped To Safety From Jig­

ger Moment Before Engine 
Struck It. Had Complete Breakdown and

Two Grand Trunk sectionmen nar­

By 
that time the citron will be floating in 
its own juice. Add a pound or so of 
good raisins to every five quarts, and 
cook till citron is clear, then can.

The rind of watermelon, which is 
usually thrown in the garbage, may 
be put up in the same way, and make's 
quite as nice marmalade.

Rhubarb and Lemon Preserves.
For six quarts of rhubarb peeled and 

cut fine, take -three lemons, put 
through food grinder, after removing 
seeds and part of yellow. Put into a 
kettle with very little water, and add 
about eight or nine cups of sugar, 
according to taste. Simmer till lemon 
seems tender, and can.

Tomato Marmalade.
Tomatoes make a cheap and delicious 

marmalade. Peel, core, and cut in two 
crosswise. Spoon out seeds and set 
aside for juice, then chop tomato pulp. 
For each quart of pulp add half a 
ground lemon a cup and a half of 
sugar and some ginger root. Simmer 
till rather thick, then can. Save and 
can all tomato juice, as it has many 
uses in cooking.

Apple Preserves.
The flavor of most harvest apples 

and many fall apples is excellent. 
These are poor keepers, and, conse­
quently, can often be had at a bargain. 
If a little on the green side they are 
all the better for this purpose. As 
you peel and core the apples, drop the 
quarters into cold water to prevent 
them from turning dark. Put peel and 
cores into a kettle, cover with water, 
boil twenty minutes, strain and return 
juice to preserving kettle. For each 
quart of apples add about a cupful of

Chipped Pears With Oranges.
The pear is a mild fruit, and, con- 

sequently, lends itself to many delight­
ful combinations. With a peck of 
pears use about a dozen oranges, then 
set peelings on to boil. Slice oranges 
by cutting Inwards towards core, mak­
ing little chips about half an inch 
wide, then peel and chip pears in like 
manner. Put all in kettle and add 
water off orange peel, with a cupful 
of sugar for each quart of the mixture. 
Cook tender and can.

Pears With Quinces.
Quinces have a strong flavor,/ so that 

a dozen or less will permeate a peck 
of pears. For marmalade grind both, 
put into kettle, barely cover with water, 
and add a little less than a cupful of 
sugar to each quart, according to taste. 
Simmer till fairly thick, and can

Pickled Pears With Sweet Apples.
Make a syrup composed of one cup 

or vinegar, one cup of sugar to two 
cups of water, though tastes may dif­
fer regarding the amount of sugar and 
vinegar used. Anyway, based on these 
proportions, about half fill the kettle 
with syrup, and set on to boll. Peel 
fruit, leaving on stem when possible, 
stick in a few cloves, add to syrup and 
boil tender. Other spices may be added 

liked. Pears alone, apples alone, or 
both mixed in any proportion, may be 
put up in this way, and make an 
appetizing breakfast dish or cold meat 
relish.

A good deal may be done with pears, 
if they happen to be plentiful.

, "(1) The public will have to economize in the use of gasoline. Not a gal-
°n should be used in the present emergency except for some useful end.

(2) Every oil producer in the country should be encouraged as a patriotic 
effort to secure the utmost possible output of crude oil. The present expense of 
drilling new wells is increasing, but the oil is to be had if the producers in the 
oil business will redouble their efforts to get it out of the ground."

|HIGH INCOME RETURNS USUALLY SPELL LOW CREDIT. 
BY CHARLES F. SPEARE.

One of the greatest temptations that, lies in the path of the investor is to 
buy a security for its high income return. In these days of extreme living costs 
and of a desire to spend freely, it requires strong resistance to select a 4% 
to 5% per cent yielding bond or stock known to be absolutely safe as against 
another which may provide a return of 6 to 8 per cent, but carries with it a cer­
tain element of risk. The present is a period of remarkably high dividend re­
turns. There are many industrial stocks on which the yield runs 10 per cent 
and higher, with no indication that actual dividends being paid will be changed 
within the year. There are also stocks yielding 15 per cent and over which 
seem to have a fairly good chance of keeping at the present dividend basis for 
some time to come. Certain railroad and industrial bonds give yields of 7 to 8 
per cent, and in the foreign government issues there have lately been oppor­
tunities to obtain from 8 to 872 per cent and even higher on Russians, on loans 
of the strongest credit nations in Europe. The average investor will ask himself, 
therefore, why he should be content with $50 income on $1,000 of principal when 
there are so many apparent bargains that will yield him from $70 to $100 on 
every $1,000.

