ORILLIA, May 6.—Gen. Sir Arthur
Currle, K.C.B., K.C.M.G., was the
guest of the Orillia Canadian Club this
evening and gave an address on the
war. Gen. Currie ‘told something of
the events of 1917 and 1918, with par-
ticular reference to the battles of Hill
70, Passchendaele, Amiens and Arras.

Sir Arthur paid high tribute to the
valor and endurance of the Canadian
soldier and expressed the opinion that
the part taken by the men in France
proved that Canada has developed a
distinct race of men, the fusion of the
best of Anglo-Saxon blood, sons of the
ploneers who were men of brains,
mettle and character, resulting in a
type of soldier that was superior, in
many instances. to those of any other
nationality fighting in the great war.

In the afternoon a public reception
was held at the park. Fifteen hundred
school children, headed by the citizens’
band, marched from the public square
to the park where hundreds of citizens
were gathered. Mayor Anderson tend-

JAPANESE DIVISION
DEFEATS BRIGADE OF
BOLSHEVIKI TROOPS

Semi-Official Announcement
From Tokio Tells of

TOKIO, May 6.—(By the Associated
Press.)—The fourteenth Japanese di-
vision on April 29 defeated four thou-
sand Bolsheviki in the vicinity of
Khabarovsk, in Siberia, near the Man-
churian frontier, it was semi-officially
announced today,

A dispatch received in L.ondon April

said that a Russian firm in Tien
Tsin, China, had received a cablegram,
announcing the annihilation of a Jap-
anese division in the Khabarovsk dis-
trict. The dispatch added that no offi-
cial statement concerning the incident
could be obtained.

Aggressive actions by the Bolsheviki
at Khabarovsk, Nikolsk and Vladivostok
were given by the Japanese command as
the cause of the seizure of Viadivostok
early in April by Japanese forces.

In the history of provincial
premierships in this country few have equalled
and none surpassed the record of Sir Lomer
Fifteen years ago, when he took over the ruler-
ship of his province, Quebec was suffering from
stagnation. Today Quebec is in many respects
the most advanced of the provinces industrially,
commercially and socially, and the progress
has been sound economically. Premier Gouin
is sane, safe, solid, exactly the type of man
needed to. head public affairs in this period of
unrest and uncertainty. When he does elect
to retire from public life in his own province,
it is to be hoped that his distinguished useful-
ness, his sagacity, tact and vision, will 'be em-
ployed in some field broad enough to include
the entire Dominion.

NOT ENOUGH HOUSES.
[Christian Guardian.]

Partly because there are not enough houses, and
partly because of the general inflation of values,
and partly from pure greed, the rents of dwelling-
houses in our cities and United States cities have
been leaping skyward in an alarming manner., New
York State, in sheer desperation, recently passed a
law limiting the increase in rentals to 25 per cent
over last year’s figures. The fact that a 25 per
cent increase is looked upon as a reasonable one
is in itself a startling fact. But even this will not
landlord bidding his tenant vacate a
house, and he can then charge his own figure, even
if it be 50 per cent increase. Ordinarily the in-
crease in rents would stimulate building operations,
but it is not doing so just now. In Toronto a small
house with a fair-sized lot will cost about §5,000,
The taxes on this property will run about $150, and
if we allow 10 per cent interest on the investment,
which certainly would be a very low rate to cover
insurance, depreciation and interest, we get at once
a rental of nearly $55 a month, which no average
worker can afford to pay. The solution of this
house difficulty is not yet in sight. The Building
Guild has proposed to the city council that the
council advance $500,000 to build houses, and the
guild will build the houses, under ‘the supervision
of the city architect, thus saving all contractors’
profits. The Builders’ Exchange, on the other
hand, offers to build the same houses at a con-
tractor's profit of 5 per cent, which they assert is
cheap enough for effective supervision. But 100
or 200 extra houses will do very little to relieve
the situation, and the staggering feature about the
situation is the prohibitive cost of houses to the
average wage earner, whether he rents or not. If
the congestion in the cities would only drive men
to the farm it would not be an unmixed evil, but
it has not yet operated in this way.

MAKING DIVORCE EASIER.
[Le Devoir.]

There is a movement on foot in England directed
to increase the number of legal causes for divorce.
This is a natural tendency everywhere a breach
has once been made in the sacred wall. And that
is surely what will happen in Canada if parliament,
enlarging the present rule, adopts the Ross project
of law. A double movement then will s<oon be made
in order to apply the law to all the provinces and
render divorce easler. For the present the
Province of Quebec is excluded from Senator Ross's
measure. But it is none the less necessary that we
should combat the proposal generally in the interest
of the country, and particularly as a measure of
protection for our own province.

naturalization. 'Worse than that, how-
ever, that individual has almost
{ complete power to cancel naturaliza-
tion certificates alrsady granted. He
ican cancel them for a varlety of
reasons, one of which is that the bearer
; of the certificate was not ‘‘of

| character” when he received it. He
| may have recelved it twenty years ago,
and have come from a country where
good character was difficult to main-
tain or develop, and under the benefi-
cent institutions of the Dominion have
attained to the most spotless character.

is To Be Judge.

That does not matter, and, more-
over, the secretary of state is to be
the judge of ‘‘character.’” The Lord
giveth and the Lord taketh away. This
act does away with the former natur-
alization act, through which any per-
son who was satisfled with the mere
titla of Canadian couid become a
citizen of that country. It took three
years to become a Canadian citizen:

LIVES FOR SIX DAYS
IN SEALED CABINET

Experiment To Calculate the.
Amount of Oxygen in
Blood.

Cambridge, Eng.,, May 4.—Joseph
Barcroft, a reader of physiology at

King’s Coliege here, has lived for six
days in a hermetically sealed glass box.

The experiment arose out of a 30-
year-old controversy as to whether It
is possible to calculate the amount of
oxygen in the biood from a knowledge
of the amuunt of oxygen in the breath.
The iest was also made to demonsirate
whether it was necessary that airgen
should have oxygen apparatus when
flying at great heights. It proved that
oxygen was necessary tp flying men,
but it did not show to what height
they could fly with safety.

While in the box Barcroft kept &
record of his sensations and made
scientific observations. He said he suf-
fered from sleeplessness, but otherwise
did not experience much inconvenience
except on the last day when the at-
mosphere became extremely rarified.
He then had headaches and nausea. He
was watched continually while in the
box. He took food and slept in two
small compartments fitted up with
wicker chairs, a table, a small bed aed
a bicycle on which he exercised every
morning.
