199.—An insurance company cannot be deemed 
to have waived a condition in a policy of fire insurance 
rendering it void in case other insurance had been, or 
should be, made upon the property, unless by agreement 
indorsed thereon or attached thereto, because its agent had 
notice or knowledge of the existence of other insurance in 
another company at the time he delivered the policy and 
received the premium, where such policy also provided that 
“no officers, agent or other representative of this com­
pany shall have power to waive any provision or condi­
tion of this policy, except such as by the terms of the 
policy may be the subject of agreement indorsed hereon or 
added hereto; and as to such provisions or conditions, no 
officer, agent or representative shall have power, or be

—Washington, U.S., advices state that after prolonged 
debale the Senate passed the ship subsidy bill, the final vote 
on the measure being 42 to 31. With the exception of 
amendments offered by Mr. Allison and accepted by Mr. 
Frye, limiting the time of the operation of contracts made 
under the provisions of the bill to July 1, 1920, and provid-- 
ing that the amount of the expenditure under the mail sub­
sidy paragraph shall not at any time exceed $8,000,000 an­
nually, not one of the amendments agreed to materially af­
fected the bill as it was reported from the commerce com­
mittee. Mr. Hanna offered, and the Senate adopted, three 
amendments applying directly to the acquisition by J. Pier- 
pont Morgan and his associates of the Leyland line of Brit­
ish ships. They provide that no foreign built 'ship shall 
participate in the proposed subsidy, that nothing in the act 
shall be construed to prevent American citizens or corpora­
tions from holding or operating foreign ships; in the 
carrying trade; and that no foreign built ship of any line 
thus acquired by American citizens shall be admitted here­
after to American registry.

In regard to Germany, Mr. Fielding thought the trade 
with that Empire, which has been restricted through our 
refusal to give German goods equal privileges with Brit­
ish, “was not of vital importance to Canada.” This is a 
decidedly wrong view, as the trade of every customer is, 
or ought to be regarded, as of vital importance to a 
chant, or manufacturer. To disdain the trade of a great 
Empire, like Germany, is not business-like. As a mat­
ter of fact, Canada imports largely from Germany 
through England, and it is desirable to make every rea­
sonable effort to secure more of the direct trade of Ger­
many than this country now enjoys.

The Budget Speech can be summarized in three short 
sentences : No tariff changes ; larger expenditures ; heavy 
borrowings. The menu is very appropriate to Lent, but, 
whether the country is in a mood for such a diet of herbs 
is doubtful.

$75,000 was transferred to Reserve Fund, and the usual 
dividend paid in October and the one due next month 
provided for. Thus, though the loss at Victoria, B.C., 
was very disappointing, it was fully provided for and 
neither lessened the dividend nor interfered with the 
annual appropriation to augment the Reserve Fund, 
which now amounts to $1,825,000.

The cash resources of the Bank of British North Am­
erica are exceedingly large in comparison with other 
banks and with its liabilities. The amount of money 
it has almost immediately available is $14,017,000, which 
is about 90 per cent, of the deposits and current balances 
it has on hand. Indeed, the cash on hand, and at call 
and short notice exceeds the demand liabilities. The se­
curities were increased last year by Canadian bonds to the 
extent of $925,000.

In reviewing the business of the year the Chairman 
spoke of the general prosperity of Canada; he gave the 
value of farm products raised in Manitoba last year as 
;$40,000,000, exclusive of stock, hay and roots; the sales 
of North-West lands in 1901 were stated to he 931,000 
acres. As to British Columbia, the increase in mineral 
output was stated to be 25 per cent, in excess of 1900. 
The salmon pack was declared to be the largest on record 
and the lumber trade extending. Victoria, B.C., seems 
to ■ have been depressed, probably owing to the rise of 
Vancouver, and reaction after the Yukon excitement. As 
•to Dawson City, the Bank does not expect any increase 
in the output of gold, and the manager there belhves 
that the amount shipped has been exaggerated, but the 
Chairman shrewdly said, “We are not so much concerned 
with the amount of gold brought out as with the am Tint 

left in.”
The Chairman referred to the advantages derived by 

the Board from the interviews with Mr. Stikeman, Gen­
eral Manager, which were said to be “most valuable,’ a 
'compliment which he will much appreciate and his nu­
merous friends in Canada cordially endorse.