High income returns usually spell low credit. There are exceptions to this 
as to all other rules. A company may be earning this year enough to pay a 
substantial dividend, but its previous record has been that it could not pay 
dividends at all and had trouble in caring for its interest charges. Therefore 
it would be unwise to risk an investment in an issue which would be likely to 
depreciate in price very rapidly under normal trade conditions. The experience 
of a majority of those who have bought securities because of their high return 
has been that they have lost heavily on their principal after enjoying a brief 
season of exhilaration over their high interest return. If one had $10,000 to 
invest it would be quite legitimate to put 10 per cent, or possibly 20 per cent, 
in bonds that for temporary reasons were selling on a low credit basis. The 
difficulty is that most persons will not limit their purchase for this proportion, 
but want to make the whole amount earn at the maximum rate. It is very 
easy to conceive of conditions which would reduce the market value of a $10,- 
000 fund to $5,000 within the next two or three years if put now in securities 
whose chief recommendation is that they "pay big."

ONE WAY OF INVESTING MONEY.
r [By J. C. K.]
How can I secure higher returns for my money than I get at the bank?" 

This is a question often asked by the average man, whose income is limited. 
The man in question likely has his money out on debentures which pay a 
slightly higher rate than the bank does on deposits He may possibly have 
mortgages which usually are well paying, but unless he has saved up more than 
generally is the case, he is not likely to possess these. The answer to his ques­
tion then is—buy stocks.

For years the purchase of industrial and railroad stock was something im­
possible to the man of ordinary means, and the Stock Exchange was nothing 
more than a legalized gambling joint to the great mass of people where they were 
sure to lose their money if they were bold enough to venture within its walls. 
These conditions are changing; perhaps it would be better to say they have 
changed; and for this change the war is chiefly responsible. In the early days 
of the struggles, when the markets seethed with "war babies," and every great 
plant was going into the making of munitions, and financial writers were esti- 
mating the fortunes made by those who received the first big contracts from 
the Allies, the man of ordinary means felt a very great desire to share in this 
fortune. Thus the mass of people which are really the financial backbone of the 
world, commenced to dabble more or less successfully in stocks, and it is safe 
to say that more was put into the market than was taken out, as far as this 
class were concerned. In brief, they speculated and usually lost, as the average 
person who speculates generally does.

Thus the above advice to buy stocks does not mean that the investor should 
speculate. He should make careful inquiries; first, regarding the broker through 
whom he will purchase, and then about the stocks themselves.

It is now generally known that stock can be purchased in what is termed 
"Odd-Lots," that is to say, in lots of less than 100 shares. The "Odd-Lot" sys­
tem has been a great boon to the average man. Previously he could only pur­
chase in lots of 100; now he can buy any amount from one share up. A man 
saves $100 and wishes to purchase stock. Under the old system he could not do 
this, as most conservative stocks sell for at least that figure per share, and he 
would be compelled to buy in lots of one hundred shares. Now he may buy his 
one share for his $100. The foregoing is only an example; there are perfectly 
sound stocks selling for less than $100 per share. Just how many people are 
dealing in "Odd-Lots" at the present time may be judged when 28 per cent of 
the millions of dollars' worth of stocks which changed hands on the New York 
Stock Exchange last year were in lots of less than 100 shares. Thus the aver­
age man is fast becoming the Little Partner in the world's big business.

There are several firms, members of recognized exchanges, which deal in odd- 
lots. These are known as odd-lot dealers, and are usually only too glad to 
supply the small investor with full information about stocks. They purchase odd- 
lots one-eighth under the next sale of 100 lots or sell them one-eighth over the 
next share of 100 lots.

In a general way the interest rate obtained from buying securities is regard­
ed as a criterion of the risk involved. To some extent there is justification in 
this idea, but no definite rule can be established. Some of the safest securities 

I pay the highest dividend rate.
When a man purchases odd-lots stocks he should spread his investments 

out; that is to say he should not buy two or three shares of the same stock. Few 
stocks are strong enough not to feel the effect of world events, and so the ma-| 
jority of the offerings on the exchange are continually fluctuating, thus it is ! 
not wise for a man of small means to sink all his money in the one stock. Buy 
one or two good solid offerings first; then, if the investor thinks he can spare 
the money he may invest in something which looks promising, while possessing 
a certain percentage of certainty. In this he stands to win, as his stock may 
increase in price, while it is not likely to fall far behind.

The man of modest means should take advantage of the oportunity pre­
sented by the odd-lot and make some investments. If he-selects a reliable 
broker, the broker will generally advise him a reliable stock to buy, and there 
are many stocks which pay big dividends within the reach of every man who 
has saved some money. Why keep money at 3 per cent in the bank, or on a 
mortgage at 5 per cent, when it might be earning 6 per cent and 7 per cent with 
perfect safety? Many mortgages are not as safe as the shares in a sound: 
concern.