That is a proper course and should be followed by all 
public bodies. The business of the Harbour Board is 
small in volume, compared with that of the city, and its 
reports should be given out with equal promptness and 
detail as those of the city. A word to the wise in this 
respect should be sufficient.

We have also seen the full report of the delegation sent 
by the Harbour Board to enquire into the management 
and charges in other competing ports. It is interest­
ing reading, certainly, but it contains nothing but what 
was already known to all interested in such matters. As 
we have before pointed out, in no two ports are condi­
tions and charges alike, and the position of Montreal is 
different from them all, and therefore comparisons can­
not usefully be made. The main object to be kept in 
view, if we are to keep, and increase, our trade, is to pro­
vide modern facilities for handling it and by reducing 
charges make it a cheap port in which to do business.

In this respect no apparent progress has been made by 
the Harbour Board since our last article appeared on this 
subject. For two weeks the members have been again 
confronted with plans for an elevator emanating from 
Buffalo—a name ominous for Montreal ever since the Com­
missioners made that celebrated visit to it. From what 
we gather from the men in the grain trade, who should 
know, in this matter, what they are talking about, the 
newly proposed plan is not suited to the requirements of 
this harbour. If this is so, what folly it seems to waste 
time over it. Week after week is passing, and if this is 
continued much longer, it is evident that the elevator 
cannot be built in time for the use of the trade even at 
the end of the coming season.

This elevator question is undoubtedly important but it 
is only a small portion of the requisites to perfectly equ p 
the harbour as it should be equipped. In the meantime, 
so far as can be ascertained, no progress is being nade 
on the larger features regarding the arrangements 'or 
the traffic on the wharves and to the sheds, the satisfac­
tory settlement of which must soon become imperative.

WOOD PULP.

Seeing their limited supply of spruce timber in few 
hands and being rapidly changed into paper, our neigh­
bours to the South are casting eager glances in this direc­
tion and noticing our magnificent spruce timber limits 
swaying in the northern breeze, are strongly advocating 
legislation in favour of a removal of the duty on Canadian 
pulp. Not satisfied with this many U.S. capitalists are 
investing in railway projects throughout Northern On­
tario, Quebec and the Maritime Provinces, having already 
acquired extensive areas of spruce timber.

That Canada’s supply of this valuable product is also 
limited is known only too well by those who have esti­
mated the total areas and the time it will take to strip 
them. At the rate limits are being purchased during 
the past two years and the reduction which must be made 
for forest fires, it would be a wise precaution on the part 
of the Government to hold aside from sale a sufficient 
area of spruce timber to meet later requirements when 
more imperative demands will be made. For immediate 
gain millions of acres will be slashed and sacrificed with­
in the next decade which, it is safe to say, would readily 
bring over three times the amount later on. Referring 
to the duty on wood pulp, the New York Journal of 
Commerce, in a recent issue, says:

The supply of spruce in this country is rapidly dimin­
ishing. When the Paper Trust was formed it claimed to 
have acquired about all that was left of spruce forests and 
accessible water powers. This was an exaggeration, as 
was presently proved by the establishment of outside 
paper mills with good water powers and plenty of spruce 
for their immediate needs. But the trust and the in­
dependent companies have pretty nearly all the spruce, 
and they are reducing the amount of standing wood so 
fast that American capital is now going into the owner­
ship of Canadian forests and the manufacture of pulp in 
Canada.

Canada has incalculable supplies of spruce. The rail­
road from Winnipeg to Hudson’s Bay, undertaken largely 
with American capital, has for a leading purpose the 
bringing to market of Canadian spruce; there are other 
woods and some minerals to be reached, but the prime

American life; they cannot be continued without the free 
use of Canadian spruce and pulp, and the request of the 
American Newspaper Publishers’ Association for free 
pulp and a reduced duty on paper can be granted with- 
at a recent meeting of that body, bearing upon the sub- 
ists as well as free traders ask for this.

The feeling in favour of absolutely free trade between 
Carada and the United States is fast gaining ground 
among writers across the border. A recent letter from 
Washington reads:

Our trade policy for Cuba and the Philippines has to 
be disposed of at the earliest possible moment, because 
we have undertaken to substitute good government for 
misrule in those countries, and good government means 
practical measures for the commercial and industrial de­
velopment of those countries and for the educational ad­
vancement of the peoples. Men may argue the matter 
“till the cows come home,” but the fact remains that 
when we extended our protection to the tropical islands 
released from Spanish misrule we shouldered much of the 
weight of “the white man’s burden.” The responsibility 
is upon us; and if there is involved the passing of the 
Dingley tariff the enforced change in economic policy has 
to be accepted and our trade principles have to change 
to those conforming to freer trade.

The country as a whole is probably willing to try a fall 
with the world in home and foreign markets, but the 
House and Senate, influenced by political exigencies, will 
of course make it apparent that they have to yield to pub­
lic sentiment in favour of freer trade.

That with our undertaking to provide the Cubans and 
Filipinos with good government there is involved a break­
ing away from our high protective policy there can be 
little doubt. We cannot lower the tariff for the Cubans 
and the Filipinos and then expect to hold in check the 
demands of the Southern and Western States for freer 
trade with the Latin-American republics; or the demands 
of the New England States, the cities along the northern 
boundary and the Pacific Coast for freer trade with Can­
ada; or the demands of New York city, the headquarters 
of the capitalists of the country, for freer trade with the 
world. The House and Senate are well seized of the 
situation. Under cover of giving good government to 
the Cubans and Filipinos is the opportunity to permit 
the lowering of the barriers to freer trade with all na­
tions.

With the trade question with Cuba and the Philippines 
disposed of the House and Senate cannot too quickly give 
earnest attention to the matter of fairer trade relations 
with Canada, our third best customer. The possibilities 
to us of the Canadian market are greater than those in 
any other country ; but to assure ourselves of this market 
it has become very necessary to give fairer trade treat­
ment. The longer we delay the greater will be the 
concessions required from us; for Canada is now bound­
ing forward under the spur of a great influx of American 
capital and enterprise, and has commenced to fatten upon 
the rapid development of her own unlimited resources, 
■even as we fatten upon the development of our great 
Western territory. Already Canada has publicly declared 
that she will no longer ask us for better trade relations; 
we must now make our offer to her. If we want to hold 
<mv trade with Canada we must act promptly. If we are 
willing to see our trade with Canada decline we have 
only to continue our present policy towards that country. 
To-day three-fourths of the Canadians are yet in favour 
of freer trade with the United States; next year three- 
fourths of the Canadians may oppose freer trade with the

object of this road is to procure spruce for paper. There 
is now in process of construction on the Canadian side of 
the falls of St. Mary’s Eiver what is probably the largest 
water-power plant in the world. It is built mainly with 
American capital, and its chief purpose is to operate wood 
pulp mills. In other words, the manufacture of wood 
pulp for American paper makers by Americans and 
with American capital is fast moving into the Dominion 
on account of the exhaustion of American spruce.

In the nature of things the wood pulp business cannot 
be permanent here, and while it lasts it needs no protec­
tion from foreign competition because its exports are now 
creating alarm in all the wood pulp paper countries in the 
world. The exports of printing paper, which is practi­
cally all wood pulp paper, in the last three calendar years 
have been as follows:

These figures show that American paper manufactur­
ers can meet competition anywhere in the world. The 
greater part of the exports go to the British Empire, 
where the opportunities of the Canadian manufacturers 
to meet our competition are as good as they can be any­
where. In Great Britain, and also in Australia, our 
manufacturers meet the competition of Swedish manu­
facturers. There is a considerable importation of wood 
pulp, but this is due to the fact that not enough wood 
pulp is made in this country to meet the domestic and 
export demand for printing paper, and if the manufacture 
were accelerated it would simply hasten the time when 
the last spruce tree in the country would be used in a 
pulp mill.

None of the customary reasons for maintaining a pro­
tective duty are available in justifying this duty on wood 
pulp and the corresponding duties on print paper, 
paper manufacturers can meet foreign competition now, 
and with the removal of the duty on pulp they could 
bear a reduction of the paper duty with no change in 
their relative position. The greatest effect a removal of 
the duty on pulp could have on its manufacture would be 
to make it last longer by retarding the destruction of the 
spruce forests. The interests benefited by maintaining 
the pulp duty are very limited, very prosperous and there 
is the minimum of competition between them.

To the newspapers of the United States the removal of 
the pulp duty and the proportionate reduction of the du ty 
on paper are of vital importance. The trust raised the 
price of paper as soon as it was organized. The ex­
haustion of the 'nruce fores; : will inev'dably advance ; he 
price of paper even if combination is unable to do it. The 
prices of newspapers being in even cents they cannot be 
raised in proportion to an increase in the price of paper,, 
and to raise the price a cent, doubling the price cf the 
cheapest ones, would cut down their business enormously..

its Pacific depot near Vancouver Island, British America 
would inevitably draw to it the commerce of Europe, Asia 
and the United States. Thus, from a mere colonial de­
pendency it would assume a controlling rank in the world. 
To her other nations would be tributary, and in vain 
would the United States attempt to be her rival.

It is not by any means a “close secret that notwith­
standing all our advantages in the way of raw material, 
but few of our paper companies have been over-success­
ful. The passing of dividends is not uncommon by even 
some of the largest manufacturers, and stil fewer have 
escaped close calls at one period or another of their ca­
reer. With U.S. news paper offered at less than two cents, 
laid down here (contract price), it is difficult to see how 
great prosperity can be attained without some radical 
changes. The managing president of the great U.S. 
combine, Mr. Hugh Chisholm, once a book and newsdeal­
er in a small way in Canada, receives to-day in New York 
a salary of $50,000 a year, a sum that would go a long 
way toward paying the salaries of all the officials of any 
of the largest mills in Canada. Ability and strong will­
power should always form a portion of the ingredients 
necessary in the paper manufacturing business, and in 
most others. Let our mill proprietors look out for a 
man worth $50,000 a year.

The trade of Canada for the seven months since June 
30th last is $253,700,000, as against $235,100,000 for the 
corresponding months of the previous year, an increase of 
$18,600,000. If this increase be maintained the trade of 
the year wiU be $416,000,000, as against $239,000,000 in 
the previous year. It is a remarkable fact that the Can­
adian trade is now $106,000,000 more than that of the 
United States in 1850, when the population of the United 
States was more than four times that of the present popu­
lation of Canada; and that trade is nearly equal to that 
of Great Britain in 1830. The exports for the seven 
months rank as follows: Animals and their products, 
$41,700,000; the mine, $23,400,000 ; the forest, $21,000,- 
000; agriculture, $20,000,000 ; manufactures, $10,300,- 
000; the fisheries, $9,900,000.

In an article upon Canada’s destiny, a Canadian paper 
recently said: — “The American has stepped in where 
the Englishman has been afraid to tread, and the result 
is a degree of commercial and industrial activity that has 
hardly been equalled heretofore, and from which 
people are reaping the largest benefits. It is a signifi­
cant circumstance that some of the great concerns that 
have been brought into being here by our neighbours are 
coming under Canadian control, and the American inter­
est may soon be entirely eliminated. We refuse to be­
lieve that in getting Americans to take so large a share in 
the development of this country we are merely paving 
the way for a generation to come that will parcel out our 
provinces as States of the Union. Rather will we share 
the view attributed to one of the shrewdest and ablest of 
American men, the late Secretary Seward, and expressed

Nothing enters in the making of these pictures save that 
which grows, and most of the material is the product of 
the corn field, and one would hardly think that corn, corn­
cobs, kernels, husks, grain, grasses and seed could be made 
to blend into pictures so realistic and interesting. On the 
shelves and in the cases can be seen many ears of prize 
winning corn in scientifically assorted lots of ten dozens of 
glass jars. Much of this corn was raised in the vicinity of 
Peoria, and exhibited there at the Corn Carnival, which is 
held every fall. Of the railroads of Illinois those centring 
at Peoria, fourteen, offer prizes for the best corn raised 
within five miles of their respective lines, and in this way 
stimulating the agricultural industry and advancing the in­
terest of the corn-grower and increasing the yield per 
acre.

Illinois apples received thirty-four prizes at Buffalo, and 
the exhibit of apples made in the Cotton Palace here is well 
worthy of attention. Illinois, apples received twenty-four 
prizes, which included fifteen first prizes and one grand 
prize, at the Paris Exposition. Illinois is especially noted 
for the excellent quality of its apples of such varieties as 
Grimes Golden and Jonathan, and of the excellent keeping 
and marketing qualities of such varieties, as Willow and 
Ben Davis.

It would thus 
come about that to add two nautical miles to the hourly 
speed would mean an additional 200 tons of coal to be 
sumed daily. This would mean a consumption of 750 tons 
per day, or 1.3 tons per mile steamed.

It is pointed out that an 18-knot steamship would 
sume less than half this amount of coal per day, while the 
expenditure on wages and' engineering would be correspon­
dingly lessened. It remarks, furthermore, that such a ves­
sel could profitably carry a large cargo, as her machinery 
would require only half the weight and space of the swifter 
vessels. It does not pay to take a cargo at high speed.

The following is a copy of the circular to-day sent to 
agents of the London & Lancashire and Orient in the West 
by the manager: “The excessive losses of the past few years 
and the disastrous fires during the early part of this year 
have brought the business of fire insurance to such an un­
satisfactory and unprofitable condition that we are compel­
led, as a measure of relief, to advance our rates on certain 
risks which have contributed most largely to this result. 
Therefore, without entering into any agreement with our 
associates we desire you to advance our rates 25 per cent, 
on stocks in all buildings except such as are occupied as 
dwellings above the grade floor, and on frame store build­
ings and on all manufacturing risks and special haazrds

Under the heading of in­
vestments our Consols and National War Loan remain un­
changed; but we have added to our list of British Govern­
ment securities £25,000 Exchequer bonds, thus bringing 
the total to a quarter of a million sterling. As you are 
aware, our Consols have for several years past been writ­
ten down to 90—a figure which at one time was regarded as 
almost quixotic. There was, however, a short period dur­
ing last year when it appeared not unlikely that we might 
be called upon to write them down to a still lower figure, 
but happily that time of deep depression has passed away, 
and there has since been a moderate recovery. In the 
other securities there is an increase of £185,000 compared 
with 1900. This increase consists of provincial and munici­
pal bonds within the Dominion of Canada, and the valua­
tions on December 31st show that they are worth 
more than the figure at which they stand in the books. 
Bills receivable show an increase of £ 4,000, and premises’ 
account is £3,000 more, the increase being made up of the 
balance of our expenditure upon these new premises. The 
total liabilities show an increase of £715,000. You will 
notice from the front page of the report that we have 
closed our office at Sydney, Cape Breton. After giving the 
place a fair trial we did not find the results sufficiently 
satisfactory to encourage us in remaining there. During 
the year 1901 the Dominion of Canada reached the highest 
mark in her progress hitherto attained, compared with ten 
years ago her exports have doubled, having increased from 
$98,000,000 to $196,000,000; while her imports have grown 
from $119,000,000 to $190,000,000. The public deposits in 
the banks now exceed $400,000,000. These figures are evi­
dence of great prosperity, and we are inclined to hope that 
the year upon which we have now entered may establish 
another record; for, as I have remarked on a previous oc­
casion, the mainspring of Canada’s prosperity is in the 
harvest, and the harvest of last season was extremely 
bountiful. The Government statement shows that the

The Chairman said: Before reading the notes which I 
have prepared respecting the business of the bank during 
the year 1901, I desire to welcome you to our new premises. 
When we last met a year ago in Clement’s Lane I had the 
pleasure of showing these new offices to some of you who 
were then present; but they were at that time in a very in­
complete condition, and it was difficult then to form an idea 
of how they would finally turn out. I hope, however, 
that you will take this opportunity of inspecting them, and 
I trust that the result will be that you will be as well sat­
isfied as we are ourselves; for since we have been located 
here we have found the offices to be in every way most con­
venient. We have secured a long lease, which does not 
expire until the year 1963, so that the present gen­
eration of shareholders and directors need not fear 
any further disturbance in their time. We have 
entered into an agreement for the sale of the 
lease of our old premises in Clement’s Lane,
and the matter is at present in the hands of the bank’s so­
licitors, and will no doubt shortly be completed. The 
price realised for the lease, which is lower than we ex­
pected, will then appear in reduction of the premises’ ac­
count in the next half-yearly balance-sheet. I will now 
proceed to make some comments upon the report and ac­
counts for the half-year ended December 31st, 1901, and for 
the purposes of comparison I will take the figures of the 
corresponding half-year in 1900. The reserve fund at the 
end of 1900 stood at £350,000. We have now added to it 
£15,000, making a present total of £365,000. Respecting 
this item in the accounts, I shall have something more to 
say later on. Deposits and current accounts show an in­
crease of £27,000; notes in circulation an increase of £8,- 
000. Bills payable show the considerable increase of £674,- 
000. The net profit for the half-year shows a decrease of 
£ 19,000, which has been a great disappointment to us, for 
this decrease has been occasioned by a serious loss in a 
most unexpected quarter, to which I shall refer later on 
when I again mention the reserve fund. Then follow three 
appropriations for the benefit of the staff, which I am con­
fident will, as usual, meet with your generous approval. On 
the other side of the account the cash and specie show a 
decrease of £ 87,000, while on the other hand cash at call 
and short notice show an increase of £ 586,000. Here I 
may point out that the cash in hand is in the proportion of 
39 per cent, to our liabilities payable on demand; while the 
cash in hand, at call and at short notice together largely 
exceed the total of our demand liabilities.

is exerting himself to the utmost to safeguard the inter­
ests of the bank, and in whom we have complete confidence. 
Proceeding northwards to Dawson City, it will interest you 
to know that we have done a considerable business in the 
export of gold, and that our general banking business is 
satisfactory. The Government estimate of the amount of 
gold shipped from Dawson during the year is $23,000,000; 
but our Dawson City manager, who is now at home on va­
cation, tells me that he thinks these figures ex­
ceed the actual total, that there has been an in­
accuracy in the figures issued by the department. That, 
however, is not important to us now; we are not so much 
concerned with the amount of gold that has been brought 
out as we are with the amount which is left in, and upon 
which alone the future prosperity of Dawson City depends. 
As to the future life of the goldfields, I notice that the 
opinions of experts who have visited the place and made 
their obserytions on the spot differ widely, and you will 
not, therefore, expect any opinion at all from me. I will 
only say this, that we do not expect to see any increase in 
the output, and that if the exports of gold continue upon 
the present scale we shall be content. Last summer our 
general manager, Mr. Stikeman, visited this country, 
and, although he was only here on furlough and not upon 
the business of the bank, we had the great advantage of 
many interviews with him, which were most valuable to us. 
I do not think that I have any further observations to 
offer upon the report and accounts, and I therefore beg to 
move that they be adopted, adding that I shall be happy to 
reply to the best of my ability to any inquiries which you 
may wish to put to me.

DAIRY PRODUCE.

A private London circular, date 7th inst., treating of the. 
dairy produce situation, says: Butter.—Although the 
ther possesses few, if any, characteristics of winter, it is 
also deficient in the balmy and genial traits of spring. 
Cloud and gloom with fog have been very much in evidence 
of late. The demand for Australian butter is over, and 
the Ormuz, the last vessel for the season has arrived. 
With New Zealand the case is different. Vessels from that 
colony will bring butter for the next two or three months. 
During the past week New Zealand butter has not been in 
such request as it was; but this is true of all butters. Re­
tailers are naturally anxious not to follow the high prices 
prevailing, hoping for a fall in values, but it looks 
much as if they would be disappointed, for though there is 
a temporary dullness there is not enough best quality but­
ter outside of New Zealand to meet the consumptive de­
mand.

He 
points out that ten barrels of the applets in question were 
held in storage, and were not being offered for sale, 
other eight barrels, he claims, had been overfaced but were 
rebranded at the other end, and the original brand scraped 
off, making the branded end, or what apple men under­
stand as a faced end, considerably inferior to the opposite 
end. Magistrate Denison held that either end of the bar­
rel was the face, but this, Mr. James says, is never admit­
ted by apple dealers. With regard to the ten barrels held 
in storage, Mr. James holds that until they were offered for 
sale they were not liable to fine. If the magistrate’s rul­
ing is upheld any large grower packing his fruit for storage 
in the orchard, and intending to subsequently repack for 
export, might be held liable to a fine of $1 per barrel on the 
entire pack. In many seasons 100,000 barrels are stored in 
Canada, and in the haste to get them under cover are pack­
ed in a hurry, and should Col. Denison’s decision hold, the 
business would be a dangerous one.
